STATEMENT OF FACTS

When the West Texas Utilities Com-
pany purchased the Light Plant in Spur,
the plant needed improvements and ex-
tensions. Pending the time when the
plant could be tied in with the trunk line
system, so as to insure continuous and un-
interrupted service, a heavy duty oil en-
gine was installed of a type suitable for
continuous operation. The Company has
used its best efforts to furnish its patrons

with satisfactory service.

In 1927 the Company entered into a
contract with Southwestern Bell Tele-
phone Company for joint construction in
several cities and towns, including Spur.
The reasons were that joint construction

was safer, more economic and reduced

the number of poles in the streets and al-
leys, and in many of these places, includ-
ing Spur, new construction was needed,
especially a need for increase in size of
wires. Soon after this contract was made
plans and specifications and blue prints
of the work were drawn and joint con-
construction was started last fall, and is

soon to be completed.

From time to time after it acquired the
plant, the Company has, of its own voli-
tion, reduced the rates to consumers. The
rates are now thirty per cent lower than
when the Company took over the property
and further reductions will be made this
year and in years to come as additional
economies are affected.

It has been the policy of the company

‘to keep employeees who would accord un-

iform courtesy to the citizens and adjust
all reasonable complaints. It has sought
to make its place of business attractive

and a credit to the town.

When the Company began business in
Spur it had faith in the growth and devel-
local isolated plant with every reason to
believe it was welcomed.

Further evidence of the great get-
together spirit was manifest in the
representative group of business men
who attended the banquet given us
by the Chamber of Commerce, They
gave us a welcome that made us feel
we had arrived. We were extended
courtesies so generously that we were
reluctant to leave the next morning
But we were pleased because we had
seen the largest Carnation Condei-
sary of the South according to the
field representatives of the Carna-
tion Company and we had visited the |
largest co-operative creamery in the
world, according @ to local citizens:
certainly the creamery was ‘the-larg-
est of, any seen on our trip. Both of
these big plants are located at Mur-
freesboro, a town of only 5,500 pop-
ulation. The county, ithowever, has
5,280 farms and dairy farmers have
an average of ten cows which aver-
age 150 pounds of butterfat per year.
There are 25,000 dairy cows in the
county.

The creamery was started in 1914,
at a cost of $5,000 every penny of
the money being borrowed. Thirty-
five persons signed up for 400 cows,
The first year, the creamery lost
‘money but has been successful every
year since. In 1926 the -creamery
made 1,432,000 pounds of butter.
Then on July 1, 1927 the Carnation
Condensary opened for business but
the condensary seemed to help the
creamery because in 1927 the output
of butter from the creamery increas-
ed 450,000 over the previous year
bringing the 1927 creamery produc-
tion up to 1,882,000 pounds of but-
ter and the manager of the cream-
ery told us in August that the pro-
duction for 1928 would pass 2,000,
000 pounds. This creamery now has
2100 patrons who supply milk from
15,000 cows. 'The creanfery did a
business of $850,000 in 1927. The

on the initiative of the banker, which
suggests that many Texas farmers

might be able to pay off notes of
long standing if they could get an
additional loan to buy some dairy
cows. I am sure our farmers could

The Carnation condensary has a

$350,000 investment at Murfreesboro.
The condensary has 1500 patrons and
is receiving 156,000 pounds of ‘'milk
daily. The enormous volume of dairy
business done around Murfreesboro
is shown by the amounts paid out by
these two milk plants on July 1st.,
1927, The creamery paid out on this
date $98,000 and the condensary paid
out $102,000 making a total of $200,-
000, paid out in one day for dairy pro-
ducts, produced in one month. There
are also three cream stations in the
county paying out $15,000 per month.
Cream brought by them goes to Nash
ville which is only about forty miles
to the north.

This large volume of dairy busi-
ness required a large number of cows.
The policy of the bankers has been
an important factor in the large dairy
development of the county. The us-
ual custom is to take notes and mort-
gages which provide for monthly pay-
'‘metnt on the cows. It is agreed in
the body of the mortgage to pay half
of each months cream or milk check
on the cow notes. This policy has
proven safe. The bankers told us
they did not have a single bad cow
note.

The dairy business has had the
usual effect on town business obser-
ved elsewhere on the tour. In 1921
80 percent of the towns business
was on credit. It is now 60 per cent
cash and the balance in thirty days,
which, i’ the comercial world, is now
considered cash. Before the advent
of dairying the merchants did a re-
gular supply business. The three
banks here have $3,000,000.00 on de-
posit. Such has been the effect on
business.

Other effects are noted among the
farmers. Most farmers are now pro-
ducing their hay and grain. Also they
are building up their soil fertility
although the soils of Rutherford Co-
unty are naturally good, This county
is located in the blue grass region of
Middle: Tennessee. One farmer who
made only 400 pounds of lint on 5
acres of land began dairying has built
up his soil to a production of 1800
pounds of lint on the same five acre
field. 3

It is said that 60 percent of the
farmers now use manure spreaders
Farmers who have never been able
to get ahead often find that the
dairy cows can put them ahead in a
short time. A negro tenant had owed
one of the local banks a $60 note for
six long years, never having made a
payment on it. After dairying was es-
tablished the banker offered to buy
the negro tenant two cows and take
his note for them. The negro paid

the $60 note in five ‘months and also
