She said, “A
stunted pig is a bad recommenda-
tion for the farmer who sold it, |
even though the farmer may not |
be responsible for it. Sometimes
people get in a hurry to take pigs
away, but we keep them until they
get old enough to eat plenty of
food and teach them to eat before
we let them go.”

Many of these were not of true
blood, but were healthy looking
little birds that were growing as
rapidly as chickens could be ex-
pected to grow.

After
this year, we expect to keep
enough feed in the lot to take
care of this stuff one year at least,
and we don’t have many droughts
that last' more than one year at a
time.”

In speaking of the crop pro-
gram Mr. Martin stated that they
expected to have just enough cot-
ton to take care of the little ex-
penses and pay the man on the
farm. “After this year there will
be very little cotton raised on this
I place.” Program looks to be good
{—There will be a daily income on
this farm. There will be eggs
and cream to sell every day. Then
two or three times per year there
will be hogs to ship out. In the
fall there will be a small amount
of cotton to sell. The best part
will be no great debts to pay
every fall. We are interested in
watching the program on this
farm develop, and we are going
to see if farming, real well bal-
anced farming in this country will
pay.
