The people of the State of Texas |
will be called upon in next month
to give their approval or disap-
proval relative to authorizing nine
supreme court judges in our State
Supreme Court instead of three as
we now have. This is embodied
in an amendment which is being
published in various papers over

the State and will go to the people !

in July.

This proposed amendment should |
have much consideration frem the
people of our State, and we be-
lieve it should be adopted. If the
supreme judges be increased to
nine in number, there will be 1.0
for the present Commission !
Under the present |

need
of Appeals.

system the Supreme Court is un- |
able to take care of all the business ;

and is aided by the Commission
of Appeals composed of the Sup-
reme Court. The Commission of
Appeals prepare all the decisions
for the Supreme Court judges who
afterward pass upon them.

It will be observed that we are
paying the expenses of a court of
nine judges as it is. Again, we
believe there will be more
ing for the approval of the Sup-
reme Court with nine judges than
under the present system. As it is
the Com'mission of Appeals may

ex-

prepare a decision and it may be |

held up thirty or sixty days wait-
ing fo rthe approval
reme Judges. But if there were
nine judges in the court, any one
of them could prepare a decision
or ruling and it could be immedi-
ately approved and given to the
people. We would get more court
business settled in less time if all
members concerned in the ceurt
had full authority. Let’s vote for
this amendment and get more bus-
iness transacted for the same mon-
ey.

48 HOURS AFTER PICKING i
TEXAS COTTON AUCTIONED |
FOR $1,211 AT GOTHAM

New York, June 17.—The first
bale of cotton of the 1929 crop,
brought here by airplane from
Texas, was auctioned off Monday ,
on the floor of the New York Cot-
ton Excharge.

It brought $1,211, half of which
goes to the United Hospital fund
here and half to the Salvation
Army at Corpus Christi, Texas. The
purchaser was William B. Dowell,
representing a syudicate of cotton
exchange firms, and the auctioneer
was Gardiner H. Miller, president
of the exchange.

President Miller said the ship-
ment marked an era in the trans-
portation of the South’s greatest
crop. It was mnot only the frist
time cotton had been shipped here
by air, he said, but also the first
time the staple had been sold on
the floor of the exchange within
aboul forty-eight hours after pick-
ing.

The offering of the bale brought
some spirited bidding, the first
tender was $2 a pound and the
price advanced in units of 5c and
10¢c until it reached $3.—Dallas
News.

David L. Brainard is an old
{man now. A retired army officer
with the silyer star of a Brigadier
General, he lives in Washington.

In “The
Outpost of the- Lost” the entries
of the diary are included from
August 9, 1883, when Greeley
broke camp i nthe bay, until June
22, 1884, when Schley’s ship res-
cued the seven survivors. In that
period twenty-five men had tried
to live eight months on two months
rations. Starvation was -either
the direct of contributign cause of
the deaths of eighteen. . The diary
covered a lomger period.

Jne Fateful Day.

Brainard failed to make an en-
try in his diary or but one day.
That was the day of rescue, when
his hand was no longer able to hold
the pencil. = Had Schley’s lucky
discovery of the little camp at
Cape Sabine been delayed even by
a matter of hours there would
have been no survivors ‘of the
Greely expedition.

and starvation. It is a picture of
heroism and of meanness. Most of
the little party met the test of
manhood gallantly, but there were
exceptions. The most notable one
was Private Henry, who had to be
executed to save the lives of the
rest. But in other cases there
were devitations from the standard
of high courage the expedition
kept as a whole. The temptation
to steal food paramount in
starving men—but theft could not
be condoned.
Brainard’s diary describes the
perilous journey down the Kane
Sea to Smith Sound, the thirty-
four days adrift on floating ice
when only the miraele of wind and
weather change saved the party. In
these entries the reader lives with
the little group of  soldiers, the
doctor and the two eskimos, and
he watches most of them die. He
learns to the ounce what food
these starving men had to exist
on and of the red-hearted grit that
could keep some of them battling
nature and the frozen solitudes for
the wherewithal to live.

Arctic Burial
Brainard was no uncouth sol-
dier. He was a graduate of a
teachers’ college ‘who had enlisted
for the adventure of Indian wazr-
fare. His diary is'far from a bald
outline. It is a living, thrilling
narrative. When Cross died the
Sergeant wrote of the burial:
“One can not conceive of any-
thing more unearthly—more weird

and solemn—than this ghostly pro-

slowly and silently away from
their wretched ice prison in the
uncertain light of the arctic night,
thaving in their midst a dead com-
‘rade about to be laid away for-
ever in the frozen ground.”

The last entry in the diary had
no word of his own' condition. Only
the indication that no  one ex-
pected to live long, for the crip-
pled Elison had been taught to
eat by having a spoon tied to his
frozen arm so that if he survived
the rest he could manage it for
himself.

This is a drama of' the North
that can not  be read without a
catch at the throat in honest ad-
miration of those who died as for
those who lived.—Dallas News.

TERM
IN MOTOR CARS IS
GREATLY ABUSED

Many“terms have been used so
‘much in the presentation and des-
cription of motor cars—and fre-
i quently abused—to such an ex-
{tent that they ahve lost their full
meaning.

| The term “flexibility,’ ’as ap-
| plied to the motor car, is one that
{has been misused and distorted to
isuch a degree that today when a
‘motor car salesman speaks of
“flexibility” one prospect may have
one conception of the term while
another, who may have been mis-
informed, has another idea of its
meaning.

In reality, flexibility in a mot-
ior car is the ability of the en-
gine and the driving 'mechanism to
handle the car under all conditions
Asuuming that the rest of the car
lis properly designed to get the
most out of the egnine, the flexi-
bility of any motor car is depen-
dent on the engine’s ability to meet
and handle changed conditions.

Numerous factors in the design
of an engine govern the flexibility
f that particular engine. In fact,
early every automotive engineer
1as his own particular idea of what
is mnecessary to make a flexible
angine.

It is an admitted fact, however,
shat the greatest factor controlling
flexibility in any engine is the
ability of the free gases to leave
quickly and easily at all speeds.
The entry of the clean, fresh gas
and the thorough cleaning of the
dead gases from the cylinder is
essential to secure efficient opera-

]

tion.

Most types of engines are limit-
ed as to the size of the valves,
and when too large in diameter,
are subject to marpage and re-
quire periodical grinding. They
increase the cylinder wall area,
scatter the gases too far from the
piston and increase the size of the
“pockets” in which dead gas re-
mains after the exhaust, diluting
or weakening the incoming fresh
gases.

A survey of various types of
!enigines discloses that the Willys-
Knight sleeve-valve engine is not
subject to these limitations. If
larger valves are necessary, it
would only require making the
ports in the sleeves and cylinder
wall a trifle wider or longer and
the desired increase would be ob-
tained.
