M. C. McLarry, representative
of the Celotex Mills at New Or-
leans, is in our city this week in
regard to seeing about the decora-
tions of the Lyrie Theatre build-
ing which is' now under construc- '
tion. Mr. McLarry carried photos
of work that his company had
done in Chicago and other large
cities which were very pretty.
Celotex is a building material
that is made from the pulp of
sugarcane. It is used for dead-
ening sounds in walls, also, being
a non-conductor of heat it is used
in building refrigerators and other
cooling plants. A building with a
Celotex ceiling is cool in summer
and warm in winter. It can be
manufactured at a-much less cost
than sheetrock and serves the same

In
making the alecohol test we place
one tablespoon of juice in a dish
and add one tablespoon of alechol.
Wood alcohol or. denatured alcohol
either may be used for this test,
but they are poison so great care
must be taken in using them. Do
not taste the tested product. If
sufficient pectin is present a jelly
like mass will form which should
be firm enough to lift with a spoon.

Keep the young roosters sold off,
eaten or caponized as they come
on. Leghorn cockerals ten weeks
old must be got off the yards and
heavy breeds at twelve weeks. In
case -you wish to caponize them
order from Montgomery Ward, Ft.
Worth, Texas, one NO-SLIP CAP-
ONIZING SET, price $2.85 .Let
me know when it comes and I will
come out and show you how to
use it . Capons will make the
very best of eating all the time.
(2). Gather the eggs often and
store them in the cellar. Remem-
ber that in hot weather an egg
evaporates very rapidly thru the
shell and quickly becomes a num-
ber two regardless of whether it
is fertile, or infertile. If you do
not believe this come in and watch
them candled. (3). Market them
as often as possible. We want
to build up a real market for our
Spur eggs and when the surplus
are expressed out the man who
buys them pays for number ones
and number twos and there sure
is a difference in price. REMEM-

lIMPORTANT. Eggs absorb odors

too and so keep them in a place
that has a good odor.
