In just as few words as possible
here is what it is all about: In the
Year of our Lord 1924 A. D., the
State Legislature of Texas decld
ed to place on the books a law
for the gearanteeing to purchasers
of cotton and other planting seed
that certain seed were just what
they are said to be. In short they
said to the breeders in this law,
so to speak, “You grow your seed
under specified conditions and han
dle them in a certain manner to be
specified by our Honorable Com-
‘missioner of Agriculture and we
will permit you to tag them with
tags bearing our endorsement that

| yow, are selling just what our tags

say you are selling. This will give
you a certain amount of protection
against unscrupulous men who sell
any old thing to the farmers. It
will also guarantee to the farmers
that what you sell them is what you
say it is bécause 1t has a tag is-
sued by the state.”

Up to the present time 30 sead
breeders and producers of cotton
planting seed have decided to mest
with these requirements. It is not
compulsory and many of the good
breeders of the state have not seen
fit to come under the law. ‘Their
own names #nd reputations serve
as your guarantee.

Irish Potatoes Made
Here For Past 2 Years T

L. W. McMeans of the Dry Lake
community, has made all the Irish
potatoes for the past two years
that his family could consume. The
following is the way to do it. His
soi] is pretty heavy and is not es-

pecially favored for holding mois-

ture. He planted 8 rows 150 feet

long with two pecks. He cut his ||

potatoes and left good big pieces
with each eye. He did not plani
and eat out of the same bucket
as many folks try to do. He says
it takes a lot of potato left in the
ground as food for the little plant

to get it started. He plants one

foot apart

Here is how he g’I‘OWS ’em: He
lists his land as deep as possible
and plants right in this lister fur-
row. He then covers about three
inches deep with a disk go-devil.

| furrow. As they come up he go-

devils them again leaving them
showing above the ground a little
He go-devils once more in the
same manner and then cultivates
once. This leaves his row just a
little above a level. Now here is
what he says happens: The pota-
to is really an underground stem
and as it growse up he keeps it
covered and the potatoes make up

With Feed

Rev. A. P. Stokes of Afton, was
on our streets Monday greeting his
many friends here and looking af-

ter business matters. He stated|

that he did fine with his farm at
Afton last year, receiving about
as much money for his crop as he
usually gets. He stated that it has
been his custom for many years to
plant a good portion of his farm to
feeds of different varieties.

In commenting upon his pro-

gram he said, “Last year I raised
and sold 15=‘bales of cotton. In ad-
dition to this, I have sold a little
more than $600.00 worth of feed
from my farm of last year’s crop.
I have plenty of feed to make a
crop this year, and I don’t think
I shall have to borrow any money
for other expenses.”

Rev. Stokes remarked that far-
mers will make a better go of the
farm if they will plant more fezd.
“I have usually made my crop a-

bout half feed, If we will do that,.

and should have a surplus at any
time, we can feed it out to live
stock, hogs, etc., and can always
get a reasonable price for it. Then,
feed is so much easier harvested.
We can get it out of the way be-
fore the winter comes on.” :
Texas farmers have permitted
many farmers in Ohio, Missouri,
Iilinois and parts of Kansas to be-
come rich by feeding our cattle,
when we should have been feeding
them ourselves. The farms of those
states have been made richer by
having fed cattle on them while

our farms have gradually grown

It is not suggested that Texas
farmers should attempt, as a rule,
to grow cotton of much more than
one-inch staple., “Bread and Buat-
ter” cotton, for Texas should be
15-16ths of an inch to one and 1-32
These are the lengths which it is
generally agreed will find the
most satisfactory markets.
Eighty-five per cent of the Tex-
as crop this season ranged from
seven-eighths of an inch to one
inch. Roughly speaking, this is a
sixteenth of an inch shorter than
the average recom'mended. An in-
crease of one-sixteenth of an inch
in the average of Texas cotton
this season would have meant $2 50
a bale more, according to actual
difference paid by the Texas Cot-
ton «Cooperativie Assaciation be-
tween middling cotton of seven-
eighths staple and middling 15-
16ths staple. Ten million dollars
more would have poured into Texas
through the yawning pockets of
cotton growers, thence to circulate
indefinitely over the state, hithcr
and yon, easing financial thirs: a-
long he highways and byways.
“Millions of bales of foreign-
grown cotton were sold last season
to mills that had used Americen
Cotton the year before. Falling off

‘lin the quality of American Cotton

is one of the reasons. Texas farm
and business leaders have thcie-
fore come together in a program
to put beter planting seed into “he
hands of every farmer. If the move
ment succeeds, it will help not only
in regaining lost markets, but wiil
also add around $2.50 a bale te
the Texas crop—a goal of ten mil-
lion dollars to shoot at, in improv-;
ad staple alone, to say nothing of,
the betiter yle]ds per acre which
should go with it.

“Thousands of cotton farmers
received a premium this season
for good staple, who never received
it before, and are harkening to the
call of the coin, where they never
harkened before to the words of
wisdom which fell from agricultur
al leaders’ lips—words that wich-
ered i nbarren soil when the ex-
pected dollars and cents failed to
materialize. This is one reason

staple movement. Another is that

cheaper this year, along with the
general run of things. A th.aod
is that certified cotton seed breed-

ers have united to cut selling costs,
and to aid farmers in selecting the
varieties best adapted to each com
munity, with out compeition ameng
tha wceriffed breeders. A Hourth
reason is that Texas bankers and
business men in general have be-
come more alive to the fact that
foreign cotton is beating them out
of the world’s markets, and that
the beating will go on until Texas
grows better cottodn.

“Three seasons ago, .the world
used 15,600,000 bales of American
cotton, two seasons ago 15,200,060
bales, last season 13,200,000 b-al-es.
and during the first three months
of this season (August, September
and October) at the rate of only
a little ' more than 10,000,000 bales
per year. It is true that last sea-
son world consumption of all cot-
ton declined more than a million
bales, but its consumption of A-
merican cotton, declined more than
two million bales—other cotton re
placed a million bales that had been
American the year before.

“Russia, which dropped to a
production of 50,000 bales immedia
tely after the world war, has come
back 'to produce 1,950,000 bales
last season, the five year plan of
the Soviet calls for 'a considerable
increase in acreage this season,
regardess of price. The area of
land available under present irri-
gation facilities makes p0ssible a
very substantial increase in cotton
production in Russia during the
next few years. A railroad has
been constructed from the wheat
to the cotton growing areas in
order that production of cottzn
may be exnanded. A considerable
portion of the Russian crop is un-
derstood to be 15-16ths inch staple
or beter, and of good character.

“Se'me reduction in production
may be expected, according to tlie
Faderal Farm Boardls “Outleok
for Cotton”, in India, Brazil, and
Peru where the fall in prices may
tend to discourage production next
year, and the board concludes that
American cotton growers will be
able to coninue in competition with
foreign growers.

“The Texas seed program is in-
tended to help the cotton farmer
win back his markets wih a high-

quality produect, grown at he
least possible cost, The seed pro-
gram is one of three things which
atate agricultural agencies have
set up as fundaments, without
which the, cotton farmer cannot
suceeed. The other two are better
land and better cultivation. Small
yields per acrg will not return a
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profit, whether they result from

‘poor seed, poor land or poor culti-

vation.” j
“The man who grew one-inch

staple this season received $14.00
a bale more for it than the man
who grew three-quarters inch sta-
ple. That is, if he sold it through
the Texas Cotton Cooperative As-
sociation, or through private chan-
nels paying for each bale on in-
dividual staple value. Six hundred
thousand bales were handled by
the cooperative in Texas on tkis
individual merit basis, almost four
t¥mes as much as the previous year
Four times as many farmers saw
their checks marked up $5, $10,
or $15 a bale‘above those of their
neighbors, because of good staple.
Four times as many saw their
checks market down because cof
poor staple.

“Not that cotton mills are paying
off on a basis any different from
the past. Big' shippers have al-
ways sold to mills, of course, on
¢trictest grade and staple diffex-
ences. But it has been more con-
venient to buy from the farmers
on a “point basis”. If the average
staple at a given point is 7-8ths of
an ineh, the buyer comes out all
right if he takes it in haid over
fist at the average value, regardless
of whether any particular bae is
worth more or ess. Wherefore, the
county agent or the banker has
labored often in vain to convinece
the farmer that better staple paid,
any dthe salesman for half and
half *seed has found happy daw”

”Many successful ‘one variecy’
cotton communities have been es-
tablished, improving the commun-
ity staple and bettering the price.
But when the.price went up, cot
ton began to flood m from short-
staple fle]us many miles away, cut
ting down the averagé quality and
the average price. Farmers who de-
livered good staple shared their
premium with uninvited friends.

“Under the new cooperative as-
sociation plan of marketing, the
man who grows good cotton gets
the exact value for it, regarless
of how much short staple coticn
should come into the market.”
