RMISTICE DAY

As I Saw It. A Few Fond Memories
Of the World War and Scenes
Incident to the Close

(By an Ex-Service Man)

Each ex-service man has his own recol-
lections of the days of 1917 and ’18. Some are
good, some are bad, while some are worse than
bad. However, war is war and the fruits
thereof are not always sweet. True, there are
many days that were happy, in a way' but it
was necessary that some of these be mixed
with the bad, otherwise the soldier would not
have lasted long.

It is the usual thing at this time of the
year for people to ask the ex-service man a
series of questions, about as follows: “Were
you glad when the Armistice was signed?”
“Were you fighting at the time?” “Had plen-
ty to eat, of course, we were only allowed so
much sugar, and were eating cornbread in-
stead of biscuits so that the boys in France
might have plenty?”

The answer to the last may be found
somewhere in this list of recollections, which
the Editor of The Joornal has consented to
publish: :

“It doesn’t seem so long ago, as I remem-
ber it now, that we started on our long trip to
join the A. E. F. For several weeks we had
expected to move, and everyone was anxious
for the orders to travel. Preparations had al-
ready been made. And one morning we a-
woke to find that the great day had arrived.
Long lines of Pullman cars were standing on
the tracks near the camp and ene regiment
was already loading. It doesn’t take long to
move a division' for everything works like a
machine. Every hour through the day a
troop train pulled out of the camp until the
entire organization of something like 27,000
men were on the road.

State to Aid
Disabled

A little folder eniitled “A Chance
for Disabled Civilians,” has been fur-
nished The Journal by County Judge
J. E. Adams. The folder is issued by
the Division of Vocational Education of
the State Department of Education of
Texas, and explains the purposes,
methods and means of disabled civil- |
ians obtaining an education under the|
provisions of the newly created Voca-|
tional Educational Department. |

Application blanks for reporting any
disabled man or woman in Bailey
County may be obtained from the
county judge or by calling at the Jour-
nal office.

The folder, In detall, sets forth the
following information:

1. Its Purpose

It is the purpose of Vocational Re-
habilitation to render physically hand-
icapped persons fit to engage in occu-
pations which will make them self-
supporting, thereby creating happiness
and contentment among those indi-
viduals and families affected, reducing
the number of those seeking charity,
lowering county and state expenses for
public charges, and checking social agi-
/tation and distress through proper
social and economic methods.

IL Methods of Work.

Vocational Rehabilitation consists of
three phases —advisement, training,
and placement. The disabled person is
counselled in the selection of a desir-
able vocation; then given training for
the occupation selected and agreed up-
on in such a manner that the trainee
may later use the information gained
to follow his chosen vocation; and
upon the completion of his training
every effort is made to place the reha-
bilitant in satisfactory employment.
The placement in employment is fol-
lowed up with careful, systematic re-
gard for the ultimate success of the re-
habilitation program

II1. Who Are Eligible

To be eligible for rehabilitation one
must:

1. Have a physical défect or infirm-
ity, whether constitutional or acquired
by accident, injury or disease.

2. Be totally or partially incapaci-!
tated for remunerative occupation.

3. Reasonably be expected to be fit
to engage in a remunerative occupnuun[
after completing a rehabilitation
course.

4. Be sixteen years of age or ofer.

5. Have been a bona fide resident of
the state of Texas at the time the dis-
ability was incurred, or have lived in
the state at least one year prior to
time of making application for aid

The disabled person may be male or
female, and of any race.

V. Not Eligible

1. Aged or helpless persons requiring
permanent custodial care.

2. Epileptic or feeble-minded persons
or any person who in the judgement of
the state board of Vocational Educa-
iton may not be susceptible of rehabil-
itation, ,

This work is for civillans and has no
connection with the work being done
by the Veteran's bureau for disabled
ex-service men. *

GOOD PROFITS IN POULTRY
FOR SCURRY COUNTY MAN

SNYDER—Mr. F. 1. Townsend, no
poultry man but just an average far-
mer in Scurry County, has proved, dur-
ing the past twelve months, that poul-
try is a profitable sideline if the nec-
essary information is acquired as to
the care of the hens and if one applies
himself assiduously to the business.
An accurate record was kept by Mr.
‘Townsend which shows that from Oc-
tober 1928 to October, 1929, two hun-

dred and sixty ;.gmm hen’ produced
$281.47 worth of eggs, and $188.70, was

Great as was the value of the pro-
ducts of the farm in Texas during the
year, the value of its manufacturing
plants was greater. The value of the
products of the 4,065 manufacturing
plants in Texas in 1927, the last year
which complete figures are available,
was $1,206,579,962. That this amount
will be exceeded by Texas factories this
year is certain.

A comparison of the figures by the
departmentof agriculture and the de-
partment of commerce while showing
that products of Texas factories have a
value greater than the products of
Texas farms, nevertheless more than
four times the number of persons are
supported by farms than by factories.
The average number of factory wage
earners employed the year around in
Texas is 120,000 while if each Texas
farm employed only one person the
year around, 465646 persons would be
empioyed.
