High School Gets 
12 to 14 Victory 

Over Eire Boys
Staging a last minute attack in 

the final quarter, the Spur High 
Bulldogs came from behind in the 
fourth quarter Monday afternoon 
to score another touchdown that 
gave them a victory over the Fire 
Boys All Star team 14 to 12.

A  good crowd witnessed a game 
that was hard fought throughout. 
There was plenty of mud and plen­
ty o f chances to score were missed.

Too much Washam and Jimmie 
Hahn proved the undoing of the 
All Stars. Washam did the passing 
with Hahn, Chapman and Powell 
on the receiving end. The All Stars 
with Rickies, Jordan, John A. Dav­
is and Brode Puckett as backs and 
Manning on end furnished the of­
fensive power of that side.

The first quarter was scoreless 
with neither side making a first 
down. The second quarter opened 
with the All Stars having the ball 
on their 18 yard line. A  passing 
and driving attack featuring Davis 
Rickies, Jordan and Puckett placed 
the ball on the high school five 
yard line when they were forced 
to punt. Washam then made 15 
yards through the line and passed 
to Jita Hahn for another 55 yards. 
On the third attempt to score 
Washam passed to Hahn over the 
goal line for the first touchdown.

Dr. T. H. Blackwell, county 
health officer, is in receipt of sug­
gested plans for carx'ying on char­
ity work that were sent out from 
the state department at Austin re­
cently.

The plans as sent to him sug­
gest combined organization for an 
individual county rather than leave 
the work up to several organiza­
tions.

Dr. Blackwell’s explanation of 
the suggestion is as follows:

“ The State Depai’tment of 
Health has suggested that all the 
charity funds be placed into one 
fund and a committee be appointed 
to apply it on employing people 
who need help. The plan is to 
clean up the city and any improve­
ments as seems wise.

“ There are hundreds of surface 
toilets which should be done away 
with and most of these people can­
not afford sewers. So the pit toilet 
solves the sanitary problem and is 
the best substitute for the sewer. 
The price of these toilets is two 
or three dollars where they have 
the house. E. R. White here from 
the state department has demon­
strated tiho advantages o f ?this 
type of toilet over surface toilets. 
He will help with this work.

“ There are quite a few places 
that need draining, and ditches and 
clearing. This can be done the same 
way. All of this kind o f work is a 
great protedtion to health and 
should be done.

“ Whatever the cost is to be char 
ged to property owners and is to 
be paid back to the organization 
in monthly installments, so it be­
comes a revolving fund. W e  can 
raise the money in various ways. 
This to be worked out. We will 
have quite a few who will rieed 
help ahd many don’t like to accept 
charity, so this plan enables therai 
to go along during the winter and 
earn what they get.

“ This committee can distribute 
all laborers in the county and by 
so doing they would know every 
day the situation and heeds of all 
who need help. This plan does 
away with the dole system.”

President Signs 
Veteran’s Bill

]\Ionday President Hoover signed 
the veterans bill of 8200,000,000 to 
replenish the funds which had be­
come exhausted practically with 
several thousand World War sol­
diers yet to receive their bonus 
loan. The additional appropriation 
which has been ‘made by Congress 
is not intended to give additional 
loans to those soldiers who already 
have received a bonus, but to be 
able to extend to World War vet­
erans who have not yet received a 
bonus an opportunity to secui^ 
their claim. Many veterans have 
applied for a bonus and have not 
received it because the funds had 
become exhausted.

The President’s moratorium plan 
stirred the ire of Senator Hiram 
Johnson, Republican from Califor­
nia, before crowded galleries in 
the Senate Monday. Senator John­
son stated that the President had 
exceeded his authority in granting 
a moratorium to foreign countries 
on the war debts without the con­
sent of the Senate. Senator John­
son said, “ this is the sort of thing 
that makes dictatorship, and this 
is the sort of thing that arouses 
rebellion. Abolish the Senate. Why 
have a representative body if cer­
tain leaders may be taken into 
the White House, and upon their 
ipse dixit, legislation 'may be en­
acted. They are symptoms that al­

ways precede upheaval (and if 
things don’t change to a degree you 
may look forward anxiously.”

It is thought the moratorium 
plan will pass the Senate, but op­
position by certain members is 
very strong.

The House ratified the plan in 
their session last Friday. The .vote 
was 317 to 100. 18 members eith­
er were not present or did not vote. 
However, the House jplacted an 
amendment on the plan which in 
effect said that no revision in war 
debts be sanctioned.

O iiireli or Coiiimmiity Suppers

By JOSEPHINE GIBSON

rpO  the person not accustomed to quantities of food, planning the 
menu and purchasing for a church or community supper is often 

quite balfling. The m.enu must be good, the food well cooked and 
attractively served, and there must be plenty to take care of a large 
attendance. Two menus suggested below are practical for large 
groups. The quantities here are planned to serve fifty people and 
easily may be multiplied if a larger group is to be served. If you ex­
pect to participate in organizing a church supper, you will wish to slip 
these suggestions into your recipe file for future reference.

Menu I
Chilled Fruit Cup

Ham Loaf with Potatoes'^ Buttered Peas
Jellied Carrot and Pineapple Salad*

Rolls Butter
Frosted Chocolate Cake Coffee

‘ Indicates recipes are given below

Ham Loaf with Potatoes— 6 lbs. 
raw cured ham; 3 lbs. fresh pork; 
3 qts. Rice Flakes; 6 eggs; 3 cups 
milk; I h z  teaspoons pepper; 2 
tablespoons Worcestershire Sauce; 
1 pk. potatoes, sweet or white. 
Grind ham and pork together 
tAvice. Mix all ingredients thor­
oughly. Pat into loaves and cook 
in roasting pans, with a little wa­
ter, for about an hour. After first 
half hour, place white or sweet po­
tatoes around loaves. Bake until 
tender and brown.

Jellied Carrot and Pineapple 
Salad— 1 institutional package (26 
ozs.) lemon flavored gelatin; 3%

cups boiling water; V z cup Pure 
Vinegar; 3 qts. raw carrots, grat­
ed; 3 qts. water or pineapple juice; 
V2 No. 10 can crushed pineapple, 
drained; 2 teaspoons salt. Dissolve 
gelatin in boiling water and add 
vinegar. Add pineapple juice and 
chill. Add finely grated carrots, 
pineapple and salt to gelatin v/hen 
slightly thickened. Pour into in­
dividual molds or shallow pans. 
Chill until firm. Serve in nests of 
crisp lettuce with Mayonnaise 
Salad Dressing.

gar; 1 qt. Mayonnaise Salad Dressi 
ing; 6 green peppers, chopped; 1 
teaspoon onion juice. Add sugar, 
salt and pepper to shredded cab­
bage. Mix Mayonnaise Salad 
Dressing with vinegar and pour 
over cabbage. Add green pepper 
and onion juice. Mix thoroughly 
and serve on crisp lettuce leaves. 
Note: Boiled Dressing may be 
^substituted for mayonnaise and 
vinegar mixture.

Other Quantities to Serve 50—2, 
No. 10 cans Oven Baked Beans; 2- 
qts. Fresh Cucumber Relish; 4 
large size Fig Puddings.

A few years ago the writer ex­

perienced the planting of corn of 
which some of the seed grew in the 
Gtate pf Iowa and the remainder 
grew in Texas,

All of the corn was planted with 
in a period of four or five days 
and all was cultivated in about 
the same manner.

We found that the corn planted 
from the Iowa seed was matured 
end ready for harvest some five 
or six weeks before the Texas corn 
v/as ready. W’ ê were still plowing 
and chopping weeds out of the 
Texas corn when we could have 
been harvesting the Iowa corn. 
>5oth varieties were planted side 
by side in the same field. A neigh­
bor experienced the same thing 
that We experienced and during the 
same year and on a farm adjoin­
ing our farm.

Considering the very excellent 
rainfall that has co'me this winter 
if we were farming some of this 
fine bottom land, we would select 
some good seed for com  from 
Iowa or other far northern state 
and plant it next spring. We would 
ti’y to have our land in a good tilth 
and plant the corn about the first 
of March. The hardiness of com 
grown in a northern state would 
sustain it during our early spring 
temperature and it would start 
growing at once. Since it had been 
produced in a short growing season 
it would matuy^ steveral weeks 
earlier tha nother corn just as it 
did for us some years ago.

|T(he| present \|moiw|fcui’e wK)uI<i| 
hold up until the spring rains be­
gin and the fine showers in April 
and May and first days of June 
would mature the corn. By first 
days o f June the corn will have 
matured before the hot wind season 
would burn it. With fine rich soil 
;uch as is found in our fields a- 
long Duck Creek and Dockum 

ve see no reason why good corn 
;annot be grown if it is cultivated.

Some may ask “ Why grow corn 
;ere?”  Well one reason is that it 
/ill consume part of the acreage 

which will be left from cotton un- 
-.er the 30 per cent law. Second, 
:his country ships in many car- 
oads o f meal each year made from 
orn grown in East Texas and oth 
r sections. Farmers could produce 

.hat corn here and our local mills 
an manufacture better meal than 
hat produced in East T^xas. The 
neal can be placed on the market 
while it is fresh and sweet and 
while it contains baking life. Third 
many substitutes may Hje used, 
but fto grain has ever proved to 
be as good feed for hogs when 
>roperly balanced with other mater 

ials as corn has proved to be. Other 
'rains are used, but the best hogs 
row in the corn producing states 
nd they have been considered as 
reducing the best quality of meats 
Some say you cannot make a sue 

ess with corn every year. Quite 
rue. But there are times when all 
f  us must use our reasoning abil- 
y and not depend on instinct. If

Cooked Spaghetti in Tomato 

Sauce with Small Sausage Cakes—

Oven Baked Bean Sandwiches

T t OT baked bean sandwiches, or sandwiches o f baked beans in com- 
■TA bination with other foods, form a substantial, appetizing main 
dish for Winter lunches. These may be o f the hot type if the family 
lunches at home or may be used in sandwiches which offer inter^ting 
variety for the packed lunch. If the idea seems a bit unusual loot 
carefully at the recipes below and you readily will understand whj 
baked bean sandwiches deserve the prominent place they are receivini 
in outstanding tea rooms the country over. Such sandwiches not onlj 
are delightful in appearance and flavor, but are nutritious, for bakei 
beans are a valuable source of calcium and iron as well as an excellent 
protein food.

Broiled Bean Sandwich—6 slices 
bread; Butter; 1 medium can Oven 
Baked Beans (Boston Style); % 
package American cheese; 6 strips 
bacon. Place slices of buttered 
bread on a baking sheet. Spread 
generously with Baked Beans. Cut 
cheese in 6 lengthwise slices and 
place a slice on each sandwich on 
top of beans. Top each with a 
slice of bacon. Place under low 
broiler flame 5 minutes or until 
cheese is melted and bacon crisp. 
Serve hot garnished with Chow

FUNDAY, a daily diary tor his

public drinking water supplies. 
Papers on well water pollution.

water sanitation, satisfactory wa­
ter for ice making, boiler feed and 
water softening, as well as discusr 
sions on common practices in mak­
ing service installation and ‘meter 
corrections, installation of water 
mains, and pipe jointing compounds 
are features of the program. The 
recent work of the United States 
Geological Survey in Texas will be 
discussed under the title of “ Co­
operative Federal and State Invest!

From Ballinger Mr .Traylor went 
to St. Louis where he became vice- 
president of the National Stock 
Yards National Ban]  ̂ of East St. 
Ijouis, serving there three years, 
lie  was. then called to Chicago and 
became vice-president of the Live­
stock Exchange National Bank 
and president of the Chicago Cat­
tle Loan Company. In 1916 he v/as 
elected president of the Livestock 
Exchange National Bank, now the 
Stock Yards National. By this time 
his genius for financiial affairs 
rnd his keen judgment in solving 
problems and riddles had attracted 
attention of other bankers, and he 
was soon elected president of the 
First Trust aj|d Savings Bank, now 
First Union Trust and Savings 
Bank, and vice-president of the 
First National' Bank of Chicago. 
He was also made a director in 
both institutions. He was elected 
president of the First National 
Bank of Chicago in 1925.

Throughout his active career as 
a banker in Texas, St. Louis and 
Chicago he has found time to ren­
der patriotic service whenever oc­
casion required. During the war he 
was in active charge of the Liberty 
Loan sales in the Seventh DistricL 
On many occasions he has given 
service in other ways, and has earn 

j  ed a nation-wide repuation for his 
j clear cut speeches on economical 
j questions. In 1929 and 1930 the 
I Government drafted him to assist 
I in forming the Bank of Internation 
I al Settlements, and he remained in 
Europe four months on this mis­

sion, and came back home with an 
international reputation for keen 
incite into the financial and eco­
nomic problems of thê  world. His 
career has been brilliant and suc­
cessful, but he has not fogotten 
his early day friends in Texas. 
That is one of the reasons why Mel 
vin A. Traj^lor stands so high in 
the estimation of all those with 
whom he comes in contact. Another 
reason lies in the fact that as he 
made progress in the business and 
financial world, he lost none of his 
sympathetic understanding of the 
problems of agriculture and its re­
lated lines. All of his young man­
hood, during his preparation for a 
business life and his early business 
career, was spent in Texas. Here 
he came into contact with farmers 
and ranchers. Here he learned to ap 
predate the sterling worth of the 
men who till the soil and the rug­
ged honesty of the men of hte 
West who ride the ranges. He met 
them at community gatherings and 
participated with them in the dev­
elopment of both industrial life and 
civic life. He had dealings with 
them over the counter and he ad­
vised with them within the pre­
cincts of his office. And now, after 
years of separation, except an oc­
casional visit to Texas, we find the 
black land farmers, business associa 
tes, the ranchmen and live stock 
producers h,olding mass meetings 
for the purpose of calling the at­
tention of the Nation to his char­
acter and ability, suggesting that 
be, a business man of interna­
tional tfamli, but unspoiled, be 
chosen to fill the highest office 
in the land. Such a compliment is 
not paid to any man under such 
circumstances unless those with 
whom he has associated feel that 
he deserves it.

A Man Whom 
Neighbors Have

Melvin A. Traylor Set His Ladder 
Upon A Basic Industry and 
Has Climbed to the Heights 
in the Realm of Economics 

and Finance

From a little acorn a mighty oak 
will grow, and sometimes a boom 
started in a little city will spread 
and grow into a national demand 
for some man to assume the lead­
ership of a great party.

A few weeks ago thousands of 
people assen(bled on the public 
square of Hillsboro and eulogized 
Melvin A. Traylor, president of 
the First National Bank of Chica­
go. A few days later another large 
crowd sounded his praises in Bal­
linger, Texas, a city of some two 
hundred miles west of Hillsboro. 
The first assembly was made up 
largely of black land farmers and 
of people from nearby cities. The 
Ballinger crowd was more than 
half ranchmen.

Rather out of the ordinary, a 
stranger would say, to see Texas 
farmers and ranchmen grow enthu­
siastic over the mention of the 
name of a Chicago banker. What 
had Melvin Traylor done to bring 
about such a situation ? Had he en­
deared himself to the people of 
these two Texas cities and adja­
cent territory by the performance 
of some special service? There was 
nothing like that in the papers. 
True, Melvin Traylor has become 
an international figure and a power 
in the financial world, but others 
have occupied the same position 
without creating much of a stir 
among Texans. Then, there must 
be something else that aroused the 
enthusiasm of these people. Melvin 
Traylor apparently means more to 
these Texans than the ordinary 
banker. They think enough o f him 
to want him to be the next Presi­
dent of the United States.

Candidates for the presidency 
are generally selected by iparty 
leaders who give much considera­
tion to political activities and in­
fluence of the person in mind, and 
the section of the country from 
which he comes. These Texans, 
however, have apparently given 
these matters but little thought, 
being more desirous of promot­
ing the cause of a man of business 
ability than one of political sagac­
ity for the highest honor within 
the gift of the people. Their- reason 
for this may be found in the pre­
sent economic rpuddle, and their 
selection of Melvin Traylor may 
have been made because thirty 
years ago he was one of them, and 
has since proved his ability and 
capacity for doing big things well.

While Farm and Ranch takes no 
part in politics, and does not pre­
tend to be a judge of Mr. Traylor’s 
qualifications, for this high of­
fice, we feel that our readers will 
be interested in a short review 
of the life of this former Texan 
who has climbed the ladder of suc­
cess to near its top ‘most round 
without losing interest in his form , 
er friends or in agriculture as our 
basic industry.

Melvin A. Ti^aylor is -riot a 
native born Texan. He came from 
Kentucky to Hillsboro, Texas, while 
yet a young mari. We suppose his 
boyhood life among the Kentucky 
hills was similar to that o f any 
other boy. When he reached Hills­
boro he was just twenty years o f 
age. He had not yet finished his 
education. Therefore he enrolled 
in the Carlisle Academy, delivering 
groceries for the firm of George 
W. Patterson and Son as a means 
of earning school expenses. While 
going to school he studied law and 
later was admitted to the bar and 
became assistant county attorney 
of Hill oounty. This was in 1905. 
Prior to that he was city clerk 
of Hillsboro. At the close of his 
term of office as assistant county 
attorney he accepted the position 
as cashier of the bank of Malone, 
a vilage in Hill county. Serving 
here two years, he left his Hill 
county friends, and became cashier 
of the Citizens National Bank at 
Ballinger. Three years later he be­
came vice-president of the bank 
and when the Citizens National

"■in the United States. The famed Earl of Sandwich, originator of 
the sandwich, scarcely could have realized the popularity which his 
idea, with “variations,” was to achieve. Sandwiches, eaten in such 
amazing numbers, are of varied types and are found in both packed 
and home lunches, in afternoon and late evening party meals and in 
supper menus. No matter how simple they may be, there is an art in 
making them varied and delectable. The secret lies in skillful season­
ing, for the sandiYuch is made delightful and zestful by a spoonful of 
Tomato Ketchup, Prepared Mustard, chopped Pickle or Evaporated 
Horseradish.

Oyster Sandwiches — 1 pint oys­
ters; 2 eggs, slightly beaten; % 
teaspoon salt; V z  teaspoon Worces­
tershire Sauce; bread crumbs; 
Tomato Ketchup) or Chili Sauce. 
Beat egg, add salt and Worcester­
shire Sauce. Dip oysters in egg 
and then in crumbs. Fry until 
golden brown. Place 3 or 4 fried 
oysters betw'een slices of buttered 
whole wheat bread or hard rolls 
and sprinkle with Tomato Ketchup 
or Chili Sauce.

lUfEAT dishes need not be expensive to be delicious. One of the most en- 
couraging points about meat cookery is that a little ingenuity em­

ployed in their preparation produces pleasing variety of flavorful and 
highly palatable dishes. Success of the meat dish depends largely upon 
skill in seasoning, and the proficient woman keeps on hand sauces and 
seasonings necessary to make unusual dishes. Her pantry—or better still 
the shelf above her stove—contains Worcestershire and Beefsteak Sauce, 
Tomato Ketchup, Chili Sauce and Prepared Mustard. Even the most 
inexpensive cut of meat, when prepared in casserole dishes or braised 
with vegetables and seasoned with flavorful condiments, becomes a 
real delicacy. Tested recipes given below suggest many other excellent 
flavorful meat dishes:

Ham Roll with Tomato Juice:
One large slice ham V z  inch thick; 
1 cup bread crumbs or Rice Flakes; 
1 tablespoon chopped onion; 1 tea­
spoon Worcestershire Sauce; 1 tea­
spoon Beefsteak Sauce; V i. teaspoon 
pepper; 2 tablespoons melted but­
ter; milk to moisten crumbs; 1 cup 
Tomato Juice. Soak ham in water 
if salty. Make dressing o f crumbs, 
seasonings and milk to moisten. 
Cover slice of ham with dressing, 
roll up like jelly roll (rolling from 
broad side) and tie or fasten with 
toothpicks.

Gei’inan Meat Steak: One lb. veal 
cut inch thick; 2 tablespoons 
Pure Vinegar; 1 thick slice onion;

Bake in a hot oven 
from, V z  to %  hour, basting if 
necessary with a few tablespoons 
warm water.

Divinity Fudge: Two cups granu­
lated sugar; % cup dark com  sy­
rup; % cup cold water; 1 teaspoon 
Pure Vinegar; 2 stiffly beaten egg 
whites; %  cup nut meats; 1 tea­
spoon vanilla; candied cherries.
