The work of improving and proper-
1y arranging bed rooms was one of
t{le projects of the county home dem-
onstration agent with the club girls
over the county the past year. Last
Wednesday afternoon was designated
as visitors day by the department, and
the bed rooms of the various club
demonstrators were inspected by a
number of visitors.

The motorcade left Spur about two
o’clock in the afternoon and the first
‘stop was at the home of J. L. Hutto
in Dry Lake community. In this home
Miss Pauline Hutto explained to the
visitors how she had changed a bed
room of ordinary condition into one of
the nicest to be found in any home.
The room had been furnished with a
closet, remodeled chairs, book shelf,
reading table, dresser,
home made rugs and mats. The floors
has been refinished and the walls and
ceiling papered. Miss Hutto stated that
it had cost but $9.70 to make these
changes including a bath unit. This
room had been previously judged as

If girls who are not engaged in this
work could visit some of these improv-
ed bedrooms, they would get a thrill
at the neatness and low cost of the
improvement. Miss Pratt is to be com-
mended for the work she is doing with
the young ladies in our county. Also,
those mothers who are willing to co-
operate in the work exemplify a great
interest in their daughters. The train-
ing the girls receive will be invalu-
able to them n the future as home
makers,

All of the rooms were scored at the
beginning of the contest and then
scored for the improvement at the
close. The first place winner in the
county goes into the district contest
in which there will be girls from 20
counties. Miss Bess Edwards, assistant
State Home Demonstration Agent,
scored Miss Hutto’s room June 17 for
entry into the district contest.

There are 117 girls in Dickens Coun
ty who carried on the bedroom im-
provement project this spring. It re-
quired about -three to four months
time for the work. This means that
there are 117 girls in the county who
will be better home makers for having

COMMUNITY MEETINGS ON COTTON

NT HELD TUESDAY

The cotton abondonment program
of President Roosevelt and the United
States Department of Agriculture was
placed before the farmers of Dickens
County in community meeting held in
20 different places Tuesday by agri-
cultural and business leaders of ths
county. From 100 to 250 farmers gath
ered at each meeting and heard the
plan of the government explained.
The quota of acres to be plowed up
as set by the extension service was
9,162 acres which is about 1-8 of the
cotton acreage of the county in the
past five years, Indications from 777
that 24,223 acres will be plowed un-
der upon approval of the Secretary of
farmers received in the meetings are
Agriculture. No contracts have as yet
been signed but the work has started’
and the contracts have been received
and . as soon as the local committees
can be instructed, the contracts will
be signed, County Agent G. J. Lane,
who is supervising the work states
that time will be saved if each farmer
will check the land to be plowed un-
der by him and have all information
and his plan drawn when the commit-
tee visits him. It is the hope of au-
thorities that the work in Dickena
County will be completed as soon as
possible and that approximately 3%
to 40 per cent of the present cotton
acreage will be included in the pro-
gram. Whole hearted support and en-
dorsement of the plan on the part
of the farmers in this county has been
manifested to date,
