Talks were made by past commapd-
er Fred C. Haile and others, giving
an historical sketch of the post and
other important facts about American
Legion principles and programs.

Monday was gala day with the
Legionaires. A parade tas staged at
11:00 o’clock and a big barbecue at
noon. It would be. difficult to esti-
mate the number present for the noon
festivities, but much the largest num-
ber in the history of the post. Barbe-
cued beef, bread, pickles, onions, cof-
fee and other foods made up the noon
repast which was served at Fair Park.
The commander called the people to
order and asked Rev. R. C. Brown to
give thanks. This is one feature of
practically every meeting of the
American Legion. They always pay
homage to their Maker.

After the barbecue the most com-
mander requested all legionaires and
ex-service men to assemble at the
American Legion Hall for a program.
The post wag favored with a visit
from Hub Mason, District Commit-
teeman for the 19th Legion District.
Mr. Mason emphasized some resolu-
tions adopted at the State Conven-
tion at Mineral Wells recently and
told the ex-service men that their wish
es could always be put before the
national organization through the post
meetings, district conventions, state
conventions and the national conven-
tion. He emphasized that the four
cardinal principles of the American
Legion are: Justice, freedom, Dem-
ocracy and loyalty.

Sam Miller, post commander at
Lockney, spoke in regard to the im-
portance of membership of ex-service
men in the legion. He stated that as
buddies they should get together and
carry on the principles for which they
fought and to assist those buddies
who are disabled and in hospitals.

Post Commander Neilson stategi that
there are 60 paid up members in the
local post at this time and that he
thought the number would reach 125
before the roll call period is over. The
post secretary, J. B. Morrow, read out
a number of names who had paid their
dues and who had not received their
certificates. He asked that they see

J. R. Whitworth of the post at
Matador was asked to address the
body. He stated there were more than
40 in the post at Matador and that all
of them were one hundred per cent
American Legion. He stated that his
post is ready to cooperate with Spur
and all other legionaires in going for-
ward with their program.

E. S. Crider, past commander of the
local post, spoke on the principles of
the legion, emphasizing that the
American Legion stands above all
other things for the support of the
Constitution of the United States.

C. Ray Williams, of Girard, made a
talk relative to the importance of the
American Legion. He stated that he
did nct think much of any one’s pat-
riotism_if it could be purchased with
money. He said that for his part, if
payment of the soldier bonus at this
time in any manner would retard Pre-
sident Roosevelt in bringing back re-
covery to the country, that he can do
without his bonus and help the Pre-
sident with the recovery program.

The local post expressed their ap-
preciation to the Pitehfork Ranch who
furnished the barbecue, to C. M. Fran-
cis who furnished feed for the fat-
tening of the animal, to Superinten-
dent R. E. Dickson for the feeding of
the animal, to W. M. Bumpus who
supervised the barbecue, and %o all
others who in any manner assisted
with their celebration. )

The day was one of solemnity and
reverence. It is a mistaken idea when

the public thinks the legionaires are

prone to roughness, drunkenness and
conduct of that type. The American
Legion stands for higher things and
the membership places themselves on
a high plane. If people understood
more about the work and principles
of the American Legion there would
be greater appreciation for the or-
ganization.

After staying the full thirty days
the fourth called session of the 43rd
Legislature of Texas adjourned sine
die Saturday evening. The last gavel
of the House fell at 8:10 o’clock p.
m. and the Senate adjourned at 9:48
o’clock p. m. Seven bills introduced by
the Senate and 26 bills introduced in
the House were sent to the Governor’s
desk during the session. Two bills]
were appropriations for $100,000 and |
$30,000 respectively for expenses of‘
the special session. One other bill was !
the Brazos Valley reclamation bill.
The Colorado River Bill passed on the !
eve of adjournment. ‘

The permanent tax plan bill v'hich‘
passed, pavments of taxes is encour-
aged by a discount system, allowance |
of three per cent, two per cent and!
one per cent being granted for pay-
ment of taxes the last three months
in the vear. Penalties on delinquencies '
were set as follows: one per cent for!
January, and one per cent additional '
for each month to five per cent during |
June, with eight per cent penalty and |
six per cent interest effective July 1.!

The discount plan is not effective
until 1935, but the reduced penalties |
on delinquent taxes goes into effectf
in February. Provisions of the bill are l
optional with municipalities and school !
distriets. Q

Another bill intended to give relief i
i

on delinquent taxes this year and for- '
mer yvears has been signed by the
Governor, but because it failed to re- !
ceive a two-third majority vote in the
Senate, it will not become a law until
February 8. It releases all penalties
and interest on taxes delinquent on
August 4, 1934, until March 19. Its
provisions are mandatory on all tax-
ing subdivisions of the state.

The centennial bill providing for
appropriation of $5,000,000 to carry
on the Centennial program for 1936,
was passed by the Senate but failed
to receive consideration in the House.
After the bill had failed Walter D.
Cline, chairman of the executive com-
mittee of the Centennial Commission,
said the bill would be brought up |

The |
fact that the people of Texas paid dur
ing the year 1933 the staggering sum
of $360,000,000 in taxes proves that
the stage of rebellion has about been
reached. i

“Under present conditions, not one
family in ten has the money or suit-
able clothing to make a trip or attend |
a celebration of the magnitude con-
templated. Not fifteen per cent of the
people of Texas has ever seen the'
Dallas fair and not that proportion !
of them would attend a celebration'
there or anywhere else, and if they
should, they would leave every cent
of money they took with them in the |
coffers of the city of such attendance.'

“The people of Texas are deeply sen |
sible of the glorious history of our‘
state and will approve any reasonable
plan for perpetuating our story of |
romance and glamor, but when the !
proposal runs into dollars and cents,!
a commercialized affair with the prof- !
it all going into the pocket of any '
porticular community, the plain peo-!
ple of Texas want such community to '
finance itself, and now that the neo- |
ple have triumphed in this fight, they
have heartened themselves in their
effort to see a better day.

“It all reminds me of a state sena- |
tor who has been in the legislature !
more than half a generation and who |
was red hot for the centennial tax
bills. He said to me once that it seem- !
ed to him that he had done nothing |
since entering the legislature except |
to tax people. I was forced to agree |
with him, but at that, he seemed
proud of his record. The people of
Texas should shake hands with them- |
selves and with each other.”

Every mother knows that her child;of his liking the food which she gives‘,
should eat wholesome food and with him. Be sure that the food that you |

the host of excellent books, bulletins
and magazines and articles now avail-'
able on what foods are necessary and'
wholesome for children, such infor-'
mation may be easily obtained by any
mother desiring it. But every mother.
even though she may have this knowl-
edge can not get her child to eat the
foods he should. This problem involv-
es the whole matter of child psychol-
ogy and habit formation. How should
one proceed? Put into the form of
definite rules for parents, the pro-
gram of training may be given as fol-|
lows: ,

1. Begin training early. The infant
has no established likes or dislikes.
Even the taste of children 3-4 years'
of age may be modified without dif-.
ficulty. Begin early, therefore, to cul-|
tivate a taste for food which are most
important for a child to like, so that
he naturally and gradually gains a|
definite “food vocabulary.”

2. Let the parent set the right ex-
ample if they would develop proper|
habits and likes in their childrcn. It
is necessary to provide the child with
good imitative patterns for he is most
surely going to imitate those around

3. Make it an infallible rule never
to talk dislikes in the presence of
children. The safest method is to talk |
as little as possible about foods, but |
to assume that everyone likes and
eats all food served. If any talking
must be done let it be of likes rather
than dislikes.

. 4. See that child’s mental attitude is
right when giving him a new food.

Never tell a child that a food is good
when it ig not. To offer a good food
with the expectation that it will be
liked produces better results than if
it is regarded as a luxury and given
in small amounts at first. The child

must never see by the tone of its
mothers voice that she has any doubt

 —

give a child is really good if you ex-

pect him to like it. Many children dis-
like milk because they have been given |
milk that is turned or has absorbed
the flavors of the ice box. Some of the
prejudices of vegetables are due to
' poor cooking or to overseasoning. ;

5. Keep the diet simple, limiting all
especially |
sweets. Send him to the yard and let

highly flavored foods,
him get hungry, then feed him three
simple meals and see if he does not
respond to plain foods.

6. Use tact. It is better if a real
liking of foods can be developed by
the previous methods. If this cannot
be accomplished, the mother should
see that the child’s normal growth
and development depends on his hav-

ing the foods which his body needs.
Most certainly it is the mother’s duty
to provide these whether the child

likes them or not.

The first important

History Of
American
Red Cross

It has been said that .
more powerful than an idea which }.““
Ifound its time. All human behavior,
habits, activities, originally sprang
from ideas. The world revolves around
them. Often they serve no purpose
and are discarded, but the fitest sur-
vive.

Springing from a desire to render
voluntary service to humanity, the
Red Cross movement in 1859 was
merely an idea—but one which had
found its tinre. Soon it took root, flour
ished, and in half a century spread a-
round the world. Today, the Red Cross
is recognized as a vital part of com-
munity life throughout the world.

That the Red Cross is the pioneer
of its broad field is shown in a re-
view of its origin and devel pment.

Moved by the horrors of the Battle
of Solferina in 1859, Henry Duant, a
young Swiss idealist, and a small
band of villagers he had summoned,
braved the danger of gunfire in a
determined effort to give voluntary
succor to victims of the ferocious en-
counter. Later Dunant wrote a stir-
ring volume on the barbaric practices
among nations toward fallen war-
riors. Although other influences help-
ed to crystallize sentiment for such
a movement, the original aims and
purposes of the Red Cross sprang
from Dunant’s emotions and from a
sympathetic reaction which his writ-
ings captured.

Prior to its inception in this coun-
try, in the work of Florence Nightin-
gale during the Crimean war was
born the principles of modern nurs-
ing. Thousands of lives were saved
on the batlefields when she and her
devoted followers nursed many back
to recoverv and brought order and
sanitary practices out of chaos and
gross neglect.

Eurcpean leaders set about to cor-
rect this wartime evil a few years
after the Crimean and Solferino en-
gagements and in 1863 assembled a
committee at Geneva to study the
problem of neutralizing aid to the
wounded in the war. The solution was
found in the Treaty of Geneva which
was ratified by twelve nations in
1864, Today more than a half hundred

It is headed by
John Barton Pavme, American Red
Cross Chairman. \

The United States, although ob-
serving the formation of the Geneva
group, was extremely backward in
becoming affiliated with the move-
ment. Not until Clara Barton had
spent many vears of tireless effort
to the founding of the Red Cross in
the United States did the government
finally recognize the widespread need
for such a society.

Surrounded by less than fifty for-
ward-looking ecitizens, Miss Barton
was selected as the organization’s
first president when the Red Cross
came into being after receiving gov-
ernmental sanction in 1881. Today
there are nearly four million Senior
memberships and seven million Jun-
ior memberships.

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HISTORICAL SKETCH OF
BANKING BUSINESS IN SPUR

So far as is known the first bank-
ing institution in Dickens County was
the First National at Dickens. This
bank did a good business and after
the building of Spur this institution
was purchased by the Spur National
Bank.

The Spur National Bank was started
December 15, 1909, just shortly after
the beginning of Spur. It wag located
in a frame building on the corner
where Speer’s Variety Store is now
focated. The building in which the
bank made its home later and where
the Spur Security Bank is now located
was completed and the business moved
in about three months later.

The first officers and directors
were: R. V. Colbert, President; C. A.
Jones, Vice President; W. G. Sherrod,
Cashier: C. G. Chandler, first assist-
ant Cashier. Directors: E. P. Swenson,
A. J. Swenson, R. V. Colbert, R. C.
Forbis, W. T. Andrews, Sr.. C. A.
Jones, W. G. Sherrod, P. P. Berthelot
and S. S. Hastings.

There have been many changes in
the official personnel of the bank since
it was first organized. In September,
1914, M. E. Manning became cashier.
January 10, 1917, C. A. Joneg was
promoted to the office of president of
the bank. M, H. Lee became vice pre-
sident January 30, 1918, July 1, 1920,
W. B. Lee became active vice presi-
dent and W. T. Andrews, Jr.,, was
elected cashier by the official board.
July 30, 1930 there were other changes,
C. A. Jones was promoted to the
chairmanship of the board, W. B. Lee
was made president of the bank, W.
T. Andrews, Jr., became vice presi-
dent and F. G. Collier was made cash-
ier.

The present members of the board|
are: C. A. Jones, chairman; W. B.
Lee, W. T. Andrews, Clifford B.
Jones (also a vice president), Geo. S.

Link, W. F. Godfrey and Ned Hogan.
December 28, 1933, the name of the
bank was changed to Spur Security
Bank and the business is being run
under that name at this time. It is
the only bank in the county in opera-

tion.
The First State Bank

The First State Bank wos organiz-
ed in the spring of 1910 and later the
name was changed to City National
Bank. G. H. Connell was the fjrst
president and served in that office
many years. E. C. Edmonds was the
first cashier and later became presi-
dent of the bank. Among members of

'the first board of directors were: Sol
Davis, John T. George, Dr.

X
Standifer. The last board of directors
was P. H. Miller, B. Y. Love, C, Ho-
gan, E. C. Edmonds, C. L. Martin and
James B. Reed.

When E. C. Edmonds became presi-
dent of the bank, Mr. Connell was
made chairman of the board. C. Hogan
became cashier and served until about
the first of 1919. H. P. Gibson became
assistant cashier in 1918 and remain-
ed in that position unti! 1930. James
B. Reed wag elected cashier in 1922
and served until the bank closed Sept-
ember 1, 1930,

Another banking institution was
started in 1912, This was known as
the Farmers & Merchants State Bank
and Frank Vernon was the cashier.
This bank was in businesg about two

vears and was consolidated with the

City National Bank in 1914,
