How Long Can I Draw Benefit-
Question 4: “ If I lost my job and 

was unable to find another, how long 
could I continue to draw compensa­
tion under the Unemployment Com­
pensation act ? Indefinitely ? ”

Answer: In answering this ques­
tion, it becomes increasingly plain 
why the worker must guard his 
“ credits”—the possible benefits or 
compensation he may draw—and save 
them for a rainy day. These com­
pensation benefits are meant to re­
duce unemployment, not to encour­
age it; and benefits are designed 
only to help tide a man over from 
the time he loses one job until he 
finds another. The number of weeks 
you can draw compensation depends 
entirely upon your record of employ­
ment in previous months.

To be exact—for every week you 
work, you build up a “ credit”  of one- 
fourth of a week of benefits. You 
must work four weeks to build up 
one week of benefit credit.

But there is another restriction— 
you cannot use more than 15 of these 
benefit weeks in any one year.

However, if, in any one year, you 
are unemployed for longer than 15 
weeks, it still may be possible for 
you to get additional weeks of com­
pensation. The “ if” i.s yourprevious 
record of employment.

Under the first provision you built 
up credits at the rate of one week of 
benefits for four weeks of work. But 
after you have used up all your bene­
fits, you still may draw benefits at 
the rate of one-twentieth of a week 
of benefits for each week of employ­
ment during the preceding 260 weeks 
or five years.

Let’s see how this works out: You 
have been employed for 260 weeks 
or five years; then you lose your job. 
For the first 15 weeks you are out 
o f work and drawing benefits, you 
use up sixcy weeks of credits (at a 
rate of four-to-one), leaving 3'ou a 
credit of 200 weeks.

Now, the rate changes to twenty- 
to-one, and the rate of one week of 
benefits for each 20 weeks you have 
worked, you still can draw ten more 
weeks of benefits.

Therefore, the positive maximum 
that a person can draw during any 
one year is 25 weeks.

How Credits Are Used Up
Question 5: “ In the previous ar­

ticle, you described the system of 
credits. Suppose I am only partially 
unemployed, and receive only partial 
benefits. Do I use up four weeks of 
credits, or twenty weeks as the case 
many be, fo reach week of partial 
benefits ? ”

Answer: No. Your use of credits
is based on the actual amounts to 
which jmu would have been entitled 
had you been wholly unemployed.

In other words, if your partial ben­
efit is only $7.50 per week when 
you were entitled to $15 a week for 
total unemployment, you will be 
charged with only $7.50. You will, 
in such a case, use up two weeks of 
your credits rather than four.

This shows quite 
a rate reduction within the past sev­
en years but not as much as one or 
two other counties in West Texas 
area. Eastland County shows about 
the highest rate and Stephens Coun­
ty shows quite an increase in rate 
since 1929.

Scout Director Explains 
Cubbing T o P a r e n t s

Lyndon T. Grant, director of scout­
ing for the Eastern District of the 
South Plains Area of Scouting, was 
the main speaker at a meeting at the 
Senior High school Monday afternoon 
where parents gathered for the pm*- 
pose of perfecting a cub 5rganization 
in our city. Mr. Grant explained the 
purpose of cubbing and stated that it 
was not scout work but was work pre­
liminary scouting. He said that the 
last year of cubbing would just about 
include those things necessary to the 
qualification of a tenderfoot scout.

Boys of the ages of nine, ten and 
eleven years are included in the cub­
bing period. Each age has its period 
of advancement, the nine-year-old boy 
becoming a bear cub, the ten-year-old 
boy a wolf cub and the eleven-year- 
old boy the lion cub. After that the 
boys are advanced to the rank of a 
tenderfoot scout and the real scout­
ing work is begun.

The local post of American Legion 
has agreed to sponsor cubbing in the 
community.

Federal Dist Farm 
Supervisor Wants 
To Help Taxpayers

A number of farmers have express­
ed their uneasiness in regard to the 
payment of the state and county de­
linquent taxes which the out-goin.g 
Commissioners Court made plans for 
collection. The contract for delin­
quent collections was made with Ed­
gar Hutchins of Lubbock, and was 
signed on December 18 by County 
Judge Jim Cloud and Commissioners 
Austin Rose, Nuge Johnson, Walter 
Foreman and Lee Mimms. It was 
signed later in the month by George 
H. Sheppard, state comptroller, and 
one of the assistant attoi*neys gen­
eral. It runs until December 31, 1937. 
The matter was taken up before the 
Federal District Farm Debt Adjust­
ment Supervision this week and a 
¡conference with several farmers was 
held.

If people can pay their delinquent 
taxes at this time, they should do so 
because it is an honest obligation. 
But there are times when people can­
not pay, and a great many are in that  ̂
condition at this time. It is all prob­
able that those who are in charge 
of collecting the delinquent taxes will 
take conditions into consideration and 
not file any suits against people for 
delinquent taxes until ‘and when they 
have had an opportunity to grow 
another crop.

The Federal District Farm Ad­
justment Supervisor stated to a num­
ber of farmers this week to do their 
best in the matter and if they can- . 
not pay all to pay what they can, and 
if they cannot pay any not to worry 
about it much. In event those in 
authority do file suit for the delin­
quent taxes against the farmers, all 
the farmer will need to do is to ap­
pear before the United States Con­
ciliation Commissioner and state 
their case and file action with the 
Federal Court which will tie up the 
situation for three years and proba­
bly in that time a crop can be pro­
duced which will enable fai’mers to 
pay their taxes. The Frazies-Lemke 
Law gives the farmers that right, 
and when any creditor will not agree 
to give time to a farmer to meet his 
obligations, the farmer can take the 
advantage of that law,

judge H. A. C. Brummett is the 
Fedei’al Conciliation Commissioner 
for this county, and fanners may go 
to him and make their statement. It 
will just cost only ten dollars which 
is the court cost. The Commissioner 
does not get a penny of it, and no 
attorney’s fee is required, stated the 
adjustment supervisor. He stated 
that many farmer are worried be­
cause authorities are trying to force 
¡collection on account of government 
checks coming to the farmers at this 
time. He said in all probability the 
farmers need this money with which 
to pay expenes for making a crop 
this year, to pay their groceryman 
and take care of other expenses of 
their families. The government mon­
ey coming in will average about 
$150.00 ¡per family which will be a 
small amount for farmers to get by 
on until fall, he stated. He empha­
sized that if any one could pay on 
their delinquent taxes that they 
should because it is an obligation 
that is honest, and will have to be 
paid sometime in the future. Besides 
the county needs all the taxes they 
can get to take care of the county’s 
obligations. But the supervisor left 
the thought that it is not necessary 
for a man to commit suicide in or­
der that his wife might pay the de­
linquent taxes from his insurance.

Allotment of $3,000,000 of PWA 
funds through the federal bureau of 
public roads, to Texas for grade 
crossing elimination in 1937, announc­
ed this week in Washington brings the 
total program of federal-state road 
construction in the state for 1937 to 
about $22,000,000, which will assure 
steady employment to many hun­
dreds of workers and contribute to the 
rising tide of prosperity and jobs in 
Texas for the newyear. The budget 
now includes three millions for grade 
crossing elimination— all federal mon­
ey, which does not require matching 
hy the state, one and a half millions 
for farm-to-market roads, and $7,- 
700,000 of regular federal aid, each 
requiring matching by the state high­
way department.

Approach of the February 15 date 
when Governor Allred will appoint a 
new highway commissioner to succeed 
D. K. Martin, of San Antonio, who 
with Chairman Harry Hines will con­
stitute an Allred-named majority on 
thè commission for the first time, has 
intensified interest in the identity of 
the new commission in Austin and 
throughout the state. The governor’s 
office remained absolutely silent about 
the appointment, except to say that 
it would be submitted to the senate 
promptly on expiration of Martin’s 
term. The retention of Chief Engin­
eer Gibb Gilchrist, of course, depends 
largely upon who the hew commis­
sioner is, and with the. appointment 
of Judge Bobbitt there might he a 
shake up in the Engineering Depart­
ment. '

***
Jobs Are Big Topic.

Jobs and appointments, always are 
of paramount interest in political- 
minded Austin, and the hotel lobby 
experts were tremendously interested 
this week in three vacancies on the 
state hoard of education. Expiring 
terms are those of Jim Guleke, of 
Amarillo, Mrs. J. E .Watkins of Hen­
derson, and Lew Henderson of Bry­
an. Best information was that Hen­
derson would be the only one of the 
trio reappointed. Guleke, recognized 
as an able and outspoken member, has 
been rather strongly anti-New Deal. 
Text book publishers who get mil­
lions of dollars of business from the 
board, are vitally interested in these 
appointments.

Two Lose Out.
A strong effort to have the office 

of state superintendent of education, 
to which L. A. Woods of Waco has 
just been elected for a third term, 
filled by appointment by the board of 
education, rather than elective. Svili 
be made in the forthcoming sessioh. 
A senate committee which includes 
some of the ablest members of the up­
per house, has been making a study 
of the state school system, and will 
recommend many changes.

One of the arguments for taking 
the school system out of politics was 
a recent bit of fantastic cruelty by 
Woods, who, during the Christmas 
holidays, dismissed two veteran em­
ployes, Asst. Superintendent James 
and Miss Lillian Peek, head of the 
home economics department. On the 
night before Miss Peek was to have 
delivered an address to a national ed­
ucational organization, he sent her a 
letter notifying her she had been dis­
missed .James was out of town, and 
Woods didn’t even bother to locate 
the man who has carried on most of 
the work of the department, while 
Woods has traveled over the state 
building his political fences. He just 
sent Word to James’ family that he 
was fired. Woods gave no reason for 
either dismissal, but information here 
is that he considers his aides didn’t 
give him enough political help in the 
July campaign.

Diaries Are Dangerous.
Diaries are dangerous things for 

Hollywood actresses to keep, as was 
proved in the recent Mary Astor di­
vorce case. They are just as danger­
ous for state employes to keep, too, 
apparently. One long-time railroad 
commission worker furnished the in­
formation during last summer’s cam­
paign that Commission Chairman E. 
0. Thompson had been “ out of his 
office” 181 days last year (or some 
similar figure.) Of course, Thompson 
was traveling over the state, holding 
hearings and otherwise carrying on 
commission business. When asked 
about his figures, the employee re­
marked that he “ kept a diary on all 
state officials,, even the governor 
showing how many days they were 
absent from Austin.”  So he has been 
invited to devote his full time to his 
diary-keeping or find another job.

Still another joh stoi-y has to do 
with a brilliant young newspaperman, 
member of the capitol staff of a big 
news service. This youngster, in­
structed to get a photo of a certain 
University of Texas student who was 
involved in a sensational story, went 
to an Austin photographer to get the 
picture .It happened there were two 
students with exactly the same name 
and initials, apd the photographer 
had photos of hoth. He gave the re­
porter the wrong one. The reporter 
was promptly fired, and was out o f  
work for months. Eventually, he got 
another job and made good. Now he 
is slated to land a nice place as press 
agent for one of the state depart­
ments, because he has real ability, 
and proved he could “ take it” in the 
face of tough breaks.

SENATOR NELSON ON
IMPORTANT COMMITTEES

State Senator G. H. Nelson, sena­
tor from,the 30th district of Texas, 
was given distinctive recognition by 
Lieutenant Governor Walter Woodul, 
when the Senate met on Tuesday of 
last week for the first day’s work of 
the regular session of the 45th Leg­
islature, by giving him important 
committee assignments.

Senator Nelson was made chair­
man of the committee of Judicial Dis­
tricts, and vice-chairman of the im­
portant Committe of Education. Due 
to the fact that much important leg­
islation will come before the Senate 
during this regular session affecting 
the many pressing educational prob­
lems of Texas, the committee on edu­
cation is considered one of the most 
important assignments to be receiv­
ed by any senator. Amendment to 
bring about the one-house legislative 
system in this state is well known. 
Recognizing the senator’s interest in 
this mater, he was given a place on 
Constitutional Amendments Commit­
tee. This will afford him the oppor­
tunity to propound his idea of a uni­
cameral legislature which has already 
gained state wide discussion.

All appropriations for the support 
of educational institutions is handled 
through the finance committee. It 
is expected that Senator Nelson by 
receiving an appointment on the fi-

nance committee will be able to ren­
der valuable assistance to Texas 
Tech.

Other committees on which Senator 
Nelson has been placed by the lieu­
tenant governor are: Civil Jurispru­
dence; Public Lands and Land Office; 
Penitentiaries; Governor’s Nomina­
tions; Senatorial Districts; Repre­
sentative Districts; and Highways 
and Motor Traffic.

SENATOR NELSON INTRODUCES 
ANTI-GAMBLING BILL

On Wednesday of last week, the 
second day of the regular session of 
the 45th session of the Legislature, 
State Senator G. H. Nelson of the 
30th district, introduced in the Sen­
ate a bill to repeal pari-mutuel bet­
ting on horse races in this state.

Senator Nelson is quoted as say­
ing, “ The time has come when the 
good citizenship of Texas must take 
an active stand to curb the gambling 
instinct of the people. Something 
must be done,” he said, “ to remove 
the temptation of gambling from the 
hoys and girls of this generation.”

This bill to repeal race track gam­
bling in Texas is due to bring one of 
the greatest lobbies before the Legis­
lature that has been seen in many 
years.

In turn this information and data 
could be transfered to the Depart­
ment of Agriculture at College Sta­
tion nnu Waohingrtoii in a very con­
cise and difinite form from the rep­
resentative communities in the coun­
ty, thereby giving the Department of 
Agriculture a picture of the goal in 
which our local farmers are driving 
after.

A county tabulation committee was 
selected to study individual farm 
plans and later submit to the state 
organization their findings in the 
form of a county farm program. The 
persons selected for this committee 
are as follows: Joe M. Rose, W. F.
Foreman, George Pierce, L. A. Grant­
ham, R. R. Wooten, 0. E. Minix and 
Mrs. John Bachman.

Several persons were selected for 
the Master Farmer contest. These 
farmers are to be judged at a later 
date on their farming activities in 
1937. Out of this group there will 
be one farmer selected to compete 
in the state contest representing 
Dickens County. Those farmer se­
lected were W. A. Harris, George 
Pierce, Will Watson, W. S. Smiley, 
Joe Tannisch, G. E. Kissinger, W. F.
