THE OLDEST REPORTER

Probably the oldest active reporter
n the country is Theodore F. Shuey,
4 years old, who has held one job
nearly 62 years.

For he is an official reporter of Sen-
ate debates for the well-known and
wometimes derided publication, the
Congressional Record.

Me has recorded the utterances of all
senators who have served since that
time. Naturally he has a head full of
interesting memories.

He thinks that George Graham Vest
of Missouri was the best orator the
Senate has had in all these years.

1t teing he who once referred to a Del-
aware solon as a “Senator from a state
which has three counties at low tide
and two at high tide.”

Shuey thought Sumner of Massa-
chusetts the most conceited of Sen-
ators, of whom it was said that he did
not believe the Bible because someone
else had written it.

Among present senators, Shuey says
that Johnson, King Heflin and Moses
are easfest to follow and record in
shorthand. Which is perhaps fortu-
nate for the reporters, for the gentle-
men named generally have a good deal
to sey.
