Be-
cause of the farmers interest th farm
reports, this sample copy of the gener-
al farm schedule is being sent for gen-
eral information in advance of the ac-
tual enumeration. which will begin
April 1.

You are asked to study the questions
and enter in the proper places the an-
swers to all inquiries which apply to
the farm you operate. You can then
readily answer all the questions which
the enumerator will ask when he visits
you next April.

College Exams
For County Will
Begin April 22

College entrance examinations will
begin in Balley County Thursday,
April 22nd, and will continue through
Friday, April 25th, according to J. E.

These examinations will be held in
three places in Bailey County, one of
which will be held in the office of the
County Superintendent. The other
two places have not as yet been des-
ignated, and will not be until all appli-
cations for these examinations have
been made to the County Superintend-
ent. The examinations will be held in
schools most eonvemenl to those who
apply.

Each student wha takes the exami-
nations will pay a fee at the following
rate: One to four examinations, $1.00;
four to eight examinations, $2.00; eight
to twelve examinations, $3.00; twelve
to sixteen examinations, $4.00. Each
examination in each subject must be
counted seperately.

The State Department of Education
offers a diploma to the student who
obtains sixteen college entrance units
by meens of these examinations.
These credits must include thrée units
in English, two units in algebra, one
unit in plane geometry, two units in
history (or two in history and civies).
the other credits may be obtained in
subject of the student’s choice, Judge
Adams says.

Note books must be sent to Austin.

INCREASES CONSUMPTION

THE TEXAS CAPITOL

Our magnificent Capitol building is
shaped like a Greek cross, fronting
south, with a projecting center and
flanks, having a rotunda-and dome at

new uses of cotton show that very re-
wmarkable results have been attained
in finding new channels for that com-
modity.

As a result of departmental work and
ihe interest stimulated by them a great
deal of cotton has been going into en-
tirely new avenues of usefulness. Cot-
ion and cotton blends are being used
m automobile tops, awnings, basic
road construction, ceiling materials,
building linings, paper and many other
important lines of industry.

It is also being used in the making
of an -ertificial*silk which is rapidly
iaking the place of that commodity
and building up a great industry in
ihe South.

Congressman Marvin Jones of Tex-
us, the author of the measure under
which this work has been done, has re-
eeived * favorable editorial comment
from many papers throughout the
South. He was pres:nted by President
Coolidge with the pen which the Pres-
:dent signed the measure.

Mr. Jones is highly pleased with the
report of the work done by the De-
partments and the Textile Institute,
and is optimistic as to their plans for

i

the of the main corridors.

The corner stone of this immense
structure was laid on March 2, 1885,
and the completed building was dedi-
cated on May 16, 1888. It was built at
a cost of 3,000,000 acres of land of the
state, taken from the public domain.
This land today is worth about sixty
million dollars.

The dimensions of the Capitol build-
ing are as follows: Length, 566 feet 6
inches, inclusive of porticos; width, 228
feet 10 inches at widest point; height,
311 feet from grade line to top of stat-
ue on dome—seven feet taller than the
dome of our national Capitol.
258

The building contains rooms,

900 windows, and 500 doors. The ex-
terior walls are built of Texas red
granite from the i stable quar-
ries of Burnet County. Seventy five

miles of railroad lines were bullt to
haul the materials of granite and of
stone.

The wainscoting is made of oak,
pine, cherry, cedar, walnut, ash, and
mahogany, the aggregate length is a-
bout seven miles. The building, prop-
er, covers three acres of floor space.

The work of -construction was be-
gun on February 1, 1882, and the build-
ing is second in size only to the Capi-
tol at Washington. It is seventh larg-

est building in the world. The grade
line is 600 feet above the level of the
sea.

On the right side of the broad pave-
ment leading to the main entrance to
the Capitol have heen erected the Con-
federate and Alamo monuments, and
on the left are the Firemen's and Ter-
ry Ranger's monuments, and the John
B. Hood Brigade monument on the
east side of the Capitol, where the
Capitol green houses are also located.
The Texas cowboy statue is located on
the west side of the Capitol building.

+ WELL SUPERVISED

Bankers Body Sees Less Politics
in Banking Departments With
Better Facilities in the Hands
of the Reaponsible Officials.

A survey of state banking depart-
ments by the State Bank Division,
American Bankers Association, dis-
closes a distinct tendency the past five
years to take bank supervision Jut of
politics, to increase the diacretionary
powers of bank commissioners, to
lengthen their terms of office, to sup-
ply then with adequate forces of
qualifigd examiners and to_relleve

issned by the assoclation.

“Wa have conslstently urged that
the oftice of bank commissioner be .
free from partisan politics as the ju-
diclary itselt and that it be divorced
from all other functions of state gov-
ernment,” the statement says. “Fur-
ther, that his term of office be made
more secure and lasting, with suffi-
clent salary anc power granted to at-
tract and retain the services of men
of outstanding executive ability, cour-
age, resourcefulness and successful
banking experlence.

“Flve years ago the frst survey of
state banking departments by the divi-
sion demonstrated the need for im-
provements, On the basis of data
now in hand it is evident that, through
the revision of statutes in many etates,
rapid steps are being taken in the
right direction. One by one the stat
are coming to recognize the primary
importance of strong, competent bank-
ing departments. The demand for in-
creasing the effectiveness of banking
departments is beginning to be met.”

“A healthy sign is_ the number of
reports which disclose that the com-
missioners have full power to appoint
bank examiners or that these appofnt-
ments are made from civil service
Msts. This power {s now granted to
the commissioner by twenty-seven
states. Three require that selection
be trom civil service lists. Complaints
are still made in a few states of po-
litical pressure in the appointment ot
examiners, but the contrary seems to
be true in a growing number of states,
The most™capable commissioner can-
mot successfully perform his duties
unless he is able to command the
services of eflicient, honest examiners.
The safety of depositors is dependent
en their work, and their appointment,
fitness and compensation are highly
important. The number of examiners
has increased 25 per cent in the last
five years.”

In
two states the bank commissioner 1s
elected at general elections; im one he
1s appointed from eligible lists of the
civil service and in anothe. he is se-
lected by the banks. In one state the
bankers’ assoclation elects a list of
five names from which the governor
appoints one as superintendent ef
banks; in another he is appointed by
the State Corporation Commission and
in another by the State Banking
Board.

“Terms of office of bank commls-
sioners have been lengthened in sev-
eral states during the last five years,”
the report says. “In 28 states the
term is four years, in one, five years,
and in three it is six years and im
some the term is indefinite. A short
term is condemned on the grounds
that the commissioner has insufficient
time to become thoroughly conversant
with his fleld work. A longer term
permits his rendering useful service
through capitalizing his experience.
Five years ago the average length of
service wae less than three years,
while now it has risen to five years.

THE EARTH'S SHAPE

If asked' who first conceived the idea
that the world is round, many would
give the credit to Columbus, because
his bélief in the spierical form of the
earth led him to undertake the famous
voyage which resulted in the discovery
of America.

The fact is, however, that the true
figure of the earth was known to as-
tronomers long before the birth of
Christ, although the spherical theory
never geined wide acceptance among
the ancients.

Erastosthenes, a Greek geometer
and astronomer who flourished in the
second century before Christ, is gen-
crally credited with being the first te
discover the principles whereby the
earth might be measured. Although his
actual results were innacurate, his
method was sound.

Centuries before Eratosthenes some
astronomers regarded the earth as a
sphere, but generally considered it te
be the center of e universe. It is
said that Pythagoras, born in 582 B.
C.. was the first to declare that the
earth revolved around the sun, but
that he only taught this secretly to a
few chosen disciples.
