J. P. Robinson 
Proud Of Well

Two people who are very happy 
over a recent farm improvement 
are Mr. and Mrs. J. P. Robinson, 
west of Spur, who recently se­
cured a very fine will of water 
thriough the assistance of the lo­
cal Soil Conservation Service o f­
fice and the local F. S. A. office. 
Mr. Robinson' stated that he had 
been hauling water for 20 years, 
and he feels that his well of fine 
water really is is something, to 
his farm.

The well, which is 118 feet deep, 
is cased with regular oil field) cas­
ing, is set in concrete at the top 
to keep all rodents and surplus 
water from running into it, and 
the casing is covered with a met­
al covering to make it more se­
cure from dust, rodents, or even 
insects from falling into the well. 
A  new windmill tower is equiped 
with a new Dempster mill which 
is kept running all the time to 
test the strength of the well. So 
far, after a full week, the mill has 
not been able to lower the water 
any. The well has a capacity of 
eight gallons per minute and the 
water stands 48 feet in the well 
all the time.

Mr. and Mrs. Robison are plan­
ning for an elevated tank o f large 
capacity to be used for irrigation 
purposes. A t this time they are 
using the water to irrigate a nice 
gardien of lettuce, onions, mustard, 
radishes and other vegetables for 
the family use. Mr. Robinson 
stated this is just beginning-, and 
he pointed to a plat of land just 
below the well, fine red loam, 
where he stated he is going to de­
velop a fine garden. He outlined 
his plan of how convenient he can 
irrigate that plat with water from 
the well and how easily ¡be can pro­
duce all the fresh vegetables his 
family can consume, and how much 
they will be able to can for fu­
ture use. Mrs. Robinson ,then 
stated! that she expects to have ber­
ries, of various kinds, grapes and 
other types of fruits which may 
need water over what the natural 
rainfall will produce. Both of 
the exclaimed simultaneously that 
“ We expect to make most of our 
living from that piece of land,” and 
it looks as if  they may accomplish 
their 'desires in that respect.

In exact terms, 
Mr. Robinson made it plain that 
he is glad to have his well of 
water. He pointed out another 
place, and said: “ I  am going to 
have a fish pond there.”  Anyone 
can see that Mr. and) Mrs. Robin­
son ,are just preparing to start 
life | over, with new hopes, new as­
pirations and new zeal, because 
they have plenty of water on 
their farm.

Mr. Robinson does not stop with 
securing water with a good well. 
He tries to save all the soil water 
secured by raifall that -he| can. (He 
owns 150 acres of land and at this 
time has five miles of terraces on 
it. Every acre of his land is 
planted in contours and he is a 
producer even though the rainfall 
is short at times. He has had 
lines run) and is planning to treat 
his patures with contours. He 
stated two objects are to be con­
sidered in this work. First, the 
water can be saved; to recuperate 
his pastures; and second, the land 
will produce more grass and give 
better pasture.

Every year Mr. Robinson works 
his terraces over and keeps them 
in good condition. He stated that 
at first he thought his terraces 
were too wide and took up too 
much land. No he feels that they 
are not wide enough and plans to 
make them wider as he improves 
them in other ways*

He said that the hauling of wa­
ter is now over and that the time 
used for that can now be used to 
make needed improvements to the 
farm. He stated abut the time 
each day required for hauling wa­
ter for his farm and allowing 
four dollars per day for a man 
and team and use of equipment he 
has spent more than six thousand 
dollars hauling water. His new 
well and equipment has cost him 
about S450.00. He gives credit to 
the Farm Security 'office and the 
Soil Conservation Service office

Texas will receive a larger 
share of the national wheat acre­
age allotment in 1941.

Out çf the 62,000,000-acre na­
tional wheat allotment for 1941 
announced by the Secretary of A g ­
riculture Henry A. Wallace, Tex­
as received 4,253,335 acres, an in- 
clease of 73,202 acres over the 
1940 allotment of 4,180,133 acres. 
The national allotment is the same 
as it was for 1940.

A t the same time, it was an­
nounced that no marketing quota 
will be proclaimed for wheat this 
year.

Widespread cooperation with 
the A A A  wheat program has re­
sulted in greater stability for the 
wheat industry, Charles L. Thom­
as, Pampa wheat grower and 
state A A A  committeeman, com-

mented in regard to the announce­
ment that the national allotment 
would remain the same.

“ The Ever-Normal Granary for 
Wheat, composed of the wheat 
loan, theacreage allotments, cror 
insurance, and conservation o f the 

soil, has enabled the wheat farm­
ers to provide plent yof wheat for 
both domestic and export mark­
ets an dto ketp a supply in re­
serve) without creating a surplus,” 
Thomas continued. “ The wheat 
program has made it possible to 
keep our wheat prices relatively 
high and thus protect agricultural 
income and purchasing ]power."

This towering mass of limestone is the Giant Dome, world’s largest 
stalagmite, which has been growing an inch each century and is reputed 
to be as old as the earth. The Dome, which is 62 feet high, is located in 
the Big Room at Carlsbad Caverns. The Room is nearly a mile long, 
625 feet wide and has a ceiling 350 feet high.

Carlsbad Caverns National Park, 
situated in the foothills of the Gua­
dalupe mountains near Carlsbad, 
New Mexico, is one of the most 
amazingly beautiful natural mar­
vels in America. The Caverns, 
which became a National Park in 
1930, were formed in the process of 
erosion by the gradual solution of 
underlying beds of limestone, gyp­
sum and rock salt. They are filled 
with limestone formations of an in­
finite variety of shapes and sizes, 
ranging from icicle-like pendant 
cones of carbonate of lime, called 
stalactites, to the corresponding 
mushroom-like deposits of calcare­
ous matter called stalagmites, found 
on the floors of the caves.

Jim White, a yoimg cowboy, was 
the first white man to explore the 
caverns which he found in 1901, 
when he investigated the source of 
a dark moving column which ap­
peared to come from the earth. The 
column proved to be an outrushing 
swarm of bats. Today the bats, 
numbering 3,000,000, provide a spec­
tacle of their own as they leave the

caves at sunset for a night’ s foray, 
to return at dawn and disappear 
into a portion of the Caverns not 
open to visitors.

The growing popularity of the 
Caverns has resulted in the estab­
lishment of a new service which 
enables Santa Fe travelers to make 
a minimum stop of one day to ex­
plore this underground Fairyland 
which Nature has been carving for 
60 million years.

A  leisurely tour of five hours per­
mits inspection of the great cham­
bers and time to enjoy a delightful 
luncheon at the halfway mark deep 
in ' the Caves. The trail leads 
through, the Green Lake room, 
King’s Palace, Queen’s Chamber, 
Papoose’s Chamber, and finally the 
Big Room where is found the Giant 
Dome, which bears a striking re­
semblance to the Leaning Tower of 
Pisa. Another majestic formation 
is the Rock of Ages where visitors 
halt for a brief talk, followed gen­
erally by the singing of the “ Rock 
of Ages.”

Home Ownership 
Program Urged

Declaring that a more compre­
hensive farm home-ownership pro­
gram is needed immediately, Con­
gressman George Mahon last week 
urged the Congress ,to pass legis­
lation at this session which would 
more adequately deal with the 
problem of farm tenancy. He 
spoke in support of two approaches 
to the problem. The first was a 
plan which wuold authorize the 
RFC to make loans up to 50,000,- 
000 to continue the Farm Tenant 
Purchase program which has been 
in operation since 1937. The 
House approved the plan as a part 
o f the Agricultural Appropria­
tion bill.

Mahon said that he fe lt a bet­
ter approach to the problem would 
be through; the so-called Farm 
Tenant-Mortgage Insurance bill 
which passed the Senate last year 
and which has been approved by 
the House Committee on Agricul­
ture. Under this plan loans would 
be insured by the Government for 
farm home purchases to the ex­
tent o f a total of $350,000,000 at 
3% interest rate. Large appro­
priations by Congress would not 
be necessary as the money would 
he loaned by private capital, the 
Government supervising and guar­
anteeing the loans as is now the 
case in loans made by the Fed­
eral Housing Administration.

Dr. Cox’s Weekly 
Health Letter

“A  marked saving in human 
lives and improved health condi­
tions may be obtained in large 
measure through a positive pro- 
grom for the control of malaria,” 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health Of­
ficer, states.

“ Malaria is transmitted to hu­
mans,”  he said, “by the bite o f the 
Anopheles mosquito. This mos­
quito acquires the malaria par­
asites by biting a person who* has 
these parasites in his blood. Sh!e 
(it is the female mosquito which 
transmits the disease) the bites 
a well person. The parasites en­
ter the blood, grow and multiply 
there. Poisons are formed and 
carried in the blood stream to all 
parts of the body. The person 
bitten1 by the carrier mosquito be­
gins to shiver with chills, burn 
with fever, and to have a head­
ache.

“ Prevention of malaria should 
start with the protection o f hu­
mans from the bite of the infected 
mosquito and) continue through, to 
.the elimination of the mosquito.

“The protection of humans may 
be accomplished by screening all 
houses to prevent the entrance of 
mosquitoes. A  16-mesh wire screen 
ings. Be sure that all chimneys, 
should be placed over all open- 
cracks, and other openings are 
hovered-

“ The malaria mosquito breeds 
in still water and the pools and 
igrassyt edges of running water, as 
well as in many places where wat­
er is allowed to collect and standi 
The female mosquito lays her eggs 
on the surface of the water, where 
they float and in a few  days hatch 
into wiggle-tails. These -live in 
the water and in time turn into 
nfosquitoes. These changes must 
take place in the water and re­
quire from twelve to fourteen days 
in summer to complete the cycle. ;

“ In order to prevent the ma- 
'ldria mbsquito from breeding, de­
stroy  their shelters by removing 
all brush and ¡weeds; and drain or 
otherwise control their breeding 
places in water by spraying the 
surface with oil or putting top­
feeding minnows in waters where 
oil or drainage cannot be used,” 
Dr. Cox advised.

“ Consult your local health of­
ficer or sanitarium about meth4 
ods of control in your community. 
The State Department of Health 
has available free literature on 
malaria control measures, also.”

The graduation from the * fourth 
grade was a very gallant affair. The 
boys were dressedl in white pants and 
wiiite shirts with little black bow 
ties, while all the girls were decked 
out in th e ir. “ Sunday best.”  The 
graduation was atremendous affair— 
we even got the dipomas mixed, and 
no one got the right one.

It 
all started when Emily put a horned 
frog in the teacher’s desk. The teach­
er, Mrs. McKnight, did not like it  and 
convinced Emily with a good hard 
“paddling” that it was not right.

Our sponsors for these glorious 
years in Junior High were Mrs. Mc­
Knight and Miss Langston, until she 
changed) her namie by marrying. 
Then it was Mrs. Barfpot.

In the seventh grade, as before, 
we again saw an increase in our 
class. New members were Dalte 
Scott, Truman Harris, and that year 
Vera Jo Bane and Bob Wilson re­
entered our class after having mov­
ed away from Spur and then return­
ing.

This seventh year of our school 
years was a very happy one indeed. 
One class was even lucky enough to 
get to go over to the High: School 
every day for a study hall. During 
this seventh year, we kept the tra­
dition o f being the smart guys and 
also the “cok of the walk” o f Jun 
ior High. We had a large number of 
picnics and parties where everyone 
had lots of fun, but the boys were 
still shy toward girls, even though 
the girls had done everything and 
“pulled”  every trick they knew.

I f  the graduation from the fourth 
grade was a igallant affair, the grad­
uation. from the seventh grade was 
a super deluxe gallant affair. This 
year all the girls wore white dresses 
just alike and the boys wore black 
coats and white pants. The entire 
class also had roses, our class flow­
er. In practicing fo r the graduation, 
the boys were made to hold) hands 
with the girls, to help them keep in 
■step. A ll the boys thought this was 
just awful, but the girls, I think, 
rather liked it. This was the time 
Winifred Lee got her ability to hold 
her man.

The 
total enrollment for this year was 
approximately 110. This year we 
also gave the seniors competition in 
the Football Queen’s Race.

The beginning of the next year 
was the same; only this year we 
could make the crack, “ Watch those 
little fish wilggle”— every time we 
saw a “ fish” in the ball. Those to 
enter this year were Dorothy Hines, 
Thelma Raipe, and also Harold Tay­
lor, who re-entered. This made a 
grand total of about 125, the largest 
our class has ever been. This year 
our fish, sponsors, Miss McArthur 
and Uncle Bud Middleton, were re­
placed by Miss Caveness and Mr. 
Fielder. Miss Caveness had! also 
been our sponsor the last half of our 
freshman year.

The next yiear 'this hair-brained, 
class began to realize the responsi­
bility o f a junior class.

Many en­
dorsements of theif alleged treating 
ability have been based on the fact 
that the sore or other condition which 
they have diagnosed as cancer, was 
not such in fact.

A  CORRECTION
Since I  have been in Spur, itjhas 

been my sincere desire to repre­
sent myself and He, whom I serve, 
correctly- To this end my re­
quest has been made that those 
who use my name in print do not 
put an unusual .prefix such as, 
“ The Reverend” before it- That 
my request has not been respect­
ed is self evident from your file  of 
the local papers- Some have been 
very considerate and avoided any 
such prefix. ! To these j I  am 
grateful. Others have insisted 
that “ it doesn’t  make any differ­
ence and all the other preachers 
use' Reverend.”  This latter group 
take the position that I  am mak­
ing too small a point and ignore 
my desire. It  seems only right to ■ 
me that those who do not know 
better than to use such prefixes 
have some explanation of why I 
oppose such. There, I  invite your 
attention to the following: 

“REVEREND”
The word “ reverend” as the 

translation of a Greek word oc­
curs only once | in the entire Bible- 
In Psalms 111:9 we have this 
statement, “ Holy and reverend! is 
His name-” The same Greek (the 
Bible, New Testament, was writ­
ten in 1 Greek) word here translated 
reverend occur in the following 
passages , in addition to Psalms 
11:9: Hebrews 10:27,31; 12:21-
It  is applied to that which causes 
fear, or is dreadful or frightful- It 
should not he capitalized inas- 
muchas it is an adjective- It is 
evident that the “word”  is not a 
“ title”  either! of the Lord Jehovah, 
or of man- It  is comparable to 
the adjectives ‘T o ly ” and “ right­
eous.” It seems evident therefore 
that this adjective should not be 
applied to the “ creature”  when its 
only us in the Bible is restricted to 
“ The Creator.” It ’s use in this 
world to describe me is an erron­
eous use and should be discontin­
ued. Many groups of ministers, 
who co-operate together in some 
association, such as the Minister’s 
Forum [of Spur, have gone on rec­
ord against being called “ rever­
end.” ’ ’The Ministers of Lansing, 
Michigan, have banned all titles 
except that of ‘Mister’ as the re­
sult of action taken ;hy the Minis­
terial Association.”  Apparently 
worry of being called “Doctor” 
and “ Reverend” , the ministers 
voted to call each other by their 
surname alone or simply as “ Mr. 
So and So.” They1 went even fur­
ther and asked| the press and 
friends to oblige by using greater 
restraint in the application of 
such tiles of honor.

“ In this organization,” a res­
olution adopted by the associa­
tion sated, “ in addressing one an­
other or in referring to one an­
other in speech or in writing, we 
discard all titles except that of 
'Mister’. It will he permissible,- 
however, to omit even this title 
and refer to one another by the 
surname alone.”

The ministers objected partic­
ularly to the use of the prefix 
“Rev.” before a name not preceded 
by “ Mr.”

From the simple and) logical 
view of a man youi and I can see 
no reason for such titles- As 
Christians we know that “ God is 
no respector of persons”  (Acts 
10:34) and that Jesus the Christ 
condemned the practice in saying,
“  . . beware of the Scribes teach­
ers), which love to go in long 
clothing, and love salutations in 
the marketplaces,”  and “ . . . call 
no man your father upon the earth; 
for one is your Master, even 
Christ; and all ye are brethren.” 
Mark 12:38 and Matthew 23:9, 
and also in this connection read 
Matthew 23:1-2.

The use of “ The Reverend” or 
“ Reverened” or “Rev.”  has been 
called to the attention o f the Min­
isters of Spur. They d)o not use 
it in speaking to each other. They
