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County School Fund
Raised Per Capita

Dickens County will receive
$1137 more from the state this
Year to operate its schools than it
did last jyear, State Supt. L. A.
Woods estimated today. This is
based on the assumption that the
county will have the same number
of students next year as it had
last year.

Supt. Woods said the jaction of
the state board of education in
raising. the per capita from $22
to$ 22.50 was another step toward
‘bettering the educational facili-
ties of Texas.

Supt .Woods has led the fight
or increased state per capita ap-
propriations to schools since he

~came into office. The per capita
when Supt. Woods was first elec-
ted was $16, and it has been
raised year by wyear until the
‘$22,50 mark has been established.

Supt. Woods pointed out that in-
creased state assistance to schools,
plus more efficient management
and improved teaching methods
have [been largely responsible for
Texas being raised to the 18th ed-
ucational rank in the union from
the low mark of 36th which it held
in 1932.

It is not expected that the ad-
ditional per capita appropriation
will increase state B exependitures
as a whole, Woods pointed out,
since the scholastic population has
decreased in some localities.

Summary 0f Rearmament Bill
Recently Introduced To Congress

EDITOR’S NOTE: The fol-
lowing is the summary of the
Rearmament Bill introduced in-
to congress by Senator Burke.
Little action has been taken
as to yet on the bill but it is
being. talked about (more each
day:

The Bill does not undertake to
determine the number of men who
should be in training or service in
the Army or Navy, That is to be
determined by the President and
his military advisers, subject al-
ways to the provision that the
President shall not call any per-
sons for training or service un-
til Congress has appropriated
funds for such purpose. !

The essential feature of the Bill
are:

REGISTRATION. All male
citizens and resident aliens be-
tween the ages of 18 and 65 ex=
cept those enrolled in the armed
forces of the United States, ime
cluding; National Guard and re-
serves, shall register.

CATEGORIES. Men registered
shall be divided into two cate=
gories:

(a) Men between 21 and 45,
L for training and service in the

land and naval forces.

(b) Men between 18 and 21,

and 45 and 65, who shall be

liable only for trainings and

service in home defense un-

its near their residences.

SELECTION. The men requir-
ed at any time for training im
peace and service in war shal]l be
selected by lot, subject to the de-
ferments - and ~age jgroupings be-

tion of the registration and clas-
sification ;:of the men between 31
and 45, the selection will be made

from those between 21 and 31. Im

order that each group called for

traning will represent a cross sec-

tion of the eligible age groups, it

shall be the . ultimate' objective

that in the selection of men not

more than 879% nor less than 78%

shall be between 21 ‘and 31( not

more than 15% nor less than 10%

between 31 and 38 and not more

than 7% mnor less than 3% be~

tween 38 and 45.

DEFERMENT. The training
and service of men whose employ-
ment in industry and agriculture
is necessary to the national inter-
est, ministers of religion, those
with dependents and those who
are unfit shall be deferred under
regulations made by the Presi-
dent. TLocal boards shall pass on
deferments,

TRAINING. Men who are se-
lected and whose training is not
deferred shall be trained during
peace time for eight consecutive
months.  The period may be ex-
tended if Congress declares ‘the
national interest is imperiled.
Vocational and educational: train-
ing will be included and the men
will have an opportunity to qual-
ify: for officer rank. Pay will be
$5.00 a month plus traveling ex-
penses.

For ten years after training or
until they reach 45, trained men
will e reservises and subject to
additional training for not more
than one month in any [year and
not oftener than three years in
any five.
