It is estimated 
that 300 to 500 more bales will ,be 
ginned at McAdoo before the sea­
son closes, and the Farmers Gin 
feel they will get several more 
bales yet.

There had been 94 bales of cot­
ton placed in the Farmers Co­
operative Warehouse at McAdoo 
for storage, and about 500 more 
bales had been signed up for stor­
age. It is thought possibly around 
1,700 bales will be stored there 
during the season.

The spelling and punctuation 
are just as Governor Bradford 
wrote it in his journal.

“ Notwithstanding all their 
great paines & Industrie and ye 
great hops of large cropp, the 
Lord seemed to blast, & take 
away the same, and to threaten 
further & more sore famine unto 
them, by a great drouth which 
continued from ye 3 weeks in 
May, till about middle of July 
without any raine, and with great 
heat (for ye most parte), inso­
much as ye corne begane to 
wither away, though it was fed 
with fishe, the moysture whereof 
helped it much. Yet at length it 
began to languish sore, and some 
of ye drier grounds were parched 
like withered hay, part whereof 
was never recovered.

Upon which they set aparte a 
zolemne day of humiliation ¡to 
eek ye Lord by humble & fever-

ente prayer, in this great distrese. 
And Hie was pleased to give them a 
gracious & speedy answere, both 
to their owne & the Indians admir­
ation, that lived amongst them. 
For all ye morning, and greatest ! 
parte of ye day, it was clearer 
weather & very hotte and not a 
cloud or any signe of raine to be 
■¡een, yet toward evening it began 
to overeaste and shortly after to 
raine, with such sweete¡ and gentle 
showers as gave them cause of re- 
joyceing & blessing God. It came, 
without other wind, or ¿hunder, or 
any evidence, and by degreese in 
ye abundance, as that ye, earth was 
thorowly wete and soked there- 
, ith. Whiqh did so apparently re­

vive & quicken ye decayed come 
and other fruits, as was wonderfull 
to see and made ye Indians aston- 
ishable showers with enterchange 
of faire warme weather, as through 
His blessings, caused a’ fruitful & 
liberall harvest, to thpir no small 
comfort and rejoyceing. For which 
mercie (in time conveniente) they 
also set part a day of thanksgiv­
ing.”  - . * ' ;

Farmers Make 
Money With 
Warehouse

Robert Butler, who is associat­
ed with the Farmers Cooperative 
Warehouse at McAdoo, has com­
piled some very interesting facts 
relative to cotton stored there. The 
warehouse has handled 1036 bales 
o f  cotton up to a certain period, 
and Mr. Butler made a check on 
all this allotment of cotton which 
is as follows:

He finds that 3.71 per cent of 
the cotton has staple below 15/16 
inch staple.

That 33.28 per cent of the cot-i 
ton has staple of 15/16 inch.

That 43.94 per cent, of the cot­
ton has staple of 31/32 inch.

That 29.12 per cent of the
cotton grades one inch.

That 3.2 per cent of the staple 
-is 1 1/32 inches.

And that .G-02 per cent of the 
staple' is 1 1/16 inches.

He stated further that as to 
classification he had the following 
to make.

'That 7.03 per cent of the
cotton is classed as Low Midling. 

That 21-8 per cent classed as 
rict Low Midling. 
fnat 45.5 -per cent classed as 

-idling.
That 29.1, per:cent classed as 

strict Midling.
And that 3.2 per cent classed as 

Good Midling.
1 ins is the report by a govern­

ment grading and classification 
and the entire 1036 bales produced 
m the McAdoo community.

Mr. Butler stated further that 
the government had loaned on 
this list .of cotton $51,256.73 on 

I the basis of Midling 15/16 inch 
I staple. He stated that on the 
j basis of the open market the cot- 
| ton on .the same basis of grade 
land staple would have sold for 
$47,812.50. This leaves a differ­
ence of $3,444.23 which is the gain 
to the farmers of McAdoo com­
munity by owning their own 
warehouse and handling their cot­
ton themselves.1

In addition to the above 
amount, the warehouse will get 
the regular government ware­
housing fees for storage. Mr. 
Butler said the $3,444.23 is simply 
a premium to the cotton producers 
above the regular market price.

He stated further that he has 
the data on this .took of cotton 
and is willing to back up the state­
ment, if necessary. He said the 
trouble has been that farmers- have 
not been willing to handle their 
own business, ,and have been afraid 
to put up enough finance to take 
-are of the job. He stated the Mc­
Adoo farmers feel they can look 
after themselves now since they 

ave their own warehouse and have 
their charter to do business.

WTCC To Sponsor 
New Bill In 
Coming Session

A weekend announcement by 
West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce told of the completion of its 
bill for introduction at the coming 
session of the Legislature of Texas 
embodying the regional chamber’s 
plan for reorganizing and modern­
izing the budgetary functions and 
the administrative machinery of 
the state government.

The bill will be introduced by 
Rep. Joe Humphrey o f Abilene. 
Humphrey, known as a student of 
governmental practices, holding a 
master’s degree from Southern Me­
thodist university. He has made a 
close study of the WTCC pro­
gram and, in a statement, express­
ed the confident opinion that “ this 
bill and plan supplies the whole 
answer to our present haphazard, 
makeshift and piecemeal system in 
'¡seal affairs.”

“We .ire ready to start firing,” 
said J. S. Birdwell, president of 
the West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce. “ Our program, carrying the' 

ill, is set fourth in detail in a 
'"mphlet 'prepared by D. A. Ban- 

deen, our g-eneral manager, and Dr. 
Geo. C- Hester, head of the school 
of government in Southwestern 
university. The plan and procedure 
have been approved by our Public 
Expenid'ture Commission headed by 
•Judge Jas. D. Hamlin , of Farwell. 
The pamphlet is ready for the 
printer and soon will be distribut­
ed for stut^y by legislators, the 
taxpayers and all who are concern­
ed over, the problem and the need 
for gearing the structure o f Tex­
's government to the tempo of a 
modern world where inefficiency is 
no longer excusable and may spell 
cri.astrophre.”
PROBLEM, REMEDY,
BENEFITS

The WTCC plan is a study of 
the state’s management problem, 
offers a remedy, and recites bene- 
'■'s- to accrue from its adoption. It 

says, as to tho problem that the 
¿taée has property and investment 
worth hundreds of millions of dol­
lars and spend annually around 175 
millions — “ more than the cotton 
:rcome from all the farms in Tex­
as” .

This largest business institu- 
)n in Texas, consuming so much 

h-oml Texans’ income, is—says the 
WTCC — run without adequate 
financial plan or control or audit­
ing including independent post­
auditing; without adequate infor­
mation made available to the Leg­
islature, the policy - determining 
and appropriating branch; and 
without far too many agencies 
and departments (more than 100 
at present) each independent of 
.he others.

The West Texas chamber con­
tends the remedy lies with the leg- 
..Uatui’e. The till drawn to meet 
the problem, to be introduced by 
Rep. Humphrey, provides for con­
tinuous supervision of state ex­
penditures and receipts through de­
finite, centralized control; for di­
rected financial planning; for an 
adequate system of centralized 
purchasing of state supplies, ma­
terials and equipment. It provides 
a system of accounting control and 
independent auditing; coordination 
of the staff services o f the state; 
a civil service system for em­
ployment of. non-policy personnel 
qn basis of merit and open com­
petition. It consolidates the state’s 
100-qdd agencies into not more 
than 18 departments; provides for 
the supply of complete informa­
tion on administrative affairs to 
the legislature; and, in the whole, 
aims at the installation of a more 
business-like administration of af­
fairs for the benefit of taxpaers. 
LEGISLATURE TO BE TOPS 

“ The whole plan,” Manager D. 
A. Bandeen said, “rests on recog­
nition of the constitutional func­
tions of the legislature. It has for 
its objective the providing of 
sound means of planning, placing 
and executing duties and respon­
sibilities, and handling of funds 
intrusted to the administrative 
blanch of the government. Its 
adoption for Texas will, we feel 
certain simplify and improve the 
administrative machinery, accom- 

! plishing this in a democratic way 
without delegating dictortial pow­
er to any person.”

Dr. Geo. C. Hester said® “If it 
works as similiar plans are work­
ing in other states — notably Min­
nesota, Nebraska, Virginia and 
Kentucky —  it will save millions 
of dollars for Texas taxpayers.”

Health 
Dept. To Assist 
Army And Navy

The Texas State Health Depart­
ment will cooperate with the j 
Army, Navy, and United States 
Public Health Service in .. tive con­
trol of venereal disease in areas 
where armed forces and nnti'mH 
defense employees are concentrat­
ed.

Doctor Geo. W. Cox, Health Of­
ficer, announced cooperation in the 
program which is outlined in an 
agreement with the War and Navy 
Departments, the Federal Security 
Agency, and the State and Terri­
torial Health Officers Conference.

Doctor Cox pointed out that “ in­
fections among military personnel 
originate in the civilian communi­
ties. Recent experience indicates 
that the venereal disease rate in a 
given military command reflects 
the efficiency ofi the venereal dis­
ease control program in adjacent 
communities.

“ Effectively carried out,” Doc­
tor Cox said, “ the eight-point co­
operative program will contribute 
substantially to the physical fit­
ness of man in the armed and in­
dustrial defense forces-”

Doctor Cox qhoted statistics 
showing that 250,000 officers: and 
men—the equivalent of 23 divisions 
of 15,000 men each — were treat­
ed for venereal disease during 
World War 1. “ More than six-and- 
a-half million man-days were lost 
to the Army because of syphilis 
and gonorrhea. Much of that lost 
time could have been avoided,” 
Doctor Cox. emphasized, “ if facili­
ties had been provided for proper 
venereal disease control.

Ground-work for the venereal 
disease control program in the 
areas surrounding Texas canton­
ments where military forces wil. 
De concentrated has already been 
established. Local city and county 
health departments are coopeirat- 
iflg with the State Health Depart- 

'bient and the U. S. Army officials 
in setting up a series of control 
measures.

CONTRACT? IN 
TEXAS COUNTIES,

ments. In the case of delinquent ■ 
taxes, the assessor-collector is i 
assisted by '.the county attorney.’' | 

throe regularly elected of- I 
ticials do not collect the delinqu- ! 
ent taxes, the commissioners’ ; 
murt has the authority to con­
ta ct with an attorney to enforce 
the collection of such taxes.

During the year ending: <j une 30, 
1937 delinquent tax contracts 
were in operation in 7.3 co.unties. 
The total state and county taxes 
collected under these contracts 
amounted to $2,017,920. The com­
missions paid the contractors 
amounted to $247,131 or 12.2 per 
cent of thej total collections.

Of the $247,131 paid to con­
tractors, $69,231’ was paid by the 
State o r  TckBs',’ and $177,900 was 
paid by the 73 counties. These 
amounts were deducted from the 
taxes collected, and only the 
amounts remaining entered the 
state and county accounts.

One of the arguments made for 
delinquent tax contracts is that 
properties which have not been 
taxed will be discovered and plac­
ed on the rolls. Judging by the 
monthly reports filed by the con­
tractors, a surprisingly small 
amount oi,: ufttaxed property has 
been discovered. Of the total com­
missions, $244,228 was on taxes 
assessed by the regular county as­
sessors and only $2,903 was on 
taxes assessed (discovered ana 
placed on the rolls) by the con­
tractors.

The commissions paid to con­
tractors .ranged from 7% per cent 
to 15 per cent.

In some instances t)he contracts 
were nos. in force for the entire 
year, and in a majority o f cases 
collections in a few months. In the 
73 counties, commissions were col­
lected for a total of 553 months, or 
r.n average of 7.7 months per 
county.

The number of counties in 
which a single contractor operat­
ed varied from one to ten. Thus, 
28 counties were handled by seven 
men, while the 45 remaining coun­
ties were handled by '4 men. This 
makes a total of 54 contractors in 
the 3 counties. j

In addition to the commissions 
paid, the .delinquent tax Con­
tractors, the, assessor-collector in 
each- county received a five per 
cent ; ¿qmmWiqn on the total 
collections.--;c ' These commissions 
amounted to $100,896 i : on j the 
$2.017,920 collected. It is hardly 
proper, however, to call this five 
per cent a  cost .of collection. In 
counties under the-salary law'the 
assess or-col lector is required - tp 
deposit all commissions to the .¡of­
ficers salary fund, and this fund 
is used to. support several county. 
offices. In counties width are 
still on the fee basis, the commis­
sions which can be used to support 
the office are limited by law; the 
remainder must be deposited to 
the general fund at the end ox 
each year in most instances, there-

The Red Cross, he explained, is 
charged with the medical - social' 
welfare work for the armed forces. 
Additional buildings for the Rod 
Cross on military reservations 
would have to be built, he declar- ’ 
ed, while .»pore Red .Cross nurses 
would have to be recruited to staff 
the military and naval hospitals.

Davis, said Red, Cross chapters 
near army cantonments 'would be 
strengthened during the winter to 
handle welfare problerns of sold­
ier.- and their families.

In addition to the services which j 
the Red Cross-will render Ameri­
can soldiers and sailors, Davis 
said, the Red Cross also was ex­
panding all of its civilian services 
indirectly connected with national 
defense. Volunteers in Red Cross

gical dressings for the U. S. Army 
and comfort articles for hospital­
ized soldiers and sailors, as well as 
to participate in the other expand­
ing services, he reported.

The average Tekas taxpayer 
now has to pay S3 for every SI he 
_\-.:d in (state. taxes in 1920, a 
. tudy just completed by the 'Texas
Mid-Continent 'Oil and Gas Asso­
ciation shows.

The study, based on figures in 
-he association's ■ new book, “ Im- 

•poirtant Facts About Texas Oil,” , 
shews that Texans in general now 
pay 869,000,000 in state taxes 

gainst 823,000,000 in 1920, o,r 
three times as mudh. The Texas 
petroleum industry now pays 

.539,000,000 in state taxes against 
84,000,000. in 1920, or nearly ten 
times as much.

During the 20-year period, the
;:ost of state government has be­
come virtually five times as 
great, while the state’s popula­
tion is less than one and a half 
times asmueh. Th e tremendous 
increase in governmental exlpense 
represents an increase in per 
capita cost of 818.53 for each 
Texan. However, the average 
Tiexans’s tax obligation is not this 
much more, but only 85.82 more 
than in 1920. Taxes to fill this 
wide gap have come from the 
Texas petroleum industry, which 
is /paying over three times as 
much in proportion today as the 
average Texan.

Figures contained in the book 
show that the Texas petroleum in­
dustry is now paying 44% per 
cent of all state property and 
business taxes. Thi  ̂ is exclusive 
of poll and sales 'taxes such as 
the gasoline tax, which the ’ con­
sumer pays. However, if sales 
taxes are counted, petroleum and 
its products bear over 53 per cent 
of all state taxes.
