Species Planted 
For Shelterbelts

Over twenty-five different kinds 
of trees are used in Shelterbelt 
planting in! Dickens County.

Th^Forest Service groups these 
trees as shrubs, evergreens, inter­
mediates, and high trees.

The shrubs which are Plum, Rus­
sian Olive, and Desert Willow 
■serve to raise the ground winds 
and help develop forest conditions 
in the tree belts.

The evergreen trees are long life 
trees and afford a maximum 
amount of winter protection.

Species most generally used are 
Red Cedar and Ponderosa Pine.

A/fehes, Walnuts, Locusts, Apri­
cots, Catalpas, and Mulberries 
make up the belts of intermediate 
rows. These trees give density to 
the belt and in later years will fur­
nish; the post and other wood pro­
ducts.

Chinese E 1 m. Cottonwood, 
Honellocust, and Sycamore are 
fast growing and will grow high­
er than the other rows. They are 
the trees that break up the wind 
and will protect up to 1,000 of the 
field on the lee side, depending on 
the maximum height they reach.

Army Volunteer 
Gives His Views 
On Army Life

Below is published part o f a let­
ter which was written back to 
friends by Pvt. Robert C. Green, 
wlio is with the cavalry at Fort 
Bliss, Texas. So many people have 
an idea that Army life is a hard 
life, and that the young men who 
are drafted into service have to go 
through hardships and many other 
disagreeable things. This young 
man gives his version of the army 
as he has experienced it at Fort 
Bliss.

“ We ai-rived at Fort Bliss 
Sunday, November 24. (He left 
Dickens Saturday, November 23). 
We were uniformed and medically 
attended November 25. We were 
put into foot drill the same day. 
We were in' the barracks with the 
regular army. We eat and sleep 
with the men in the regular army. 
It is much better than I expected 
it to be. There are all the modern 
conveniences in every barracks. On 
the post we have theaters, six dif­
ferent churches, drug stores, art 
galleries, studios, recreation halls, 
athletics reception quarters where 
every one can participate.

“ We have street cars and bus 
lines that run right through the 
post every thirty minutes. It costs 
us six cents to go wherever we 
care to go. You are allowed a can- 
teen book valued at two dollars, 
three dollars, or five dollars which 
take care of our necessities. We 
have the first modern theater in 
El Paso on the Post, and can draw 
show books for $1.50. The cost is 
ten cents to all shows.

“ Our laundry and insurance is 
paid. Fort Biiss is as modern in 
every respect as any town in Tex­
as.”

So many mothers have a horror 
for their sons going to the army. 
It is hoped that the above letter 
will assist in making the departure 
o f sons much easier to those mo­
thers. All army people are human, 
the leaders come from good fami­
lies and most of them have been ac­
customed to all modem convenienc­
es. For that reason the boys going 
from Dickens County are in good 
environment.

Bounty Offered 
For Coyotes

There is a price on the head of 
the pesky coyote again in Dickens 
county.

Commissioners court this week 
with all members present, Com- 
misioners Nickels, Offield, Hind­
man and Gage and Judge Formby, 
voted to pay fifty  cents per head 
bounty on coyotes killed in Dick­
ens county between December 19th 
1940 and through February 28, 
1941.

Hides must be brought to county 
clerk, E. H. Ousley’s office where 
ears will 'be punched and the trap­
per paid by the county. The 
coyotes must be cought in Dickens 
county between the dates of Dec­
ember 19 and February 28.

This is the third consecutive year 
that a bounty has been paid in this 
county and more than 600 of the 
pesks have been caught each year. 
Farmers and stockmen have been 
complaining o f a large numlber of 
the animals this year, hence the 
action o f the commissioners court.

Writes From 
MandBase

The following is a portion o f a 
letter written back home by Rich­
ard Clyde 'Thomas, who is with the 
U. S. Army Air Cbrps at Borinquin 
Field, Puerto Rico. Mr Thomas who 
went into the Air Corps division 
about one year ago, sailed for 
Puerto Rico in October and landed 
there about November 1. He has 
the following to say about the 
island:

“ I’ve had time to see a little of 
the island, and what part o f it I 
have seen I think I’m going to like. 
Fields of sugar cane, groves of 
cocoanut palms and bananas. They 
call this the “ Enchanted Isle,”  and 
truly it is just that. Did you ever 
see the moon coming up out o f the 
ocean, shining through palms and 
sending a beautiful glow out over 
the ocean? Did you ever stand on 
the beach watching the break.ers 
roll in, and hear the wind sighing 
through the threes? If you have 
never seen such as that, you don’t 
know the full value of life. Just to 
stand there gazing off into space; 
gives one a feeling of smallness— 
a feeling that he is not as impoit- 
ant as he once thought he was. To 
think 'that in a few short hours the 
peaceful seas can become a boiling 
inferno, and the wind howling like 
a Banquo’s ghost, destroying that 
which nature took years to buold.

“ Of course, I get homesick. I 
long for the good old U. S. A., but 
still there is something that holds 
one’s heart here in the tropics. I 
would not care to spend a life time 
here, of course, but I would not 
take a million dollars for this ex­
perience.”

Mr. Thomas is a son of Mrs. Ela, 
Thomas o f Spur and is very well 
known in this community. He work-s 
ed quite a while in the newspaper 
business, being -with tbe Victoria 
Mirror and the Dickens County

Trade Courses 
Asked For Spur 
Schools

Spur schools have applied for 
four trade courses to be added 
which are sponsored by the Na­
tional Defense Program, and under 
the division of Agriculture. Funds 
have been allocated for a period of 
six months, and probably the pro­
ject will be continued as long as 
the federal government emphasizes 
national defense preparation.

These courses are for youni^ 
men out o f school who have reach­
ed the age o f sixteen years and 
have not yet passed their 25th 
birthday. There is no tuition or 
other charges for the courses. Stu­
dents must put in at least 15 hours 
per week, and training will be con­
ducted each school day for a period 
of three hours. 'Work will begin 
each afternoon except Saturdays 
and Sundays at 2:30 o ’clock.

Classes will be taught in the 
Agricultural Building of Spur High 
School ,and it is hoped that classes 
will be started by Friday, January 
10.

The courses will be open to all . 
Dickens County boys and will in­
clude training in the following 
fields:

Operation, care and repair of 
tractors, trucks, automobiles,, and 
engines including both gas engines 
and Diesel engines.

Metal work including bimpla 
welding, tempering, drilling, shap­
ing and machinery repair work. 
This includes care and repair o f 
farm machinery.

Training in woodwork which in­
cludes planning, construction an'd 
repair work of various types.

Elementary electricity including 
the operation, care and repair of 
electrical equipment.

The above courses are further 
outlined to include a broad field 
of training in various lines under 
each subject. Young men of the 
ages above outlined, who are in­
terested, -should confer with Supt.
0. C. Thomas of Spur Schools for 
fuither particulars. Mr. Thomas 
has already posted out complete 
outlines to a number of people.
