License Fees

or vehicle registrations for the year

With
the southward movement of the heat
equator the path of storms dips far-
ther southward, and the frequency of
northers in Texas is therefore great-
est during the winter months.
“Northers are attended by a more or
less sudden drop in temperature and
may; or may not, a cold

‘exas, the cold wave will have no re-
sistance in sweeping over the state in
rear of the ‘low’ and making itself
felt southward beyond Tampico.

“Cold waves seldom last over two
days, but occasionally they last long-
er and are very destructive by their
extreme cold. In most instances, how-
ever, they are a welcome relief from
