KATMANDU, Nepal (A P) -  
Sealed croaa-legged on his dy­
nastic throne under a canopy of 
nine goiden cobras, Nepai’s 
young alMohite monarch re­
ceived the plumed crown of his 
Himalayan kingdom in a Hindu 
ritual

“ For the weifare of the 
peopie, I am about to crown 
you,” the High Priest of the 
realm chanted today as the sun 
dissipated a mountain mist

over a tiny inner courtyard of 
the carved-wood royal palace.

“For . the welfare of the 
people, I am ready to be the 
king,” 29-year-old Birendra Bir 
Bikram Shah Deva responed. 
“ I will be popular like the rain­
drop I will be friendly like the 
sun.”

As a royal astrologer with a 
big pocket watch signaled the 
propitious moment of 8:37 a.m., 
the priest placed the jeweled

crown on the head of the 10t h ' 
ruler in the lOO-year-cddf Shah 
dynasty.

Birendra, who has been run­
ning the country since the 
death of his father. King Ma- 
hendra, in January 1972, as­
sumed the title “ Incarnation of 
Vishnu, King oi Kings, the Five 
Times Godly, Valorous Warrior 
and Divine Emperor.”

Wearing a  diamond-studded 
crown, 2&-year-old Queen Aish-

warya Rajya Laxmi Devi'Shah 
sat besida her Harvard-edu­
cated husband on the throne 
draped widi skins of a  bidl, a 
wildcat, a  leopard, a lion and a 
tiger.

“Head Start should be viewed 
as a partnership of the staff 
and the parents, with the 
parents as the senior partner.” 
said Eiarl Richardson in his ad­
dress this morning to the open­
ing session of the West Texas 
regional Head Start conference 
here.

Richardson, a parental in­
volvement specialist from the 
Office of Childhood Development 
of the Department of Health. 
Education and Welfare, was 
speaking to an estimated ISO 
parents and educators attending 
the two-day session 

Ka today’s keynote speaker, 
the Dallas resident described the 
parent’s involvement as the key 
to success in a child's educa­
tional development 

“ Any effects of leducational)

mtervenlion diMppear after the 
program tTids” without the help 
and support of the parents, he 
said “We're just spinning our 
wheels.”

Explaining hLs office’s un­
derlying philosophy IS that the 
degree of parental involvement 
dictates the success or failure 
of any program. Richardson 
said invoivment is one of the 
components of the Head Start 
program

“The parent will be with the 
child longer than anyone else.” 
he said “The child is just pass­
ing through Head Start ’’

Defining the auns of the pro- 
ject^ he explained. “ Head Start 
means what is says — you put 
one person out in front of 
another. . . to equalize the gap 
between the ‘haves’ and the 
‘haves-nots’”

“ While we don’t propose to 
cure a ll the preitTiims ui 
world, if we have a successful 
beginning (in school) then we 
have done our part in helping 
these children”

Citing the parent as the 
primary person in a child’s 
d e v e l o p m e n t a l  process. 
Richardson said. “ In terms of 
solving the problems of these 
children, we should be con­
cerning ourselves with dealing 
with them outside t h e s e  
(classroom) walls.”

Answering the question of 
what administrators and staff 
can do, he said. “ I submit to 
you this morning we can do 
a great deal” by formulating 
parental involvement the same 
way the Head Start program 
in each community is developed. 
Richardson told his audience to

assess the needs, and then
deVrnyp a pfo^^Tn based on 
those needs.

A former teacher in the DaUox.. 
Independent School District and 
former director of the Dallas 
County (Community Action Head 
Start Program, Richardson said 
the direction of Head Start pro-; 
grams should be toward meeting 
the needs of families and 
assisting them with y o u n g  
children.

He said he doesn’t see 
“enough programs geared in 
this area.”

The speaker asserted that ad­
ministrators and staff need to 
be assured "the people going 
into the homes know how to 
do it. If you fail to get fat 
the front door, .you lose a family 
and vou lose a child.”

Addressing the parents in the 
audience, Richardson, regional 
project manager for the Educa- 
ti05u,(or„ Parenthood program, 
said, "A s parents, we’re going 
to have to improve ourselves 
in coming out for this Head 
Start experience.”

“The worst feeling in the 
world is to want to help your 
child and find yourself han­
dicapped and unable to do so.”

R e c e n tly , you w ill r e c a ll ,  the 
C o m m itte e  on H andgun Conli'ul a t- 
temptcHl to g ain  its  g oa l by pe­
tition ing  th e  C o n su m er P ro d u cts  
S a fe ty  C o m im ssio n  to ban  a ll m aii- 
u la c tu re  and s a le  of handgun a m ­
m unition u n d er tlie  p re m ise  tlia t it 
w as a "h a z a rd o u s  s u b stiu ice .’’ T h e  
co m m issio n  p referrcnt not to a c c e p t 
th e  p etitio n , but a te d era l ju d g e  or- 
dere<l it to a c c e p t  the petition  and 
to a c t  on th e  s u b je c t . T h e  co m m is ­
sion now IS re ce iv in g  w ritten  co m ­
m e n ts  pro and co n .

A re p o rt fro m  W ash in gton  sa y s  
th a t gun co n tro l a d v o c a te s , b o a s t­
ing th a t th e  p u blic  su p p orts th e ir  
view , a re  p re ssu rin g  C o n g ress  to  
outlaw hand guns e x c e p t fo r p o lice , 
m ilita ry  and  s e c u r ity  p erson n el.

And ju s t  how 
m an y  m e m b e rs  of C o n g re ss  a c tu a l­

I t ’s about t im e  th a t  th e  g e n e ra l 
pu blic should d em an d  th a t  so m e 
of the rig h ts  of law -ab id in g  c itiz e n s  
be upheld.

'A nd ju s t  w hat does C o n g re ss  p ro­
pose to  do about ta k in g  h a m m e rs , 
ice  p ick s , b u tch e r  k n iv es  and  o th ­
e r  item s freq u en tly  used  b y  m u r­
d e re rs  a s  le th a l w eapons out o f the 
hand s of c itizen s g e n e ra lly ?

T h is  is  one o f the b ig  s u b je c ts  of 
d eb a te  in C o n g r e s s  to d ay , and 
th e re  a p p aren tly  w ill b e  no let-up  
in the p re ssu re  applied  by the hand ­
gun co n tro l groups and  ind iv id u als, 
w ho see  a  ch a n ce  of gain in g  v ic to ry  
th is sessio n .

T h is  m e a n s , of c o u rs e , th a t ow n­
e rs  of guns and o th e r  in te re ste d  
persons a lso  m u st step-up th e ir  e f ­
fo rts  if th ey  a re  to  b e  su cce ss fu l in 
p ro tectin g  the in d iv id u al’s r ig h t to  
h av e and own guns.

Within days of a recent conservative 
conference a t Washington’s Mayflower 
hotel, the White House let it be known.

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Violence, Disorder 
Flare In Lima, Peru

LIMA. Peru — How long can a 
revolution divided against itself, as in 
Peru, endure’  That is the question that 
Peruvians and others are asking in the 
wake of the violence, looting and 
disorders that wracked Lima in early 
Febniary.

At least 86 persons were killed.
What ostensibly triggered t h e  

troubles was the Peruvian army attack 
on striking members of the Guardia 
Civil, the police.

In addition to an increase in the

When striking police took over a 
Lima police substation and defied orders

army shot its way into the building.
Police all but diuppeared from the 

streets and for two days, Feb. 6-6, mobs 
roamed dowrntown Lima, looting and set­
ting fire to stores and public buildings, 
before the army and nonstriking police 
could restore order.

While much of the property damage 
could reasonably be blamed on looters, 
the aUacks on government institutions 
made it clear that the government itself 
was the target of some mobs.

Gen. Juan Velasco, who has been 
the one and only president of the Peru­
vian military dictatorship since October, 
1968, uncharacteristically withheld his 
comment almost Two weeks, until Feb. 
17. Then he went on radio and tv to 
charge that ‘‘counterrevolutionary groups 
tried to unleash a subversive plot in- 
intended to overthrow the government of 
the armed fohees.”

WASHINGTON -  As part of our 
Watch on Waste series, we have written 
column after column about the millions 
that the armed services have squandered 
on worthless weaponry.

Staggering amounts have b e e n  
lavished on military hardward that 
should never have been purchased. Often 
the Pentagon has contracted for new 
equipment without waiting to find out 
whether it works.

In a recent report, for instance, 
we told how the Army had purcha.sed 
a prize truck before it had pas,scd its 
field tests. Called the Gama (k>at, it 
was supposed to move, goat-like, over 
rugged terrain. But the Army turned 
out to be the goat; the truck virtually 
shook apart when it left the smooth 
pavement.

Then there was the GOER, an 
amphibious Army truck, which was sup- 
posied to be able to cross rivers and 
lakes. But on water, the GOER was 
a GONER; it had a disconcerting habit 
of sinking.

Now we have discovered still another 
Army truck, which probably will wind 
up on the junk heap. This one — called 
the Heavy Equipment Transporter or, 
in the abbreviated language of Army 
logistics, the HET — has cost the tax­
payers close to $30 million.

The HET came out of a joint 
German-American military agreement to 
develop a heavy duty transporter. Both 
sides were supposed to p ^ u c e  their 
own prototype and then get together 
to decide which was best.

The Ciermans signed up their two 
most experienced manufacturers, Krupp 
and Faun, to design the German model. 
The U.S. Army turned to Oirysler, which 
has had limited experience with heavy 
equipment.

The field tests, held in 1968. were 
easily won by the Germans. The (^rm an 
model was so superior, in fact, that 
the U.S. observers recommended its im­
mediate purchase.

But this embarrassed the big brass 
at the Army Material Command, who 
had backed the Chrysler venture. They 
simply ignored the tests, abrogated the 
agreement with the Germans and award­
ed a contract to Chrysler for 200 of 
the semi-trailers that had just been pro­
ven inferior.

The brass hats, having refused to 
acknowledge that the O rm an s had pro­
duced a better cargo carrier, also 
couldn't admit there was anything wrong 
with the Chrysler prototype. What hap­
pened over the next six years, therefore, 
was a comedy of errors.

The Chrysler model kept breaking 
down and the brass hats kept refusing 
to admit the design was faulty. ’They 
barked up their bad judgment, of course, 
with more and more of the taxpayers’ 
money.

Four years after the contract was 
aw.irded. the HET was still failing. The 
motor didn’t meet m i n i m u m  re­
quirements; the electrical and power 
steering systems were unreliable; the 
brakes and transmission lacked durabili­
ty; and the noise level if) the cab was 
dangerous to human ears.

Our reporter, Ed Tropeano, has in­
terviewed several people who have been 
closely connected with the project. They 
say the HET hasn’t p a s ^  a single 
test.

Even the Army auditors found the 
HETT to be in sad shape and recom­
mended improvements. Yet the brass 
hats, rather than admit their own bad 
judgement; rejected t h e s e  recom­
mendations, too. It won’t be long r»w 
before the great semi-trailers will be 
delivered to the Army. There is no 
reason'to believe they will perform any 
better than the faulty test models. This 
will mean $30 million down the drain.

Footnote: The Army’s official com­
ment is that the HET is performing 
satisfactorily. A spokesman told us the 
previous testing w a s  ‘‘successful’’ 
because it had led to "type classifica­
tion” of the vehicle.

Newspapers Credited W ith Political Clout

The nation’s  newspapers pack a po­

tent political wallop and may be among 
the most underrated forces in campaign 
politics.

Recent studies by the University of 
Michigan’s Institute for Social Research 
(ISR ), for example, show that Richard 
Nixon — sometimes described as the 
archenemy of the press — gained 
valuable aid in his quest for the office 
of president through newspaper editorial 
endorsements.

John P . Robinson, ISR study director 
and University of Michigan journalism 
professor, quMtkms the assumption that 
since this the ‘‘age of television” people’s 
voting decisionB would be most altered 
by the constant hammering of poUtieal 
messages via tv coverage of political'^ 
campaigning or advertising.
. The ISR  studMs are based on a 

national sampling of about 1 , 5 0 0  
Americans, 31 years of age or older.

Reviewing electioo studiea over • 
30-year span, Robinson aqjrs be has found 
that newspaper e n d o r s e m e n t s  con- 
M e n tly  are linked to preridential voting

For instance, he discovered that 
newspaper support had a significant 
bearing on the votes cast for Nixon 
in both the 1968 and 1972 presidential 
elections. Indeed, in 1968, newspaper sup­
port may have given Nixon the winning 
edge over Hubert Humphrey, Robinson 
says.

In surveys of n e w s p a p e r  en­
dorsements by the trade magazine Editor 
and Publisher, Nixon was the overwhelm­
ing favorite of the nation’s newspapers 
in the last two presidential campaigns. 
Eight of every 10 newspapers endorsed 
him in 1988, nine out of 10 in 1972.

In tbe 1972 presidental election, 
Robinson says he found that both in­
dependents and Democrats voted ac­
cording to which candidate was endorsed 
by tbe newspaper they read most often.

Independents exposed to p r  o • 
McGovon newspapers were' almost twice 
as likely to vote for the South Dakoto 
Democratic senator (SO per cent) as 
Independent voters who moat^ read pro- 
fflxon newspapers (36 per cent), ac- 
cbrdtng to Robinson.

Almost the same margin (25 per 
cent) separated the Democrats: 71 per

cent of those who read pro-McGovern 
newspapers voted for their party’s 
choice, compared to only 46 per cent 
of those who read pro-Nixon papers.

The votes of Republicans, says 
Robinson, did not_ appear to have been 
influenced by newspaper endorsements.

Given this evidence, it seems that 
the overwhelming support for Nixon in 
America’s newspapers' — 10 times as 
many people read pro-Nixon papers as 
read pro-McGovern ones — cut deeply 
into the McGovern vote.

Robinson concedes, however, that a 
great many other factors may have been 
at work to create the record Nixon 
landslide vote of 1972 — such elements 
as the voter’s party identification, in­
terest in the campaign, preelection vote 
intentions, age, ^ucation, region, city 
size, etc. v

However, after analyzing 12 of these 
possible factors. R o b in g  remains con­
vinced that the clout of newspaper en­
dorsements on voters’ choices o f 
presidential candidates was a governing' 
influence.

In 1972, tbe ability of tbe country’s 
newspapen to coovlnoa TOtars m ay have

been overlooked in the tide of popular 
sentiment that swept Nixon back into 
office.

Four years earlier, however, as Nix­
on and Humphrey struggled for the 
presidency, it 'was a different story. 
Less than one percentage point s e p a ra te  
the popular votes for the two candidates.

Did the newspapers’ political en­
dorsements enact a decisive role in Nix­
on’s victory over Humphrey? Robinson’s 
studies indicate they did.

’The nomination of Mrs. Hills, in con­
trast, went virtually unnoticed by the 
conservative meeting. But Reagan notic­
ed. He views Mrs. Hills, a  Los Angeles 
lawyer, as a  liberal Republican. While 
still serving as governor of Clalifornis 
last year, he quietly protested then Presi­
dent Nixon’s nomination of her to the 
Justice Department. As an ex-governor 
today, he was not pleased that Mr. 
Ford failed to consult him on naming 
her to the cabinet.

According to Reagan’s inner circle, 
the appointment of 5(ra. Hills further 
accelerated his interest, which has been 
rising since he left office six weeks 
ago, in seeking the presidential nomina­
tion — against Mr. Ford, if necessary.

The catalyst moving both the con­
servatives and Reagan toward a point 
of no-return is Mr. Ford’s |S2 billion 
budget deficit. Thus, the nominations 
of Mrs. Hills and tbe Rockefeller aides 
merely confirmed and sohdified a trend.

The mood of the Republican right 
was typified at the conference by the 
frigid reception given Clarke Reed, tbe 
veteran and tenaciously conservative 
Republican state chairman of Mississippi, 
on his two-pronged mission: to stop third- 
party talk and stir up support for Presi­
dent Ford.

Actually, about two-thids of the 500 
conservatives at the conference favored 
forming a new conservative party. Bat 
the remaining one-third, oppodng it, had 
the power. Reed was supported by Sen. 
Jam es Buckley of New York, Reps. 
Philip Crane of Illinois and Robert 
Bauman of Main land and Reagan himself 
in his Saturday night address.

But Reed was ail alone when he 
urged conservatives to say something 
good about Mr. Ford. There was stony 
silence when Reed begged them to beck 
the President in fighting a liberal 
Democratic Oxigrees and particularly 
to praise his efforts for strong national 
defense.

Reed, accustomed to leading the 
party’s conservatives, was ill-prepared 
for his reception last weekend. In the 
lobby of the Mayflower, a Flofida woman 
wtio has been a longtime conservative 
activist asked Reed: “ When you gonna 
git some backbone, Clarke Reed?” When 
the conference ended, Reed commented 
sadly: “ Now I know why Whittaker 
Chambers wouldn’t call himself a con- 
•ervative.”

Athough many conservatives at­
tending the conferenoa were cause- 
o r i e n t e d  zealots (anti-equal rights 
amendment, anti-abortion, etc.) on the 
right fringe, the meeting cannot be 
dismissed as a convention of crazies. 
Besides several members of Congress, 
the conference was attended b y 
Republican party officers f r o m  
California, Texas, Washington state, 
Maine and perhaps other states.

In fact, despite d i s a s t r o u s  
performances by cooaervative candidates 
in the 1974 election, tbe right has been 
quietly gaining since then in taking con­
trol of the party machinery. Most recent 
was the coup two weeks ago at tbe 
California Repi^Iican state convention 
by right-wing insurgents who defeated 
the slate, conservative itself, selected 
by the Republican establishment.

President Ford has no easy response 
to this phenomenon. He ohriously has 
no intention of rev en ii^  c a r e f u l  
decisions, such as the nomination of 
Mrs. Hills and the Rockefeller aides, 
which probably wouM not appease the 
right anyway. All he can do is hope 
against hope that the economy is revived 
more quickly than forecasters believe, 
putting him in the normal invuherable 
position within his party of past in­
cumbent Presidents.
