On June
25, 1929, records show that the tem-
perature was 84, while the last two
days of June and three first days of
July, 1928, registered 103.

verage man. that is. That's why we
can, and do. consume more of the
‘world's raw materials than any other
mation.

‘We have set an example to the rest
of the world, which it is slowly begin-
ming to follow, in spots. The farther
and more rapidly it extends, the sooner
and more surely will we reach the stage
©f human development in which pecple
will no longer die of starvation, in
which every human being will have his
happiness in his own hands.

‘There are those who say that in
seeking ‘material prosperity humanity
is losing its spiritual ideals. It does
not seem that way to us: It is one
thing to forego riches for the sake of
the higher life; it is quite another to
have no choice in the matter. Poverty
itself is not a virtue. It was a wise
man who said that it was useless to
preach idealism to a man who didn't
know where his next day’s dinner was
coming from. And that is the condition
of mofe than half of the people of the
world today, while a still larger pro-
portion live under conditions which
make more than a bare living possible.

Dallas, Texas, June 27 (UP)—Thom-
as B. Love of Dallas, former assistant
secretary of the U. 8. Treasury, former
national

from Texas, and later leader of the
Hoover forces, is the candidate for gov-
ernor who might most fittingly be de-

other man in Texas politics in the last
quarter century.

It was almost that long age that his
political connections in Texas began.
Love in 1896, when he was but 26 years
old and a Missourian, came to Texas
and helped pledge the Texas delegation
to, the national Democratic convention
to support Richard P. Bland—which it
did till the bitter end’ ¥
Shortly afterward, Love came to
Texas as a citizen. He took up his
residence in Dallas. He is next heard
from raising his (at that time) great
sum of $20,000 as a contribution to Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan’s campaign fund.
Love's first Texas office was as a
member of the state legislature from
Dallas county, and he served through
three session, one of which passed the
Terrell election law: This law placed
party affairs in Texas under strict pro-
visions, Love's knowledge of the de-
tails of the enactment of this law was
used by him in recent arguements be-
fore the state supreme court in pro-

" |ceedings by which he forced the state

Democratic executive committee to cer-
tify him as a candidate in the Demo-
cratic primary.

Love is & Democrat in spite
of his support of Herbert Hoover, is one
of the big issues of the race.

Following his service in the Texas
Legislature, Love had served as state
net of banking, and when
the entry of the United States into the
war caused an expansion of federal
departments, he was made an assist-
ant secretary of the treasury. In that

He
says this was done with the appraval of
then Attorney General Dan Moody,
candidate for governor, with the be-
lief that he could best help Moody's
administration by coming to the senate.
As a part of Moody's support in the
senate he voted against ousting of the
state highway commission.

In 1928 Love worked for the selec-
tion of a-Texas delegation to t he nat-
ional Democratic convention at Hous-
ton opposed to the nomination of Gov-
ernor Alfred E. Smith of New York.
After Smith’s nomination, : Love or-
ganized support for Herbert Hoover.
Hoover carried- Texas by 26,000 votes.
For the first time Texas’ electoral vote
was polled for a Republican.

' Jeavened bread, made from a dough
of whole-meal stone-milled unsifted
flour into cakes about the size and
shape of our pancakes. This bread is
eaten with dal, a sort of pulse, or with
curried vegetables. A large quantity
of cellulose fs taken in the form of
raw radishes, sugar cane and raw
fruit.
