WASHINGTON -  The triumphant 
Communists presumably have captured 
a fabulous t l  tons of gold, wertb man 
than $200 million, in Saigon.

This was the amount President 
Nguyen Van Thieu left behind, according 
to classified State Department cables, 
when he abandoned Saigon and flad to 
Taipeh.

Thb keys to the treasury were left 
with his successor. President Duong Van 
Minh. who reportedly used the gold hoard 
as a bargaining caid in faia negotiations 
with the Communists.

Far more valuable was the aweaome 
arsenal, which the Saigon regime receiv­
ed from the United States snd abandoned 
to the Communists. One Pentagon 
estimate sets its value at $6 biltton.

The Communists also have taken 
over airfields, piers, docks, warehouses, 
hospitals, oil tanks and other facilities 
whidi tfw United States built in South 
Vietnam. At one time, the construction 
Costs ran in exceass of $1 million a
<iay- ,

Our sources have been unable to 
find out how much gold and armaments 
were abandoned to the Communists In 
Cambodia. The assets of both fallen 
governments in the United States, 
meanwhile, have been frozen by the 
Treasury Depahmept. This amounts to 
an estimated $80 million in Vietnamese 
ahsata, $4 to $$ million in Cambodian 
assets.

Footnote; Intelligence r e p o r t s ,  
strictly unconfirmed, claimed ttwt Thieu 
smuggled enough gold bullion out of 
Saigon to Uva confortably the rest of 
Ids life. Cambodia’s deposed President 
Lon Nol siso got awsy, according to 
unconfirmed reports, with ssvera! million 
dollars.

MARTINET MARTIN; Sacral Stete 
Department cables contain more details 
on the arbitniy behavior of Henry Kiss­
inger’s former man in S a i g o n ,  
Ambassador Graham Martin, who 
eaeaped with hk black poodle Nitnoy 
on one of the last helicopters out of 
Saigon.

We reported last month that Martin 
stubbornly had reaisted the massive 
evacuation of both Amerkaos and their 
Vietnamese supporters until tbs last 
minute. Ha informed anyone who ques­
tioned him that he _was the top U.S. 
authority in S a f^  snd that bs was 
making the decirtona.

In one cable to Kissinger, Martin 
advised "the people in Watoington’’ 
bluntly to "throw away the panic but­
ton ’’ They had his reasauranca that 
“‘there is no panic here.”

For iartoo long, he opposed bringing 
in transport planes to speed up the 
evacuation and resisted the Pentagon’s 
attempts to recover U.S. military equip­
ment from South Vietnam.

He contended this would cause the 
South Vietnamese leaders to panic and, 
possibly, to turn on the remaining 
Americana. Our State D e p a r t m e n t  
sources say that Martin, like fonner 
President Nguyen Van Thieu, steadfastly 
believed until the Saigon government 
was collapaing upon his head that a 
last-minute miracle would save South

Vietnam. -------

There Is now broad agreement 

among government and businesa groups 
that the United Stxtw needr mme-aort 
of land-use-planntng togialatfon. Even the 
admimstration, wnkh opposed the land- 
uae bill currently before Congreas, does 
so OR economic rather than philoaophical 
grounds.

Tlie United States is currently 
ueiiig fond more intensively than ever 
before, with little or no thought to tbe 
consequences. This intense and unplanned 
use has tod not only to an increasing 
concentration of our nation’s population 
in urban areas (eaUmetei are that 76 
per cent of the people live on about 
IVk per cent of ttw land), but afoo 
to a growing consumption oL natural 
reaourcee.

In ta r t, we can no longer operate 
on the aaeumptlon that American land 
is Umitfoac. It b  obvtous that the United 
Slates requires a system to plan the use 
of our land.

But how do we do thb without 
vkitedng other baric rights to property? 
Ia Bjy view, we murt reassert tbq,tradi- 
tfoaal concept of property rights: Proper 
balance between the ri# ts of real pro­
perty ownen and those of society as 
a whMe. Some citizens, of course, will 
argue that property rights me absolute 
by tradition, but thie d ^ ltion  has never 
bean adopted in the United States.

Even as early as 1700, forms of 
land regulation were used to protect 
tbe public health and safety, as well 
as aesthetic values. And over the years, 
restrictions have been placed on the 
use of private property, justified as 
benefitting society as a state. What 
emerges u the concept that no citizen 
has the right to uaa Ms land In auch .. 
a way as to create a nuisance to hb 
fellows or to endanger the health, safety 
or welfare of tbe general public.

Landowners, then, are short-term 
guardians of a valuable, nonrenewabfo 
resource. While we must always be con­
cerned with due process and con- 
sUtutlonal rights, we must alto realize 
our responsibility to use land wisely 
and to pate M OB to future generations 
in as wbofoeomc a condition as possible. 
This, in feet, b  the underlying philosophy 
of any land-fite-pianning bill worth Its 
salt.

On a worfciiig level, auch fogbUtlon 
should meet these critierie;

—First and foremoet, it should 
establish a oomprehenrive planning pro- 
cese that would enable states, in concert 
with dty and county governments, to 
make fond-uas decislona of greater than 
local scope.

—Land-uee-planolng I • B I > I *  11 o B
should provide that plans of indlvkhial 
statof be ftee of subetanUal federal 
review.

—There should be aome sort of re­
quirement that federal and federally 
aaristed programs and projects—whether 
on federal or nontederal lands—be con­
sistent with state butdHise programs.

be placed on all new federal spending-

My answer to the admtobtratfon’s 
economil objections to the bill b  simply 
thb: Unplanned growth has a fiscal im­
pact on taxpayers through the foes of 
prime agricultural fond, not to mention 
billions of dolbrs spent to save decajring 
cities and to finance public-works pro­
grams.

The evidence is In, and the facts 
are clear: Our bnd b being misused 
and mistreated. Certainly, we ran 
survive in some fashion u  a nation 
without land-use planning. But If we 
give federal impetus to our state and 
focal governments for better pbrailng, 
we ta ll not only survive but also con-' 
tinue to gow in an orderly and prosperous 
fashion
