Answering your inquiry, with re f­
erence to wnat in nereaaary to quali­
fy women to vote in the - prim ary 
elections and to participate in the 
nominating conventions, Jield under 
the laws of this State during the year 
of 1920, you are adviaad:

1. Every woman who desirea to 
vote in any primary election or who 
desirea to participate in any nom inat­
ing convention, shall, first of all, pos­
sess all of the qualifications neces­
sary of an elector, such as 'tw e lv e  
months’ residence in the State, six 
mohUis residence in the county, and 
must vote in the precinct in which 
she lives.

2. In addition to possessing the 
qualifications of an elector, she must 
have paid the same poll taxes that 
are now required of male voters and 
muat have pibid said taxes and obtain­
ed a receipt therefor prior to the 1st 
day of Feoniary, 1920. The form of 
receipt now used for male>-vetea shall 
be used for female voters.

In addition to the above requTrS- 
ments, the female voter must have 
paid, not only the State and County 
poll tax of 11.75 but, if she resides 
in s city which levies a poll tax up­
on male voters, she must pay the city 
pull tax.
