One often 
hears the remark that you cannot 
get anyone to take the same care of 
your home that you would exercise 
yourself. Perhaps so. But aside from, 
and deeper than, any disposition to 
destroy or neglect thd care o f a 
home, is tl̂ e psychology of the mat­
ter. To the pne' ît is home, the object 
of love, of toil and sacrifice, the 
place of a thousand sacred memories 
and associations. To the other, it is 
only a place in which they are to 
dwell temporarily.

In 1890, in the United States, 34.1 
per cent of farm homes, 68.1 per 
cent of other homes, and 52.2 per 
cent of all homes were rented. In 
1900, the percentage in each case had 
increased. In fifty cities of the Unit­
ed States, in 1910, only one, Spokane, 
Wash., had less than half its fami­
lies living in rented booses. In 89 
of these cHies three-fifths of the 
homes were rented; in 16 three- 
fourths were routed; and one. New 
York, had nine-tenths o f its homes 
rented Increasingly we are losing 
that attachment to on# spot which 
has helped to . make the home a stable 
institution. Pride of appearancs, 
sense o f ownership, and development 
o f interest in family life has a much 
better chance to develop when the 
family owns the home' in which it 
lives.

The writer by no nteans assumes 
an attitude o f opposition to the 
apartment. He is. simply stating a 
condition. Neither does he for one 
moment insinuate that life in a rent­
ed house is not a worthy one. There 
is something more to the home than 
the house itself, namely, te spirit 
within. But the one who has been 
bom and reared in a permanent 
home, who grows to maturity amid 
its surroundings and associations, fin­
ally ^ e s  out into life with certain 
experiences and Ingeunces F I7
experiences and influences to which 
the other is a stranger.

It haa b(‘en and always will b* the 
d u ty  of each individual eftisen, or 
perhaps I had better say patriot, to 
stand by the needs and wants o f his 
country: to render his service, no 
mStter how small it may be. It is 
the small things that count most in 
life anjTway; for if we undertake the 
greatest thing, very little will be ac­
complished.

I became a member o f  the tomato 
canning chib in Lubbock county in 
the early spring, March, 1618. I 
worked eagerly through that year; 
joined again in March, 1919.

The plot for my garden was select­
ed in my mother's garden, in north­
west comer near the windmill. One 
can readily understand why this lo­
cation was ao desirable, being where 
the water, fresh from the well, could 
give the plants water that it esacn- 
tial to their healthy growth; and too 
my planU would get moat o f the 
arater, while what was left after run­
ning through one-tenth o f an acre, 
was verv acceptable to mother’s 
srilted plants, in the remslnbtg part 
o f the garden.

Another advantage of my location 
was the sandy loam and i well ferti­
lised toil.

once began preparation o f the ground 
to have it reedy when th« tempera­
ture would be suitable for trans­
planting the plants. I did this by Arat 
double-discing the ground and then 
harrowing it. After laying off the 
rows, I raked it with a hand rake.

DIVERSIFICATION IN CROPS 
NEEDED AS INDICATED BY LOSS

Thousands upon thousands o f doL 
lari' worth of vsluable grains are 
now wasting in the fields o f Lubbock 
county farmers. Anyone who has ven­
tured dnt over the farming territory 
o f Lubbock county can eaaily see 
field after field with hundreds of 
acres of fine gtalns, such as kaffir, 
maise and cane, literally wasting for 
the want of time. labor and thresh­
ing machines.

“ It is a grave problem,”  says Eu­
gene Holt, well known fa m W  of the 
Southern portion of the county, and 
one o f the trustees o f the Union 
ftcbool. “ We can hardly afford to hire 
labor, that ia, men with tearaa and 
wagons to help in the threshing o f 
the grain, pay for the threshing and 
realize profit on the crop. In the first 
place, we cannot find help only 
among one another and then we are 
forced to pay prohibitive wagrea; for 
the simple reason farmers’ time at 
this time of the year ia very valu­
able.”  The writer and Mr. Holt was,

The question o f whether or not

He should endeavot to 
supply himself with a snrplus o f milk 
and nutter, pork and eggs and, at 
the same time, have a bunch o f aheap 
in proportion to ths siss o f  his farm.

! In the matter o f home ownership, 
desire to say tiiat the happinaas o f 
our people, thh stability o f our gov- 
emmant and the solvency o f every 
line o f business depends upon the 
people being home owners. There has 
been a phenominal increase in the 
number o f people without bniMI 
This is indeed appelling. The first ob­
ject in every fem tb should be a 
daaira to obtain a horns. Thera la 
no country anysrhere which oflan 
better opportunity for people to be­
come home owners than bars in the 
South Plains, whare large tracts of 
land are being divided and sold at 
a price to enable every person to 
become a home osmer.

To the end o f obtaining a greater 
amount o f production, divereiflcation 
in all lines and to enable pao|dc to 
become home owners, the reaoarca*
