IN TEXAS AT PRESENT
Seven Lubbock county teachers re-
signed during the term now ending,
while at the last examination but one
pers wpplied for a certificate ac-
cording to. a report of Judge J. H
Moore, ex-officio county superinten
dent of Lubbock county. Judge Moore
explains that none of the resignations .
are due to smaries, as the maximum
tax rate is levied, and for the com-
ing year properiy has been assessed
for school taxes at 180 per cent of

on

jast vear’s values.
“I believe we will not be able to
get a single teacher for our county

schools for the coming term,” said
Judge W, A. Bonnet, ex-officio coun
ty superintendent of Maverick coun-
ty, discussing the teacher shortage,
“for this year we had to depend on
young women holding government
position who arrangee their work so
they could teach in the county
schools.” Partly in explanation of
these conditions Judge Bonnet says
skilled labor is paid $84 per month
and teachers get $70 per month for
eight months, He adds that there have |
been no applicants for certificates at
recent examinations and no move-
ments toward increasing teachers’ sal-
aries.

One-fourth of the teachers in Chil-

dress county school resigned during
the current year, and _ten per cent
of the schools of the county were
closed because teachers could not be
obtained, according to the report of
J. B. Foster, county superintendent
