DECREASE lN PRISONERS

NEW YORK (United Preas)-—-
Prison population is on the decrease,
according to figures announced by
the National Probation Association.
The decrease, it is stated, follows us
a result of the increa@ing use. of pro-
bation. The Committee on Law En
forcement of the American Bar As.
sociation in its last report annournced
an increase of 1.7 per cent in the
prison population of the entire coun
try over the percentage of increase
in general population for all states
during the past 12 years. These
figures; however, cover only the
