Friday of last week was also the
13th day of the month; but if any
disaster of any kind occurred to
any citizen of Muleshoe because of
it, such misfortune has not been
reported to the official county
chronicler of events.

There are still plenty of folks in
this twentieth century who are
more or less superstitious, especial-
ly on this particular day of Fri-

day the 13th, yet the origin of
‘Black Friday" is said to have been
in the dim, distant past when

primitive man did not know how
to deal with odd numbers, since
they would not correctly regroup
themselves when divided, and 13 be-
came dubbed as an unlucky one,
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LOWER GAS RATES
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 Last week a petition was circlulated
in Muleshoe asking for lower gas
rates here. Several pages of signa-
tures were attached, and we signed it,
since it was in the form of a request
rather than a demand. We doubt very
much if a lower rate is obtainable at
this time; but of course, we don't care
to pay any more for gas service than
we pay for any other service, if it is
not necessary. That we do not know,
and we do believe in being fair with |
corporations as well as individual bus-
iness concerns.

Every business concern is entitled to |
a reasonable profit from their invest-
ment and the conduct of that particu-
lar business. It is a well known fact
that the company serving Muleshoe
citizens with gas two winters ago made
an investment here amounting to sev-
eral thousand dollars. It is inocnceiv-
able to believe that since that time
they have even payed for that invest-
ment from local service received to
say nothing of realizing a big profit
from it.

In times of adverse business condi-
tions many industries can reduce ex-
penses to partly offset losses in volume
of business, and our information is to
the effect that the volume of gas bus-
iness in Muleshoe is considerably d
creased this year over that of two
years ago. Business concerns can often
eliminate unprofitable items, redvce
stocks, lessen and cheapen delivery
service, sell lower cost products or

they may even close down their busi-|

ness temporarily. The average citizen
realizing times are not normal does

not complain if he does not receive

the “accustomed prompt

will often be satisfied

cheaper products.
However, this is not true with gas

with  using

service. Gas users insist on having
good gas. They don't want gas that is
“wet” or that contains sulphur or

other undesirable and sometimes more
or less dangerous ingredients. The gas
they use must conform to certain

British thermal units of heating qual- }
itles, and the owners of the sources of |

supply for high grade gas are some-
times quite arbitrary, which makes it |
difficult for a utility company to
cheapen its gas service. It must sup-
ply the best possible gas available
when times are good the same as
when times are bad. While the cost
of maintaining equipment, transmis-
sion and distribution lines may be
somewhat lowered, the fact of main-
tainance remains the same in good
times as well as bad ones. If reduc-
tions are made too drastic the service
becomes impaired and customers begin
kicking.

Muleshoe gas users, so far as we
know, have had no room for complaint
of the service rendered here. Maybe it
costs more than it should; we don't

know. Personally the cleanliness and
convenience of gas service is a big
item to every user. We wouldn't go

back to carying in coal and carrying
out ashes if the rate was considerably
higher than it now is. So long as we
can raise the price of our
gas service we are going to gladly pay
it.

It i« well known that gas servicing
cempanies generally claim to now be
operating at a loss. It is also a fact
that the state commission having
charge of gas service allows these
companies to deduct their cost of gen-
eral overhead, replacement, etc., and
then a certain per cent profit for op-
eration. If it is true gas companies
Pre now operating at a loss, the com-
pany Serving Muleshoe may welcome
this petition as good reason for an
investigation of the state controlling
commission to set a hearing to deter-
mine the present physical valuation of
their properties, their general over-
head and replacement expense—all of
which would look toward the raising
of gas charges here over what they
now are. Thus the petition would be-
come reactionary and illy advised.

Interested as we are in the welfare
of Muleshoe citizens, we are also in-
terested in fairness to the utiilty
companies servicing this municipality.
If we can buy coffee, sugar and beans
cheaper than we could two years ago,
of course we don't refuse the reduction
Likewise, if gas may be obtained at a
Jower rate than is now prevailing we
will appreciate the cut. As we see it,
the petition may do no harm, and it
might do some good. The Journal is
