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NEW TEX. HIGH SCHOOL FOOTBALL PLAN ADOPTED f
SCHEME CALLS FOR SEPARATION 
OF SCHOOLS IN TWO DIVISIONS 
WITH STATE IN SIXTEEN SECTIONS

AUSTIN. Texas, May 16.— Under the new plan fostered 

by the University of Texas Interscholastk League, high school 
football for the coming fall promises to establish a recosd insofar 
as interest and number of participating schools are concerned. 
Although schools have until October I, to indicate a desire to play 
in the league, nearly 200 teams scattered in all sections of the state 
have already signed up.

The new seheme. catting for a
separation of schools into two di 
visions, has met with instant favor. 
The larger schools, that la. those 
having as many as 860 enrolled in 
the high school grades and known 
as Conference A Schools, will com- 
petv among themselves up to a 
certain point while sectional and bi- 
sectional championships will be de­
termined among the smaller or Con­
ference B school.

Direct Appeal To 
' People For Aid 

Bv State U.
AUSTIN, Texas. May 17.— For 

the first time in its htotory of more 
than forty years, the University 
of Texas is making a direct ap­
peal to the people of the state 
for financial aid— this time to put 
across a project which the legisla­
ture cannot handle, that of a 
huge Texas Memorial Stadium at 
the University. The fact that the 
stadium is to be a memorial to all 
the men'and women of the state 
who took part in the world war 
has arouaeo state-wide interest In 
the project, and caused many to 
line up in the campaign now be­
ing carried on.

At the present time e group of 
stadium workers, composed of H. 
M. Cross, of the Lyman L. Pierce 
Company of California, head foot­
ball coach, E. J. Stewart,
Ed C. Conner of Dallas, L. Theo. 
Bellmont, director of athletics at 
the University, and other officials 
of the stadium, are making a tour 
of the principal cities of tne state 
in order to acquaint the ex-atud- 
enta and others wHh the facts in 
connection with drive. ^

Students of the Univeralty raised 
a total of $168,000 in the cam­
paign which was held on the cam­
pus in the early part of the pres­
ent year. The Austin resioents 
held a similar campaign and rais­
ed $115,000 leaving only $219,- 
000 for the ex-etudenta over the 
state, and the eitlxena of Taxaa 
in general to raiac. The goal of 
the stadium drive has beun set at 
$800,000, which wit] finance the 
eonstnicGon of a stadium that will 
aeat 60,00# persona.

Helon Bertram Allen, "father of 
fifty-seven" adopted children, who 
is in Jail here on char|M of violat­
ing tha Mann Act, will be placed 
on trial ‘ in Unftad States EKstriet 
Court within a numth. it wa* l«arn- 
ed from the United Statn Attor­
ney's office.

Allen has been in Jail here since 
last February, when an episode iit 
a down-town hotel landed him into 
the hands of the authorities.

The "father of 57”  became srldely 
known in 1919 when he was sub­
jected to a suit in Washington, D. 
C., courts by James Cnixe, whose 
wife and daughters were said to be 
in Allen's company.

It was learned then that Allen 
had plantations in Virginia and 
North Carolina where he conduct­
ed schools. He is alleged to have

brought poor white boys and ghfg 
from remote mountain ragieau Be 
hia plantations, where he aduquHi 
them and then adopted them in dto 
courts of Virginis.

Through the activities of the chil­
dren's an’vice bureau of Pittsburi^ 
and the United States Department 
of ustice. Allen was arrested in Loa 
Angeles last fall and after t4-n waeks 
litigation he was returned to Pitts-
b u i^  to face criminal charges.
