MRS. FERGUSON AND THE LEGISLATURE

How will the legislature receive Ma Ferguson 
and her proposed changes in administrative affairs 
o f the slate) That*s one o f the burning questions 
on the eve of the convening of the legislators. 
There are many varied answers to this question, 

'almost as many answers as there are persons an­
swering.

Among the old members o f both branches of 
the Icgnlature it is generally believed they will 
land all their asmtance in raalring the Ferguson 
administration one of economy, but at the same 
time it is generally conceded no drastic abolish- 
mant of offices will be fostered by the legislative 
bodies of the government in so far as it would re-

the progressive measures.
' Much has been said about the abolishment of 

the board of control and maintaining only one 
member insteed of three. When everything is 
taken into consideration it is generally believed by 
many Ferguson supporters that shifting and consol- 
idatfon srill result instead of cutting appropriations 
which would mean the abolishment of departments 
and buranus.

It ta generally believed that the legislature will 
assist Mrs. Ferguson in general reorganization of 
some of the state departments and consolidating 
bureaus and departments and commissions where 
it is fe n ^ le  and which will result in cutting the 
expense of running the state government.

While attending the Thanksgiving football 
game foimer Governor James €1. Ferguson had a 
riinjgrriii r with members of tbe_̂  board of control 
and'it has been learned that bV'expreased gratifi- 
catJon over the results obtained by that b ^ y  in 
cutting requested appropriations some $11,000,- 
000. This srill leave only $4,000,000 to be cUl 
to bring the appropriations srithin the bounds of 

. previous statetnemts attributed to both the former 
gosremor and the governor-elect wherein they 
stated they srould trim $15,000,000 from the ep- 
proprietion budget.
