Arrests On Increase

In the report of the fiscal year
comparisons with former years can
be obtained.
19024, enforcement agents made 68,-
161 arrests compared with 66,986 in
1923; 42223 in 1922 and 34,171 in
1921, showing a steady increase.

Fines and forfeitures in the fiscal
year, 1084, amounted to $56,682,719;
in 1923, $4,033,476: in 1922, $2.-
876,305; in. 1921, $2,419,117.

The amounts paid in state courts
are not included. Imposing is the
figure disclogsing the amount of jail
sentences imposed for vielation dur-
ing the year. If one man had to
serve all the sentences imposed he
would be forced to remain in jail
3,187 years. Laid end To end the
sentences in 1928 totaled 2,241 jail
years, while in 1922 it would have
taken only 1,614 years to have serv.
ed all of the sentences imposed.

In the field of injunctions, com-
monly known as padlock proceeding
the enforcement unit has instituted
8837 suits since July 1, 1924.
