TEACHERS AND THEIR PAY

WHAT THE TEACHER SHOULD KNOW 
ABOUT URST AID

(Timely Suggestion front the Home Ecoaoihics Dhrisioii. 
Bnraau of Education, D^artment of the Interior.)

Quits^.as essential in the school­
room as a b«ix uf erayons is a little 
kit of first aid remedies. Emergency 
measures should be understood by 
the childran, but the supplies should 
b« under the control of the teacher. 
One bottle of diamond-ehaped, blue- 
colored bichloride of mercury tablets 
should be kept that any cut may be 
first cleaned in antiseptic solution 
before being bandaged. These tab­
lets are so poisonous that, after ez- 
plaining to the children their uses 
they should be kept under lock and 
key. One to a pint of water makes 
a solution in which wonnds can be 
bathed. - »■

A roll of bandage for cut fingers 
or wounded heads should be ready. 
If bleeding is axcsssive a teacher 
must remember that manv layers of 
bandage not stop the tneedlng but
only cover up the blood and prevent 
recognition of excessive flow. Sharp 
presaure must be made over tht

dhe skin Is not*T3m-by the Jsgged 
edges of the bone, no serious alarm 
may be felt. A few slats from a 
window shutter, s yard stick cot into 
pieces, soma pine kindling smoothed 
and cut into lengths; aoy of these 
will do as temporary splints. The 
prominencies of the broken member 
should be padded, with sotton (s 
one-half pound roll of altsorbent 
cotton should be a part of every 
sdioul equipment) and the splints
jilaced parallel on the limb and flrm-
y bound in place.

WAVE OF PROSPERITY IS GENERAL

NKW YORK, Dec. 24.— The be­

ginning of »n apparent cycle ol 
proi^erity reflected in the atock 
market boom haa been even more 
aubatentially demonatratcd with the 
eoming of Chriatmaa.

A atirvey of Chrtatmaa mail and 
i parcel poat traffic in repreaentative 
kcitiea throughout the country ahowa 
that Chriatmas mail ia breaking all 
paat record* and indicates that in 
addition to being able to buy more 
necesaitiea and ataple luxuriea for 
themaelvea, the people of the United 
State* |re in better shape than ever 
to go beyond that and afford to give 
to each other. ^

In New York, tke heaviest mails 
In the history of the Postal Service 
were handled Wednesday, and it is 
estimated that th« bulk of Chrietmaa 
gifts and cards is from 30 to 40 per 
cent heavier than last year. As in 
most other cities, there if practical­
ly no congestion and it is claimed 
teat all mail has been forwarded on 
aohedule time.

mind of the coach; that the institu­
tion hss no right use athletic teams 

Yor promoting th* financial Interests 
of the school; that the athletic pro­
grams should be designed to meet 
the needs of the whole student 
body."

Little Danger Yet
Aa yet the aehools of the South­

west are still facing the problem of 
insufficient financing. Dr. Penick 
lievec, instead o f the other prob­
lems of overfiaanehtg. Only th* 
University of Texas is approaching 
the latter danger In his opinion. He , 
cite* the return o f 970,000 from the 
Thanksgiving game in the new stad­
ium as an instance.

Closer touch with the high schools 
of the country should be maintain­
ed by the N. C. A. A., the report 
aate*. To bring this about Dr 
Penick suggesta a study of tho prob­
lem of the relation o f secondary 
schools to colleget and a national 
organisation o f high schools built 
along the lines of tha N. C. A. A.

General Frank T. Hines, director 
ef the bureau has announced that 
contracts for the installation of radio 
receiving aets in thirty of the forty- 
nine hospitals operated by the bu­
reau have been awarded, while the 
remaining 19 are at present either 
partially or completely equipped.

fn aft hospitals now under con­
struction or Being designed, con­
duits and wiring are being included 
as part of the regular electrical 
systems so that radio sets can be 
Installed as soon as each hospital is 
opened. In the tubereuloais and 
general hospitals a head set will be 
provided at each bed and loud speak­
ers in the nasembly rooms. In neu- 
ro-paychistrie hospitals only loud 
speakers are being installed in wards 
and assembly rooms, head sets being 
inappropriate for this class of pa­
tients.
