As a piece 
da'rcaiatance for dressing it has no rival. Eateti in 
the kernel form  it provides an appetizing meal, 
rich in vhamina. About the winter fire it gives an 
occupation of delight on the farna.

Roneer Texans have shaken the fruit of the 
pocan down upon the ground and stored it away 
for fireside'eonaumption and some times for use in 
cooking, but it Iwid not until recently made itself 
the premier among the nuts that are grown. The 
rhrers o f West Texas are covered with great tree* 
that produce the nuts. These trees* are o f long 
life and heavy yielda and the nuts themselves, de­
spite their adamant shells providk an exeellently 
f lo o r e d  l|*oriel. The "topp ing" process and the 
budaing operation recently have ydovided incteas- 
ing- abundonee o f paper shell pecans which aiwayc 
are in demand at above market prices.

In the San Saba county the pecan industry 
has been given considerable study. Efforts at 
capitalizing upon this stately tree have been pro­
lific o f awcesa. Hundreds of cars annually are 
shipped from that region. Owners of river land* 
covered with these trees sometimes realize more 
from their nut crop than from their cotton or corn. 
Deapde the visible evidence of profit in pecans no 
general plan has been evolved to create a great 
state industry in pecans. Here and there farmers 
and bushrcss men l)ave awakened to the 
tunities and transformed parts of farms into pecan 
orchards. In the sandy sections of Eastland, C o ­
manche and Callahan desultory attempts at pecan 
culture have been started, with astonishing pros- 
pacts of making it a leading industry.

Not merely thousands, hut millions, o f dollars 
could be invested in West Texas ’ in the pecan in- 
dnWry with prospects o f immediate profit. Since 
the pecan baa no real competitor in the nut king­
dom. a market for it is always present. If the 
market price does not suit the grower, he has a 
commodity that can bear storage until prices do

WASHINGTON. Dec. 29.— Two 
Democratic aenators, cutting at each 
other bitterly ovar their party*! de­
feat in the recent election fumiahed 
the first "spice’* of the orceent ees- 
sion.. Senator Brucc of Maryland, 
and Senator Harrison of Miasiasip- 
pi, exchanged peroonalitica in a 
lengthy debate Montay, while Re­
publicans look^ on and listened with 
delight from acrooa the aisle, but 
refrained from mixing in the melee.

Bruce set o ff the southern ire of 
Harrison by declaring that the Dem­

ocratic party had lost the 
dence’ ’ of the American paopU, 
which ha prefaced by a remark that 
thf, party in the alactions had at* 
tami^ed to “ straddle horaea gahig 
in diametrically oppoaite directiono.’*

Harrison, bristling up, answered 
that he “would take no cognUance 
of a chsuge that the Damoem^ 
party had lost the eonfidenei> o f the 
people.’’

“ Anyone who makes such g charge 
must be the one who has a record of 
service to the Democratic party, the 
Misaisaippi senator aaid, pointing out 
that Bruc* had opposed hia party up­
on all important issues.

The Maryland senator, taking up 
the gauntlet, accused Harrioon of in­
consistencies, citipg the Miaaiaaippi 
senator’s opposition to the child la- 
bar amendment aild hk change of 
position on the tax publicity section 
of the revenue law. Harrison, who 
voted for the section, .recently an­
nounced that he now favored it’s 
repeal.

The investigations of the last sea- 
si on. which famished the food for 
controversy in th^ spring between 
Republicans and Democrats, waa 
brought into the debabrlictwecn the 
two Democrats by Arrison, and 
given an unexpected » r n  by Bruce.

When Harrison declared that 
Bruce had “ deserted ua when we 
were attempting to purm the gov­
ernment of corruption,’ the Mary­
land senator fired back that he had 
Keen told upon competent authority 
that “ the oil acandal did not develop 
anything at all.”

“ I f  we had men running these in­
vestigations who would have con­
ducted them upon lean partisan lines, 
might they not haVe had a greater 
effect upon the public mind?" Brucc 
asked.

“ 1 refused to vote for the resigna­
tion of Secretary of the Navy Denby, 
I am proud of that vote. We had 
no authority to do such a thing."
