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LEVI CHURCHILL BRINGS IN A 1,500 
GALLON IRRIGATION WELL ON HIS 
PLACE TWO MILES NORTH OF TOWN

Levi B. Churchill last week completed 
a fine irrigation well on his 160 acre 
farm located two and one-half miles 
north of Muleshoe, the work being done 
by A. B. Hays, &ell known local well 
driller.

The well was drilled to a depth of 
83 feet, being 20 inches in diameter, 
and cased throughout with 18 inch steel 
from top to bottom. The first stratum 
of water was enconutered at 20 feet, 
being in clay and sand. Again at 50 
feet the drill bit struck another heavy 
stratum of water in coarse gravel with 
some sand, which ran on down to the 
bottom o f the hole, where a layer of 
rock was encountered, and on which 
the casing was set.

The well has been equipped with a 
Fairbanks-Morse turbine type centrif­
ugal pump, delivering 1,500 gallons of 
water per minute, the pump, at this 
time being driven by a 15-30 Wallis 
tractor, though Mr. Churchill intends 
later on to install a stationary deisel 
type engine. In developing the well 
large quantities of sand were pumped 
out by Mr. Hays from the bottoi$ of

the hole, thus leaving an exceptionally 
large underground reservoir for storage 
purposes in addition to the copious 
flow the well naturaly enjoys.

Mr. Churchill is already planning 
for another irrigation well to be put 
down next year, and when this done he 
expects to put a 2,000 g. p. m. pump 
in either the new one or the one just 
completed.

Churchill came here about two years 
ago from Powel, Wyoming where he 
had been farming by irrigation. He is 
highly experienced in this particular 
type of farming, having been irrigating 
since 1910. Last year he raised excellent 
crops, all of which, regardless of de­
pressed economic conditions, brought 
him good financial returns.

This year he will have about 160 
acres of crop under the pump, the 
planting to be approximately as fol­
lows: Irish potatoes 25 acres; onions 8 
acres, white beans 20 acres, alfalfa 5 
acres, tomatoes 5 acres, cotton 60 acres, 
Indian corn 10 acres, and about 25 
acres in feed crops of various kinds, all 
of which will be grown by irrigation.

HERE, TO ERECT A GIN

A deal, hanging fire for several 

weeks, was definnitely closed last week, 
whereby W. W. Schrimsher, o f Hess, 
Oklahoma, has purchased the O. P. 
Burnham farm located a few miles 
east of Muleshoe.

Mr. Schrimsher is an experienced 
cotton farmer and ginner having been 
engaged in that dual type of business 
for the past 25 years. At his former 
home he operated a farm of approx­
imately 700 acres planted to cotton 
each year, owned and ran a cotton gin 
there and at the same time was inter­
ested in other gins in that section.

Schrimsher plans to put at least 300 
acres of the recently purchased Burn­
ham land in cotton this spring. He will 
also erect a cotton gin on the farm; 
one that will be modern and efficient 
in every way. Construction will begin 
about the 15th of next month and it 
will be fully completed and ready for 
this season’s service. There is a 1,200 
gallon irrigation well on this land, and 
Mr. Schrimsher will raise his acreage 
in cotton this year by irrigation, also 
irrigate other crops grown on the farm. 
Three big tractors will furnish the 
motive power for his farming opera­
tions.

A cotton gin located in that section 
will be greatly appreciated by the 
growers of that area, since they are 
now so far located from gin accomo­
dations.

OFFICERS FIND NO CLUE TO MEN 
HOLDING UP THE MULESHOE STATE 
BANK AND ROBBING IT OF $1,642

As the Journal goes to press this 
week no definite clue has yet been 
obtained as to the whereabouts of 
the two masked gunmen who rob­
bed the Muleshoe State Bank here 
Thursday afternoon of last week, 
taking with them $1,642 in money.
It was approximately 3:00 p. m 

Thursday of last week, the wind was 
blowing a terrific gale, the atmosphere 
full of sand and dirt, nearly everyone 
o ff the streets inside to get away from 
the storm, and the doors of all business 
houses closed, when two masked band­
its, one described as being fully six 
feet tall and the other one of short 
stature entered the First State Bank 
here. Cashier Jess Osborn was in his 
private office and did not notice their 
entry at that time. Miss Opal Morris, 
standing at the teller’s window prompt­
ly discovered their masked condition 
and started out through the rear, when 
one of them called to her to halt or 
they would shoot, the other robber 
stepping around the private office cov­
ered the cashier.

Mr. Osborn, Miss Morris and Mrs. 
Pat Bobo were all herded into the 
front private office and forced to lie 
flat on thef loor, one bandit standing 
guard at the front door while the other 
made a complete search of the bank 
for money. Miss Morris was forced to 
go to the vault to locate hidden money, 
but succeded in not "finding” all o f it. 
Mrs. Bobo was forced to work the 
combination on the vault door which 
that morning had been turned on the 
locking studs thrown out, as a precau­
tion, she having to relase the studa 
after which all three were put lnt *  
the vault and the door locked from the 
outside. As soon as they were 
the vault Mr. Osborne reaihed1 
touched off a switch on the burg] 
alarm which set the gong to going 
the outside, and with a screw driver 
quickly opened the door from the in­
side, they not being held in the vault 
more than two or three minutes.

It is stated the robbers took plenty 
of time for the job. The small fellow 

guard acted like an old hand at the 
business, being very calm and deliber­
ate, the tall man was quite nervous, 
causing some solicitation on the part 
of Mr. Osborn and Miss Morris, both 
of whom had a .45 punched into their 
ribs, the hammer being drawn back and 
only the nervous twitch of the fore­
finger being required to end their 
earthly careers. Both robbers debated 
for some time after completing the 
robbery whether they should take the 
bank force with them or lock them in 
the vault; but the way being apparent­
ly clear, they decided to leave them 
behind.

As soon as the alarm was sounded 
by those inside the vault, Gilbert 
Wollard, mail carrier, Curtis Taylor, 
farmer living north of town, and Cecil. 
McLaury, local restaurant man, who 
that time were in the post office across 
the street from the bank, jumped into 
Wollard’s automobile and gave chase 
to the robbers. Having no guns with 
them they dared not come in intimate 

^contact with them They later secured 
a rifle loaded with only two shells and 
started after them the second time, 
keeping well behind them until they 
were south of Plainview when, in the 
gathering sand storm, they lost them.

Help keep Muleshoe clean!

AUSTIN.—The Legislature is now in 
the fourth month of its regular session. 
Under the constitution the $10 per day 
compensation lasts 120 days. Extension 
of the session beyond this period is 
possible, but the pay of members will 
be reduced by half. It is not likely that 
the session will be prolonged much be­
yond May 9 when the four month 
period of high pay ends, though some 
members believe It will last until the 
latter part of May. There is strong 
sentiment among many leaders to 
bring the session to a close as early as 
possible, due chiefly to the fact that 
there seems to be an almost hopeless 
lack of harmony on many important 
subjects with little prospect of 
posing these differences.

Up to this time, efforts to levy new 
taxes have failed, w’ith the single ex­
ception of an income tax, which has 
House approval. But there will be 
determined effort during the closing 
days of the session to revive the sales 
tax, principally on the plea that it is 
necessary to keep public schools open. 
Laws strengthening enforcement of the 
cigarette tax and gross production 
expected to stop leaks that caused a 
loss of $5,000,000 last year. There is al­
so a possibility that all of the cigarette 
tax will be diverted to the school fund. 
Many observers contend that stoppage 
of leaks and reasonable reorganization 
of the school system in the interest of 
economy make any new tax unneces­
sary.

The general economy program de­
pends upon what is done within the 
last few weeks of the session: With 
a weary Legislature, anxious to finish 
its work and go home, some measures 
may win approval that earlier in the 
session would have had no chance of 
adoption. Those citizens who wish to 
obtain substantial reductions in their 
tax bill would do well to watch the 
proceedings closely and not hesitate to 
let their representatives know their 
wishes. A good start has been made in 
the direction of economy, but this can 
be quickly offset in a last-minute 
stampede. If this doesn’t come it will 
not be due to lack of effort on the 
part of tax consumers. They are on 
the job and will not quit until adjourn­
ment is taken.

The income tax bill follows many pro 
visions of the Federal income tax. As 
amended it exempts $2,500 of the in­
come of maried persons and permits an 
exemption of $500 for each dependent. 
The rates graduate from one per cent 
on the first $1,000 of net income for 
individuals to seven per cent on in­
comes in excess of $11,000. The cor­
poration rate is from two per cent on 
the first $1,000 to six per cent on in ­
comes in excess of $6,000. Passage by 
the Senate is regarded as doubtful.

The Senate has passed the four 
major appropriation bills. The House 
has passed three and is yet to act on 
the educational appropriations. The 
judiciary appropriation bill has pass­
ed. both branches of the Legislature 
and has been signed by the Governor. 
The eleemosynary and departmental 
bills are in the hands of free con­
ference committees to adjust differences 
between House and Senate measures. 
The appropriation bills call for reduc­
tions from 25 to 35 per cent below 
figures of the past two years.

A bill is pending in the House raising 
the scholastic age from six to seven 
years. Its adoption would reduce the 
number of claimants on State school 
funds by about 135,000 and would re­
sult in savings to the schools estimated 
at upwards of $2,000,000, depending on 
the amount of State apportionment.
