Year, 1918.

When the story the war is writ­
ten there should be a page reserved 
for the achievements of the Ameri­
can hen in the fateful year, 1918.

The hens set up a producing rec­
ord that wipes all earlier marks oit 
the slate. There were 1,921,000,000 
dozens of eggs laid during the year, 
which, reduced to figures that are 
understandable, shows that the hens 
produced every day between five and 
six eggs for every man, wmman and 
child in the country.

The egg crop was 147,000,0001 
dozens larger tl ’ ’ 1914 and 226,- 
000,000 dozen idig .̂r than the aver­
age for the five-year period prior to 
the -war.

Toasts will be drunk to the Amer­
ican eagle, the praises of our heroes 
will be sung, and everything from 
posters down to com that helped 
win the war will be given just credit 
At such a time the great American 
hen should not be forgotten.

The annual report of Secretary 
Houston of the department of agri­
culture shows w’hat the hens did in 
the war year. They had a fearful 
responsibility put upon them and 
did nobly. There were few slacker 
hens in 1918.

GOT THEIR WELCOME MIXED
If Authorities of British Town Became 

Somewhat Peeve<i, There Was 
a Good Excusa.

Great preparations were made io 
t  northern town of Great Britain 
some days ago to welcome a batch of 
-returned prisoners of war. A train 
pulled in at the-station, the khaki- 
clad occupants were overwhelmed 
with greetings and a procession of 
them was formed, headed by the 
band which was to play them 
through the principal thoroughfare. 
But one by one they seemed to find 
friends among the crowd andi 
dropped out to seek refreshment. |

The promoters of the scheme of 
welcome were rat’ ier annoyed when 
the band arrived a t the town hall al- ’ 
most unaccompnaied. They were 
still more annoyed when they found 
they had been a little previous, and 
the train with the real prisoners 
came in unwelcomed a few minutea 
after the band had marched tri­
umphantly away with what proved 
to be just a party of men who had, 
been discharged in another lot'ality j 
and were somewhat surprised at the 
warmth of their reception I

If the Algerian larnicfB (V 
come thoroughly acquainted with 
American farm methods and ma­
chinery and if the manufacturers 
of American farm machinery, and 
particularly of farm w'agons, plows, 
disk harrows, grain drills, tractors 
and thrashing machines, would 
study the needs of the Algerian 
farmers and would supply those 
needs at reasonable prices, a very 
profitable trade could be established 
between America and Algeria and 
Algerian agriculture would be 
greatly benefited thereby.

MALLARD DUCKS PROFITABLE.

Raising mallard ducks is an in­
dustry which should be developed as 
extensively as possible in order to 
supplement the decreasing national 
supply of game. The ease with 
which the mallard can be bred 
makes it the b ŝt species for wdld- 
duck farming, and its beauty, popu­
larity, hardiness, adaptability and 
fecundity  ̂ ts no other duck is 
fitted to be tir> game duck of the 
future.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 18.
A resolution to amend Section 6 of 

Article IV of the Constitution of tt© 
State of Texas as follovra: Strike 
out the words “ Four Thousand." 
found In the third line of Section I, 
and Insert In lieu thereof the words 
“ Ten Thousand,’' and adding' after 
the word “furniture" the words, 
“and this clause shall be self-enact­
ing,” and making an appropriation 
to pay necessary expenses hereof.

Bo it Resolved, by the LeQislaturo of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section No. 5 of Ar­

ticle IV of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be so amended as here­
after to road as follows:

Section 5. ARTICLE IV. QOVERN- 
UK’S SALARY AND MANSION.

He shall at stated times receive as 
compensation for his service an an­
nual salary of ten thousand dollars, 
and no more, and shall have the use 
and occupation of the Governor's Man­
sion, fixtures and furniture, and thli 
clause shall be self-enacting.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors for mem­
bers of the Legislature at an election 
to bo held throughout the State of 
Texas on the fourth Saturday in May, 
A. D. 1919, same being the twenty- 
fourth day of May, A. D. 1919, and the 
Governor of this State is hereby di­
rected to make the necessary procla­
mation for said election and to have 
tho same duly published as required 
by the Constitution and laws of this 
State. Said election shall be held un­
der and In accordance with the gen­
eral election laws of the State and the 
official ballot shall have printed or 
written thereon In plain letters the 
words, “OFFICIAL BALLOT,” and 
also the words, “For the amendment 
to Section 5 of Article IV of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas in re­
gard to the salary of the Governor of 
the State of Texas,”  and also the 
words, “Against the amendment to 
Section 5 of Article IV of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas in regard 
to the salary of the Governor of the 
State of Texas.”

All voters favoring such amendment 
shall erase, by making a mark through 
tho words “Against the amendment to 
Section 5 of Article IV of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas in regard 
to tho salary of the Governor of the 
State of Texas,” and all votes  oppos­
ing such amendment shall erase by 
making a mark through the words 
“For tho amendment to Section 5 of 
Article IV of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas In regard to the salary 
of the Governor of the State of Tex­
as.” If a majority of votes cast shall 
bo “For the amendment to Section 5 of 
Article IV of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas in regard to the salary 
of the Governor of the State of Tex­
as,” said amendment shall be declared 
adopted. If a majority of the votes 
cast shall be "Against the amendment 
to Section 5 of Article IV of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas In re­
gard to the salary of the Governor oi 
the State of Texas,” said amendment 
shall be lost and shall be so declared.

Sec. 3. There is hereby appropriated 
out of the funds in the State Treasury, 
not otherwise appropriated, the sbm 
of Five Thousand Dollars ($5,090.00), 
or so much thereof as may be neces­
sary to cover the necessary expenses 
attached to the proclamation and pub­
lication of this amendment, and th« 
Governor shall issue the necessary 
proclamation and cause the same to 
be duly published.

Unusual Example of Early Minq Art 
Presented to the Minneapolis 

Institute of Arts.

There has been added to the ori  ̂
ental collection of the Minneapolis 
Institute of Arts an unusual ex­
ample of early Ming sculpture in 
the form of a life-size bronze statue 
of one of those immediate disciples 
of Buddha distinguished by the 
Chinese as "Lohans,” and called by 
the Japanese "Arhats”  or "Ra- 
kans.”  This work comes as a gift 
from John R. Van Derlip, president 
of the board of trustees. It dates 
probably from the end of the four­
teenth or the beginning of the fif­
teenth century. It came to Amer­
ica via Japan, whither it was 
brought after the close of the Boxer 
uprising in 1899. -Up to that time 
it had stood near the entrance of 
the Temple of Tien Ning Su, in the 
city of Peking. The figure aud lo­
tus pedestal are cast in oue piece. 
The figTire is 57 inches in height, 
and with the pedestal 67 inches 
The Lohan wears a Buddhist robe 
with cliaracteristic ornameDtation, 
wdiich was elaborately colored, much 
of the color still leinaiuing visible. 
The head and face are admirably 
modeled and the statue presents a 
ije.r»onage of great dignity. .

Everyone knows 
tbe answen* to these questiouH 
the goat cart could haul only i 
handlu ; the ox wagon could carry 
a pretty good load, but it would 
carry it very slowly; tbe light 
wagon and small team can draw 
only a small load; tbe big team 
and heavy wagon can pull a big 
load and do it quickly

A good road increases the puli 
ing capacitr of a team fuliy as 
rapidly as tbe inorsase in size aod 
cost of the team does. A little 
teana on a bard surfaced road can 
pull a bigger toad than tbe beet of 
teams on the great majority of our 
Tom Green oounty roads. Tbe 
farmer is willing to pay for the 
bauliDg ability by buying a g> o 1 
team and wagon. Wby shouid be 
not be willing to pay for h&uit&g 
ability by buying a pood roao? 
Tbe one baa the same »ff e. as tbe 
other. And, eh<;U d he already 
own a big team aod a big wagon, 
a bard surfaced road will enable 
tbenn to double tbeir effioency 

It frequently costs tbe user of a 
road more money to have a bad 
road than it does to have a good 
road (in fact this is praotioally al­
ways a fact.) When a man starts 
out with a load over a bad road, be 
is liable to break a single-tree or a 
traoe-ohain, or smash a wheel, or 
meet with any other one of a ban 
dred different aooideots bv reason 
of tbe rand boles or rougo places 
in the road. Every time be pays 
a repair bill for such causes, he ie 
paying a bad rcau tax

INDIANS STRICKEN BT “ FLU*
Navajea Reported to Havo Suffered 

Terribly During tho Recent 
Strange Epidemic.

A pitiful account of the siifTerings 
of the Narajo Indians in the recent 
epidemic has just reached the Cam­
bridge branch of the Massachusetts 
Indian association in a letter from 
Mrs. Eldredge, who for so many 
years lived among these people in 
the Fisk house, which was supported 
by the branch. She writes: m

“ Our poor NavajosI It wo-uld̂  
make your heart ache to know of 
their troubles. Many families have 
perished. One family of 15 has all 
died and their sheep are wandering 
without any care. That is only one 
instance of hundreds similar.

“ Many Navajo young men were 
working on the highway between 
Durango and Silverton when the 
‘ flu’ first broke, and when the gick- 
DCss reached tliem they started for 
home. As they were not allowed on 
the train, they started to walk from, 
Durango to Farmington, and many' 
died by the roadside. They were, 
of course, buried by the white peo­
ple and now their friends are inquir 
ing for them and will never know 
wliat became of them. It is very, 
very sad.”

System Expected to Revolutionixe
Elementary Education and Greatly 

Reduce Existing Illiteracy.

China has adopted a system of 
phonetic writing which is espeeled 
to revolutionize elementary educa­
tion of that nation and reduce exist­
ing illiteracy, it ŵ as announced re­
cently by Edwin C. Lobenstiue, wdio 
has been in conference with a Yale- 
iii-Cliina home oflice. The system, 
invented by the Chinese themselves 
and approved of by the government 
board of education at Peking, con­
sists of only 39 symbols.

Experiments made wdth hundreds 
of individuals have conclusively 
shown that an adult illiterate, man 
or woman, can learn to read by the 
use of a system of tnis kind in three 
or four weeks. It is now being 
taught in all the government higher 
normal schools in the country. It is 
pointed out that as nine-tenths of 
the Chinese are illiterate a republic­
an government cannot expect to suc­
ceed until the masses are informed 
of events through the reading of, 
books and uew'spapers. '

GERMAN NETTLE FARMS.

A.'IIZ.NDri'iENT to 
THE STATE CONSTITUTION

ProhiLiting the Manufacture and Sale 
. . of intoxicating Liquors.

House Joint Resolution No. 1.
A. resolution proposinif to amend the 

Constitution of the Sttite of Texas, 
by amending Article 16, Section 20 
thereof by striking out and repeal­
ing said section and substituting in 
lieu thereof a new Section 20, pro­
hibiting the manufacture, sale, bar­
ter or exchange in the State of Tex­
as of sftfrltuous, vinous or malt li­
quors or medicated bitters capable 
of producing intoxication, or any 
Other intoxicant whatever, except 
for medicinal, mechanical, scientific 
or sacramental purposes, and provid­
ing that the Legislature shall enact 
laws to enforce this section; pro­
viding that until the Legislature 
shall prescribe other or different reg­
ulations on the subject the sale of 
spirituous, vinous or malt liquors 
or medicated bitters, capable of pro­
ducing intoxication, or any other in­
toxicant whatever, for medicinal 
purposes shall be made only in cases 
of actual sickness, and then only 
upon prescription of a regular prac­
ticing physician, subject to certain 
regulations with reference to the 
same; providing that this amend­
ment shall be self-operative, and 

'until the Legislature shall provide 
other or different penalties, the vio­
lation of any part of this constitu­
tional provision shall be deemed a 
felony punishable by confinement in 
the penitentiary for a term of years 
specified,— tbc benefit of any 
law providing for suspended sen­
tence; conferring authority upon the 
District Courts and judges thereof, 
under their equity powers, to Issue 
upon suit of the Attorney General 
Injunctions r. against infractions or 
threatened Infractions of any part 
of this constitutional provision; pro­
viding that, without affecting the 
provisions herein. Intoxicating li­
quors are declared to be subject to 
the general police power of this 
State; declaring that the Legisla­
ture shall have power to pass any 
additional prohibitory laws in aid 
therof which it may deem advis­
able; fixing the time for the elec­
tion for the adoption or rejection of 
said proposed constitutional amend­
ment and prescribing certain rules 
and regulations with reference to 
the same; declaring that the pro­
visions of the General Election Law 
shall govern In all respects as to 
qualification of electors and method 
of holding the election and in all 
other respects where applicable; di­
recting proclamation for the election 
and making certain provisions for 
the election and ballots thereof and 
method of voting; prescribing cer­
tain duties for the Governor of the 
State; and making an appropriation 
to carry out this resolution.

Be It resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1- That Article 16 of the 

Ck>nstitutiion of the State of Texas be 
amended by striking out and repealing 
Section 20 thereof and substituting in 
lieu of said Section 20 the following: 

S ^ . 20- (a) The manufacture, sale, 
barter and exchange in the State of 
Texas, of spirituous, vinous or malt 
liquors or medicated hitters capable 
oif producing intoxication, or any other 
intoxicant whatever except for me­
dicinal, mechanical, scientific or sac­
ramental purposes, are each and all 
hereby prohibited.

The Legislature shall enact laws to 
enforce thlr_*ction.

(b) Until the Legislature shall pre­
scribe other or different regulations 
on the subject, the sale of spirituous, 
vinous or malt liquors, or medicated 
bitters, capable of producing intoxica­
tion, or any other Intoxicant whatever, 
for medicinal purposes shall be made 
only in cases of actual sickness, and 
then only upon the prescription of a 
regular practicing physician, subject 
to the regulations applicable to sales 
under prescriptions in prohibited terri­
tory by virtue of Article 598, Chapter 
7, Title 11, of the Penal Code of the 
State of Texas.

(c) This amendment Is self-opera­
tive, and until the Legislature shall 
prescribe other or different penalties, 
any person, acting for himself or in 
behalf of another, or in behalf of any 
partnership, corporation or association 
of persons, who shall, after the adop­
tion of this amendment, violate any 
part of this constitutional provision 
shall be deemed guilty of a felony, and 
shall, upon conviction in a prosecution 
commenced, carried on and concluded 
in the manner prescribed by law hi 
cases of felonies, be punished by con­
finement in the penitentiary for a pe­
riod of time not less than one year nor 
more than five years, without the bene­
fit of any law providing for suspended 
sentence. And the district courts and 
the judges thereof, under their equity 
powers, shall have the authority to is­
sue, upon suit of the Attorney General, 
injunctions against infractions or 
threatened infractions of any part of 
this constitutional provision.

(d) Without affecting the provleions 
herein, intoxicating liquors are de­
clared to be subject to the general 
police power of the State; and the Leg­
islature shall have the power to pass 
any additional prohibitory laws, or 
laws In aid thereof, which it may deem 
advisable.

(e) Liability for -violating any liquor 
laws 111 force at the time of the adop­
tion of this amendment shall not be 
affect*-,! 'hip amendment, and all 
remedies, civil and criminal, for such 
violations shall be preserved.

Sec. 2- The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors for mem­
bers of the Legislature at an election 
to be held throughout the State of 
Texas on the fourth Saturday in May, 
being the twenty-fourth day thereof, 
A. D. 1919. At said election, the vote 
shall be by official ballot, which shall 
have printed or written at the top 
thereof in plain letters the words, ‘‘Of­
ficial Ballot.” Said ballot shall have 
also written or printed thereon the 
words, "For Prohibition,” and the 
words, “Against Prohibition.”

All voters favoring said proposed 
amendment shall erase the wotds 
"Against Prohibition” by making a 
mark through the same, and those op­
posing It shall erase the words, “For 
Prohibition,” by making a mark 
through the same.

All the provisions of the General 
Election Laws as amended and in 
force at the time of said election is 
held shall govern in all respects as to 
the qualifications of the electors, the 
method of holding such election, and 
all other respects, so far as such elec­
tion laws can be made applicable.

Sec. 3- The Governor of the State 
Is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for said election 
and to havq the same published as re­
quired by the Constitution and laws of 
this State.

Sec. 4- The sum of Five Thousand 
Dollars ($5,000.00), or so much thereof 
as may be necessary, is hereby appro­
priated out of any funds in the State 
Treasury, not otherwise appropriated, 
to defray the expenses of such procla­
mation and election.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO
THE STATE CONSTITUTION,

Giving the Legislature Power to Give 
or Lend, or Authorize the Giving or 
Lending, of the Credit of the State 
for the Purpose of Assisting Citi­
zens, Heads of Families, to Acquire 
or Improve Their Homes.
House Joint Resolution No. 19.

To amend Section 50, Article 3, of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas, 
to provide that the Legislature shall 
have power to give or lend, or au­
thorize the giving or lending, of tho 
credit of the State for the purpose 
of assisting citizens who are heads 
of families to acquire or improve 
their homes; authorizing the State 
to acquire. Improve, sell or lease 
real estate or assist such citizens to 
acquire or Improve their homes upon 
terms and conditions prescribed by 
the Legislature; authorizing the 
Legislature to create such agencies 
as may be necessary to carry out the 
purposes of this section; providing 
that obligations created under this 
section shall never be taxed; and 
providing that the Legislature shall 
have authority to provide a method 
of securing any deferred payments 
for lands purchased hereunder, and 
that such obligations shall bo se­
cured in addition to the usual liens 
by an annual assessment collected 
as a tax against the land; and pro 
viding that the Legislature shall 
have no power to relieve any person 
from any obligation entered into un­
der this provision or any statute en­
acted thereunder; and providing for 
the classification of lands acquired 
under this Act, and limiting acreage 
sold to any one person where lands 
are classed as agricultural.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1, That Section 50, of Ar­

ticle 3, of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas, be so amended that the same 
will read and hereafter be as follows: 

Sec. 50. The Legislature shall have 
no power to give or to lend, or to au­
thorize the giving or lending, of the 
credit of the State in aid of or to any 
person, association, or corporation, 
whether municipal or other, or to 
pledge the credit of the State in any 
manner whatsoever, for the payment 
of the liabilities, present or prospec­
tive, of any individuals, association of 
individuals, municipal or other cor­
poration, whatsoever, except that the 
Legislature shall have the power to 
give or to lend, or to authorize the 
giving or lending, of the credit of the 
State for the purpose of assisting na­
tive born or naturalized citizens who 
are heads o f families and v/ho will 
become in good faith actual occupants, 
to acquire or Improve their homes; 
and for this purpose the State is au­
thorized to acquire, improve, sell or 
lease real estate or assist such citi­
zens to acquire or Improve their homes 
upon such terms and conditions and 
in such manner and subject to such 
limitations as the Legislature may 
from time to time prescribe. Provided 
that no land shall be acquired by the 
State under the terms of this amend­
ment to the Constitution until the said 
lands are examined, and the value of 
said lands is appraised and ascertain­
ed as to its actual value for agricul­
tural purposes, by a ebrnmiagion here­
by authorized, composed of the Gov­
ernor, Attorney General, Land Com­
missioner, Comptroller of Public Ac­
counts and the State Treasurer; and 
their report shall be available to all 
prospective land purchasers. The Leg­
islature shall have authority to create 
by law such agencies as may be ffeem- 
ed necessary to effect the purposes 
of the Act. Obligations created under 
this section shall never be taxed, and 
the Legislature shall have authority 
to provide a method of securing de­
ferred payments for lands purchased 
hereunder, and in addition to the usual 
liens may secure the same by an an­
nual assessment collected as a tax 
against the land; provided, however, 
the Legislature shall have no power to 
relieve any person from any obligation 
entered into with the State under this 
provision or any statute enacted here­
under. The terms of this Act shall 
not apply, or be extended to any per­
son who is not a bona fide resident 
citizen of the State of Texas and who 
has not been such citizen at least two 
years prior to the extension of such 
aid, nor shall the terms of this Act 
ever be applied to any lands outside 
of the State of Texas. Provided fur­
ther that all land acquired by the State 
under the provisions of this section 
for which the State may lend its credit 
shall be classified as agricultural lands 
or otherw'ise, and if classified as ag­
ricultural lauds, then no more than 
200 acres shall bo sold to any one per­
son under the provisions herein.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors of the 
State of Texas at an election to be 
held throughout the State on the 24th 
day of May, A. D. 1919, at which elec­
tion all voters favoring said proposed 
amendment shall write or have print­
ed on their ballots the words: “ For 
the amendment to Section 50, Article

PROPOSED A M E N D M E N T T O  T H E

Senate Joint Resolution No. 7. 
Propo.siiig to amend Section 3, Article 

6, of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas so that it shall hereafter, in 
substance, provide that every per­
son, male or female, subject to no 
constitutional disqualifications, who 
shall have attained the age of twen­
ty-one years, and who shall be a 
citizen of the United States, and who 
shall reside in this State one year 
next preceding an election and the 
last six months within the district 
or county in which he offers to vote, 
shall be deemed a qualified elector; 
provided electors shall vote in the 
election precinct of their residence; 
declaring that the electors living In 
any unorganized county may vote at 
any election precinct in the county 
to which such county is attached for 
judlclttf purposes; providing that 
any vowr who is subject to pay a 
poll tax under the laws of the State 
of Texas shaR have paid said tax 
before he or ahe shall offer to vots 
at any election' in this St^e an I 
hold a receipt showing that poll U t 
has been paid before the first day ot 
February next preceding such elec 
tlon; declaring that if said voter 
shall have lost or misplaced such 
tax receipt, he or she shall be ec 
titled to vote, upon making affidavl 
that such tax receipt has been lost 
which affidavit must be in writing 
and left with the Judge of the elec 
tion. And declaring that all lawt 
now on the statutes relating to quali 
fied voters and governing and regu 
latlng elections shall apply to male 
and female voters alike; and all laws 
relating to elections shall remain in 
full force and effect until changed 
or modified by the Legislature, and 
declaring that this amendment tc 
the Constitution shall be self-enact­
ing.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1- That Section 2, of Article 

6, of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended so that hereafter 
said section shall read as follows, to- 
wit:

Section 2- Every person, male or 
female, subject to none of the forego­
ing disqualifications, who shall have 
attained the age of twenty-one years, 
and who shall be a citizen of the Unit­
ed States, and who shall have resided 
in this State one year next preceding 
an election, and the last six month» 
within the district or county In which 
he offers to vote, shall be deemed a 
qualified elector; and all electors shall 
vote in -the election precinct of their 
residence; provided, that electors liv­
ing in any unorganized county may 
vote at any election precinct in tht 
county to which such county is attach­
ed for judicial purposes; and provided 
further, that any voter who is subject 
to pay a poll tax under the laws of the 
State of Texas shall have paid said tax 
before he or she offers to vote at any 
election in this State and hold a re­
ceipt showing such poll tax paid be­
fore the first day of February next 
preceding such election. Or if said 
voter shall have lost or misplaced said 
tax receipt, he or she shall be entitled 
to vote upon making affidavit before 
any officer authorized to administer 
oaths that such tax receipt has been 
lost. Such affidavit shall be made in 
writing and left with the judge of the 
election. All laws now on the statutes 
of this State regulating and relating 
to qualified voters in both primary and 
general elections shall apply to and 
govern and regulate both male and fe­
male voters, and shall be in effect 
until such statutes are changed or 
amended by the Legislature. And this 
amendment to the Constitution shall 
be self-enacting without the necessity 
of further legislation.

Sec. 8- The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to the 
vote of the qualified electors for mem­
bers of tho Legislature at an election 
to be held for such purpose on the 
fourth Saturday in May, A. D. 1919, 
the same being the twenty-fourth day 
of said month; at said election, the 
votes shall be placed on an official 
ballot which shall have printed, or 
written, thereon the words, “ For the 
amendment to Section 2, Article 6, of 
the Constitution of the State of Texas, 
providing qualifications for male and 
female voters,” and also the words, 
"Against the amendment to Section 2, 
Article 6, of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas, providing qualifica­
tions for male and female voters.” All 
voters favoring this proposed constitu­
tional amendment shall erasq the 
words “Against the amendment to Sec­
tion 2, Article 6, of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas,” and those op­
posing it shall erase the words, "For 
the amendment to Section 2, Article 6, 
of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, providing qualification for male 
and female voters,” which said eres- 
urbs shall be made by making a mark 
with a pencil, or pen through said 
words. All ballots cast, as above pro­
vided, shall be counted as cast for or 
against a proposed amendment, and if 
a majority shall be for the amend­
ment it shall be declared adopted; if 
a majority of the votes cast shall be
against the amendment, said amend­
ment shall be lost.

Many Places Made Famaus Beceua# 

They Witnessed the Formal 
Ending of Wara.

In looking back on the war the 
names of many localities associated 
with peace treaties will be recalkfl. 
Amiens, that fell temporarily iii*o 
Gennan liands early in the war, wca 
the town where the treaty bearing 
its name, after being negotiated in 
London, was signed bet'UTeu Groat 
Britain, France, Holland and Spain, 
in 1802, and was the occasion when 
the Bourdon, the great bell in 
Bruges belfry was rung for the first 
time. Gateau is also famous for a 
treaty signed there. Cambrai of 
military fame going back centarioa 
from the Canadian capture, has al;o 
been the scene of se^ r̂al negotiated 
peace acts. The most curious 
what has come down to us in history’ 
68 the “ ladies’ peace,”  because the 
delegates who settled tho quarrel of 
peoples were Louisa of Savoy, moth­
er of the French King Francois I, 
and Margaret of Austria, aunt ot 
Charles V, emperor of Germany. 
Another interesting township with i  
peace history that was overrun by 
the Austrians when they made their 
break through at Caporette in th« 
autumn of 1J17, is Campo Fomio, 
not far from Udine. The treaty 
was between Napoleon and Austria, 
and was signed in 1797.
