Auto Registrations 
In Bailey County 

Bring In $8,355.71 
s  %%

Automobile registrations up to and 
including April 1, this year, brought 
Bailey county a total of $8,355.71, with 
$20.82 going to the State Treasurer, 
according to information given out at 
the office of Jim Cook, tax collector. 
The latter sum represents fees on 
chauffeurs’ licenses and automobile 
transfers. The former amount repre­
sents registrations on 861 motor ve­
hicles, divided as follows: passenger 

681, as compared with 788 regis­
tered by April 1st, last year; commer­
cial cars, 85, as compared with 118, 
last year; farm trucks, 95, as compared 
with 101 one year ago. This marks a 
sharp decline in registrations ovfer 
those of this date 1934. Under present 
ruling all sums collected up to $50,000 
on automobile registrations are re­
tained by the county for local purposes.

I t  is expected, however, tha t many 
registrations will be made following 
the date of April 1st, as has already 
been indicated since that time. These 
will include registration of cars not 
driven since April 1st, also automoibles 
acquired since that time, as well as 
those suffering penalties from having 
driven cars without license tags since 
the given date.

Total registrations in Bailey county 
for the year of 1934, including part- 
time license tags issued after January 
1st, 1935, are given as: passenger cars, 
988; commercial, 216; farm trucks. 154. 
These figures are larger than normal 
due to change in law requiring regis­
tration by April 1 instead of February 
1 of last year, giving license tags bought 
over a period of 14 months.

Persons driving automobiles without 
1935 license tags since April 1st are 
subject to fine, according to infor­
mation given out a t the tax collector’s 
office. If 1935 registration is not made 

cars driven after April 1st, fees will 
include a penalty of 20 per cent, 
cases where cars have not been driven 
since April 1st, and affidavit is re­
quired to the effect that such car has 
not been driven, the car owner 
ing cost of notary fees.

warning is being issued to all 
automobile owners and drivers not to 
drive cars without proper registration 
tags. Violators are subject to fine, 
and it is understood this law will be 
strictly enforced. Violations will be 
prosecuted by the State Highway patrol 
operating extensively in this section of 
the state.

Two and a half months of often bit­
ter struggle by Congress over the bill 
ended with a final approval by the 
Senate as darkness settled upon the 
Capitol. Just a little earlier, the House 
had given its endorsement amid shouts 
by Republicans that Congress was 
putting into the President’s hands an 
implement to assure reelection in 1936.

The votes ended a long row over the 
amount that should be spent for “di­
rect" labor of some $900,000,000 to be 
allotted for state projects. Senate con­
ferees a t first said a third should be 
spent that wal. Administration forces 
urged no retsriction. A conference 
committee of senators and represesta- 
tives agreed upon 25 per cent, with the 
President given leeway in deciding how 
this percentage should be divided be­
tween “direct” and “indirect” labor.

A swift flight by airplane took the 
golden-sealed, ribbon-decked bill to the 
President, now fishing in southern 
waters, for signature. Early announce­
ment frpm him of detailed plans for 
expending the fund was expected.

A board will be set up to handle the 
fund under the direction of the Presi­
dent. Likely members are Harry L. 
Hopkins, the relief administrator, 
Rexford G. Tugwell, undersecretary of 
Agriculture, Secretary Ickes aryl Rear 
Admiral Christian J. Peoples of the 
treasury procurement office.

The final vote by the Senate 
measure was 66 to 13. In the House 
the conference report had been ap­
proved 317 to 70.

The measure is designed to put 3,- 
500,000 employables now on relief rolls 
to work on eight major types of pro­
jects. It gives the President almost 
limitless power for two years, however, 
in using the fund.

IN 1200 GALLON 
IRRIGAT’N WELL
Will Sell  H o o t e r  to Men 

Adjoining Tract 
At Low Cost.

Wednesday of last week D. E. Cox 
brought in an irrigation well on his 20 
acre tract Just north of Muleshoe, the 
drilling being done by A. B. Hays of 
Littlefield. The well started produc­
ing a good flow of water on the outset, 
the remaining days of the week being 
devoted to development by pumping 
several carloads of sand out of the well, 
thus assuring a stead flow in the fut­
ure. The well, although not yet up to 
capacity flow, is expected to develop 
an output of 1,200 gallons per minute.

Immediately upon bringing the well 
in, a No. 10 Layne and Bowler two- 
stage verticie type centrifugal pump 
was installed, powered by a 15 horse­
power U. S. Electric motor. The motor 
and wiring were installed by Jno. T. 
O'Hearn and R. O. Anstad, represen­
tatives of Texas Utilities Co.

Mr. Cox, whose well has been s a- 
tegically located for the purpose, has 
made arrangements with owners of 
adjoining tracts to furnish them water 
from the well, and it is expected tha t 
others will sign for water, it being real­
ized that service of this kind may be 
obtained cheaper and more satisfac­
torily from one centrally located well 
than from several individually owned.

The lower strata of water was 
reached at a depth of 107 feet. The 
log of the drilling is given as follows: 
0 to 3 feet, soil; 3 to 28, caliche; 28 to 
29, water and sand; 29 to 68, caliche; 
68 to 70, blue clay; 70 to 107, sand.

West Texa 
s Today

The 1935 general* convention of the 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce will 
be held Monday-Tuesday-Wednesday, 
May 13-15, a t Plainvlew.

Plans are maturing on a half-doz- 
i fronts to make the convention not­

able, in the number of paid registra­
tions, number of towns represented, in 
color, and —most important—in quick­
ly getting to the heart of what West 
Texas needs most for its prosperity and 
development and in formulating a pro­
gram of work calculated to meet those 
needs. The organization’s 1935-36 
year, from convention to convention, 
then will be devoted to carrying out 
the program laid down as the member­
ship's mandate at Plainview.

The convention will major this year 
on the following three polntsi all fun­
damental in the life of West Texas: 

Taxation: A clear-cut program will 
be devised with the objective of obtain­
ing needed relief for the sorely pressed 
property-owner who pays 75 per cent 
of the taxes of Texas although hold­
ing only 33 1-3 per cent of its wealth. 
On an average, ad valorem or real 
estate taxes in this state total an an­
nual assessment of 3.75 per cent of the 
investment, and property is not ear: 
ing 3.71 per cent or anywhere near it.

Arthur P. Duggan of Littlefield, 
State senator, will be chairman of the 
taxation group conference. Duggan Is 
a member of the Senate’s tax program 
committee, considered one of its au­
thorities in the field of taxation.

Agriculture: In this group confer­
ence close examination will be made 
of the Bankhead bill for determination 
whether the West Texas Chamber 
should favor its continuance, with im­
portant changes, or favor its abandon­
ment altogether. The regional organ­
ization already is on record as oppos­
ing the acreage control feature and 
favoring domestic allotment instead.

Clifford B. Jones of Spur, former 
WTCC president, will be chairmai 
the Agricultural group conference.

Territorial Development: A trea t 
majority of problems will be considered 
by this group conference, with empha 
sis upon development of the Chamber’s 
soil erosion program, and the Brazos 
river and other developments.

Ray H. Nichols of Vernon, WTCC 
first vice-president, will be chairman 
of the Territorial Development group 
conference.

An unusual feature now in the plan­
ning is a Governor’s banquet, tenta­
tively set for Tuesday evening. May 
14th. Acceptance already has been 
given by James V. Allred, Governor of

Texas; and invitations have gone to 
the executives of New Mexico and 
Oklahoma. Presence of the Oklahoma 
governor, E. W. Marland, is considered 
virtually assured.

The two big convention contests, My 
Home Town and Poster, are open to 
entries, with indications that they will 
be larger than ever.

As to music, ten bands are expected 
with twice as many quartets and floor 
show attractions that will participate 
in the annual Revue. No. 1 band of 
course is Ralls’ New Deal Band under 
the director, Jimmie Thornhill, since 
it is the organization’s 1935 official 
band. Others-are expected from Lub­
bock. (two), Amarillo, Wichita Falls, 
Tulia, Anton, and other points.

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EVERY FARMER SHOULD EMPLOY 
MEANS TO STOP WIND EROSION 

SAYS COLLEGE FARM SPECIALIST
LUBBOCK, April 10-Means of con­

trolling wind erosion, many of which 
^  are in use on the college farms, accord­

ing to A. H. Leidlgh, dean of the Di­
vision of Agriculture at Texas Tchno- 

• logical college, should be employed now 
by every farmer. By cultivating when 
enough moisture Is in the ground the 
granular surface mulch is less conduc­
tive to erosion than the powdery mulch 
during dry weather and the character 
and size of the clods or projectors 
catch the drifting particles of soil.

But when the soil is unusually dry 
some measures may be employed when 
cultivating that are less likely to fur­
ther soil erosion. Some of these con­
trols of wind erosion used when till­
age operations produce a powdery sur­
face mulch instead of a granular mulch 
include the retention of original sod, 
use of windbreaks, late spring list­
ing, rotation of crops, only occasional 

y  removal of com stalks, or other plant 
residues, use of manure, strip farming, 
and center furrowing.

Wind erosion preventatives for soil 
tha t is of finer structure include: the 

^  leaving of occasional rows of milo or 
•  other grain sorghum uncut across the 

field; the planting of two or three 
heavily seeded rows of milo across 
wheat fileds and other open land; 
the careful use of the lister on blow 
lands following a rain, and center­
furrowing.

I n ' many cases under present con­
ditions of supply and demand for 
agricultural products, it is apparent 
tha t limited acres of blow soils in some 
regions might just as well not be in 
cultivated crop. The problem of get­
ting the land back into grass is very 
difficult on account of low rainfall. 
Mere abandonment of cultivation will 
not serve to solve this problem. Per­
haps th e  best approach to a solution

is first to create narrow strips of crop 
residues across the field such as may 
be secured by leaving sorghums after 
they have ripened. Between these 
areas, If good tillage is practiced, Buf­
falo grass may be started on the heav­
ier soils, and on lighter soils Sudan 
grass of millet may be seeded and then 
the land abandoned with this ripened 
crop left to form the fallen plant resi­
dues and stubble.

In the southern part of the Great 
Plains about the only grass that car 
be readily grown is Andropolgen Sac- 
charrldes, which is at native preen- 
nial grass found in large amounts on 
abandoned land in all of the Texas 
Panhandle. This grass has been very 
successfully planted from the seed at 
Texas Technological college, and is un­
doubtedly going to be one of the best 
plants for re-seeding purposes, ac­
cording to Dean Leidigh.

C. Wouldn't it be a strange circum­
stance if a little thing like the soy bean 
should lead the nation out of the 
depth of depression to the hilltops of 
recovery? Yet, when complete recovery 
comes and we are able to look back on 
the depression as past history, it may 
be through some simple little system 
that no one thought about in the year 
when it was needed most.

Right now the soy bean is in the 
limelight and newspapers and maga­
zines are devoting much space to it. 
Few Bailey county citizens know this 
comparatively new product of the soil, 
though it found its way to this country 
from China a good many years ago. 
A little pellet, it has now been found to 
possess as much versatility as an egg. 
It goes into the manufacture of autos, 
and Henry Ford plants hundreds of 
acres to soy beans annually. It makes 
an oil for salad, is used for stock food, 
it supplements linseed oil In paints and 
varnishes and is used in the manu­
facture of linoelum and rubber goods. 
Soy bean flour is used in adulterating 
sausage, for it has a high content of 
protein and the nutritive substance of 
meat. In fact, these are but a few of 
the scores of uses to which the soy 
can be put.

Agricultural experts declare farmers 
would do well to devote some of their 
best land to beans rather than putting 
them on clay knobs or sandy knolls, 
the increased yield would pay them 
for the use of their better land, al­
though If properly inoculated they 
would do as well as any ether crop on 
lighter and less fertile soils. Yields of 
45 bushels an acre are not uncommon, 
and there Is always a ready market at 
a good price.

State Health Official 
Issues Warning On 
Typhoid Fev&r Germ m. %  ■ .

AUSTIN, April 10—A warning against 
the hitch-hiking germ of typhoid 
fever has just been issued by Dr. John 
W. Brown, State Health officer. They 
must catch a ride from an infected per­
son to the well person; this is gener­
ally accomplished by wafer, milk, flies, 
fingers, or food. Every case is con­
tracted by way of the mouth and diges­
tive system.

A carrier is a person, who has had 
typhoid fever a t some time and who 
even after recovery carries the germs 
of the disease in the urine and dis­
charge of the bowels. Carriers who 
are careless in their personal habits 
are likely to infect any food they 
handle with unwashed hands. Some 
of the most serious and far-reaching 
out-breaks of the disease have been 
caused by drinking milk or eating 
foods that have been handled by car­
riers. Persons may be carriers with­
out knowing it.

Typhoid fever is unnecessary and 
preventable. Every case is due either 
to community negligence or to the ig­
norance or carelessness of some indi­
vidual. Persons planning a vacation 
or trip where sanitation may not be 
rigidly enforced should protect them­
selves against this disease by being 
vaccinated. Three inoculations with 
typhoid vaccine, a week apart, are all 
that is necessary to secure protection 
for this disease for two years. The 
purity of water, milk, or food cannot 
be judged by looking at it so the best 
thing to do is to play safe and have 
your physician protect you.

The new church structure, erected 

over the basement used for services by 
the Baptist congregation for a period 
of ten years, v/as erected at a cost of 
approximately $2,500. Higginbotham- 
Bartlett Company, this city, was In 
charge of construction. The structure 
is a frame, finished on the outside with 
drop-siding, having a shingle roof. The 
ground dimensions are 50x62 feet, ex­
tending forward over the basement 12 
feet. Walls are 12 feet in height. The 
building Is painted white with the roof 
being finished with green shingle stain.

The structure was erected wth a view 
to an extension on the rear and brick 
veneering should the congregation see 
fit in the future.

The church auditorium was construc­
ted with an inclined floor leading down 
to a rostrum which Is 14 feet wide, ex 
tending across the width of the build­
ing. In the rostrum is a sunken bap­
tistry and a stairway at the extreme 
rear leading down to the basement. 
Woodwork and wainscoting of the aud­
itorium is finished in natural color, 
the walls of sheetrock are painted 
cream, while the ceiling of Celotex 
material, which is light grey in color, 
will be left natural for accoustic pur­
poses. The new building also has two 
rooms at the entrance which were de 
signed for pastor's study and secre 
tary's room. Also, an awning which 
• nrmonlzes with the building scheme 
: avers the front entrance. Two ground 
entrances on the front lead down t< 
the basement.

Plans are now in progress for a ded 
ication service at an early date, prob. 
ably using a visiting minister as prin 
cipal speaker. Immediately after dedi­
cation it is hoped plans may be carried 
out for partitioning the basement level 
of the building for Sunday school pur­
poses, a need which brought about the 
erection of a church building at this 
time.

Rev. Butler, Far well, 
Gives Lecture Here 
On Holy ̂ Land Trip

Of unusual interest to Muleshoe 
church-going folk was the lecture Sun­
day night delivered at the Methodist 
church by Rev. R. L. Butler, pastor 
of the M. E. church of Farwell, who 
last month returned from an extensive 
c: uise to old world countries. A large 
a ttendance from both the Baptist and 
Methodist congregations attended. Rev. 
J. F. Luker, local Methodist pastor, oc­
cupied Rev. Butler's pulpit at Farwell 
in his absence.

Rev. Butler's extensive trip abroadj 
covered 15,000 miles of travel wherein 
he visited 15 nations on four conti­
nents. In his preliminary statements 
he said that European conditions were 
tragic—more than we realize— t h a t : 
war clouds are hanging over Europe I 
creating precarious conditions.

Appearing on the rostrum attired in I 
the Beudon costume of the Arab, com- | 
monly worn around Jerusalem, Rev. j 
Butler first generalized upon his visit i 
to the ancient world, recounting a j 
storm on the Mediterranean seas prob- ; 
ably similar to that experienced by the j 
Apostle Paul on his journey as captive j 
to Rome. Following this he told of 
Ancient Egypt, his visit to the pyra- j 
mids, the fertility of the valley of the 
Nile, and the decided cotrasts that | 
now exist between the ancient and the j 
modern In that cradle of civilization, j 

The main body of the lecture cen­
tered about Bible lore and the land of 
the nativity of Jesus of Nazareth. He 
painted vividly his visits to Nazarteh, 
the Sea of Galilee, Jacob’s well, the 
Jordan river, Jerusalem and Jericho, 
pointing out the significant facts that 
exist in than land today which bear out 
the authenticity of Bible narratives.

Rev. Butler stated In his lecture that 
the Zionist movement of the Jews now 
on to occupy that ancient world is on 

dead earnest—that 165,000 Jews in­
habited that country In 1927 and now 
they number 400,000., He stated that 
the Jews were dominating Industry tn 
that land and were In fair position to 
reclaim It, much to the chagrin of the 
Arab.

Following the lecture Rev. Butler dis­
played a collection of souvenirs brought 
back from his travels. Of interest a- 
mong them were an alabaster repro­
duction of an Egyptian pyramid, stones 
picked up over the Holy land, and spec­
imens of water from the river Jordan 
and Jacob's well.

Interest is steadily growing in the 
recently organized band for the City 
of Muleshoe under the capable direc­
tion of W. K. Sherer, resident director.

cent reduction had been made for 
shrinkage. The average cost per 
pound of raising the calves, as given 
by J. B. Waide, Jr., Bailey county farm 
agent, was $34.60 each, making a cost 
per pound of 8.4 cents on original pur­
chase and feeding of stock. Profits 
shown averaged 3.7 cents per pound 
on the calves.

Calves for the project were furnished 
f Texas A. M. college, College Sta­

tion, from stock selected for that pur­
pose, a t a cost of $25.00 each to the 
boys. The Bailey county project was a 
part of a program of 4-H club work 
over the state, hooking up with a na t­
ional program of work of this type.

The 4-H clubs had their inception in 
1914, according to County Agent Waide, 
being created by the Smith-Lever Act 
of Congress. Since the passage of the 
act, several millions of farm boys and 
girls have been engaged in 4-H club 
work. As club members these boys and 
girls pledge themselves to carry out a 
farm or home enterprise, using the 
best practices developed by the State 
Agricultural colleges and the United 
States Department of Agriculture. 
Under the supervision of State and 
county extension agents, they under­
take voluntarily to teach themselves,

their friends, and their neighbors by 
actual demonstrations the value of such 
practices. In so doing they have made 
a genuine and substantial contribution 
to the improvement of American farm 
life.

The term 4-H signifies the four 
things which must be trained by the 
boy and girl to insure success in club 
undertakings—head, heart, health and 
hands. The mind, or head, of the boy 
and girl must be trained to think, plan, 
and reason, and the heart to be kindly 
and sympathetic toward the work and 
toward associates, so that all may work 
together; the health must be improved 
and kept good for efficiency and enjoy­
ment; and the hands must be trained 
to be skillful. The symbol of the 4-H 
club is the foUr-leaf clover containing 
an H on each leaflet, the clover signi­
fying the purpose for which the first 
clubs were created—soil conservation.

The scope of the 4-H club work is 
wide and vaired, covering practically 
every farm and farm life activity. Each 
succeeding year has seen an increase 
in the importance of farm boys and 
girls in the introduction of improved 
methods and practices. Last year in 
Bailey county only five boys entered- 
4-H club work, the result being the 
beef show in Muleshoe and consequent 
entry in the Lubbock show of three of 
the boys and realization of financial 
profit. This year, however. County 
Agent Waide expects an enrollment of 
40 boys in six projects they being a 
crop project, beef calf project, dairy 
calf project, poultry project, pig pro­
ject and lamb feeding project.

Ages for boys eligible to enter 4-H 
clubs are 10 to 18 years, Inclusive. With 
the arrival of the Home Demonstra­
tion agent here Monday, it is expected 
that projects for women and girls will 
be offered.

may be taken into the rural program. 
Under this plan, all outright grants of 
relief will cease and aid to rural clients 
will be only on a loan basis. Relief of­
ficials will require a first lien on the 
tenant’s share of the crop in order to 
assure repayment of credit advances.

Relief officials anticipated little dif­
ficulty in obtaining waivers because 
in most instances relief organizations 
have already granted subsistence to the 
client throughout the winter and in 
some cases subsisitence need have been 
granted for an even longer period. The 
relief organization will not be respon­
sible for relief tenants whose land­
lords refuse to sign waiver agreements.

Congressman Mahon 
Introduces Bill To 
Create New District

Congressman George Mahon intro­
duced a bill in the House of Represen­
tatives Monday providing for the cre­
ation of a new Federal Judicial District 
for West Texas. The district is out­
lined to include those counties which 
have made up the Amarillo, Lubbock, 
San Angelo and Abilene division of the 
Northern District of Texas.

A study of the conditions of the 
courts for the Northern District re­
veals that the four divisions in the pro­
posed new district are from six to 12 
months behind with their work. With 
a new Judge resident in the territory 
Included in the new district, the liti­
gants will have the advantage of 
venience and the efficiency of the 
court should be greatly improved.

In commenting on the bill, Mr. Ma­
hon said: "It is unfair for the people 
of West Texas to be compelled to travel 
all the way to Dallas or Fort Worth to 
contact a Federal Judge. This is often 
true when injunctions or special or­
ders are sought. The three present 
judges of the Northern District reside 
in Fort Worth or Dallas. I believe that 
the court can well be justified on the 
basis of service rendered to the people 
of this vast area.”

Emergency Crop and 
Feed Loan Requests 
Now Being Received

Field supervisor ''"carl Hill of the 
Emergency Crop and Feed Loan office 
at Dallas, states tha t applications for 
emergency crop loans and feed loans 
are now being received by the Bailey 
county loan committee, Mrs. L s  
Barron, secretary, with offices located 
at the court house, Muleshoe.

In accordance with the Act of Con­
gress authorizing the loans, and regu­
lations issued by Governor W. I. Myers 
Farm Credit administration, loans 
will be made only to farmers who are 
irnable to obtain elsewhere seed, fer- 
tilizers supplies, feed or the necessary 
credit to purchase such items. Loans 

be made to applicants who can 
obtain credit in the amount needed 
from any other source, including the 
production credit association.

Any farmer who has the necessarv 
security should apply to the produc­
tion credit association first. If the as- 
sociation is unable to make liim a  loan 
in the amount needed the farmer will 
receive a statement to that effect and 

considered eligible to apply for 
a from the emergency fund.

The regulations provide th a t the 
largest loan to one farmer this year is 
6500 and the minimum $10, but no loan 
may be made in an amount greater 
than is actually needed to cover the 
cash cost of purchasing seed, fertilizer 
supplies, feed, etc. Loans will be made 
for the purpose of growing and har­
vesting crops, for summer fallowing
