Count Henry IV
f Luxemburg was elected to that po-
sition in 1308 as Henry VIL Luxem-
curg later came under the control of
Surgundy and then feli successively
to Spain, Austria and the first French
~epublic. It remained under the sov-
reignty of the king of the Nether-
ands from 1815 to the accession of
Jueen Wilhelmina in 1800, when the
sxistence of the Salie law—that anti-
‘feminist outbhurst of the old warrlor
“ranks—brought the grand duke of
Nas=au to the throne,

Even while the king of the Nether-
lands was sovereign of Luxemburg, it
vas 4 tember of the Cerman confed-
aration, with the ¢ity of Luxemburg
zarrvisvned by Prussian soldiers.

The
matier was compromised by an agree-
ment for the withdrawal of the Ger-
man troops, and the demolishment of
the fortifications of the city of Luxem-
burg. se strong that the fortress wuas
known as “the Gibraltar of the North.”
In addition the grand duchy was set
up as an independent state with its
neutrnlity guaranteed, like that of Bel-
gium, by the powers. This guarantee |
wax one of the “scraps of paper” of
1014,

During the World war Luzemburg
was practically a prisoner to Germany.
but because the inhabitants did not
resigt, the Germans treated them with
a certain degree of consideration. wa;
sympathies of the people were with
“rance, however, snd several thousand |
Luxemburgians served with the tri-
color. This popular sywmpathy for
France and the bhelief that the relgn-
ing Grand Duchess Marle Adelaide,
had pro-German leanings made her un-
popular. After the armistice brought
ahout the retirement of the Germans,
a bioodless revolution broke out, and
Luxemburg added another to its iong
list of sovereignties by being a repub-
lic for a few brief hours, Conserva-
tive elements brought about the abdi-
cation of the grand duchess in favor
of her sister Chuarlotte, the present
ruler, and by Hberalizing the consti-
tution,  Marie Adelaide has entered a
convent and become a Carmelite nun.

BRUSSELS: CAPITAL CITY
CF iHE LAND OF THE
LOOM

Brussels, conspicunous during the
war, agaln became a center of world
attention with the meeting there of
the international financial congress.

Brussels’ fume rests partly on pop-
ular wisapprehen ®.ns,

Its name is. linked with a carpet
that is not made there, and also with
a catliedral which. properly speaking,
is not a cathedral at all but a church—
that of St. Gudule.

out evern after deducting this much
from Brussels’ credit. enough remains
to give it a foremost place among
world capitals. Were the romantic
adventures of the city cast into a
“movie” seenario, the title might ac-
“curately be “From Swamp Dweiling to
Petit Paris.”

The seventh century vllln"e on the
Senne, near the center of what now is
Belgium, was called Brueselle, liter-
ally “swamp dwelling,” with descrip-
tive intent. The genius of a people
for making much of meager physical
circumstances fully warrants the nick-
name often given the modern: city of .
parks. boulevards, art galleries and a
famous university. I

Suffering was no new experience for
Brussels. More than three centuries
earlier its great squure had seen Count |
Egmont and Count Born walk to the
scaffold. as the former recited the fif-
ty-first Psalm. and a little later both
heads were displayed to the assembled |
multitude on iron spikes. More grue-
some still, both heads finally were
bhoxed and’ sent to Philip Il of Spain
sa that latter-day Herod might exult
at another victory over his northern
subjects.

Though the Brussels carpet of mod-
ern times is not made in Belgium.
Brussels was paid a deserved tribute
in its naming. for when it first was
manufactured at Wilton, England, the.

‘ way all over the e¢ivilized world,

product was potterred afier thie tan-
estries for which Brusseis wag famous
for centuries.

in addition to its weaving ‘Brussels
cainadrenown for its lacemaking, &nd
its needle-made laces still find their
in-
cluding & considerable quantity to the
United Staces. The fenunine culture
of feudal times sought to express in
the delicate designs “of filmy fabric
what men wrought in the lace-like
architecture of its cathedrals.

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MEXICO CITY: THE ROME
OF THE AMERICAS

“In all the wodld one cannot find
& Inore 1emalkuble apital than Mex-
ieo. City,” says Wiltinul Jowph Sho-
Cwalter; in a communication te the Na-
tional Geographic soclety,

“*Situated
is a mile and a haif above the Tevel
of the sea, and whose borders ure sur-
rounded by towering mouumins. lo-
cated where: the beautiful’ \’rolcunoes,
Popocatepetl  and lxtucuhuatl rear
snow-capped heads above the plain and
stand eterbal guard over it, its situ-
ation Is one of rare beauty, em.d grand-
ceur. Its climate Is mild, the teurper-
ature ranging frow 35 to 70 degrees,
with a-mean of 65 degrees. No man
sleeps without a hlnnke;}-,«in Mexico
City, nor needs an overcoat at midday.

the Mexican valley were extensive and
the barges of the Aztecs sailed unin-
terruptedly from ;iﬁe gates of Chapul-
tepec 1o Ixtapalapa. A darge humber
of canals intersected the anclent me-
tropolis of Tenochtitlan and gonnect-
ed with the lakes in the suburbs, mak-
ing it a sort of new world Venice.

“In 1607 the (elehra(ed Portuguese
engineer Martinez undertook to drain
the Valley of Metuq by cutting a

canal through “"the. mountains. The
work, however, was largely a failure,

since it drained only one small lake
and an unimportant river, Iea\lnt'
lakes Texcoco and Chalco still perpet-
ual menaces’ to thesgity.

“Mexico City is the most complete
mixture of the ancient and the modern
to be found in the new world. = The
oid city might date anywhere from the
tenth century, from ' its appearance.
The new city is ultra modern, and you
step from the sixteenth to the twen-

. tieth century by walking across the

street.

“The paxade ground of Mexico City
is ‘the - Avenida de San Francisco.
This  short” street extends from the
Me\(ean. White House to the Alameda,
and is only about 24 feet trom curb
to curd: Here. at the approach of twi-
light, eﬂ\'@ry smart equipage in the cap-
ftal comes, ‘Down the one stde of the
street and, 111?' the other side maves the
:prooession at-a slow walk, while ev-
erybody looks at everybody else.

HOW GEOGRAPHY SHAPES
ITALY'’S DESTINY

ftaly's peculiar geographic posifion
always has been one of the chief
sources of  the cpuntry’s remarkable
individuality—an individuality marked
by its political and economic course
since the Grmistice was signed. Ar-
thur Stanley Riggs, writing to the Na-
tional Geographic society in this re-
gard, says:

“From the beginning Nature set It-
aly apart. Every boundary is perfect-
1y clear. The historic sea enfolds it
to the south, east and west. On the
north the terrific Alps sweep around
it in a great semicircle from Mediter-
ranean to Adriatic, closing the circuit.

“To be sure, from the time of Au-
ggiﬂu‘s’the bhoundary of each side of
nagthern Italy has been juggled, now
t(;‘{h.é east, now to the west, by poli-
tics: but the physical boundary is still
do‘ﬂnltefy there. So thoroughly did
the ancient chroniclers recognize these
natural limits that long before the
name of Italy had any politieal sig-
nificance or entity the writers applied
it to the country thus inclosed. The
peninsula, with its tremendous Apen-
nine backhene, makes a huge boot
which thrusts out practically into the
center of the great midland sea.

Necessarily, then, Italy was exposed
to attack sasnd invasion frem three
sides. Indeed, it was the invading, or
rather coionizing., Greek who combined
with the aborigine to form the pop-
ulation that stocked the peninsula.
Taken in a smaller way. geographical
site or position exercised no less dis-
finet an effect upon some of the fore-
most Italian cities; and in shaping
their affairs and men it also influenced
the entire world. \

_ sleepy towm, sprawled lazily beyond
the bay and the wharves of the river
Pasig, which bisects it. Its streets
were quiet and almost deserted at
times, Iits suburbs shady and pretty,
and a general air of “manana” per-
vaded its atmosphere,

Today its estimated population
equals that of Jersey City, Indjanap-
ells or Kansas City; the river is alive
with launches and vessels of every
description, ineluding the houseboats
of a literally floating population of
fifteen thousand; and through its port
it sends yearly to other countries near-
1y & hundred imillion dollars’ worth of
hemp, sugar, copra, tobacco and other
comodities.

A unique sight in Manila is the Pace
eemetery, which at present has fallen
into disuse. It is compowred of two con-
centric walls about six feet thick,
honeycombed with holes just large
enough for a coffin. In the olden days
L.-qe were leased for perlods of five
JOars.

WHAT’S IN THE NAME
“AMERICA”

Milljons sing “America”; compara-
tively few know the origin of the
name. - Its history and its symbolism
are described {n a communication to
the National Geographic society by
John H. Finley as follows:

*‘America’—a name that was first
heard on the planet, or at any rate
first put on a printed page, according
to the best authorities, in the village
of St. Die, among the Vosges moun-
tains in the east of France, often call-
ed the baptismal font of America, -

“On a pllgrimage to this valley of
the Vosges some years ago, I found
still standing the cloisters where the
scholars had lived who wrote ‘The In-
troduction to Ptolemy’s Cosmography’
—the book in which it was suggested

that the name ‘America’ be given to |
the ‘newly-discovered fourth continent.

—and who“prepared the now famous
map on which the emerging continent
was identified. There, too, I found
the site of the old printing shop, and
the house itself in which the printer,
Jean Basin, had lived.

“At the beginning of the war the
Germans had occupied it, and in 1017
their guns looked dewn upon it from
the ‘blue line of the Vosges.' The
cloisters, close under the mountains,
I found in a recent and second pil-
grimage had not been damaged, but
there were many houses that had been
destroyed by shell or by ,wanton fire,

ing.
“Europe could not readily forget the

geography of its Infancy and child- |

hood, but America began from (ts God-
fearing settlement with an astronomy
of infinite distances, with a geography
partaking of the sky as well as of the
sea and land.

“As there was no feudal! system of
soclety for America to unlearn, be-
ginning as it did:with the ‘compact’

and ‘constitutional,’ so there was no ¢

physical theory of the universe for it
to abandon. It was democratic and
Copernican from its first national con-
pciousness. :
