I t  is siUply a matter of 
yhemistr}". d’he rqison coal smokes 
i s . i t  contains too many carbohy­
drates. By giving -t a bath of hy­
drogen omt recov" '’>er cert of
some stuff much lilce gasoline. The 
rest is smokeless fuel. In Germany 
during the Tfar the people were not 
allowed to burn coal nntil it had 
gone through this process.

According to j\Ir. j\Ionett yon 
should build your fire on top of the 
coal in your stove or furnace, and 
not imd«rneath. The old way does 
not give the gas in the coal a chance 
to burn. Place the coal, one layer 
directly on the grate, he says, then 
start your kindling on top of that. 
The gas which comes out of the 
coal is ignited by the flame as it 
rises and yon get a maximum heat 
in seven and one-half minutes. The 
other way one le.̂ es a large part of 
the 45 per cent of gas the coal con­
tains.

CANADA'S W«iR RECORDS.

All documents (onnected with the 
financial administration of Canada’s 
army overseas have been taken to 
Ottawa from Loidon, wliere this 
branch of the co'-ntry’s war work 
was conducted as a separate depart­
ment. Disbursements by the over- 
.seas paymaster general amounted to 
approximately $100,000,000, and 
the vouchers supjorting this liuge 
expenditure have been lodged in 
safe custody in the militia depart­
ment in Ottawa. There are more 
than 95,000,000 vouchers, 20,000,- 
000 acquittance rolls supporting 
payments to soldiers, in the field and 
in England and more than 5,000,- 
000 checks. Approximately 1,800 
packing cases were required to ship 
the documents to Canada, occupy­
ing a cubic space of 1,500 feet and 
wemhing about 300 tons.

ADOPT GREGORIAN CALENDAR.

Soviet Enssia has officially adopt­
ed the Gregorian calendar for civil 
purposes and the .same step has been 
taken by most of the Baltic states 
made up of territory of the former 
Russian empire. . I'he Gregorian or 
‘Y.ew style” calendar also is coming 
into more general use in Asia due to 
the commercial penetration of 
Western countries. As a result of 
the great war, directly or indirect­
ly, the world is now closer than at 
any time in its history to having a 
single, astronomically correct sys­
tem of measuring time.

I cou ldn’t  cling 
u p  th e re  fo rever— and Dun won’t come 
h ack .”

She w as  whol>r u nab le  to  gain on 
th e  fire. Only by d int of  th e  most 
h e a r t -b reak in g  toll w as  she able  to se­
c u re  any  dry  fuel fo r  It a t  all.
