KIACHOW:- THE FIUME
> OF CHINA !

 Kiachow, China, swvas-selzed by Ger-.
,many in 1897 and ‘captured by the!
Japanese when the latter entered the
World war in 1914, Its permanent
disposition has been the subject of
wide discussion, especially in the Uni-
ted States because of our historic
friendship with both China and Ja-
pan. Now .dispatehes .state that a
Japanese -representative- at the first
meeting of the League of Nations an- |
mounced that his country is ready to

+ prepare for: the transfer of this ter-

“ritory 'back -to China. >

IFoltowing the murder of two Ger-
‘man missionaries in 1897, Germany
empioyed her retaliatory seizure’ of
Kiachow as a means of obtaining an
indemnity and a 99-year -lease on
Tsingtau and the bay of Kiachow. She
gave the name of Kiaehoyf to. the en-
tire German concession, which-is not
to be confused with the nearby clty
of the same name. The toncession.in-’
cludes the German-bulit city of Tsing-
tau, outlying towns, and the -bay,
which has a narrow eutlet iuto the Yel-
low sea on the west C()uat of theéu‘ov-
ince of Shantung.

Tsingtau illustrates aptly Gerwany’s
pre-war, methods of getting a torelgn
foothold in anticipation of her dream
of worlid dominatien, The setting of
this effort lay in-a preovinee conspicu-
ous in Chinese history for 4,000 yeats,
and revealing traces of pre-Chinese
“inbabitants. For Shantung was the
birthplace and teaching fleld both of
Confucius and Mencius. There also
the Boxer'movement first was dnrected
agalnst foreigners.

But the harbor of Kiachow, appar-
ently, interested the Germans more
than 'hlstory. It is considered one of
' the best along the Chinese coast, and
to have a stronger natural defense
than Port Arthur,

Back of the city rise hills as high
as 1.000 feet and a range GO0 feet
high dominates the harbor. This range
was utilized by the Germans for forts
where jthey mounted powerful Krupp
guns, commanding every point of land
and sea approach. When the Germans
completed their defenses Tsingtau was
considered one of the most strongly’
fortified ports on the globe.

All this protection was not to be
afforded a fishing village and a none’
too busy harbor. Natives were per-
suaded to move, and the lessors built

Tsingtau. They also renamed this
city: eatiing it Ching-tao, but the older
pams elung to it.

Streets were laid out, and given
German- names. German banks, Ger-
man industries, including breweries
and German holels were established.
No other poztoffice than the German
one was permdtted to handle foreign
mail. -

Germany ot only obtained indemni-
ties and the 193 square miles area
and bay described, but mining and
railway councessions.

'In the two years since the end of
hostilities in the World war, the coun-
tries suffering most from the conflict

‘ have been importing steel {o the ex-

tent that their finances will permit;
for this substance is needed to patch
the industrial injuries inflicted by the
war. Some of the important methods
employed in the making of steel are
described in the following. commani-
cation to the National Geographfe

society, by William Joseph Showalter: :

“An open-heartli furnace looks a
good deal like an ordinary bake-oven;

! but when one looks in through the

water-cooled door, a vast difference
appears. Instead of pans of fra-|
grant, fat loaves of baking bread,
there is an imposing pool of fiery lig-
uid as bright as the filament of a
high-power tungsten lamp, so dazziing |
that it can be examined with safety |
to the eyes only by those using col- |
oredr glasses. Tinted here andathere
with streaks of soft blue and dainty
pink, it looks like melted stick candy.

“In preparing a battery of open-|..
hearth furnaces for a charge, finely- L

ground dolomite is shoveled in first.
This melt§ like glass and fills up all |
.cracks amd  crannies caused by the
po“ erful heat of the precedihg charge.
Then a Iit'tle ‘train rolls up before gthe
l)atterv and an electric crate dulips
box after box of scrap metal from the
‘wcam into the furnaces. Off some dis-
tance is a great steel tank lined with
firebrick and full of liguid pig metal.
“When the scrap has melted and the
contents of the cauldron are cooked
enough; when the impurities hme
beéen driven out and.tolled away, me
flery broth is ‘seascned,’ as it were
with the proper amount: of ca'bon
spiegel; ferromanganese, tungsten, fer-|
rosilicon, vanadium, or
yecessary to give the desired char-
acter to the resulting steel.
“Then comes the tapping of the fur-
nacae. - An electric crane lifts a great!
ladle into position, a workman jams|
a crowbar through a clay-plugged hele;
at the base, and out flows the fr'esa-
zie(i,strewu into the ladle. The siag
vises to the tep.-like o!l on water and
overflows, congealing on the outside

of the ladle. Then the big crane pleks

x

up the ladle, swings it over to the
pouring platform. where-it, in its turn,
is tapped and its purified fluid run
off into molds. i

“Great care has to be taken in han-
dlipg these‘ladles, for the presence of
a few drops of moisture when the
hot metal is poured into' one might
cause an explosion and loss of life.
Just before they receive the molten
metal the ladles are heated nearly |
white hot in order that the steel or.
iron may not chill in them.

“Ags fast as they are filled the ladles
are swung out over the ingot molds
and the liquid stecl is run into them
and allowed to epol and take its solid
form. It is as if water were poured
into molds ‘and set in a refrigerating
machine to freeze into blocks of ice.
The only difference is that the ‘freez-
ine’ noint of steel’is away, above the
boiling point of ‘water.

“There are two other important
types of steel furnaces—the crucible
furnace and the electrie furnace. In
both of them the idea is to keep all
hurtful gases g_nd other fmpurities out
and to regulate the addition of alloys
and oxygen destroyers to a nicety. In
a cruciple furnace the metal is placed
in graphite clay pots, covers are put
over them, and the pots subiected to
great heat.  Silica%is gradually ab-
sorbed out of the clay in the pots and
transformed into silicon by coming
fnto contaet with the earbon in the
stecl. The, silicon in its turn absorby
the oxygen and thus qgiets the froth-
ng. foaming contentsgdof the kettle.

_“The electric furnage acts*in much
the same way. lts heat being so pure

the steel in covered pots to keep out
gases and other impurities. An eiec-

tric arc, established between huge
electrodes and the surface of the

slag, produces the heat in such a
furnace. By varying the materials
used in the formation of the slag any
impurity cgp be worked off and the
glowing steel left as pure as erystal.
The alloys are then mixed with the
steel and it is made fit for any use
desired. It is drawn off into ladles
and poured into ingot molds. where
it hardens, ready to be worked up’in-
to those things that constitute the last
word in fine steel.” ki

FINGER PRINTS.

The French have hit npon a new
idea for the making of finger prints.
Instead of rubbing the finger-ends
with ink and making impressions
upgn paper, the X-ray is used.

The finger is first dusted wath &
fine powder of bismuth, and then an
X-ray picture is taken of it. The
picture shows not only the ridgad
convolutions of the skin texture but
also the terminal hones of the digit.

These bones are not-exactly alike
in any two human beings and thus
identification is rendered much
essier.—Philadelphia Ledger.
