Tombs May Shed Light <
on African History

A Bearch for the secret tombs 
of savage African chiefs is to be 
made shortly by Dr. Clement 1̂. 
Doke, the chief lecturer in Bantu 
studies at tlte University of the 
Witwutersrand, Johannssburg.
- Thc«e tombs are hidden in the 

Ijamba territories in northern liho-. 
desia, and tlieir sites are known to 
no white men and to only a few 
privileged members of the Lamba 
people themselves. The tombs are 
said to house a remarkable collec­
tion of war weapons of the past.

It was while Doctor Doke was a 
missionary there some years ago 
that he heard of the existence of the 
secret graves. An old native told 
him that they were the sacred prop­
erty ,of the tribe and that trustees 
from among the most respected 
members of the tribe were appointed 
from time to time to devote .their 
lives to the task of watching over 
tjie tombs. '
■■'Doctor Doke intends to make a 
study of the Lamba philology and 
phonetic's in conjunction with his 
search for the graves, and he is 
taking with him a dictaphone, with 
which he will record speech, songs 
and folklore. Three weeks will be 
spent in the course of his investi­
gations, in a journey with native 
carriers through little-known coun­
try.—New York Herald.

Con­
struction of the first dam, however, 
would be an appreciable industrial 
asset, giving 350,000 liorse power.

Residents of Vallejo, Calif.  ̂ bs 
well as gobs at the Mare Island navy 
yard, close by, will now get their 
water from distant reservoirs 
through a steel pipe linewhich is in 
one piece, though 22 miles long, ac­
cording to W. L. Warner of the in­
dustrial engineering department of 
the General Electric company. This 
has been made possible by welding 
the separate pieces of pipe together 
with the intense heat of the electric 
arc, thus joining all the sections to­
gether into a single piece of metal.

According to Mr. Warner, this is 
fire first pipe line of its kind to be 
installed, and by welding the parts 
instead of riveting them, a saving of 
10 per cent of the total cost was ef­
fected. The line is 22 inches in di­
ameter in some parts and ^4 in oth­
ers, the wall being tliree-sixteenths 
to a quarter of an inch thick. After 
completion it was tested for 48 con­
secutive hours with a pressure of 
200 pounds to the square inch at 
thy lowest part, but was found to be 
entirely free from leaks.

New Weaving Process

The sword thjit led the way of 

civiHzation into Florida in 1565 is 
back in the United States after an 
absence of more than three cen- 
tiwes.' The “ancient" instrument 
was carried by Pedro Menondez de 
Aviles,- famous Spanish mariner, 
who founded St. Augustine in 1505. 
On its return trip it was brought 
ashore by on'6' Cesar de Madariaga, 
royal commissioner general from 
Spain to the sesquieentennial expo­
sition at Philadelphia.

It has been in the naval 
museum at Madrid since the death 
of its owner.

If the tender spot is carefully  fe lt 
w ith the fingers, a gup or groove will- 
be found betw een th e  tw o ends of th® 
torn muscle.
