Season on Game 
Fishing Opened May 1

After a two month’s ban on bass 
and crappie, the game fishing seas­
on opened Tuesday of this week. For 
the benefit of the anglers, we are 
printing the following information 
relative to the game laws. No li­
cense is required if artificial bait 
not used, but if artificial bait is used 
there is a fee of of $1.10:

Bass not less than 11 inches long. 
White perch or crappie not less than 
7 inches.

Bag limit— Not more than 35 of 
all kinds in any one day.

Tt. is ’ 'n'awful to take fish from

hook and line, trot line or artificial 
bait. A minnow seine not more than 
20 feet in length may be used for 
seining minnows for bait. In sein 
ing for bait all fish and mimioAvs- 
more than 3 indies in length must 
be returned to the waters.

It is unlawful to leaÂ e any fish 
or minnows on the banks to die.

No person shall fish with artificial 
bait of any kind in the waters of this 
state without first procuring an ar­
tificial bait license. A license is re 
quired for any person regardless of i 
age or sex, both in and out of resi­
dent counties.

THREE BUSINESS 
HOUSES WERE  
TOTALLY RAZED

Fire, caused from the explosion of 
a stove in the rear of the Rutledge 
Cafe, Monday night at 11:30 did a 
$35,000 damage to five business 
houses in the heart of the business 
section. The Rutldege Cafe AVas com­
pletely burned Avith the lo.ss to the 
owner of approximately $3,000 with 
$2,000 insurance.

Mr. Rutledge lost fixtures valued 
at $3,000 Avhile he had $1,800 in­
surance. Mr. Mayfield has not de­
cided whether he Avill build or sell 
the lot. Should he decide to build, 
he will erect a fire-proof building.

Gilmore Hardware, next door to 
the cafe stood a loss of $3,000 in 
the burning of their tin shop in the 
rear of the hardAvare store. A rock 
Avail saved their stock and buikling 
from the flames.

The City Market building owned 
jointly by H. P. Coojier and Theo. 
SaA'cll Avas not insured, losing ap­
proximately $15,000. Mr. Cooper 
who operated the market, carried in­
surance in the sum of $2,000. He es­
timates his loss at $5,000. $1,000 
worth of meat was put in refrig­
erators the day of the fire.

The J. W. Trainer store, known as 
the Friendly Store, was the biggest 
loss. He estimates his loss at $15,000 
with only $3,000 insurnace. This 
building was owned by Theo. Saveli. 
Mr. Saveli has not announced wheth­
er or not he Avill rebuild, but it is 
believed that he Avill erect a modern 
fire-proof building.

E. S. Long, proprietor of the Long 
Barber Shop, lost and Avas damaged 
to the extent of about $500. The fire 
was checked before heavy damage 
was done.

Stites Motor Company was well 
protected from the blaze by the A.
<&. W. Drug Store ticâ ' bAiilding of

lot s'^was very little, Howe\’eY it will 
require time yet to straighten the 
stock as it was moved into the street 
when the fire reached its height.

The A. & W. Store owned by 
Misses Allison & WardlaAV was slight 
ly damaged by smoke but not 
enough to hurt.

The alarm* Was given by night 
watchman J, K. Lancaster at about 
11:30 and at 12 the fire was under 
control.

Had it not been for an extra still 
night Avith no wind, Sonora would 
have suffeiGd a $109,000 loss, it is 
believed.

Everyone com))1imcn{e<l the fire 
I)oys in their hard fig'nt to check the 
flames, and they did exceedingly 
well. The fire truck from Ozona 
started to the rescue but a Inirned 
bearing Dircc miles from town 
halted it,

Various catastrophes have 
thrown the public eye on the opera­
tion of such necessities as public ser­
vice companies in time of stress, and 
unanimous approval and praise hat 
always been the result. That is but

Sonora Suffered 
$75,000 Fire Loss

26 Y^ears Ago

Sonora suffered a severe loss by 
fire early Friday morning. About 
half past five o ’clock Mr. and Mrs. 
W. A. B eny were driving through 
town going out on a hunt when they 
discovered the Mayfield Mercantile 
Co’s business house Avas on fire and 
immediately gove the fire alarm. 
The fire company responded promp­
tly but before the water could be 
turned on the building was a mass of 
flames and the high \vind from the 
North fanned the flames to a white 
heat and all hope of saving the 
buildings was about given up and 
efforts were made to save the ad­
joining buildings when the oil tank 
in the cellar exploded and the othci 
combustables followed suit and the 
flying timbers were carried all over 
the Southwest portion of town and 
it was thought impossible to save 
any portion of the town in that di-» 
rection but the fire boys kept fight- 
inch by inch, they retreated nobly 
and in fine order and the fire fiend 
kept advancing and sweeping all be­
fore it until dhe entire block was in 
ruin. The explosion wrecked the 
fronts of all buildings on the Upper 
side of the street and for blocks, in 
all directions. By diligent efforts 
and hard work with occasional as­
sistance from the fire hose the north 
part of town was saved. The eX 
plosion caused many accidents but 
none fatal, those injured being: T. 
D. Newell, J. J. Ford, Guy Yankee, 
Claude Stites, R. S. Holland, Steve 
Murphy, J. W. Keene, Theo. Saveli, 
Joe North, W. A. Berry and Willie 
Adams seriously aiid many others 
who do not know how seiiously they 
are injured. The explosion carrieti 
burning embers all over the south- 
westen part of town and set fire to 
the residence occupied by Jno. R 
Word and the building and content^ 
were an entire loss, as were also the 
contents of the Koenig resideiice oc­
cupied by S. A. McGinty in the neigh 
borhood of the Word j)lace. The 
place occupied by Jno. Word wa.'- 
owned by the A. A. Deberry estate of 
San Angelo. The loss as obtained by 
hurried inquiry is as follows: May 
field MeiVrtiiijle Go. S'JO.QOO Instn - 
ance of |18,000; K. K. Jack.son owner 
of Mayfield building valued a1 
|5,000 insurance about $2,700; Firsl 
National Bank loss $4,500, insurance

Berry 
Barber Shop, total loss< Sonora Fire 
department house total: A. J’. Swear 
ingen Ranch Saloon, total loss $ 9, 
000, no insurance; Mi’s. M. A. Kennon 
restaurant, loss $200, no insurance; 
building owned by Geo, T. Kirkland 
loss $500; R, W. Hill’s meat market, 
loss, $150; building owned by A. N 
Galey, loss $300; J. P. Cannady bool 
î nd shoe maker, partial loss about 
$200; Mrs. R. K. James restaurant 
partial logs, $150; A. N, Galey and 
F. J. Castellow, grocer and cold 
di’inks, loss $300. The Cannady shoe 
shop, James restaurant and Galey 
& Castellow grocery buildings were 
owned by Geo. S. S. Allison and 
together with the R. E. Barnes black­
smith shop also owned by Mr. A l­
lison were valued at $5,000, no inusr- 
ance. The telephone office was the 
building over the Galey store and 
Manager Bi’pwp lost his personal 
effects but saved the instruments 
and had the lines in operation half 
an hour after the fire. The Word 
residence owned by the A. A. DeBer­
ry estate, of San Angelo, was val­
ued at about $600, probably insured; 
and the Mr. Word’s loss was abo-ut 
$500. The loss to other buildings 
and premises are nominal excepting 
the drug store of E. S. Briant ;md 
J. Lewenthal which sustained heavy 
losses, The windows in the Court 
House were shattered and the tele 
phone pole in the court house yard 
was blown out of the ground; the 
front of the Decker Hotel, the Deck­
er stable, Briant’s drug store, Frank 
Sparks saloon; the Vander Stucken 
buildings, Stites & Co.’s, J. Lewen- 
thal’s drug store, the T. L. Ben­
son’s store, the McDonald Hotel, W.- 
L. Aldwell, C. F. Adams, Thomas 
L. Benson and other reisdences were 
damaged considerably. The fire is 
supposed to have origin-ated from a 
lamp left burning in the front o.f 
the store during the night and the 
loss is deplored by the entire com­
munity.
