Fernistance— Since the first day of 

December up to this moment, the 
postmaster has cancelled the stamps 
on 7,875 letters mailed at the Sonora 
postoffice. Today this work is done 
by machinery, very effectively and 
with a minimum of noise. In ye olden 
time when cancellation was effected 
by main strength and awkwardness 
the labor involved in blacking the 
faces o f that many stamps would 
amount to at least two full days, with 
an unceasing swing o f the arm, back 
and forth, from the ink pad to the 
letter.

Naturally, just the mere incident 

o f  destroying the future use o f so 
small a thing as a postage stamp, does 
not constitute the whole o f the labor 
performed by Tom, P. M. There are 
many pouches o f mail to be cared for 
with thoiisands o f pieces o f letter- 
mail, parcels, papers, mail-order 
merchandise, to say nothing of the 
tons o f catalogues and circulars ar­
riving in the course o f a year’s time,

-onwalra hiff -day
last year, the Sonora postmaster 
handled a total o f 228 pouches of out­
going mail. In addition to this there 
were from 14 to 39 pouches arriving 
daily, which also had to be dumped 
and sorted by the postmaster and his 
'efficient clerk. Miss Ramsel. In odd 
moments these two untiring workers 
write a few money orders and sell a 
batch o f stamps, besides answering 
^teen hundred fool questions— “if I 
mail this letter now will it go o ff to­
morrow? please don’t forget it, it’s 
very important,”  and etc., and etc., ad 
fin., ad lib., ad nausea.

The postmaster’s daily exercise 
consists o f dragging in and emptying 
from 12 to 33 pouches of mail. These 
♦containers weigh from 12 to 135 
pounds each, the average being about 
50 poxmds. Seventy per cent, or 
thereabouts, of all pouches received 
contains parcels, periodicals and 
merchandise; a class o f heavy mail. 
Usually there are but two sacks con­
taining letter mail, to distribute 
which is pie to Miss Ramsel.

Tom, P. M. is the hard-worked guy 

in the Sonora postoffice. He is here 
for the specific purpose of serving 
the public— and you will notice when 
he hands out service it is always with 
a smile. There is no postal regulation 
which says he must smile, neither is 
there one which says he must accom­
modate anyone by handing out mail 
or selling a stamp after the window 
closes. His arduous duties as a public 
servant could be alleviated to a cer­
tain extent if the public would be con­
siderate in the demands made.

Begin now by mailing your Christ­

mas parcels. There are 18 days from 
this moment until Christmas. Let’s 
aU get busy and see if the 300 or 
more pouches o f mail which will be 
dispatched from Sonora cannot be 
scattered out a bit so that all of them 
will not have to be handled within 
the last few days before December 
25th. That would be a great Christ­
mas present to the postoffice force.

Mexicans Arrested
on Liquor Charge

Santos Lopez, about thirty years 
o f age, and Candiledio Jemenez, So­
nora Mexicans, were arrested Mon­
day night by Sheriff B. W. Hutcher­
son, J. L. Cook and Joe Lancaster 
and lodged in the Sutton county jail. 
They were charged with possession 
and transportation o f intoxicating 
liquors. Santos Lopez, according to 
Sheriff Hutcherson, is also charged 
with an assault with intent to murder. 
Jemenez made bond in the sum of 
$750 and was released from jail 
early Tuesday morning. Lopez’ bond, 
it is said, will be set at $2,500.

Officers here were notified Monday 
night that two Mexicans were dis­
turbing the peace and detaining traf­
fic two miles north o f here on the 
San Angelo road. Two and a half 
quarts of liquor were found in a new 
Ford pick-up truck belonging to Jem­
enez. The whiskey was taken and the 
car confiscated, officers said.

Lopez, according to the officers, 
resisted arrest and made an effort to 
use a pocket knife on Deupty Cook. 
Cook hit the Mexican on the head with 
a .32 automatic pistol knocking him 
to the ground. When the prisoner 
arose he slashed at Cook with his 
knife and was knocked down again, 
Joe Lancaster kicked the knife from 
the Mexican’s hand. The first time
Coois -Isli ■tli& w a s

discharged and sent a bullet through 
Lancaster’s Ford radiator.

Lopez, officers said, several years 
ago, used a knife on another Mexican, 
almost cutting him to pieces. It is 
likely that he will be unable to give 
bond.

G. S. BARNARD LEASES THE

MORRIS FILLING STATION

RAIL GRADING TO 
BE COMPLETED 

AT EARLY DATE

G. S. Barnard, proprietor of the 
Second Hand Store, has leased the 
G. W. Morris filling station and has 
opened the station for business. Mx\ 
Barnard states that he will handle 
all Gulf products, carry a supply of 
tires and tubes and do vulcanizing.

He will continue to operate the 
Second Hand Store, he said.

Grading on the Santa Fe’s rail 
dump between here and Christocal 
will be completed at an early date, 
according to reliable information re­
ceived at this office the early part of 
this week. Only a few gaps of the 
dump remain to be finished, and it 
is expected that the entire dump will 
be finished by the fifteenth o f this 
month, if not sooner.

Ninety-pound steel rail is being laid 
from a point one mile south o f Chria- 
toval toward Eldorado and should be 
completed by the first o f February. 
From there the work will continue to­
ward Sonora. It is believed that the 
rails will be laid into Sonora not later 
than the first o f March or perhaps 
sooner.

The entire road, including switches, 
stock pens, y ’c and depots should be 
completed and trains operating on 
a regular schedule by May 1st. The 
names of parties giving this informa­
tion will not be divulged, but the in­
formation is considered reliable, 
however it is unofficial.

Will Benefit Sonora
The advent of the Santa Fe line 

to Sonora. At least a half dozen or 
more business houses will be in oper­
ation by the time the first train whis­
tles here. At least four wholesale oil 
and gas station will have agencies in 
this town. They are: Imperial Refin­
eries, Magnolia Petroleum Co., Gulf, 
Humble and one or two others chat 
are contemplating coming into Sono­
ra. Hall Bros, will build a grain 
house here, soon as trackage can be 
secured.

Livestock Shipping Point
Sonora will be the shipping point 

for thousands and thousands of 
sheep, goats and cattle and will rank 
with Barnhart as the leading live­
stock shipping point of the United 
States. Sonora will serve over three 
and a half million acres of the best 
ranching country in Texas as a point 
for shipping. Wool and mohair that 
have heretofore been hauled to rail­
road points in trucks will be loaded 
here ’-’f'-to cars and sent direct to the 
northern wool centers.

Rails here will mean many thous­
ands o f dollai’s saved annually to the 
ranchmen of this and adjoining coun­
ties. The cost of driving or truck­
ing livestock to railroad points and 
the shrinkage saved will put many 
dollars into the pockets of I’anchmen.

Optimistic business men and ranch­
men here are o f the opinion that a 
I'ailroad will not only benefit ranch­
men but will be of inestimable value 
to Sonora. Rails should, they say, in­
crease business here at least fifty 
per cent as Sonora will serve a large 
trade territory.

COST OF IRREGULAR ATTENDANCE

What is the cost to our school 
system of seats vacant because of 
intermittent absence o f pupils ? 
Parents, as a rule, do not fully 
realize the loss involved when 
their children are absent from 
school— loss through insufficient 
use of full-time facilities, loss 
through interruption of the child’s 
progress and loss through hind­
rance to classroom advancement.

The waste in money and oppor­
tunity is large and schools have, 
like other business organizations, 
had to guard against it. Business 
makes a strong point of looking 
after the health and morale of its 
workers. This attitude is not only 
humane but profitable. Loss of 
time through illness or other pre­
ventable causes is expensive to 
both employer and employee.

It costs the taxpayers no more 
to operate a classroom with a hun­
dred per cent attendance than it 
does with a ninety per cent loss. 
The importance o f this fact may 
never have occurred to many. 
There are those who are even in­
clined to consider the school med­
dlesome if it tries to keep close 
check on absentees. They regard

it as an encroachment on their in­
dividual rights. They consider the 
school a place where children are 
to be taught when it is convenient 
for them to attend.

The financial loss is not the only 
consideration. There is the handi­
cap to the pupil through scattered 
absences, as well as the lowering 
of the efficiency and progress of 
the entire class. No business en­
terprise would tolerate the per­
centages of absence and tardiness 
experienced in school. It would be 
too disorganizing to be profitable. 
Parents should be impressed with 
the importance o f punctual and 
regular attendance, not only as a 
benefit to the child, a duty to 
those who are regular in attend­
ance and a service to the commun­
ity in getting the maximum value 
out of school funds, but also as a 
factor in habit-training. It helps 
build a sense o f responsibility and 
dependability in the puipl. Educat­
ing the child should be a co-opera­
tive labor divided between school 
and home. The responsibility o f 
pupil attendance rests on the par­
ent and ought not to be shifted on 
the school.

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THE PRESIDENT’S TERM
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Exactly one-half of the term for 
which President Hoover was elected 
has been completed. Only a little 
more than a year from now his 
party will decide whether to renom­
inate him or to select somebody 
else to carry the Republican, ban­
ner. Between now and Jvme of 1932 
both parties will concentrate their 
attention not upon the administra­
tion of the Government of the 
United States but upon how best 
to hold or seize the reins o f govern­
ment for themselves.

There is something radically 
wrong with a system which gives 
the president, whether he be Dem­
ocrat or Republican, barely time to 
get settled in his job before the 
whole country is thrown into a tur­
moil over the question o f his suc­
cessor. Everybody with good sense 
recognizes that this is true, but the 
problem is how to change it.

One proposal which has been se­
riously put forth many times, and 
which might work better than the 
present system, is to amend the 
constitution so as to make the pres­
ident’s term seven years, with no 
reelection. That would relieve the 
president o f all necessity for “ play­
ing politics”  in office with an eye 
to renomination, and it would give 
him time to master the job and 
prove his constructive ability.

Probably it will be a long time 
before that plan can be put into 
effect, if  at all. Another suggested 
system is to shorten the time be­
tween the election o f the president 
and his assumption of office, as 
well as to cut down the length of 
political campaigns. That has good 
sense in it, too. After a new presi­

dent and congress have been elected 
in November, the old ones continue 
to function until the fourth of the 
next March. Once the people have 
decided upon a change, why not 
make the change effective at once?

The congress whose sessions end 
this fourth of March is not the con­
gress that was elected last Novem­
ber. Those senators and represent­
atives will not meet, unless called 
in special session, until next De­
cember, more than a year after 
their election. Then, after a single 
session in congress, the members of 
the lower house will have to go out 
and seek re-election.

In 1787, when the system was set 
up in the constitution, it took 
weeks or even months to travel be­
tween the outlying states and the 
seat of government, and it was nec­
essary to give newly-elected o ffi­
cials plenty of time after election 
before taking up their duties. But 
there is no such excuse now. Two 
or three weeks would be plenty of 
time, after election day, in which to 
count all the votes and have them 
certified, and inaugurate the new 
president and the new congress. 
And a campaign which runs from 
June until November takes up very 
much more time than is needed, in 
these days of rapid communications 
and universal ability to read, to 
educate the voters to the merits of 
the different issues and candidates.

HOUSES— Houses cost too much 
and are not good enough when they 
are finished and paid for. That is 
what Grosvemor Atterbury, one of 
the most famous architects, de­
clares, and many others agree with 
him. There has been no important 
improvement in the building of 
homes in a thousand years; houses 
are still made to order, by expen­
sive hand processes.

Working people ought to be able 
to buy permanent homes for half 
what they now cost, homes that will 
not deteriorate in twenty years or 
fifty, and which will keep out the 
weather without constant repairs. 
The way to get them, Mr. Atter­
bury points out, is to build them in 
factories, by machinery.

He has done that with a group of 
houses on Long Island. Instead of 
single bricks or boards put togeth­
er “ on the job,”  whole walls, floor 
slabs, partitions, roofs, were cast 
in reinforced concrete and fitted 
together by a couple of workmen 
with a derrick. The result is houses 
which are more comfortable in hot 
weather or cold weather, which will 
last hundreds of years, and which 
cost about half what similar houses 
built in the old way cost.

Eventually some such system will 
be in general use and everybody 
will be able to own a durable home.

* * *
TAXES— Comparatively few mo­

torists resent being taxed for high­
way upkeep, in the form of a sales 
tax on gasoline. But politicians, al­
ways trying to find news ways of 
paying more salaries to their bench 
men, are trying in some states to 
divert the gasoline tax to other 
than highway purposes.

This ought to be resented and 
fought by everybody who believes 
that we have too many tax-eaters 
in America. Every dollar paid in 
taxes by car owners or drivers 
should be used for-highw ay con­
struction - and maintenance, . ... ^

FINGERPRINTS —  Sir Edwird 

R. Hnery died the othr day. He was 
the chief o f Scotland Yard who in­
troduced into modern police prac­
tice the ancient Chinese method of 
identification by fingerprints.

For more than 2,000 years the 
peoples of Eastern Asia used 
thumbprints instead o f signatures. 
Any signature can be forged, but 
no two persons have identical fin­
gerprints. Today there are literally 
millions o f fingerprints on record 
in the police headquarters of every 
nation. Every known criminal is 
fingerprinted and photographs of 
these fingerprints are exchanged 
between police departments.

Banks, insurance companies, ar­
mies and navies, all sorts o f busi­
ness and enterprises in which the 
identity of an individual must be 
kr own with certainty now uses 
fingerprint records. Since the fin­
gerprints never change from birth 
until death, the time will come 
when society will require every 
child to be fingerprinted at birth, 
and the prints made a public rec­
ord. Under such a system thei*e can 
never be any question as to whose 
baby is who when children get 
mixed in a hospital ward, or wheth­
er the person claiming to be the 
missing heir is the right one.

SPEED— Baron Shiba, a Japan­

ese, has invented a method o f mak­
ing motion pictures at the rate of 
40,000 exposures a second. How 
fast that js one can imagine when 
it is realized that the “ slow-motion” 
pictures shown in theatres, o f ath­
letic performances and the like, are 
taken at the rate of only 100 a 
second. The faster the rate of ex­
posure, the slower the motion ap­
pears on the screen.

Shilba’s camera works 400 times 
as fast as the standard slow-motion 
machine. It reduces the invisible 
vibration of a bee’s wing to a gen- 
tel fanning motion so slow that the 
eye can hardly follow it!

Thousands o f other movements 
the precise nature o f which is only 
guessed at will be disclosed by the 
new camera and the sum o f human 
knowledge will be added to in many 
useful ways.

I confess a lack of familiarity with 
lions, their habits and diversions, but 
judging by those found in the Stock­
man’s Paradise I conclude that they 
are ferocious and bloodthirsty, that 
they  ̂ enjoy combat and instead of 
moving along lines o f least resist­
ance they actually seek resistance be­
fore moving.

This is inferred wholly from read­
ing what is purported to be the 
Lions’ program for good roads which 
seems to be a proposed bond issue in 
the amount of $230,000 to be used, as 
definitely stated, on the Ozona and 
Rocksprings roads. To propose such 
plan is equivolent to proposing the 
resistance also, as it is absolutely 
certain to develop without more or 
further inducement.

Sutton voted three hundi'ed thous 
and for roads and it was all paid out 
in a small part o f the county because 
the major roads happened to be so 
located. Now, it is proposed to in 
crease this to five hundred, thirty 
thousand and continue to ignore all 
other portions of the county without 
considering relative merit or just 

I dealing. The parrot \vas said to have 
exclaimed after being shut up in a 
room with the monkey that they had 
a h—1 of a time. This is exactly what 
I think awaits this proposed bond is­
sue. If the county valuations will per­
mit, why not issue more bonds for 
more roads?

No intelligent body of people will 
sit idly by and permit an unjust tax 
placed upon their property and that 
is precisely what this proposition 
amounts to in the end.

When Sonora wanted a new school 
building the remote sections support­
ed the bond issue. When a railroad 
was wanted they were called upon 
and contributed equally with other 
sections. Their loyalty cannot be ques­
tioned, but if an effort is made for 
more bonds without provisions for 
their protection some bucking up will 
be seen superior to any rodeo per­
formance. My position is that they 
will be justified and v ill win their 
contention.

If the highways we have are good 
we should get along with making 
them better, try to secure more des­
ignations, Why jingle pennies' in one 
pocket when there are dollars in the 
other that might be rattled?

The Santa Fe may. as talk is now 
^icvaiciiC, extend to ivei xtlo wx tuc
Frisco migh€ move out of Menard 
and go to Rocksprings or Ozona, and 
that trade expansion balloon get a 
puncture or blow out, but good roads 
in all directions would stabilize So­
nora trade. Can the Lions visualize 
these facts from their lair?

Highway No, 10 is now designated 
as far south as Brady, if I am not 
mistaken, and the Robert E. Lee high­
way will doubtless be designated from 
Austin to Mason and the two might 
be connected at Menax’d and then as 
one be brought to Sonora to inter­
sect the O. S. T. and the San Angelo- 
Del Rio road. These are as potent 
possibilities as any proposed and 
would be of lasting benefit without 
regard to any railroad extension or 
curtailing of any trade extensions by 
other means.

I f  we have a road improvement 
program let it be one that will pro 
mote hannony and good will instead 
o f one engendering strife.

"CALL MONEY”

When the news goes out from Wall 
Street that “ call money” is quoted 
at 10 per cent, many people wonder 
what has happened to the usury laws. 
Six per cent is the highest interest 
that can legally be charged in most 
states, 8 per cent in a few, still high­
er in one or two. But 6 per cent is 
New York’s legal rate— except in the 
case of “ call money.”

Loans in units o f $5,000 or more, 
payable on demand, and secured by 
the deposit of securities listed on the 
Stock Exchange, may be made in New 
York legally at any rate o f interest 
the borrower is willing to pay. In 
practice, call loans of this kind made 
only to brokers and only in units of 
$100,000. They are necessary because 
Stock Exchange transactions are all 
on a spot cash basis and the broker

who buys shares for a customer who 
has not put up the full purchase price 
in acsh, must borrow the rest of the 
money in order to pay for the shares. 
Of course, the customer who buys 
“ on margin” pays the interest.

Every great speculative movement 
o f stocks sends up the price of call 
money. In the Northern Pacific cor­
ner o f 1901 the price of call money 
went up to 100 per cent! The law 
of supply and demand operates in the 
call money market as in all other 
markets. When the rate is high mon­
ey flows into the market from every 
source of capital in the world. Every 
bank in the United States sends all 
it can spare o f its reserves to Wall 
Street. Private capitalists send in 
their hundreds of thousands, great 
corporations suspend programs to get 
the high rates offered for call money. 
One great paper and power company 
had more than $25,000,000 in cash 
working in the call money market for 
two years up to the recent collapse of 
the speculative boom. |

The end o f speculations sends call 
money back to its sources. Literally 
billions o f dollars of capital have thus 
been released for productive use, since  ̂
October. The same capital that was * 
eraning an average of 8 per cent 
while stocks were booming is now 
looking for investment at 5 per cent 
or even lower. This is not New j 
York’s money; it is the money of the 
entire nation. Every part of the 
United States has now more free cap- j 
ital available for building, for in-1 
dustrial expansion, for local loans on 
sound local business enterprises, than 
it has had for two or three years.

How much better it 
is to say complimentary things 
about a competitor than to be al­
ways trying to gouge him in the 
short ribs with a bloody knife.

Another compliment due Sonora 

business men: tken as a whole, 
they believe in encouraging home 
industries by purchasing such com­
modities offered by home institu­
tions or individuals. This is good 
business practice. For instance, a 
groceryman can buys eggs from 
the neighbor on his right and sell 
them to the one on his left. The 
producer makes a small profit, the 
merchant gets what he is entitled 
to for handling the eggs, and the 
neighbor gets a home-produced 
product, strictly fresh, clean and 
wholesome and is satisfied with the 
bargain.

Sonora merchants are not a bad 
lot at all, just the reverse, and they 
deserve the unstinted patronage of 
the home people. It is the duty of 
every citizen to help build up his 
home town, and trading with home 
merchants is one of many ways of 
accomplishing the task. Loyalty to 
one’s town and its institutions cov­
ers a multitude of shortcomings, 
and is a trait o f character greatly 
admired.

Washington, D. C., March 4.—  
The prospect that there will be 
very radical changes in the per­
sonnel o f the federal farm board 
within the next few months does 
not mean that there will be a cor­
responding change in policies, mem­
bers of the board here say pri­
vately.

The probability that James C. 
Stone of Lexington, Ky., will suc­
ceed to the chairmanship which 
Alexander Legge of Chicago is va­
cating is more a shift in geography 
than anything else.

Stone is closer to Legge than any 
.other member o f the board. His 
actions as vice chaifpian have har­
monized completely with those of 
Legge as chairman, and when the 
board was under criticism from va­
rious sources he not only did not 
waver in his allegiance to the chair­
man but took to the stump in active 
support of his chief’s policy.

As for the personality of the in­
coming chairman, his traits are 
very different from those of Legge. 
As big physically as Legge, he is 
slower moving and less talkative. 
He is a more phlegmatic type than 
Legge, but is likely to get excellent 
results. This is the more true be­
cause he is especially well liked by 
all members o f the board.

As for his career. Stone has been 
“ in the tobacco business for prac­
tically all my life,” he says. “ I was 
born and raised on a farm and when 
I got through college I went in the 
tobacco business, in the warehouse 
business,”  he added.

From 1897 until 1914 he was in 
tobacco warehouse activities. In 
the latter year he began combining 
large-scale farming with the ware­
housing work. This continued to oc­
cupy him exclusively "until 1921,

when the Burley Tobacco Growers 
Co-operative was formed, and he 
was chosen as its first president.

He was also its only president 
until last year when he accepted his 
place, on farm board. To took at 
his record, the casual xeader would 
think his experience had been too 
closely restricted to one commodity 
to make him available for the chair­
manship.

This is far from the case, how­
ever, as all newspapermen and oth­
er close observers here will testify. 
Stone has spoken throughout the 
country on the general work of the 
board and on individual products 
other than tobacco. He has con­
ducted almost as many press con­
ferences as Legge and has shown 
himself thoroughly familiar with 
the financing as well as the prac­
tical part of the board’s program.

With the selection of Stone for 
the chairmanship held to be a cer­
tainty, two and possibly three va­
cancies remaining in the personnel 
of the board must be filled by Pres­
ident Hoover.

In addition to the place emptied 
by Stone’s elevation, the wheat 
membership on the board now oc­
cupied by Samuel R. McKelvie of 
Nebraska must have a new incum­
bent. Finally, the terms o f Wil­
liam F. Schilling of Minnesota and 
C. C. Teague of California, dairy 
and fruit members, respectively, al­
so expire in June, at the same time 
as does McKelvie’s.

Although Schilling has not made 
known his intention of retiring, his

friends would not be surprised to 
see him return to private life, es­
pecially since Legge will no longer 
be connected with the board. Mc­
Kelvie has publicly said he will re­
sign, while it is pretty definitely" 
understood that Teague will do the 
same.

This will leave the, middle west 
proper, the northwest and the far 
west memberships oh the board 
depleted. The remaining members 
are Stone o f Kentucky, Carl Wil­

liams of Oklahoma, Charles Wil­
son of New Yoi’k and C. B. Den­
man of Missouri. i;

Thus virtually all o f the new ap­
pointees are expected to come from 
the states west of the Mississippi, 
so far as geographical considera­
tions are involved. In the matter 
of commodity representation the 
presence of Stone as both tobacco 
representative and as chairman 
would leave room for representa­
tion of another commodity in the 
membership.
