motor for power. The pump has a 10- |
inch discharge pipe, is capable of de- |
livering 1,800 gallons per minute at|
1760 r. p. m., was given an initial de-
veloping. test of about 10 hours, grad-
ualy increasing the rate of discharge,
and was said to be delivering approxi- |
mately 1,500 g. p. m. when the test was
finished. The pump was purchased of
J. L. Gregory, local Peerless agent.

Johnson states he will use the well
this year mostly for irrigating a cotton
crop contemplating the planting of
300 acres.

Hinkston Gets An
Irrigation Well At |
200 Iveet Drilling

An irrigation Wl was finished the
latter part of last week for Chas. Hink-
ston on his farm 12 miles northeast of
Mulcshoe, being drilled by the late
H. J. McCarty, who died about two |
weeks ago, and R. C. Ireton, of Mule-

shoe.

The farm on which this well was
driled is not located direc in the
shallow water secticn of the Black-

water valley; but rateber on secondary
irrigable land, hence the well was
|much deeper than the average dug in
this valley. The hole is 300 feet deep,
being 15 inches in diameter for the
first 180 feet, reduced to 12 inches
diameter to 240 feet, while the blanace
is six inches diameter. Steel casing
was put in the entire hole, the last 120
feet of it being perforated

First water-bearing sand was struck
at 135 feet, the second at 180 feet and
from there on down to the bottom of
the well there was sand and water-
bearing stratum

Installation of pump-and engine has
not yet been made; but indications
are the well will be a generous pro-
ducer, according to Mr. Ireton.

Editors of dally and weekly newspa-
pers outside the large metropolitan
centers are divided three to one
against the President’s proposal to
change the ber of justices of the
Supreme court, and a little more than
|three to one against any amendment to
| the Constitution involving the Supreme
| court at this time, according to a poll
taken by the Publishers Auxiliary, Chi-
| cago

This is the trend of opinion express-
ed by 5,676 editors in the final returns
from the poll conducted. Forty-eight
per cent of the 11860 editors in the
final returns sent in marked ballots. It
is estimated that the newspapers ans-
wering the poll are read by more than
35,000,000 readers in all the 48 states.

A total of 1374 editors declared
| themselves “for” the President's Su-
|preme court proposal and 4,120 were
against the measure. Editors of 1,035
indicated they were for a change in
the Constitution relative to the Su-
preme court, while 3396 were against
any such change.
