If you're in a mood to think of
income taxes this early, here are
a few facts:

There’'s a new streamlined
form this year, changed largely
to accommodate data processing
machines, And the line for the
signature is on the front again.
Too many people forgot to sign
them the other way.

Cigarette tax, long a question-
able item, has been ruled out. So
have license plates fees for per-
sonal autos.

But next time you’re down in
the dumps, remember: It might
be depreciable. That’s not so
silly as it sounds when you look
at a recent Tax Court decision
written up by Prentice-Hall.
While it may be axiomatic that
you can’t depreciate land, the
Tax Court, in effect, permitted a
taxpayer to do just that.

Mr. Sexton operated garbage
dumps around Chicago. A few
years ago he paid $150,000 for
abandoned clay pits which were
gradually filled with garbage.
When completely filled, the land
was useless as a dump.

In fact, its fair market value
was only about $45,000,

The Tax Court (with 5 judges
idissenting) allowed Mr. Sexton
to write off $105,000 (the dif-
ference) over the life of the
pits—based on the amount of
space filled each year. Reason:
That’s the price he paid for the
holes in the ground, which were
gradually being exhausted!

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HUNTING IN AMERICA

The outdoors lies deep in American tradition.
It has had a great impact upon our Nation’s
character and on those who made its history.
‘When ax American looks for the meaning of his
past, b2 seeks it not in ancient ruins but on a
mounfain, in a forest, by a river, or at the edge
of the sea. The outdoors is a thing of the heart
and of the senses—sight, sound, smell, taste,
teuch, Conservation and sportsmanship are per-
sonal things—growing from the conscience, from
the soul. That is why hunting is cherished by
Americans as a legacy to be shared by sports-
men today, but to be conserved for generations
yet unborn.,

When our forefathers established our govern-
ment, it was decreed that wild game belongs to
the States in their sovereign capacity for the use
and enjoyment of all the people. At the same
time, it was decreed that the landowner has the
right to determine who may come upon his land
to hunt the game. While pressures were light,
there was no critical conflict between public
ownership of game and private control over its
harvest. \As the population has increased, how-
ever, trespass laws have become more and more

restrictive.
Too many hunters are guilty of vandalism,
trespass, careless handling of firearms, and vio-
lations of game laws. The true sportsman of
America cannot afford to permit this small
minority group to destroy hunting opportunities
for all. Hunters must work together and with
landowners to control the wvandals; they must
encourage good sportsmanship by example; and
they must insist on the highest standards of
conduct from hunting companions in the field.
While hunting is an extremely safe sport,
there are injuries and fatalities which can and
should be avoided. Research shows that hunting
accidents are due primarily to carelessness or
ignorance of proper gun handling. If we are to
prevent accidents, each of us must adhere to the
essentials of safe hunting. We must know our
gun, be sure that it and its ammunition are in
good condition, sight-in our rifle or pattern our
shotgun, and learn to be a good shot. We must
handle our gun properly—always treat it as
though it is loaded, always point the muzzle in a
safe direction, be sure of our target, and practice
self-control.

Lead Poison Is Hazard for Toddler

The coming of cold weather
may pose a potential hazard for
your child that you haven’t even
thought about.

As your toddler stays indoors
during winter, he’ll be explor-
ing—tasting, chewing, nibbling
—on most anything in sight,
even the woodwork and window
sills.

It is this “curiosity appetite”
that causes hundreds of children
to be poisoned each month.

Perhaps the most insidious
poison of all is lead poisoning.
. from : toddlers -eating

ot pa;ixt, chewing

of old
on windowsills or nibbling on
crumbs of chipped plaster con-
taining bits of lead paint.

Paint on older houses is more
apt to be deadly. Much more lead
was formerly put in interior
paints than is used today. Often
exterior paint—containing con-
siderable lead—was also used in-
doors.

Toddlers eating flakes of this
old paint or chewing it off
painted woodwork or furniture
are not made ill immediately.
Lead poisoning is accumulative,
that is, it builds to a toxic level
over a period of time.

Since toddlers are usually con-
fined indoors during the winter
months, eating of lead usually
takes place then. Later, during
the hot summer months, acute
symptoms may develop as the
stored lead is mobilized and dis-
tributed to sensitive organs of
the body. Nerve cells are partic-
ularly vulnerable so that brain
damage results in about one-
fourth of the cases.

Lead poisoning can be fatal or
cause severe brain damage and

mental retardation in children. It
is an entirely “man-made dis-
ease” and should be completely
preventable.

Parents should make sure that
all toys, cribs, etc., are painted
with non-toxic paint containing
less than one per cent lead. All
peeling or blistered paint should
be removed from inside the
house, and falling plaster should

be cleaned up immediately. Keep

an eye out for munching chil-
dren, especially if the kind of
paint on the object is unknown.
Also avoid letting small children
breathe fumes of fresh paint in
confined areas.

You can’t and don’t want te
stop your toddler from explor-
ing, tasting and chewing, but
you can eliminate as much op-
portunity for lead poisoning a#
possible.

"Finders Keepers' Has Legal Foundation

Few people realize that a
dirty-faced urchin is responsible
for the main principles behind
our law governing the ownership
of lost articles.

Percy Armory was a chimney
sweep’s helper who lived in Lon-
don shortly before the birth of
our own George Washington.
Trudging home one day from his
grimy work he found a diamond
wing in the public street.

Percy took the ring to a gold-
emith’s shop to find out what it
was. Thers he placed it in the
Bands of the goldsmith’s appren-
(tice, who, under the pretense of
weighing it, stole the diamond
f#rom - its setting. When he told
Percy: that the ring was of little
watue, Percy demanded the re-
Burn of the jewel as well as its
sotting. The goldsmith and the
apprentice, thinking that Percy
‘was a simple-minded boy, re-
ffused to give him back his treas-
ure.
But Percy was not the kind to
Be badgered about, He sought
the services of a lawyer to sue
for recovery of the ring and its
jeweled set. The results of his
suit have immortalized Percy’s
mame in the common law.

The goldsmith and his appren-
#ice claimed that since Percy had
only found the ring, he had no
better right to it than they did.
"The court felt differently about
the matter and ordered the
diamond returned “because the
finder of a lost article has the
wight to hold it against the whole
world except the true owner.”
This principle established by
Percy’s case remains as effective
foday as it was over two cen-
furies ago.

However, as far as the owner
who lost the property is con-
eerned, the finder of lost goods
is merely regarded as a deposi-
tory, holding the goods for the
ftrue owner.

The courts draw a distinction
between “mislaid” and “lest pro-
perty.” Lost property is property
which the owner casually and
thoughtlessly parts with, like

deer’s middle. Then cut the skin
all the way around the neck,
grasp with both hands at the
back of the head and pull down,
Usually the skin will come off
down to the front legs. Use a
knife to work the skin off the
legs and other areas where it
sticks tightly to the meat.

If the specimen is to be
mounted, do not make any cuts
in the skin around the neck or
head but rather cut around the
shoulders when removing the
skin, Allow the skin to remain
intact with the head, says Kluss-
mann, and salt or freeze until
delivered to the taxidermist.

Back at camp, hang the car-
cass in a tree by the hind legs
for four or five hours. This will
allow all the tiny blood vessels
to drain. Wrap the carcass in a
isheet, cheese cloth or sack made
for this purpose, and always re-
member to keep the carcass in
the shade.

After it has cooled, cut the
carcass in half or quarters and
wrap to take home. It is wise to
keep the hide, head, antlers, legs
and tag until the meat is placed
in a freezer or commercial
locker, advises Klussmann.

Prosperity and automotive sales are so closely linked in Ameries
that it is difficult to tell which comes first.

This year, it seems that automobile manufacturers are working
on the theory that sales of new models can be controlled by adver-
tising. Never before has such faith been shown in the promotional
efforts of the major companies.

The advertising introducing the 1965 autos has never been g
ualled in volume. However, the methods have been proven. More
than ever the printed page is being used to illustrate new models:
Again national companies are putting increased emphasis on ad-
vertising in local media.

Ten years ago when some automotive firms experimented with the
concentration of advertising in metropolitan media a drastic decline
in sales followed. Near-disaster taught the industry that advertis-
ing could not be divorced from the local dealer. A trend back te:
local newspaper advertising followed.

One company which introduced new models in more than three
thousand newspapers, covering the communities of all its loedl
dealers, was once a chief exponent of centralized advertising. ‘

IAi company official explained that no other medium could show
the “exciting new styling of 1965” to so many people so effectively
as the local newspaper. In this respect, the selling of automobiles
is no different from other retail selling. And in either case pros~
perity in the local community may be created through newspaper
advertising.

“If birds have not been thor-
oughly cleaned prior to freezing,
they should mnot be used for
thuman food,” is the advice given
recently by Dr. E. H. Dustman
concerning waterfowl and other
game birds.

“Many birds carry bacteria of
the genus Salmonella in their
intestinal tract and freezing and
thawing of these bacteria would
allow release of the endotoxin
which they produce,” states the
director of the U. S. Fish and
Wildlife Service Research Center
in (Maryland.

“This endotoxin is heat-stable
and if ingested will cause a
severe food poisoning,” he adds.
“Birds frozen while still contain-
ing the internal organs, parti-
cularly the intestinal tract,
should not be used for food.”

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Hunting Is Year-round Business,
Schriener Says at Pre-hunt Party

“Hunting is a business; if it is
run right, it is a good business,”
Charles  Schriener, sportsman
and owner of the Y-O Ranch
near Mountain Home, told people
attending the Fourth Annual
Pre-season Hunting Party Tues-
day night at the 4-H Center.

In telling of his experiences at
the Y-O Ranch, which has been
termed the largest and most pro-
ductive shooting spot in the
Southwest, Schriener emphasized
thai k? wogks afy the hunting
business all year long. He said
that he has been in the business
since 1949 when he decided
during a drouth that the deer
must pay their way.

In stating several principles he
follows in running the ranch, he
said, “We treat our hunters as
guests, not pests.” Each one is
guaranteed a kill, and transpora-
tion and guides are furnished.
Most vehicles have two-way
radios.

Schriener also showed films of
deer and turkey hunting and
slides of black antelope from

India, sika deer from Japan, fal-
low and axis deer from Europe,
and other exotic game which he
has brought to the ranch.

In telling of his experiences
with animals from foreign coun-
tries, Schriener said that he had
once purchased 13 aoudad sheep,
which all jumped the fence and
disappeared immediately after
being unloaded.

However, he pointed out that
hunters ought to kill as many or
more deer than last year. He
said that only 10% of the herd
was harvested last year by hunt-
ers, while about 80 to 40% died
of natural causes. Thus, he stat-
ed, a much higher percentage
may be taken this year without
harm to the herd.

Turkeys, he said, had fared
well and probably increased. He
related this increase to 11 inches
of rainfall from late March
through July, a critical time for
turkeys.
