Polar bear spotting is con-
ducted from the air, and his
group flew out about 150 miles
to begin looking for tracks.

When found, the tracks are fol-
lowed until they produce a bear
or until the tracks disappear,
When a bear is found in a suit-
able location, one plane goes
down for the kill while a second
plane stays in the air, landing
after the kill.

Eskimo dogs are working ani-
mals and perform by voice com-
mands, even to left and right
directions, But they won’t stop
once started. An anchor is used
when it’s time to halt. (Bond
explained that a sled ride be-
hind these animals is the rough-
est ride he had ever taken.)

Bear hides are washed by dip-
ping them into water through a
hole chopped in the ice. Drying
is performed by throwing snow
on the fur. Snow freezes the
water, and it can be brushed off.

When going over thin ice with
a boat, walk with both hands
on the boat, When you break
through, spring into the boat.
(Bond had doubts about this
with his 28 pounds of clothing to
protect him against the 20-
degree weather, but explained
that he nearly jumped over the
boat when he felt the ice give.)

The son of the late Mr. and
Mrs. W, L. Aldwell, he was born
February 21, 1889, in San An-
gelo. He grew up in Sonora, and
June 18, 1984, he was married
to Rose Alice Wolf of Kansas
City. Mrs. Aldwell died Novem-
ber 25, 1959, at the Aldwell sum-
mer home on Lake Buchanan.
They had no children.

This is not a unique case. Numbers of drugs,
infinitely valuable to those who need them but
highly restricted in use, are sold by the pro-
ducers without profit or at a loss. On top of
that, much costly research inevitably comes to
nothing. The widely-used drugs must bear these
costs—there is no other way.

tomologist, Texas A&M Uni-
versity. :

Animals infested with the par-
asites usually are restless, eat
less, do not have good feed con-
version and have a rough, coarse
appearance.

Sprays recommended for con-
trolling lice on beef and non-
lactating dairy animals include
Ciodrin, coumaphos (Co - Ral),
methoxychlor, malathion, diox-
athion (Delnav), lindane, Rue-
lene, carbaryl (Sevin), ronnel
(Korlan) and toxaphene.

Irritation induced by lice on
sheep and goats causes the ani-
mals to rub or bite themselves.
Thus wool or mohair may be
pulled out or become matted or
low in grade.

A thorough spraying, immers-
ing or dusting is suggested for
ridding sheep and goats of these
pests. Coumaphos (Co-Ral),
DDT, dioxathion (Delnav), tox-
aphene, Diazinon, malathion and
ronnel (Korlan) are -effective
controls, says Newton, but
should not be used on milk goats.
Lindane, as well as methoxy-
chlor, is specified for use on
milk goats,

For the blood-sucking lice oc-
curing on horses, the entomolo-
gist suggests chlordane, couma-
phos (Co-Ral), dioxathion (Del-
nav) and toxaphene.

In using insecticide formula-
tions, Newton stresses the im-
portance of following the manu-
facturer’s recommendations and
observing all safety restrictions.

More detailed information on
the control of lice and other ex-
ternal parasites is found in Ex-
tension publication, MP - 691,
“Texas Guide for Controlling
External Parasites of Livestock
and Poultry,” available at the
county agent’s office.

“Remember These Things” by
Paul Harvey Aurandt, known to
all as Paul Harvey, is the kind
of book that mnever makes the
“best seller” list, but it is also
the kind of book that, once one
has read it, he returns to it
again and again.

This book is so “unpopular”

P that it is not even currently in

print. The copy in the Sonora
High School Library had to be
ordered from a “rare” book
dealer of Chicago, at a cost of
$7.50.

The book was published by
The Heritage Foundation, Inc. in
1952 and includes an introduction
by Eddie Rickenbacker.

The book is a compilation, ar-
ranged by John M. Pratt, of
Harvey’s newspaper, radio, and
television commentaries. The
commentaries are grouped under
nine ‘headings. They include
such headings as: PROSPECTS
FOR TOMORROW, SOURCE
OF STRENGTH, SEEDS OF
DESTRUCTION, OUR GREAT:
EST NEED, and STRICTLY
PERSONAL.

After reading these commen-
taries, it is easy to see why the
American Legion presented Paul
Harvey its first National Award
for “militant Americanism and
outstanding broadcasts.”

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Enumerators Begin
Calls on Ranchers
For 1964 Census

Enumerators for the 1964 Cen-
sus of Agriculture started call-
ing on ranchers of Sutton County
November 9, D. C. Langford
county agent,

Enumerators are local men
and women hired temporarily by
the Bureau of the Census, an
agency of the U. S. Department
of Commerce, to count the com-
mercial farms and ranches in
the communities where the enu-
merators live,

The purpose of the visits is to
collect census questionnaires that
ranchers in the county have
been filling out since the forms
were mailed to all rural box-
holders  several days ago.
Farmers and ranchers were thus
allowed a period of time to
consult their 1964 business
records and fill out the forms
before the enumerators came
calling. The purpose of the ques-
tionnaire is to furnish needed,
up-to-date information on U. S.
agricultural production and re-
sources.

During the visits, enumerators
will also review forms and assist
ranchers in completing the an-
swers to any questions that the
ranchers were unable to answer.
Filling out the form is required
by the Census Act.

‘The fact is that in the case of
Jean’s fur coat the restaurant
would not be responsible for its
loss even if there had been no
sign. One who takes off a gar-
ment and places it on a coat
rack, as one would do in a res-
taurant, retains the power of
surveillance “and control over
it himself.

Ordinarily, under such circum-
stances, the operators of the
restaurant have no responsibi-
ity toward the customers’ be-
longings because they have not
knowingly received the exclusive

them.

The case would be different,
however, where the coat had
been delivered to an employee in
a checkroom. In such event, the
management would probably be
responsible, So, also, in cases
where a customer cchecks valu-
ables with a bathing house pro-
prietor, or with a hotel desk
clerk, or leaves his automobile
with the parking lot attendant
to be parked and stored for him,
those receiving possession of the
customer’s property have the
duty to use proper care to see
that the customer’s property is
returned.

Take Along Pencil

Cn Hunfing Trip

Have you deer hunters thought
about a pencil or pen and a
string or some plastic tape to
properly tag your deer?

Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment officials point out the first
operation is to fill out the back
side of the deer tag on your
hunting license, punch out the
date of kill and attach it securely
to the game. It is the hunters’
responsibility to carefully fasten
tags so they may be checked as
to ranch and date of the kill.

Place the filled out tag on an
anterless deer or a spike between
the knee and the foot. (Spike
bucks are not legal in some
counties.) Wrap a string or a
piece of plastic tape around the
tag and you are ready to go. Be
careful in handling not to
damage the tags causing loss or
mutilation beyond recognition.
If transparent tape is used, wrap
the tag with the number on the
outside so it may be read with-
out unwrapping.

It is unlawful to use the same
deer tag on more than one deer
or to use a deer tag not issued
10 the user.
