The paradox that a “little 
hurt” can prevent a lot of sick­
ness was discovered by scientists 
about a hundred years ago.

An English country doctor 
named Edward Jenner took a 
little serum from a cowpox pus­
tule on the arm of a milkmaid 
and scratched it with a lancet 
into the arm of a neighbor boy. 
A smallpox-like sore appeared 
on his arm, and he had other 
mild small-pox symptoms.

Today, thanks to Dr. Jenner, 
we can have a similiar immuni­
zation and avoid the disfiguring 
and killing smallpox epidemics 
which once swept Europe.

Several years later in France, 
Louis Pasteur made a startling 
discovery one morning. The dis­
covery—a re-inoculation of some 
chickens with chicken cholera— 
set the wheels turning in Pas­
teur’s creative mind.

“IVe found a way to make a 
beast a little sick . . . inject 
some aged microfbes into a chick­
en so that it gets the disease, 
but only a little of it . . . and 
when it gets better . . .  it can 
resist the disease! We can apply 
this to other diseases in man; we 
can save lives.” These may have 
been some of the thoughts run­
ning through Pasteur’s mind.

Pasteur also explored and ex­
perimented until he found a way 
to protect man from the dread

rabies through a series of inocu­
lations. Today we use about the 
same method to keep a man 
bitten by a rabid animal from 
developing the disease.

Another advance in immun­
ology was made in 1923 when a 
toxin was developed to save hun­
dreds of babies each year from 
a gasping death of diphtheria.

In the last 10 or 15 years we 
have read and watched the 
drama of polio vaccine unfold. 
Principal players in that drama 
were Dr. Jonas Salk of the Uni­
versity of Pittsburgh, and Dr. 
Albert Sabin of the University 
of Cincinnati.

Dr. John Enders of the Chil­
dren’s Hospital in Boston, just 
recently developed a measles 
vaccine to save lives and im­
pairments in hundreds of chil­
dren.

These dedicated scientists did 
not conquer these diseases-— 
smallpox, rabies, diphtheria, polio 
and measles—in the literal sense. 
They simply gave us a means 
of preventing them.

To take advantage of the pa­
radox—a little hurt to prevent 
sickness or death—see your 
physician about an immunization 
schedule for your family.

Mrs. Johnson Tells 
Of Year's Progress 
In Cancer Fight

“Every year we seem to be 
making more progress in our ef­
forts to control cancer, said Mrs. 
Alvis Johnson, president of the 
Sutton County Unit of the 
American Cancer Society, “but 
every year we seem to realize 
more and more that we have a 
long way to go.”

In a year end report of the 
activities of the local Cancer 
Group, Mrs. Johnson pointed out 
the fact that a t the close of 
19t64i 3i8 per cent of the people 
who developed cancer were being 
saved, wihile in 1905 only 20 per 
cent were being cured. “If we 
can enlarge our educational pro­
gram of Cancer’s Seven Danger 
Signals, we can save 50 per cent 
with the knowledge and treat­
ment that science has developed 
so far; therefore, we hope to 
reach a t least half the popula­
tion of Sutton County with our 
educational films and materials 
in the coming year,” continued 
Mrs, Johnson.

“And we must expand our at­
tack on smoking. The mounting 
evidence shows that three-fourths 
of all lung cancer, the most 
deadly cancer, could be prevent­
ed if people would recognize the 
facts and stop smoking. Well 
be showing our films on smoking 
more and more,” said Mrs. 
Johnson.

Summarizing the Cancer re­
search program, Mrs. Johnson 
pointed out that the American 
Cancer Society, through its vol­
untary contributions, is spending 
almost twelve million dollars on 
research with over $700,000 
being spent in Texas Research 
Institutions. Two very promising 
areas of research a t this time 
are in chemotherapy, or drugs, 
and against leukemia. There are 
now some 24 drugs which are 
effective in cancer treatment, 
and scientists are expecting a 
major break-through against

This past year may be re­
membered by brokers as the 
year cowboys invaded the trad­
ing floor, according to a report 
from Texas A&M University.

The Chicago Mercantile Ex­
change began a system of beef 
cattle futures trading this year, 
and, without getting dirty boots 
or a sunburn, anybody with the 
money can become a cattle 
trader.

The biggest users of the new 
marketing device are expected 
to be traditional livestockmen— 
producers, feeders, dealers and 
slaughterers, according to Ed 
Uvacek, a Texas A&M Univer­
sity livestock marketing special­
ist.

“Owning cattle always involv­
es risks of death losses, sick­
ness and price fluctuation,” 
Uvacek said, “Future trading 
allows some of this price risk 
to be shifted. It minimizes the 
effects of price changes and 
guarantees a price level.”

The trading unit of the system 
is i2&,000« pounds of USDA 
Choice grade, live steers iu o n e  
of two weight ranges. One is 
1,'000 to 1,150 pound steers that 
will yield 61 per cent of this 
weight in carcass. The other is 
1,151 to ly0OO pound steers that 
will yield 62 per cent.

As in grain trading, a delivery 
month is specified in the con­
tract. Cattle futures contracts 
can be made for April, June, 
August, or.; October delivery to 
stockyards in Chicago or Omaha.

November 30 was the first 
day of cattle futures trading, 
Uvacek said that trading started 
with tremendous activity and 
enthusiasm. At the end of the 
first week, contracts closed for 
April a t $23.40 per hundred 
pounds; June, $23.65; August, 
$24.05; and October, $24.40.

“Futures are not the answer 
to all the problems of the beef 
business,” Uvacek said. “They 
will, however, provide the op­
portunity for hedging against 
the severe price fluctuations 
that are common in the indus­
try.”

Decrease Expected 
In !965 Lamb Crop

Although 1964 lamb prices 
have been higher than in several 
years and will continue above 
this level in ’65, next year’s 
lamb crop is expected to de­
crease r\>ur to SIX pci" cent.

“Eyidently, this year’s favor­
able prices have not been high 
enough to encourage producers to 
retain large numbers of ewe 
lamlbs for their breeding herds,” 
says John McHaney, economist 
for the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service.

Sheep and lamb slaughter in 
’65 is anticipated' to be down 
from this year, whether or not 
rebuilding of breeding herds 
begins during the coming year. 
If such rebuilding does begfin, 
slaughter supplies will be sub­
stantially reduced, strengthening 
prices even more than expected.

McHaney attributes the past 
year’s favorable price situation 
to smaller slaughter supplies. 
Since mid-19i64, average monthly 
lamb prices have been the high­
est since 1958. Lamb slaughter 
this year was down about seven 
per cent from the previous year.

“The January 1, 1964, farm 
and ranch inventory of sheep 
and lambs listed the smallest 
number ever on record,” the 
economist points out. “Ewes one 
year old and older were also 
numbered as the smallest. Early 
in ’64, lamb supplies per person 
were at an all-time low.”

Christmas activities are in 
progress a t West Texas Boys 
Ranch.

The annual Christmas pro­
gram was held Sunday, Dec­
ember 20, in Gihson All-Faith 
Chapel. Each year the boys help 
organize and plan their own 
Christmas program, and this 
year some 64 boys in residence 
and 22 in placement away from 
the ranch participated in or a t­
tended the program.

Joseph VanderStucken, West 
Texas Boys Ranch director, says, 
“Arrangements have been made 
for most of the boys to spend 
Christmas Day in the home of 
a relative or a friend.”

The ranch, which is supported 
by contributions, has made con­
siderable progress over the past 
17 years, notes Morris Craig, 
executive director. Starting with 
one boy, one couple, and a farm 
house, it is now serving between 
85 and 95 boys.

“Most of the buildings are now 
permanent structures and within 
the last few months a vocational 
building has been added to the 
plant system,” Craig states.

“The ranch plans to continue 
to expand its program to meet 
the ever-increasing applications 
for admission. In the first three 
months of 1964 the ranch had 
to turn down 112 boys due to 
lack of space and facilities. It is 
the goal of the board of directors 
to continue to place emphasis on 
individual academic and voca-

Aliens Reqnirii 
To Report A

J. W. Holland of the Immi­
gration and Naturalization Ser­
vice states that aliens in the 
United States will be required to 
report their addresses to the At­
torney General within the near 
future.

All aliens, with few excep­
tions, who are in the United 
states on January 1 each year 
must report their addresses by 
the end of that month. Only the 
following classes of aliens are 
excused from this requirement: 
(1) accredited diplomats; (2) 
persons accredited to certain in­
ternational organizations; and 
(3) those admitted temporarily 
as agricultural laborers.

Forms with which to make the 
report can be obtained from any 
post office or immigration of­
fice during the month of Jan­
uary.

Holland said that the law pro­
vides severe penalties for failure 
to comply with the reporting re­
quirement.

Mary 
Jane’s father had died of tuber­
culosis 13 years before, and she 
suddenly realized that fear of 
that disease had lurked with 
her since childhood. But, she 
reasoned, it coulidn’t  happen 13 
years later.

The tests went on. Mary Jane 
lost ten pounds in the five days 
needed for the diagnosis. It 
came—tuberculosis, moderately 
advanced. She was advised to 
enter the hospital immediately.

“What did she do? Not wisely, 
she says, but understandably, 
Mary Jane went on a frantic 
shopping tour. Daughter De- 
Anne’s birthday was a week off. 
She had to have presents—and 
Mary Jane thought Dan needed 
something, too. She purchased 
red cowboy outfits for both chil­
dren. All during the hour or so 
of shopping, she kept telling 
herself that thih^s could have 
been much worsî ^

She was grateful that the hos­
pital in which she would be was 
located on the outskirts of her 
own home town; she was grate­
ful that a good friend and the 
children’s grandmother would 
alternate in keeping the children 
duing Charles’ working hours. 
But her blessings seemed minute 
compared to the hard business 
of leaving her husband and chil­
dren.

Mary Jane Boatright entered 
the Travis County Tuberculosis 
Hospital November 7. The nur­
ses were kind; she felt good. 
Even her cough, which was her 
only outward symptom, disap­
peared after two weeks of medi­
cation. But the days stretcheid 
long and tediously before her, 
and there was no way of know­
ing how long she would have to 
be hospitalized.

Each day, however, Charles 
came to see her. In good weather 
the children came, too, but they 
could only stand outside her win­
dow, Sometimes Charles brought 
tile and wallpaper and paint 
chips for their house. Mary Jane 
selected them without enthusi­
asm—sihe says now that the 
house just had to get along with 
little help from her or her hus­
band.

For the Boatright’s attention 
was now aimed at the health of 
all the family. The children and 
Charles had undergone tests as 
soon as her disease was diagnos­
ed. All were found infected with 
the germs. Another period of 
anxiety occurred while further 
tests were made to see if the 
germs had caused active disease 
in any of the three.

The news this time was better. 
The germs had not become ac­
tive; however doctors advised all 
three to begin taking the anti­
tuberculosis drugs, and to con­
tinue checkups at frequent in­
tervals.

Four months later, in March, 
Mary Jane returned home. The 
childen, she recalls didn’t  say 
much until the next day. Then 
DeAnne said, “The day you went 
to the hospital, I wore my cow­
boy outfit to school— b̂ut I 
cried.” And Dan said, “I thought 
you might stay in that hospital 
all the days.”

A new method for selecting 
breeding animals emphasizes 
what livestock professors call 
“functional efficiency.” The fer­
tility potential of cattle is judged 
by visual appraisal of their phy­
sical characteristics. It is best 
used as a supplement to per­
formance records, states a report 
from Texas A&M University. 
D. C. Langford, who has seen 
the system demonstrated, says 
it is amazing.

The method was developed 
by Dr. J, C. Bonsma, inter­
nationally known animal scien­
tist and head of the Department 
of Animal Science at the Uni­
versity of Pretoria, South Aferi- 
ca. Bonsma, now serving as a 
visiting professor a t Texas A&M 
University, was brought to Tex­
as by a grant from the Wortham 
Foundation of Houston.

Improving Texas’ calf crop 
percentage is Bonsma’s primary 
goal. His solution is the selection 
of breeding animals with no 
structural abnormalities and 
showing no symptoms of endoc- 
rinal imbalance, which show up 
in an animal’s appearance.

“Any experienced cattleman 
can tell at a glance the differ­
ence between a steer and a bull,” 
Bonsma points out. “But he 
seldom recognizes gradations in 
differences which are of great 
importance in assessing the mas­
culinity of the male. A similar 
situation exists in appraising the 
relative femininity of the fe­
male.”

For instance, Bonsma says the 
suibfertile female frequently has 
coarse hair growth upon the 
head and neck and is coarse in 
bone structure. The fertile fe­
male, in turn, is generally re­
fined in hair growth and bone 
development, showing over-all 
femininity.

Besides hair growth and bone 
development, Bonsma’s visual 
appraisal method considers such 
body characteristics as fat de­
position and distribution and 
muscle development. He has 
measured more than 22,000' cows

dergone in the hospital. She still 
continues to rest each afternoon.

At home with her family, 
Mary Jane Boatright thinks the 
worst part of tuberculosis is the 
depressions suffered by patients. 
iShe says she still experiences de­
pressions though this is not bas­
ed on reason. Other ex-patients 
of the hospital also experience 
these “bad days,” and they keep 
in touch with one another and 
offer encouragement When they 
occur.

All the Boatrights have be­
come expert pill takers. Mary 
Jane takes 30 each day, the oth­
ers less. But she thinks back on 
her own father who suffered the 
disease before the new medicine 
was created. Regular medication, 
if it had been available then, 
could have assured him that he 
would not spread his disease to 
others. She realizes how much 
her father must have been bur­
dened with this concern.

Most objective and controlled 
studies on type, Bonsma main­
tains, have failed to show any 
correlation with productive or 
reproductive capacity. Continual 
observation and evaluation of 
breeding animals and their off­
spring in their natural environ­
ment contribute greatly to rapid 
improvement by selection.

“iStudents showing aptitude 
for the general stereotyped judg­
ing readily learn this technique 
and have used it with success in 
the field,” Bonsma asserts.

The Texas Safety Associa­
tion this week issued a “last 
minute” appeal to motorists and 

pedestrians to use extreme cau­
tion on streets and highways 
during the holidays.

“Plans for a  merry and bright 
Christmas can be rudely shat­
tered for your family and friends 
if you become a holiday casu­

alty,” Quincy V. Tuma of Hous­
ton, TSA president, said.

He reminded pedestrians that 
one out of four traffic accidents 
a t Christmastime involve pedes­
trians. And, almost 40 i>er cent 
of the fatalities occur between 
6 p.m. and midnight Christmas 
Eve.

Last year in Texas, 41 pedes­
trians were killed and 351 in­
jured in traffic during the 
month of December. On Christ­
mas Eve, 14 persons were killed

in motor vehicle accidents. There 
were 13 motor vehicle fatalities 
on Christmas Day and 13 on New 
Year’s Day.

Tuma noted that for hundreds 
of traffic law enforcement men, 
a few precious hours of Christ­
mas celebration with their loved 
ones will be squeezed into off- 
duty time or be postponed.

“These officers know Death 
takes no holiday,” he said. “And, 
from their experience, they are 
well aware that Christmas Eve 
often proves the most disastrous 
time of the year. Many of the 
tragedies can be traced to exces­
sive speed and the use of in­
toxicants.”

In closing Tuma said, “Put 
your best foot forward and use 
extreme caution when driving.

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If you drive a car, you probably 
have frequent occasion to use a 
parking lot. But what may ibe a 
handy convenience for you may 
also be a happy hunting ground 
for the car thief. Do you know 
your rights in case your car is 
stolen?

By and large, the law divides 
parking lots into two basic types.

TYPE “A” LOT
At this lot you pay your fee 

and park the car yourself, keep­
ing the keys. You have a right 
(exercise it!) to lock the car, 
and you may drive out without 
handing in any ticket.

Legally, this is a kind of a 
quickie lease. You are paying 
for the temporary use of a park­
ing space, but not much more. 
Thus, a man w'hose car was 
stolen from a Type “A” lot (at 
a ball park) failed to collect 
damages for his loss. Under such 
a parking arrangement, said the 
court, a car owner could hardly 
expect the management to keep 
a keen lookout for thieves.

In short, the primary responsi­
bility for the car continues to be 
yours.

TYPE “B” LOT
At this lot you leave your keys 

in the car, so the attendant can 
park it for you—and move it 
around in your absence. Further­
more, you get a ticket which you 
are supposed to turn in when you 
leave.

This arrangement is called a 
bailment, and its vital element is 
the transfer of possession to the 
management. With possession 
goes responsibility. Now you are 
paying not only for the use of a 
parking space but also for a rea­
sonable amount of supervision 
and safekeeping.

Thus, a man whose car was 
stolen from a Type “B” lot (at a 
busy intersection) won full com­
pensation from the managemenjt- 
The court found that the lot had 
too little fencing and too few at­
tendants for safety.

What about the small print— 
or large print, for that matter— 
on the ticket you get? If the 
ticket says “Not Responsible For 
Theft,” does that automatically 
block your claim?

As a rule, the law frowns on 
efforts by parking lot proprietors 
to dodge responsibility for their 
own negligence. Proprietors have 
had a measure of success, in 
\some states, in putting a dollars- 
and-cents limit on their liability. 
But generally they do not get 
off scott-free, no mater how
