Hogs grown by
farmers residing near towns often be-
ome affected with trichinosis from
garbage hauled out and fed to them
from town restaurants where the pork
has not been thoroughly cooked, and
thus members of such households fall
victims to this insidious disease.

Avoiding all but thoroughly cooked
pork constitutes the only avenue of saf-
ety for people who eat hog meat.
