A ground-water survey was begun 

on the high plains area last Monday at 
Plainview by the State Board of Water
engineers.

Covering about eight months and fi­
nanced by an emergency legislative ap­
propriation to match federal funds, the 
study is intended to determine how 
much ground water is available in the 
area.

W. L. Broadhurst has begun the sur­
vey at Plainview and other geologists 
will be employed as work progresses.

The area lies west of a line north 
from Big Spring through Crosbyton to 
Clarendon and all of the Panhandle 
north of an east-west line through 
Amarillo, including all or parts of 46 
counties.

Numerous irrigators of the Black- 
water valley and other underground 
sheet water sections will welcome this
investigation, as there has been more 
or less controversy in this section as 
to sources and supply of the water 
used for irrigable purposes.

Some irrigators have gone so far as 
to recommend that irrigation districts 
should be formed ln the plains area, 
permitting wells to be put down cer­
tain distances apart so as to conserve 
the supply and protect investment of 
those who now have irrigation wells.

To date no one seems to have much 
idea of the extent of the underground 
supply, while it is generally consider­
ed abundant, yet many citizens of this 
area would like definite information.

College Station—The insects which 
are waiting to attack the fanner's crops 
and his wife's fruit, vegetables, flowers 
and shrubs are of two general types, 
sucking and eating, and two different 
types of control measures are necessary 
to control them according to R. K. 
Reppert, Extension entomologist of 
Texas A & M College.

The sucking type of insects suck 
the sap from plants and Include such 
common insects as the aphids, or plant 
lice. Where Insects suck the sap, stom­
ach poisons are seldom effective, and a 
contact poison which attacks the ln- 

from without is effective. Nicotine 
sulphate is the most widely adopted 
contact poison, and can be used either 

i dust or a spray. To get good 
control contact poisons should be used

i hot, still days, Reppert said.
The chewing insects, such as the 

cabbage worms, web worms, potato 
beetles, tomato worms, and similar 
types can be controlled with stomach 
poisons, most of which are on an ar­
senical bas. For spraying, lead arsn- 
ate is preferred, while calcium arsenate 
is generally preferred as a dust. Non- 
poisonous substances, such as derris or 
pyrethrum may be used on vegetables 
for the table.

Some insects break the general rule, 
Reppert said, and pointed out that the 
adult of the cotton boll weevil is con­
trolled with stomach poisons while the 
striped cucumber beetle, a chewing in­
sect, can be best ocntrolled with con­
tact applications.

The best way to determine the type 
of insect which is infesting a plant is 
to observe the type of injury, according 
to Reppert. If part of the plant is eaten 
away, it may be concluded that a bit­
ing insect is responsible; while if the 
plant appears unthrifty and the leaves 
are turning yellow and are withering 
a sucking insect is responsible. County 
agricultural and home demonstration 
agents should be consulted as to the 
class and formula of poison to use.

A very comprehensive list of the 
various damaging Insects of this section 
and poisons used to combat them was 
published in the Journal a few issues 
ago.

Texas Cotton Shortest In Nation And 
Growing Shorter; Agronomist Warns 
One Variety Best For Farmers Crops

during the period was 16.04 sixteenths
inch while the average (or the entire 
Cotton Belt was 15.32 sixteenths Inch 

“The difference In the length of 
staple may not look like so much when 
expressed in terms of sixteenths of an 
inch, but in dollars It represents an 
annual loss which runs Into millions."

Since the advent of the boll weevil, 
Texas cotton has gradually lowered 
in staple length, Miller pointed out. 
Not only is this cotton prodeed In com­
petition with foreign countries using 
cheap labor, but also any continued 
production of cotton of such short 
staple will necessarily be reflected In 
a lowering of exports. In 1936 nearly 
61 percent of the Texas cotton crop 
was less than fifteen-sixteenths inch 
staple. Of this amount about 21 per­
cent was untenderable on staple and 
5 percent on grade.

That Texas is paying more attention 
to improving the length of its staple 
is indicated by the Interest farmers, 
4-H club boys, ginners, bankers, mer­
chants, brokers, and others connected 
with or affected by the cotton industry 
ire showing in the situation in 1937. 
The contests being sponsored for both 

farmers and club boys In production of 
longer staple cotton may be the turn­
ing point In the Texas cotton picture," 
said Miller.

In this Conner lion Robert T. Staples, 
assistant supeii:: indent of the New 
Braunfels textile mills, urges every 
cotton-producmg community to agree 
upon some particular breed of cotton 
that will produce a relatively certain 
length staple as being more profitable 
to the growers and more desirable to 
the spinners.

Where farmers will grow a comon 
type of cotton It Invariably means 
more money for them, especially If the 
cotton Is to be compressed for export 
Spinners also like cotton of uniform 
staple and character.

Staples further says: “The uniform­
ity of staple Is essential for proper set­
ting of the rolls In each machine 
These are set at a certain distance for 
the staple selected. If the cotton Is 
shorter, the yarn will break down and 
will not spin. If too long for the set­
ting, the fiber either breaks or cockles 
the yarn. In either case, the resetting 
of the rolls is necessary or uneven and 
Inferior yarn Is produced Resetting the 
“Oils upsets production schedules and 
the cost of production is excessive. 
Therefore, uniformity of staple is nec­
essary for the normal production of 
good yams at a low cost.

"A certain uniform type of charac­
ter of cotton Is necessary for good spin­
ning and weaving. Cotton of weak fiber I 
produces weak yarns and lowers the ! 
breaking strength of the yams produc- 
ed, thereby affecting mill production I 
and producing cloth of Inferior! 
strength. It is well known that differ- ! 
-nt varieties of cotton and different j 
soil areas produce wide variations in , 
the character of cotton fiber. Anything 
that can be dene to produce every bale 1 

| of cotton from a certain community,j 
' uniform In its character, would be of i 
I untold benefit to the mill.

HEALTH AND RELIGION

By JESS MITCHELL

In these later years theology has. age Invariably maintains a good

the good of both. The Church came to 
realize several years ago Its missionar­
ies could accomplish much more with 
their suojects In a spiritual way when 
they gave heed to alleviation of their 
physical conditions. Only recently we 
have learned that in this country, be­
cause of the economic condition, many 
people have been In a bad way spirit­
ually because they were physically de­
pleted.

Physicians now days have much to 
say about the numerous deaths from 
heart troubles of different kinds, and. 
apparently, the liver comes next with 
its difficulties. They are not situated 

far apart in the human body, and 
what effects one directly may also 
have an Indirect effect upon the other. 
If the heart be taken as symbolic of 
soul conditions, the liver may also rep­
resent bodily conditions, and most of 

know that spiritual health depends 
much upon physical health.

King Solomon of Judea, In his phys­
iological and anatomical discoveries 
3,000 years ago made some very inter­
esting discoveries. While Dr. Henry 
claims to have discovered the fact of 
blood circulation In 1610, yet Solomon 
seems to have been familiar with that 
fact a thousand years before the time 
of Jesus of Nazareth. When he spoke 
of the "pitcher at the fountain,” he 
evidently had reference to the heart 
and the three canals which receive 
blood from its pitchers. When he spoke 
of the "silver cord of life,” h 
doubt had reference In a poetical 
ner to the spinal cord, and when he 
spoke of the silver cord being loosened, 
he referred to the relaxation of the 
spinal cord in old age which produces 
palsy, tho that fact as not discovered 

modern science until In the nine­
teenth century.

but with Dr. Solomon It was 
the liver. He recognized this Important 
function in the castle of the human 
body. He was familiar with Its curious 
cells, Its elongated tubes, its three 
lobes, and the hepatic artery through 
which flows the crimson tides of life. 
He knew it never slept; that It was al­
ways on duty. He knew the effect of 
dissipation of various kinds upon It;

I learned long ago there Is a Sinai and 
a Calvary for the heart; but only a 
Sinai for the liver, and the young man 
who puts all his forces against the 
regiments of youthful temptations, 
seldom needs a Calvary for his liver.

Some of my readers may never be­
fore have thought how closely allied 
are health and relgion, yet I firmly be­
lieve the one who has the best health, 
other things being equal, enjoys his 
religion most. Good health is not only 
conducive to greater earthly useful­
ness; but also more satisfatcory for an 
eternal destiny.

Doubtless there are plenty of men— 
and women, too, lying out in the 
eteries today who are supposed to have 
died of malarial fever, heart trouble of 
some kind, or one of a dozen other di­
seases may have been named in the 
undertaker's certificate; but 
doctor had told the truth he would 
have said, "he died the victim of night 
club suppers, too many cigars, too 
much booze, or too much something 
else, which resulted in a torpid liver or 
liver cirrhosis.

No one admires a perfectly health­
ful specimen of manhood or woman­
hood more than does this wirter, but, 
as the years go by, there Is a kind of 
sickness that Is really beautiful to be­
hold, the kind that comes from over­
work and super-service In behalf of 
one’s fellowman. To my mind the ag­
ed war veteran, gassed, or with empty 
sleeve or crippled limb, carries with 
him a badge of eternal nobility. The 
Red Cross nurse who has worn herself 
out by bedsides of the sick is a real 
heroine. Some bodies scarred and mar­
red by privation and disease are more 
jlorious than the robust form of an 
athlete. The mother who becomes wan 
and pale through sitting by the bed­
side of her family, often has a coun­
tenance that glows like an angels.

I know of no more pathetic scene 
than that of men 70 or 80 years of age 
deciding they vyant to finally become 
useful. With nerves, muscles, lungs, 
heart and liver all years ago sacrificed 
to a sinful and selfish life; for years 
of their previous live having fought on 
the wrong side, the sword of their 
faculties now all dulled and hacked

State Health Doctor 
Says Now Is Time To 

Combat Diphtheria

pllcable to May Day-Child Health Day, 
‘Immunize Now—Stamp Out Diph­

theria,” Is designed to Intensify the 
campaign against one of the most 
deadly foes of children, diphtheria, ac­
cording to Dr. George W. Cox, state 
health officer.

If parents would have their family 
physician administer toxoid to their 
child as soon after It reaches the age 
of six months as possible, much suf­
fering and many deaths could be pre­
vented.

The administering of toxoid Is a very 
simple procedure and causes the child 
little or no discomfort. In approximate­
ly ninety per cent of the children re­
ceiving toxoid, there will be established 
a life long immunity to this disease.

To be sure, four to six months afetr 
the final dose of toxoid, the child 
should be Schick tested so parents will 
know definitely whether their child is 
immune. The test consists of just a 
few drops of diphtheria toxin between 
the layers of their skin. If the child 
is imunc, no reaction will be noticed. 
If not, there will appear redness at the 
sight of the test that reaches its height 
the third or fourth day.

Test Well Getting 
Ready To Spud In

in Hockley and Cochran counties were 
leased for oil purposes last week, while 
in Bailey county there has been a total 
of around 7,000 acres leased since the 
first of this month, bringing the total 
leasing of this conuty up to more than 
28,000 acres, most of it being located 
in the southern part of the county.

The Humble Pipe Line Co., recogniz­
ing the opening of a new West Texas oil 
field, is making preparations to extend 
its pipe line into Cochran county.

New locations for test wells are 
being spotted in both Cochran and 
Hockley counties. Whlteface, in Hock­
ley county, has grown to such an ex­
tent that R. W. Jones. Littlefield, last 
week opened a newspaper there, copy 
of the first issue coming to the Jour­
nal office last Saturday.

Report reached here last Tuesday 
that the Bob Slaughter well No. 1 in 
Hockley county was yielding an output 
of 336 barrels of oil per day, follow­
ing running of 2 Vi inch tubing and 
acidizing with 2,000 gallons. Some oil 
men are predicting its production may 
eventually go as high as 2,000 barrels 
daily on full development.

Water well for the first oil test in 
Bailey county was finished the first 
:f this week, drilling machinery mov­

ed onto the location last Wednesday 
and work of erecting tower will be 
started this week, spudding in to be­
gin on or about May 1, according to 
authoritative information received 
here Wednesday.

This well is to be located in labor 
4, league 700, in the extreme south­
east corner of Bailey county, and will 
be known as the R. F. Duggan—Yel- 
lowhcuse No. 1.

Security Tax Is 

Due By April 25

tor Orville S. Carpenter has announced 
that employers who are subject to the 
Texas Unemployment Compensation 
act will send in their contributions of 
one and eight-tenths percent on pay­
rolls for the months of February and 
March 1937, by April 25. These contri­
butions will be made on Form TUC 3.

Carpenter also announced that on 
May 31 employers will make their first 
quarterly summary reports to the Tex­
as Unemployment Compensation com­
mission. These reports—made on forms 
TUC 4 and TUC 4a—will contain de­
tailed information on employers’ pay­
rolls for the months of January, Feb­
ruary, and March, 1937.

Form TUC 4a will be filled out for 
each person employed by individuals 
and firms under the Texas act, Car­
penter announced. These forms will 
show the wages payable to the employ­
ee during the quarter, the employee’s 
account number, his name, and his full 
time weekly wage. In case the person 
left the employ of the reporting con­
cern during this quarter, the form will 
record the last date worked by the em­
ployee. The report will also show the 
employer's name, address, and indus­
trial classification number.

Form TUC 4 is the employer's quar­
terly summary report and will show 
the total number of employees to whom 
wages were payable during the quarter 
and the amount of wages payable each 
month during the quarter. The form 
also will ivcorw the- employer's name, 
address and industrial classify rrion 
number.

In the 
Unitd States the labor unions backed 
up boycotting, and from that resorted 
to black-listing, intimidations and oth­
er methods of forcing their demands 
on employers. Twenty-five years ago 
the epidemic was as much of a puzzle 
as the sit-down strikes of today. The 
fineing of 241 members of the Hatters 
Union of Connecticut in the sum o f  
$222,000 put the "kibosh” on further 
boycotts.

Court decisions were not laughed off 
in 1910 as they are in 1937.

The American Federation of Labor 
calls the sit-downers "anarchy,” but 
the Committee on Industrial Organiza­
tion is still able to arrange one ot  
those disturbing industrial disturbances 
on short notice.

While Washington washes its hands, 
court orders fail in their purposes on 
account of lack of enforcement by 
State, county and municipal authori­
ties.

All this appears to indicate that the 
sit-down strikes, like the old-time boy­
cotts. will continue to upset normal 
conditions and orderly methods that 
might otherwise be arranged between 
employers and employes.

The important thing that is lacking 
seems to be law-enforcement.

Cause Of McNairy’s 
Death Given In A 
Letter To Relatives

Fureher Information received here 
relative to the immediate cause of 
Jack McNairy's death last week near 
Banning, California, Is to the effect 
that while working for the Metropoli­
tan Water Distribution Co., of South­
ern California, being employed In what 
is known as the Lawrence tunnel, 
about seven miles from Banning, or 
80 miles south of Los Angeles, he met 
his death In a very sudden and unex­
pected manner.

Going to work at midnight, Friday 
April 9, along with 20 other workmen, 
the crew took temporary shelter in 
pump station about 300 feet from where 
dynamite shots were being placed for 
excavation work. After the shots were 
made the men started on back toward 
the head of the tunnel when, in some 
unexplainable manner McNalry stumbl­
ed and fell on the track ahead of the 
“muck car,” which ran over him, kill­
ing him instantly. Some of his < 
elates thought perhaps when 
stumbled and fell he struck the track 
in such a way as to knock him uncon­
scious, though that is not an assured 
fact.

The body was badly injured beneath 
the wheels, head and face being so 
crushed identification from those 
sources was impossible. Later identifi­
cation was made by a scar on one 
hand and by letters found in his pock­
ets from relatives living in Muleshoe.

McNary was well known here. He 
had been employed as a miner by this 
particular concern since December, 
1934. Details of the accident were kind­
ly furnished relatives here by the Cal­
ifornia coroner who held the Inquest.
