This years Fling Ding patrons were entertained with music
by “The Big Time”, and while looking across the crowd in
the Wool House I couldn’t help but to consider how the Fling
Ding has endured over the years.

The Fling Ding Club started in 1939 with 9 members (lo-
cal legend claims that the first dance was held in the kitchen of
one of the members). The Fling Ding was abandoned in the
early days of World War II, but was revived in 1954. The fol-

lowing excerpt from a February 26th, 1954 edition The Devil §
River News chronicles that rebirth. “The Fling Ding Club,
inactive since the summer of 1941, gave its first dance since
reorganization last Wednesday night at the Sonora Wool and
Mohair Company Warehouse. Refreshments were served at
the Stockmen’s Feed Company next door. Approximately 700
members and guests danced to the music of Blue Barron and
his orchestra from 9 until 1 o’clock. Mr. and Mrs. Herbert
Fields were hosts at a cocktail party preceeding the Fling Ding
Club Dance Wednesday night. About one hundred guests at-

tended.”

Membership has been lim-
ited to 135 members since the
Fling Ding Club reinitiated,
but paticipation has continued
to grow over the years. This
is a tradition that has its roots
deep in Sonora’s past.

Traditions have always
been important to our society,
holding constant for an ever
changing world. The Fling
Ding serves as a renuion of
old friends and an older time
where things seemed just a
little less complicated.

Sutton County is home to many caves. Some have been explored, either formally (with surveys and the resulting maps)
or informally. There have been caves that have yet to be located (no one knows how many of those there are). One is world-
renown for its elegant calcite formations. Many more just barely qualify as caves.

What makes a cave a cave? Who decides if a hole is a cave? Ask members of the Texas Speleological Association, an in-
ternal organization of the National Speleological Society made up of Texas caving clubs and individual Texas cavers, and most
will tell you if a feature goes back, in, or under fifteen feet or more it’s a cave. ' ]

Rock shelters are caves that occur as a recessed indention on the side of a rock formation. Often a shelter will be approached
by a trail snaking its way up its cliff, as %ame and goats have long known them as places to hunker down in bad weather. Rock
shelters in Sutton County, particularly along the Devil’s River, were used extensively by what archaeologists and rock art spe-
cialists call, simply, Archaic people. :

Archaic people who lived south of here three- to four-thousand-years ago are often called “Lower Pecos Man.” These
Eeople left many signs of long-term use in their shelters. Perishable items such as woven mats, baskets, pouches and fire sticks

ave been found, as have permanent features such as fire pits, either for cooking or for warming, and burnt rocks.

In the recent past, people living in this area have dug extensively into shelters looking for the more flashy artifacts, such
as arrowheads and other items that would look good on a shelf. One result of these hunts is the loss of information that would
allow researchers to create a picture of what life was like for these people. There are two big reasons for this loss: First, there
is little that can be learned from an item once it is removed from the other articles around it, much as tearing a few chapters
from a good novel makes it hard to understand, and easy to misinterpret, the rest of the book. An excellent example of the
other reason can be seen in the Fate Bell shelter at Seminole Canyon State Park where people searching for things to take home
dug through floor mats woven from lechuguilla fibers, and pushed important but not easily recognizable items out of the way.
Searchers covered the floor with deeply dug pits that probably did not yield any of the types of things they were planning to
find, but destroyed a lot of what was there.

In spite of these losses, archaeologists have been able to piece together a broad picture of how these Archaic people lived.
Carbon dating has been useful in giving an idea of when these people were roaming the area south and west of Sonora. One
way the three- to four-thousand-year estimate was arrived at was by testing the fire residue on hearth stones, and by testing tiny
samples of the J)aint used to draw on shelter walls. This paint was made by using rocks to grind colored pebbles into a dust that
was then mixed with something greasy, sometimes animal fat, to make a paste. The paint was often applied with fingers or with
brushes made from plants. Plant paint brushes, grinding stones, and lumps of paint have been found in shelters in the area.

The shelters, and the paintings of people and animals—pictographs—in tlgose shelters, have been analyzed and discussed
by archaeologists and rock art a%lcionados for many years. These folks agree that not all the shelters being used and painted
were used as living spaces. Some have slanted floors that would have been impossible to use for any length of time. Some are
extremely difficult to approach. People then, like people now, looked for comfort and convenience in their living spaces. There
must have been some special reason to be uncomfortable. '

Many of the pictographs of human-looking figures have wavy lines flying up from their heads. Some who study rock art

have concluded that these particular paintings are symbols of shamans (“medicine men”) sending their souls to search the spirit

world. Some believe all the pictographs found in the uncomfortable places were spiritual in nature, painted by and/or depicting
the shamans during their searches. Perhaps shamans sought information about locations of game, or where their group needed
to go when the food ran out. Perhaps the paintings were part of a young person’s coming of age ceremony—no one knows
for sure. As one guide at Seminole Canyon used to say, “All we really know about these people 1s they wove floor mats out of
lechuguilla and they liked to paint on the walls.” ‘

People continue to be fascinated by Archaic people and their paintings. We may never know for sure why the paintings exist
or what they were for, and that’s a very good reason to be fascinated. ,

The shelter paintings found in this area were not all made by the Lower Pecos Man and they are not all shamanistic. There
are different styles of paintings, from different time periods. Paintings are separated into groups by colors used (or not used),
time period, and style. Paintings in this area are grouped broadly as: Pecos River style (several colors used to depict people,
recognizable animals, fantastic animals, and shamans), Red Linear style (figures made up mostly of red lines—many are stick-
figures), Red Monochrome style (monochrome—*“one color”—and that color is red), and Historic style (more recent paintings
but still “old.” Subjects include Europeans, mission churches, horses, and other relatively modern subjects).

All the paintings have one thing in common: They need to be protected. Many things can affect the paintings, and some of
these can be prevented. Some paintings have been painted over or intentionally scraped. Some older paintings were covered
by newer paintings; many of the newer paintings are of the Historic style. Some paintings have been smoke damaged when
modern people built campfires in the shelters.

Goats seeking shelter press against the walls, and the oils in their coats are deposited onto the paintings. Some shelters have
oat-height horizontal black bands running the useable length of the shelters, with the bands obliterating all paintings at that
eight. Other animal occupation has similar effects.

Climate change has played a part in the damage. This area has more moisture than in the distant past, and tiny organisms
that need some humidity have found the organic paint to be a good food source. Growth of these organisms is particular% dam-
aging to the paintings close to Lake Amistad, such as those in Seminole Canyon, as evaporation from the lake has signigcantly
increased humidity.

Massive Winter Bird
Count Just Weeks Away

The 2008 Great Backyard Bird Count will take place across the
U.S. and Canada on February 15th-18th. The four day event is spon-
sored by the Cornell University Lab of Ornithology and Audubon.
The count is simple to participate in and offers parents and teachers
an excellent opportunity to engage children in real science and na-
ture. The Sonora area is underrepresented in the annual count and
this year we would like to change that. The following press release
provides all the information you need to participate. Locally, you
may contact Delyse Jaeger or Jacqui Thomas of Eaton Hill Wildlife
Sanctuary and we will do all we can to help get you started in the

11th annual Great Backyard Bird Count!

Bird watchers across North America are poised to take a real-
time snapshot of where the birds are during the 11th annual Great
Backyard Bird Count, February 15-18. This year’s event calls on
birders to “Count for Fun, Count for the Future.” Anyone can count
birds wherever they are and enter their tallies online at www.bird-
count.org. These reports contribute valuable information for science
and conservation, spotlighting changes in bird population and dis-
tribution from year to year. The count is led by Audubon and the
Cornell Lab of Orithology. Participation is free and no registration
is required. )

Overall, bird watchers submitted a record-breaking 80,000
checklists during the four-day event in 2007—reporting 11 million
birds and 613 species. Count results over the years show how spe-
cies such as Eurasian Collared-Dove and Red-bellied Woodpecker
are spreading into new areas. They also show declines in some spe-
cies, such as the American Crow and Northern Pintails.

Taking part in the GBBC is easy. You don’t even have to know
a lot about birds and you can find helpful identification tips on the
web site at www.birdcount.org. Participants watch birds for as little
as 15 minutes on one or more days of the event, counting in their
yards, city parks, nature centers, or wherever they like. They enter
the highest number of each species seen at one time on the GBBC
web site. Participants can explore maps and charts showing what
others are reporting in their area or across the continent.

Visitors to the web site can also see winning photos from the
2007 photo contest and get inspired to send in their own digital im-
ages during the 2008 GBBC. Every photo submitted is considered
for the contest. : :

In addition to digital photos, you can also short video of birds
and bird watchers during the 2008 count. Upload your video to You-
Tube and tag it “Great Backyard Bird Count.” Some of the best clips
will be posted on the GBBC web site! ‘

The Great Backyard Bird Count is a free event, sponsored in
part by Wild Birds Unlimited. Everyone who participates will be
entered in a drawing to win bird-related prizes.

Q. Do you have any informa-
tion on Otto Schwiening?

A. The Historical Encyclo-
pedia of Texas, Revised Edi-
tion, had the following article
on Otto Schwiening, identi-

fied with the ranching outfit of

Fred Schwiening and Sons in
Kimble Co., Texas, is engaged
in raising cattle, sheep and An-
gora goats on some 4,817 acres
of land. The ranch is located
about a mile west of Roosevelt.
Mr. Schwiening was connected
with ranching 1n early life. At
the age of seventeen he joined
the Navy, and alternated be-
tween this branch of national
service and ranching, until
health compelled him to aban-
don the former and devote his
career to stock raising. He has
traveled widely, and has vis-
ited twenty-three of the United
States as well as Cuba, Mexico,
and other countries.

Otto Schwiening was bom in
Junction, Kimble Co., Texas,
on March 29, 1903, to Fred and
Agnes Schwiening. His father
was a rancher and freighted in
the early days between Roos-
evelt and Menard, Comfort
and Brady, Texas. He followed
the freighting line until 1916,
then moved to Kerrville to give
the children an education. Otto
Schwiening was educated in
schools of Kerrville and Fred-
ericksburg. He walked three
miles back and forth to school
in Roosevelt, doing this for
six years. Between 1918 and
1920 he was a student in Fred-
ericksburg, Texas. On Decem-
ber 9, 1920 he was a student in
Fredericksburg, Texas. On De-
cember 8, 1922 he joined the
Navy, serving until December
8, 1924.

He then became an employee
of the California Edison Com-
pany, later returning to Freder-
icksburg, where he ranched for
his uncle and for Roy Murr at
Roosevelt. His health failing,
he re-enlisted in the Marine

Corps on October 25, 1925,
where he was stationed in
Paris Island, South Carolina,
and trained 1n boot camp. He
served in many parts of the
world, among them Cuba. He
then was located in Cincinna-
ti, Ohio, on mail guard duty.
Because of ill health he then
spent some time in the Naval
Hospital at Washington, D.C.
Later he returned to Texas,
where he took up ranching
again, and he has continued in
that line ever since.

Mr. Schwiening married
Miss Myrtle Renfro at Junc-
tion on August 13, 1936. Mrs.
Schwiening is the daughter of
R. F. (Bob) Renfro, a trader,
rancher and farmer, and Ad-
diec Renfro. Mr. Schwiening
enjoys traveling and pursues
the reading of fiction and pho-
tography as pastimes. He be-
longs to the Woodmen of he
World; the Texas Sheep and
Goat Raisers’  Association;
and the Registered Breeders’
Association. He is a member
of the Lutheran Church.

In “Peace In The Valley,” a
chronicle of Kimble County
Cemeteries by Frederica Burt
Wyatt under Junction City
~Cemetery, Section #3 page 63
and 64 we found Myrtle Ren-

fro Schwiening born March

13, 1901 to August 6, 1981
and Otto Schwiening March
29, 1903 to March 12, 1985.

We know that his father Fred
Schwiening Sr. died in Oct. of
1953 and was buried in Fred-
ericksburg; his wife was Ag-
nes Eichenloff, and that his
parents were Fritz (Fred), and
Sophia Schwiening. Fred was
brother to Alfred %chwiening
of Sonora, Mrs. Alma Brock-
man of Fredericksburg, Mrs.
Sophie Thiers of Roosevelt
and Mrs. Mary Long of San
Antonio. He was a native of
Kimble Co and ranched until
1942. He had married Agnes
Eichenloff at Fredcrickst;urg
on June 13, 1901.

Otto had two brothers named
William from Roosevelt and
Fred from Ingram; and two
sisters, Mrs. W. J. Lemoine of

Laredo and Mrs. Joe Gentry
of San Antonio. Which makes
them related to a large share of
the families in Sutton County.

Q. How many children did
Alfred George Schwiening
and Margaret Callie Allison
have?

A. I have 7 in my records:
Mary Alma born October
3,1911 in Sonora and was mar-
ried 3 times, Neil Wilson, Otis
? and Jan Ralph Jones. She
died June 7, 1976 in lowa.

Harold Alfred was born Dec
28, 1913 in Sonora and mar-
ried Elise Kimble Martin on
August 25, 1933 in Junction.
He died January 19, 1975.

Curt Allison was born July
6, 1916 in Wentworth and
married Frieda Wilna Hamer
on July 21, 1937. He died No-
vember 16, 1992. She lives at
Camp Allison.

Alfred George Jr. was born
November 19, 1919 and mar-
ried Sara Katherine Artuberry
and died in San Angelo on
December 12, 1988.

Margaret Louise married
several times, a Green, Bark-
er, Cain and Kring, she died
January 25, 1995.

George Sutton was bom
March 3, 1926 and married
Anita Lee Storms on April 17,
1944 in San Angelo. He died
December 7, 1985.

Kathleen will kill me if I put
her birth date. She married
Noah Joseph “Hut” Moore III
in Loving, New Mexico on
August 25 year unknown and
is hiving in Sutton County.

Explained T

Suppose that every day,
ten men go out for beer and
the bill for all ten comes to
$100.

If they paid their bill the
way we pay our taxes, it would
go something like this:

The first four men (the
poorest) would pay nothing.

The fifth would pay $1.
The sixth would pay $3. The
seventh would pay $7. The
eighth would pay $12. The
ninth would pay $18. The
tenth man (the richest) would
pay $59. So, that’s what they
decided to do.

The ten men drank in the
bar every day and seemed
quite happy with the arrange-
ment, until one day, the owner
threw them a curve. ‘Since
you are all such good custom-
ers,” he said, ‘I’'m going to
reduce the cost of your daily
beers by $20. Drinks for th ¢
ten now cost just $80.”

The group still wanted to
pay their bill the way we pay
our taxes so the first four men
were unaffected. They would
still drink for free. But what
about t he other six men - the
paying customers? How could
they divide the $20 windfall
so that everyone would get
his ‘fair share?’ They real-
ized that $20 divided by six is
$3.33. But if they subtracted
that from everybody’s share,
then the fifth man and the
sixth man would each end up
being paid to drink his beer.

So, the bar owner sug-
gested that it would be fair
to reduce each man’s bill by
roughly the same amount, and
he proceeded to work out the
amounts each should pay.

And so:

The fifth man, like the first
four, now paid nothing (100%
savings). The sixth now paid

$2 instead of $3 (33%sav-

ings). The seventh now pay
$5 instead of $7 (28%sav-
ings). The cighth now paid
$9 instead of $12 (25% sav-
ings). The ninth now paid $14
instead of $18 (22% savings).
The tenth now paid $49 in-
stead of $59 (16% saving s).
Each of the six was bet-
ter off than before and the
first four continued to drink
for free, but once outside the
restaurant, the men began
to compare their savings. “1

only got a dollar out of the
$20.” declared the sixth man.
He pointed to the tenth man,
“but he got $10!” “Yeah,
that’s right,” exclaimed the
fifth man. “I only saved a dol-
lar, too. It’s unfair that he got
TEN times more than 1!

“That’s true!!” shouted the
seventh man. “Why should he
get $10 back when I got only
two? The wealthy get all the
breaks!”

“Waita minute,” yelled the
first four men in unison. “We
didn’t get anything at all. The
system exploits the poor!”

The nine men surrounded
the tenth and beat him up.

The next night the tenth
man didn’t show up for drinks,
so the nine sat down and had
beers without him. But when
it came time to pay the bill,
they discovered something

very important....they didn’t
have enough money between
all of them for even half of the
bill!

And that, boys and girls,
journalists and college profes-
sors, is how our tax system
works.

The people who pay the
highest taxes get the most
benefit from a tax reduction.
Tax them too much, attack
them for being wealthy, and
they just may not show up
anymore. In fact, they might
start drinking overseas where
the atmosphere 1s somewhat
friendlier.

Storing Colostrum For Orphan Goats

Every year at kidding time,
and orphaned kid goats occur
in nearly every flock. These
orphans result from does that
die after giving birth or does
that fail to have enough milk
for the number of kids pro-
duced. This occurs often in
flocks with does that have a
high incidence of triplets and
quadruplets. All newborns
need to receive colostrum soon
after birth as it is a source of
antibodies and nutrients. Pe-
riodically storing hifh quality
colostrum is a good manage-

ment practice. Though it may -

not be feasible for large herds,
smaller herds can benefit.

Storing colostrum ensures
that it is available the next
time a newborn needs it. The
two most common means of
storing colostrum are refriger-
ation and freezing. Colostrum
can be refrigerated for onl
about 1 week before qual-
ity declines. If you refrigerate
colostrum, be sure that the re-
frigerator is cold (33-35°F) to
reduce the onset of bacterial
growth. If the colostrum be-
gins to show signs of souring,
the quality of the colostrum 1s
reduced. The immunoglobu-
lin molecules in colostrum
that convey passive immunity
will be degraded by the bac-
teria, reducing the amount of
immunity that the colostrum
can provide. Thus, it is impor-
tant that colostrum be stored
in the refrigerator for only a
short time.

Freezing colostrum in stor-
age bags (-5°F) is an excellent
method of storing. It may be
frozen for up to a year with-
out significant decomposition.
Use two bags to minimize the
chance of leaking, and lay
them flat in the freezer. By
laying the bags flat, the rate
of thawing can be increased,
thereby reducing the delay
between birth and feeding.
Freeze colostrum in singfe
feeding sizes (8 ounces) as
this amount can be rapidly
frozen and thawed.

The best method for thawing
is atroom temperature, but this
probably will take too long.
The main concern regarding
thawing frozen colostrum is
to thaw the ice without de-
grading the immune proteins.
This is best done with warm
(not hot) water (< 120°F) and
allowing to thaw. Alternately,
colostrum.can be thawed in a
microwave oven, but it is im-

ortant to microwave the co-
lostrum for short periods on
low power and pour off the
thawed liquid periodically to
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minimize heating.

Feed colostrum at body
temperature. A newborn kid
should receive 3 ounces per
pound of body weight dur-
ing the first 18 hours of life
to build up sufficient antibody
levels and nutrients.

Extra kids should be graft-
ed to another doe whenever
possible. The goal is for does
to raise the extra kids if they
have the available milk. If you
have three kids in any combi-
nation of adopted or natural,

leave the two closest in size
with the doe and remove the
odd one, whether it is the larg-
est or smallest. With multiple
births, the weakest kid usually
is selected for artificial rearing
on milk replacer because it 1s
less capable of competing at
the udder. Make the decision
to remove the kid from the doe
as soon as possible after birth.
This eases the training period
and enhances survival. Kids
not grafted to another doe can
be raised on milk replacer.

How about a New Year’s
Resolution to end 2008 with
hundreds - or maybe even
thousands - of extra dollars in
the bank?

If saving money sounds
about as difficult as losing 25
pounds by swimsuit season,
think again. It’s actually as
simple as promising that this
year, you will find a bank that
helps you save money.

Here’s what you need to do:

First, stop using credit cards.
Use debit cards instead.
Credit card companies want
you to go into debt. Ever no-
tice how they hand out so
many gifts and rewards? It’s
so profitable to get you into
debt that they’re actually will-
ing to bribe you to spend. It’s
pure gravy when you don’t
pay your balance in full or
miss a minimum payment.

Unsurprisingly, credit card
companies are good at getting
people to spend beyond their
means. In 1996, the average
U.S. household had $5,875 in

-credit card debt. By 2006, that

figure had climbed to nearly
$10,000.

With debit cards, you’re
spending your own money. So
you can’t be lured into debt.

Next, you should avoid fees
and earn interest on all your
money. Most people use banks
that pay virtually no interest
on deposits and have a slew of
hidden charges and complex
fees.

Take overdraft fees. It is es-
timated that banks make a
whopping $17.5 billion annu-
ally through these charges.

So if your bank charges the
industry average, that’s $136
in penalties.

A similar fleecing happens
at the ATM. When your bank

So find a bank that offers
a free overdraft line of credit
with a competitive interest
rate instead of charging over-
draft fees. That way, whenev-
er your checking account goes
negative, you automatically
borrow the cash you need at
a reasonable cost rather than
a lump sum fee. The “over-
draft” simply shows up as a
charge on your credit card,
and there’s no penalty fee.

Banks also shouldn’t charge
you to use another bank’s

ATM.

Finally, find a bank that
pays high interest on all your
money. These days, there’s no
reason to do business with a
bank where you’ll lose mon-
ey over time. According to
Bankrate.com, the average
savings bank pays less than
half a percent of interest - well
under the rate of inflation. The
annual percentage yield on
the average checking account
is even worse. A number of
direct banks are now offer-
ing savings and checking ac-
counts that pay three percent
or more.

Millions of Americans use
big banks because they as-
sume that if a bank is well-
known and popular, it must be
offering its customers a good
deal. But this clearly isn’t the
case.

Making this mistake could
be costing you a fortune. In
2008, fixing this mistake could
save you thousands.
