Colts Beat Hawks to
Start 2014

Wall came to play and
the Sonora Colts’ teams were
both ready. The 7th grade
Colts scrimmaged for about
an hour on the practice field.
There was no score; however,
Wilson Johnson, Slade Der-
mody, and Joe Angel Torres
had some good runs. Dermo-
dy also had pass completions
to Levi Garrett and Blayze
Sykes. During the one quar-
ter of Live Play, Jansen Mor-
ris sacked Wall’s quarterback
in the end zone. Play ended
2-0, in favor of the 7th grade
Colts.

The 8th grade Colts
continued their winning ways
of 2013 by defeating the 8th
grade Wall Hawks 22-18, in
a thunderstorm-shortened
game. JR Velasquez wowed
the home fans 45 seconds
into the game with a 75 yard

long touchdown run. The two
point play failed.

Wall tied the game up
in the first quarter with their

first touchdown. The Hawks'

also failed on their conver-
sion attempt. Late in the first
quarter, Wall took the lead and
scored another TD, but failed
again on the two point play.

The Colts struggled to
get their offense rolling. Wall
took advantage and scored its
third touchdown. Martin Al-
varez stuffed the Hawk run-
ner trying for the two-point
conversion. At4:02 left in the
first half, the score was 18-6
Wall.

The Colts finally got
momentum on their side and
moved the ball down the field.
With 43 seconds left in

were ready for him. The next
time Gutierrez got the ball,
Castillo met him in the back-
field and tackled him for a
loss. Lee Deleon then sacked
the Wall QB for a loss ending
the drive.

The Broncos went three and
out on their second posses-
sion. The Hawks got the ball
on their 41-yard line after an
Acevedo rugby style kick that
went 36 yards into the wind,
Gutierrez, the fastest player
on the field, got the first Wall
TD on the option pitch. At
2:10 in the first quarter, Wall
took a 7-0 lead.

The Broncos got their only
score of the game at the 9:43
mark of the second quarter.
The Broncos used seven run-
ning plays and one pass. The
drive covered 73 yards on
eight plays and lasted 4:27.
Rollert caught a pass from
Acevedo for a 26-yard recep-
tion. Castillo took the ball up
the middle for the ten yard
score. Hunter Hughes’ kick
banged off the left upright.
The scoreboard read 7 to 6 in
favor of Wall.

The Hawks scored their sec-
ond touchdown on an eight-
play 59-yard drive. Clint
Masters, a 205-pound full-
back, had most of the carries
up the middle. With the Bron-
cos concentrating on  stop-
ping Masters, Gutierrez once
again took the option pitch.
He raced untouched (and un-
catchable due to his speed) for
the Hawks’ score. Their PAT
was good and Wall led 14 to 6.

The Broncos threatened to
score with time running out in
the first half. Acevedo’s long
pass to San Miguel in the end
zone was incomplete. At the
half, the score was Wall 14
and Sonora 6.

The only points scored in the
second half came at the 9:49
mark in the third quarter. The
Hawk kick returner took the
opening kickoff to their 44-
yard line. Five running plays
later, Wall scored its third and
final touchdown as Masters

AgriLife Specialist: Need to recycle water?
‘Give the ground first shot at it’

TEMPLE - The key to
solving some of Texas’
water shortage problems
may be as simple as teach-
ing homeowners and cit-
ies how to efficiently and
cleanly return wastewater
to the ground, according to
a Texas A&M AgrilLife Ex-
tension Specialist.

“To me, having a long-
term positive impact on our
water supply is to put the
treated effluent back in the
ground safely,” said Dr. An-
ish Jantrania, AgrilLife Ex-
tension specialist, Temple.
“And if cities and towns
start doing that, it will sta-
bilize the groundwater sup-
ply because you’re putting
millions of gallons back in
the ground. And the ground
holds water a lot longer
than reservoirs.”

Jantrania is the new waste-
water specialist at the Black-
land Research and Exten-
sion Center in Temple. His
emphasis, according to his
website bio, will be to de-
velop “a statewide AgriLife
Extension education and
research program related
to surface and groundwa-
ter quality protection, with
specific emphasis on non-

point sources and other en-
vironmental issues.”

His appointment is 70 per-
cent AgrilLife Extension,
and 30 percent Texas A&M
AgriLife Research.
Although Jantrania is new
to Texas A&M AgrilLife, he
has more than 25 years of
experience working in the
wastewater industry, both
in public and private sec-
tors, with a focus on on-site
sewage facilities and home
septic systems, according
to his vitae. Before coming
to Texas, Anish has worked
in Virginia, Massachusetts
and West Virginia.

He received his bachelor’s
from Udaipur University,
India in 1982, a master’s
from Ohio State Universi-
ty in 1985 and a doctorate
from Clemson Universityin
1989 — all in agricultural
engineering. He also earned
a master’s in business ad-
ministration from West Vir-
ginia University in 1993.
Jantrania said that conser-
vation methods such as
rainwater harvesting are
good, and he’ll be work-
ing to promote those efforts
too, but conventional con-
servation measures only go
so far when there’s no rain.

“The current infrastructure
is dependent upon rain,”
he said. “Lakes, reservoirs
and groundwater supplies
are all dependent upon rain.
Whatever is happening in
nature, the rainfall pattern
is changing.”

There are options, such
as pumping water in from
other sources and desalini-
zation, but currently they
are very expensive, though
research is ongoing to find
ways to lower the cost.
“Conservation is always
step No. 1, and the second
thing is reuse or multiuse,”
he said.

Imagine, Jantrania - said,
a typical water cycle of a
city. If the city is drawing
water from wells or from
a reservoir, it is using most
of it only once. Some wa-
ter is used to irrigate lawns
and athletic fields, and may
quickly return to the water-
shed, but much of it is treat-
ed and then released into a
river or stream.

“The water will go down
the stream, hit the bay, and

it may or may not come

back in the form of rain to
the same city; that’s the nat-
ural hydrological cycle,” he
said. “But what if you can

keep the water where it’s
being used more effectively
and efficiently?”

He said there are different
ways to do this, including
treatment plants using sev-
eral levels of filtering and
disinfection, which involve
high-energy and operation
costs.

“But with the proper soil,
technology and manage-
ment, the same disinfection
and cleaning can be done at
a fraction of the cost. This
is what small private septic
systems and large decen-
tralized systems can do,”
Jantrania said.

Jantrania will be working
with homeowners, land-
owners and municipalities
to make better use of what
water they have, he said. He
will also be involved in de-
veloping training programs
for homeowners in better
managing their home aero-
bic and trench-style septic
systems. He also plans to
be involved in research for
other means of reclaiming
water.

Proposition Number 1
(SJR 1)

SJR 1 would authorize the trans-
fer of certain money from the
general revenue fund to the state
highway fund and the economic
stabilization fund. Money trans-
ferred to the state highway fund
may be used solely for the con-
struction, maintenance and acqui-
sition of rights-of-way for public
roadways.
