As Comes The Water, So Do The Mosquitos
Residents Can Help Control,
Protect Themselves From Mosquitoes

DALLAS - Anticipating a
significant increase in the
state’s mosquito population,
Texas A&M AgriLife Exten-
sion Service entomologists
are offering tips on how Tex-
ans can help slow mosquito
breeding in backyards and
protect from being bitten.
“Mosquito populations
are booming throughout the
state and will likely not go
away anytime soon after all
our rains and flooding,” said
Dr. Mike Merchant, AgriLife
Extension urban entomolo-
gist in Dallas. “Not all of
the mosquitoes swarming us
right now are likely to carry
disease, but West Nile virus-
infected mosquitoes are be-

ginning to show up in traps.”

Texas Department of State
Health Services recently an-
nounced the first 2015 case of
West Nile virus in the state,
and Dallas County Health and
Human Services just issued a
health advisory reporting its
first positive mosquito pool of

the year.
Merchant added that chi-
kungunya, another disease

transmitted by mosquitoes, is
on the radar of U.S. and state
health officials as a growing
concern. He said the virus
is regularly brought into the
U.S. by travelers, but as yet
a human-to-mosquito-to-hu-
man cycle has not developed
in Texas.

“This could change, howev-
er, as it did last year in Florida
where a handful of cases oc-
curred among Floridians who
had not traveled to the Carib-
bean,” Merchant said. “The
principal mosquito vectors
of chikungunya include the
Asian tiger mosquito, Aedes
albopictus, and its close rela-
tive, the yellow fever mos-
quito, Aedes aegypti. Chikun-
gunya frequently comes with
a very bad headache, joint
pain, rash and fever. There is
no treatment for or vaccine to
protect from this disease.”

What is Chikungunya

Virus

Chikungunya is a virus than can be transmitted by two spe-
cies of mosquitoes , scientific name being Aedes aegypti and
Ae. Albopictus. The common names for these two species are
the yellow fever mosquito and the asian tiger mosquito.
Chikungunya originated throughout parts of Africa and south-.
east Asia. In 2014, the mosquito borne virus moved throughout
parts of Central America and Caribbean and began to spread
into the United States.

The yellow fever and Asian tiger mosquitoes are container
breeders, bite at dusk and dawn and have a very limited flight
range. They are considered to be of public health importance.
The chikungunya virus is not normally fatal, but is painful
and symptoms can last for weeks or even months.

Symptoms include: Abrupt onset of fever and joint pain; Joint
pain often debilitating ; In elderly people the virus can contrib-
ute to death.

Control tactics with these two species involves source reduc-
tion by eliminating standing stagnant water in tires, barrels,
old boats, open trash barrels etc. Larvacide products are also
useful in control of these two species and are available over
the counter as Mosquito Dunks.
The Chikungunya (ChikV) virus unlike West Nile virus, can
be transmitted from infected person to mosquito to person.
Travelers returning from tropical climates are bringing the vi-
rus back to the U.S. If the Aedes albopictus or Aedes aegypti
are present then local transmission can amplify.

In 2014, Texas documented 66 cases of Chikungunya virus in

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Practice Lawnmower Maintenance & Safety

With summer vacation
underway, many youth
with be having to mow
lawns, either their own or
someone else’s as a means
of earing summer wages.
To make sure the experi-
ence pays off, practice reg-
ular maintenance and keep
safety in mind. Here are a
few tips.

Sharpen the blade. Mow-
er blades encounter rocks,
twigs and other hidden
objects. A dull blade rips
and tears grass instead
of providing a clean cut.
Those with experience can
sharpen their own blades,
but a mower repair shop

can sharpen your blade for
a small fee.

Clean out the undercar-
riage. Grass can get caked
in the undercarriage and
clog the mower’s discharge
chute. Use a wire brush to
scrape grass clippings and
dirt from the undercarriage
and spray the remaining de-
bris away with a water hose.

Check the oil. Monitor the
oil level in your mower and
look for debris or oil that
is dark black in color. Old
or contaminated oil should
be drained and replaced.
To change the oil, remove
the drain plug underneath
the mower and allow it to

drain completely. Check
your owner's manual for the
right type of oil to use.
Inspect the air filter. A
clogged or dirty air filter
stresses the mower and

burns gas less efficiently.

Most lawn mowers have
a paper or foam air filter
that can be easily accessed.
Replacement air filters are
inexpensive so most pros
recommend an annual re-
placement to ensure opti-
mal performance.

Change the spark plug.
Like the air filter, the spark
plug is extremely important
to a functioning lawn mow-
er, yet inexpensive and easy

Be
sure not to over tighten it.

We should all practice
safety when mowing. Like
what?

For starters, pick up rocks,
branches (or twigs), kids
toys, and hoses before you
start mowing. Also, check
fuel before starting and
don't add fuel to your lawn-
mower while the engine is
running or the mower is

still hot.

It’s probably also a good
idea to not allow children
or pets to play in the yard
while you are mowing the
lawn. Mowers can sling
rocks and all manner of de-
bris. For that reason, wear
closed shoes and long pants
while mowing.

Be familiar with the in-
struction manual and what
it says about handling your
mower. If it says to push
it, then don't pull it. Some

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and how to identify Aedes and
other mosquitoes, Merchant
suggested going to AgriLife
Extension’s Mosquito Safari
website,-  http://mosquitosa-
fari.tamu.edu.

Humans are not the only
ones to suffer from mosquito-
borne diseases, Agrilife Ex-
tension experts noted.

“Mosquitoes can also be
vectors for dog heartworm,”
said Dr. Sonja Swiger, Agril-
ife Extension livestock/veteri-
nary entomologist in Stephen-
ville.

According to Swiger, an in-
fected mosquito can pass tiny
heartworm parasites on to any
uninfected dog it bites. Heart-
worm causes lasting damage
to heart, lungs and arteries,
and can affect the dog’s qual-
ity and length of life. In addi-
tion, horses are susceptible to
several encephalitis diseases,
including West Nile virus,
and should be vaccinated ev-
ery year.

Swiger said that to con-
trol mosquitoes effectively

“and economically, everyone
should understand their basic
life cycle and be familiar with
the important mosquito types.
According to Swiger, mosqui-
toes can be divided into two
groups based on where they
lay their eggs. For example,
floodwater mosquitoes lay
eggs on the ground in low
spots, and these eggs hatch
when it rains and the low area
fills with water. :

- “With the unusually high
‘May rainfall, these mosqui-
toes are common now and
likely to remain so during
the duration of the rain,” she
said. “Floodwater mosquitoes
are good fliers and can travel
many miles from their breed-
ing sites in temporary pools,
roadsides and low lying ar-
eas.”
She noted there is little
people can do on their own
property to protect themselves
from floodwater mosquitoes,
other than stay indoors or
wear repellent.

“We have more control over
other mosquitoes that breed
in containers and live closer
to town,” Swiger said. “Con-
tainer breeding mosquitoes
include some of the most sig-
nificant species that may neg-
atively affect human health,
including the common house
mosquito.”

The entomologists referred
to what they called “the four
D’s” as a general means for
people to help manage mos-
quitoes and protect against
bites. These are:

— Dusk/Dawn — Avoid be-
ing outside when mosquitoes
are searching for a blood
meal, which is usually in the
early morning hours and just
before the sun goes down.
While some species are day-
time biters, most prefer to
feed at dusk and dawn.

— Drain — Empty stand-
ing water from “containers”
around your home and work
areas, such as buckets, wheel-
barrows, kiddie pools, toys,
dog bowls, water troughs,
tires, bottles, etc. Make im-
provements that allow stand-
ing water to run off following
rains.

— Dress — If out during
mosquito feeding hours, wear
long sleeves and pants in plain
colors. Avoid attracting them
by wearing excessive amounts
of perform or aftershave.

— Defend — Any time you
go outside for an extended pe-
riod of time, wear an insect
repellent.

Dr. Charles Allen, AgriLife
Extension entomology pro-
gram leader in San Angelo,
said mowing tall weeds and
grass can help eliminate some
mosquito resting areas.

“When mosquito popula-
tions are high, labeled contact
insecticides can be used to
knock down adults,” he said.
“For greatest effectiveness,
sprays should be directed to
shady mosquito resting areas.
In addition, insecticide-based
misting systems can be effec-
tive short-term, but repeated

applications can cause insec-
ticide resistance or be harm-
ful to non-target insects and
may result in loss of control.
These systems are most likely
to be effective if timers are set
to spray when mosquitoes are
most active.”

Allen said there are also
techniques that can help con-
trol larval stage of mosquitoes
in water.

“Mosquito dunks contain-
ing insect growth regulators
or Bti, the mosquito larva’s
bacterial natural enemy, can
be used in water that cannot
be dumped or drained to re-
duce mosquito populations,”
he said.

Products that apply a sur-
face film or oil on the water
can also be used to reduce lar-
val mosquito and pupal popu-
lations by preventing them
from getting air through their
breathing tubes, he said. The
use of films or oils should be
limited to locations without
any other organisms, since
it will prevent oxygen to the
non-target organisms as well.

According to Merchant, in-
sect repellent is still the best
overall defense against those
“less savory insect and mite
biters.”

“I always suggest people
keep a bottle or can of repel-
lent just outside their door-
way to remind them to spray
exposed skin, even if-they
plan to be outside just a short
while,” he said. “Keeping re-
pellent in your car is a very
good idea too.”

The entomologists agreed
that repellents with DEET
remain the gold standard for
protection.

“DEET has some of the best
persistence. However, there
are good alternatives to DEET
if you aren’t going to be out-
side very long,” Merchant
said. “The natural repellent,
oil of lemon eucalyptus, is a
good alternative to DEET for
those who prefer an organic
product. The most important
thing is to find a repellent that
works for you and to use it.”
