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Frst Gulf Storm of Season Elbows Texas on Its Way By

AUSTIN — State emergency responders
geared up for the first time this hurricane
season in response to Tropical Storm
Cindy, which came ashore just east of the
Texas-Louisiana border on June 22.

Two deaths were attributed to the storm

— one of them an elderly man found in a
sand-mired pickup truck on Texas’ Bolivar
Peninsula.

The storm dropped most of its rainfall
east of its center — up to 18 inches in some
places far to the east — and much less in
Texas. But as a precaution two days before
landfall, Gov. Greg Abbott ordered an
increase in readiness from level four, nor-
mal conditions, to level three, increased

readiness.

Four Texas Task Force 1 boat squads
were activated, along with two Texas Mil-
itary Department vehicle squads. Also,
the Texas Department of State Health
Services Emergency Medical Task Force,
the Texas Military Forces Aircraft and
shelter and feeding teams were placed on
standby.

Abbott noted that weather conditions
related to tropical storms can change rap-
idly without warning, causing catastrophic
flooding. “That is why I am imploring
all Texans in the Gulfregion to stay
updated and heed warnings from your
local officials, avoid high water areas and

refrain from attempting to drive through
roadways or over bridges that have the
potential to flood.”

Paxton leads coalition

Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton
on June 19 urged the Federal Communica-
tions Commission to deny a petition by the
broadband industry to prevent states from
investigating and settling claims over false
and misleading advertising about broad-
band Internet speed.

“As the U.S. Supreme Court ruled,”
Paxton said, “a federal agency may pre-
empt state law only when and if it’s acting
within the scope of its congressionally

delegated authority. Hun-
dreds of millions of Ameri- |,
cans rely on broadband '
Internet services every
day, yet they don’t
always get what they
pay for. The states’ con-
sumer protection pow-
ers must be left intact
to protect customers
from providers who
make false claims
about broadband
speed.”

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Bad Days
and Good Days

It was a day like all others and a day
like no other. As was the day before, and
the day after. As are all days. Just days.
But often so
much more.

A friend
mentioned it
was her wed-
ding anniver-
sary. She was
in a celebratory
mood, and
rightly so.1
asked her the
date, because I
wasn’t sure, and
when she told me I realized it was an anni-
versary for me as well. Except mine was a
sorrowful milestone.

Ifelt a cloud descend and a pit grow in
my stomach. I'd forgotten, or at the least
failed to remember. Guilt crept in like a
spider, weaving its web in an ever-tight-
ening snare. I should have remembered. I
should have felt bad because the day - for
me — had been marked forevermore as
marred and damaged.

Dates take on personal meaning for us.
But they can be widespread as well. On
the day in question, thousands — millions
even - experienced shock and sadness
at the unexpected death of a pop icon. A
cloud fell over the already descending sad-
ness of my day as the country mourned
together.

At the same instant, babies were born,
creating joy in one hospital room, while
just down the hall a family said its good-
byes to a sick father or mother or spouse.

I mulled over the dichotomy. What
do we make of each day? How does our
approach affect the type of day we have?
Why does the date on the calendar make
any day good or bad?

It doesn’t. Or at least it doesn’t have to.

We can be dictated by our circum-
stance — and often are — but I believe we
can break free and see and experience
the world through a lens of our own
choosing.

Just because I had an extremely sor-
rowful, terribly awful thing happen to
me on a certain date doesn’t banish that
date to the regions of horribleness forever.
If that were the case, and I was able to
remember every distressing thing that
has ever happened to me, every day would
probably be a bad, sad, mad, I-don’t-want-
to-get-out-of-bed kind of day.

That wouldn’t be any fun.

Initially, I felt guilty about not remem-
bering I was “supposed” to be having a bad
day because somehow that made my loss
less significant. Then I realized that line
of thinking was pretty dumb. Feeling bad
because I thought I was supposed to feel
bad was akin to needlessly throwing the
day away. It was giving power to the nega-
tivity and guilt and spiders.

Nothing I can do now can have any
impact on the loss I experienced seven
years ago. It isreal every day. And I still
feel sorrow sometimes — like now, writing
about it. But I don’t have to mark a date on
the calendar and set it aside for mourning.
The day doesn’t have to be labeled as a loss
for the rest of my eternity.

Life is hard enough as it is without us
putting up our own roadblocks. Which we
all do - all too often.

On the day in question, I forgot my
grief, but I didn’t forget my loss. I think
that means I am moving on. In slow steps
the joy and happiness return. And they
can be just as real as grief. More real, even
—when you’ve earned them.

He changed his name to Billy
Wilson and was arrested for having some
counterfeited money.

He somehow escaped and joined “Billy
The Kid’s” gang of thieves and outlaws
and was arrested with the gang at the
place called “Stinking Springs” by Sheriff
Pat Garrett.

Doc Anderson, a.k.a. Billy Wilson, was
then taken to Santa Fe where he again
escaped and returned to Texas. We have
to assume it was in the middle of the night
on a fast horse!

Here he changed back to his real
name, D.L.. Anderson, and bought a small
horse ranch.

Settling down to being a productive
citizen, he married a railroad man’s
daughter and started a family.

About this time, Pat Garrett, who
had retired as Sheriff of Lincoln County,
moved to Uvalde close to where Doc
Anderson was living. In time he recog-
nized Anderson and they became friends.

Wanting to help his new friend, Pat
Garrett obtained a full pardon for him
from U.S. President Theodore Roosevelt.

On the basis of this, Doc Anderson
received a job as a U.S. Customs Officer
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ing spree. After an argument with a
customer, Valentine pulled his pistol and
began shooting up in the bar.

Someone took word to Doc about the
incident and he came right down to the
bar to arrest Valentine. As he walked in
the door, Valentine shot him three times.
The sheriff slumped over into a chair and
died there.

Ant Street Inn

The Ant Street Inn is a 15-room
boutique hotel in a historic downtown
building in Brenham. “It was built in
1899,” says Suzy Hankins, who owns the

i hotel with
her husband
Keith. “It had
retail stores
downstairs
and offices and
warehouses
7,':( upstairs.

In 1990, the
founder of the inn bought the building,
renovated it and turned it into the Ant
Street Inn.”

Suzy and Keith refer to their property
as a bed and breakfast. Guests have a com-
plimentary breakfast in the downstairs
restaurant. Free coffee and Bluebell ice
cream are available upstairs. Many of the
upstairs rooms have doors from the state
capitol building, which were acquired
during the capitol’s updating in the 1980s.
Among other amenities each room has a
folding lawn chair that guests can take to
outdoor events in the area.

“Every Saturday night in July a dif-
ferent band will come and play on the
square,” says Keith. “They close off a
downtown street and some guests come
specifically to hear the band that might
be playing that night.” Suzy says some
people come for the weekend and don’t
know about the concerts. “There’s just
not that many steps to sit on around the
courthouse. Also with all the parades and
festivals that happen in this area, guests
seem to really appreciate those chairs.”

The hotel is in the Ant Street Historic
District. The lore is that early workers in
the factory-type jobs in this area came and
left together like a bunch of ants. Actually
the hotel is on Commerce Street. Two
blocks over is Baylor Street, which was
once Ant Street.

Keith had been in the medical insur-
ance business for 20 years. He and Suzy
had always wanted to have their own
business and six years ago they decided
on the Ant Street Inn. “I was working in
St. Louis at the time,” says Keith. “When
we were shopping for a property I had two
criteria: it had to be in Texas and it had to
support both of us. We didn’t want to enter
into a situation where one of us had to get
a job to support the bed and breakfast.

We looked at hundreds of properties and
the Ant Street Inn fulfilled those require-
ments. A four, five or if you're Iucky a
seven-room bed and breakfast wasn’t
going to generate the kind of revenue we
knew we would need.”

The Inn has a 4,000 square feet ball-
room that is used for all kinds of events.
“It can seat up to 250 people comfortably,”
says Suzy. “We do wedding receptions,
banquets, anniversary parties, pretty
much anything the mind can imagine. We
can also move the walls around to accom-
modate small business meetings.”

Since Brenham is between Austin
and Houston, it gets travelers from those
cities as well as visitors from other coun-
tries. “They’re traveling from big city
to big city,” says Suzy, “and they stop in
Brenham because they want an authentic
Texas experience.”

“The phrase we have coined is elegant
sanctuary,” says Keith.

vent disease or reduce its
severity. The microorgan-
isms in vaccines are inac-
tivated or modified so that
they do not cause illness.

Inactivated (aka
“Kkilled”) vaccines incor-
porate bacteria or viruses
that have been rendered
inactive. The microbe is
incapable of growing and
reproducing, but is still rec-
ognizable by the animal’s
body. Since inactivated
organisms do not multiply
inside the body, substances
called adjuvants are
included to stimulate the
immune system to respond
to the injected inactivated
microbes.

Modified-live virus
(MLV) vaccines contain
whole viruses that have
been modified such that,
though they’re able to mul-
tiply within the body, their
ability to cause disease has
been removed. Because
the modified microbes
actively grow within the
animal, fewer are needed in
a vaccine dose compared to
inactivated vaccines. MLV
vaccines packages usually
contain two vials—one is
freeze-dried product that
contains the modified
microbes, while the other
is the diluent, which re-
suspends the microbes.

So how do inactivated
and MLV vaccines work?
Well, there are two parts
of the immune system: 1)

taneous tissue, especially
with the inflammation that
normally follows injections.
The cells carry parts of

the inactivated microbes
between the injection site
and areas that are active

in creating the immune
response, such as the lymph
nodes. The adjuvant, along
with the high number of
inactivated organisms in
the dose, make inactivated
vaccines good at stimulat-
ing humoral immunity.

MLV vaccines depend
on their ability to infect
living cells, in addition to
interacting with antigen-
presenting cells, to activate
the immune system. Signif-
icantly fewer organisms are
needed per dose of vaccine.
The action of modified live
vaccines is especially good
at stimulating cell-mediated
immunity.

In short, microbe
proteins are the major com-
ponents that make up both
killed and MLV vaccines.
Proteins disintegrate due
to time and temperature
extremes. With time, the
proteins disintegrate into
smaller parts until there’s
no longer enough to effec-
tively stimulate immune
response.

This is especially
important for rehydrated
modified-live organisms,
which can lose their viabil-
ity in as little as 1-2 hours,
depending on environmen-

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TX Legislature Reforms
Child Welfare System

In January, at the start
of the 85th Legislative Ses-
sion, Governor Greg Abbott
made it clear to members of
the House and Senate that
improving Child Protective
Services and Texas’ foster
care program needed to
be a top prior-
ity for this
Legislature. 1
wholeheart-
edly concurred
with the Gov-
ernor’s assess-
ment as the
CPS system in
Texas has been
inadequate for
far too many
years.

Texas CPS has suffered
from caseworker shortages,
alack of good placement
options, and even the death
of some children which
were later determined to
have been preventable.
This system was put in
place to protect our most
vulnerable Texans, and we
owe those children nothing
less than a complete over-
haul which puts their needs
and safety above a bloated
bureaucracy whose pri-
mary concern is preserving
the status quo.

To that end, we passed
House Bill 4, House Bill 5
and Senate Bill 11 which
will collectively overhaul
the child welfare system.
Broadly, this package of leg-
islation provides additional
support for families who
take in abused children
(also known as “kinship
care”), establishes the
Department of Family and
Protective Services as its
own agency (currently it
is under the Health and
Human Services Commis-
sion), and expands commu-
nity based foster care.

Turning the Depart-
ment of Family and
Protective Services into a
standalone agency is a criti-
cal step towards removing
several layers of bureau-
cracy in order to ensure
accountability. It will also
help to directly connect
CPS caseworkers and
lawmakers so that future
policy goals and agency
priorities are determined
based on the best interests
of the children in need, and
no one else.

Another issue that has
been hamstringing our
child welfare system is the
lack of cooperation with
non-profits and faith-based
organizations. House
Bill 871 will require the
Department of Family and

Protective Services to work
with these groups in pro-
viding support services to
families in crisis situations,
and also to alert families of
other support options that
are available in their area.
This legislation ensures
that local entities
are able to serve
families in their
own communities
in times of need.
Also, by giving
as many provid-
ers as possible
opportunities,
it expands a
family’s support
network with the
ultimate goal of
avoiding the need to remove
a child from their home.

Unfortunately, some
situations cannot be rem-
edied and do call for a child
to be placed into foster care.
The current law states that
foster children are best
served by being placed
in the “least restrictive”
environment. Until now,
there has been no definition
for that standard in state
law. That is why we passed
House Bill 1542, to provide a
definition in order to create
clarity and make sure that
foster children are placed
in homes that are as family-
like as possible.

Finally, while the 2017-
2019 budget keeps state
spending increases under
population growth plus
inflation, and stays well
below all constitutional
spending limits, we were
able to add $508 million in
the budget for child protec-
tion. This includes funds
to hire almost 600 new CPS
caseworkers, to enhance
foster care provider rates,
and to provide additional
support for kinship care as
mentioned above.

While we did not solve
every ill facing the child
welfare system in Texas
this legislative session, we
took a giant step forward to
ensuring that the future of
the Department of Family
and Protective Services
will be more efficient and
effective at protecting our
youngest, and most defense-
less, little Texans.

Texas adds jobs in May

The Lone Star State’s
economy expanded in
May with the addition of
14,800 seasonally adjusted
non-farm jobs, the Texas
Workforce Commission
announced.

Texas’ seasonally
adjusted unemployment
rate fell to 4.8 percent, down
from 5.0 percent in April.

“Texas employers cre-
ated 266,600 jobs over the
past year and the Texas
economy continues to
provide competitive advan-
tages to large and small
business owners across
the state,” said Andres
Alcantar, chair of the Texas
Workforce Commission.

“TWC remains committed
to fostering innovative
partnerships that equip
Texas students and work-
ers with in-demand skills,”
he added.

The mining and logging
category recorded the larg-
est private-industry gain
over the month, with 6,600
jobs added. Construction
employment grew by 3,400
jobs in May and financial
activities employment
expanded by 3,200 jobs.

Furthermore, the
Amarillo Metropolitan Sta-
tistical Area recorded the
month’s lowest unemploy-
ment rate in the state, with
anon-seasonally adjusted
rate of 3.1 percent.

AG praises end to bag tax

Attorney General Pax-
ton on June 21 praised the
city of Kermit for repealing
alocal sales tax on single-
use plastic bags.

“Cities and municipali-
ties in Texas are obligated
to follow the rule of law,
and the Legislature passed
a law that clearly prohib-
its a sales tax on bags,”
Paxton wrote. That law,
Paxton said, is Health and
Safety Code Sec. 361.0961(a)
(3), which states: “A local
government or other politi-
cal subdivision may not
adopt an ordinance, rule
or regulation to assess a
fee or deposit on the sale
or use of a container or
package.”

In May, Paxton’s office
gave the city of Kermit
60 days to repeal its bag
tax. With the city’s action,
there are no more bag taxes
remaining in Texas, Paxton
said.

Tips for Zika-free holiday

The Texas Department
of State Health Services
posted precautions in
advance of Independence
Day festivities.

“Don’t let Zika stop your
July 4 plans,” the agency
said, and offered everyday
ways to avoid mosquito
bites, which are known to
transmit the Zika and West
Nile viruses.

Texans, especially preg-
nant women, should con-
tinue to protect themselves
from Zika by:

— Applying EPA-
approved insect repellent;

— Wearing pants and
long-sleeve shirts;

— Using screens or clos-
ing windows and doors;

— Removing stand-
ing water in and around
dwellings;

— Covering trash cans
or containers where water
can collect; and

— Avoiding travel to
regions where Zika virus is
active.

DPS Warns: Heatstroke Kills
14 Children So Far This Year

So far, this year, there
have been 14 children die
due to heatstroke in the
United States. Half of those
were in Texas, according
to a press release from
The Department of Public
Safety.

The following infor-
mation provides tips for
understanding Heatstroke,
especially in children, and
steps to help avoid it.

What is Heatstroke?

« Heatstroke, also
known as hyperthermia,
is the leading cause of
non-crash, vehicle-related
deaths for children.

« It occurs when the
body isn’t able to cool itself
quickly enough and the
body temperature rises to
dangerous levels.

* Young children are
particularly at risk as their
bodies heat up three to five
times faster than an adult’s.

« When a child’s inter-
nal temperature gets to
104 degrees, major organs
begin to shut down. And
when that child’s tempera-
ture reaches 107 degrees,
the child can die.

« A car can heat up 19
degrees in 10 minutes. And
cracking a window doesn’t
help.

- Symptoms can quickly
progress from flushed,
dry skin and vomiting to
seizures, organ failure and
death.

Key Statistics:

Since 1998, a total of 714
children across the United
States have died from heat-
stroke when unattended in
avehicle.

« 54 percent of deaths
resulted from a child forgot-
ten by caregiver.

- 28 percent of deaths
resulted from a child play-
ing in unattended and
vehicle

« 17 percent of deaths
resulted from a child inten-
tionally left in a vehicle by
an adult.

From January through
June 24, 2017, a total of 14
children in the U. S. have
died, including 7 in Texas.

In 2016, 39 children in
the U. S. died, including 7 in
Texas.

Top Safety Tips:

Everyone can help pro-
tect kids from this prevent-
able tragedy by remember-
ing Safe Kids ACT.

A: Avoid heatstroke-
related injury and death by
never leaving your child
alone in a car, not even for
aminute. And make sure to
keep your car locked when
you’re not in it so kids don’t
get in on their own.

C: Create reminders by
putting something in the
back of your car next to
your child such as a brief-
case, a purse or a cell phone
that is needed at your final
destination. This is espe-
cially important if you're
not following your normal
routine.

T: Take action. If you
see a child alone in a car,
call 911. Emergency person-
nel want you to call. They
are trained to respond to
these situations. One call
could save a life.
