City hit by deluge
By The Associated Press 

Very heavy thunderstorms triggered by a 
combination of a cold front and an abundant sup­
ply of moisture forced the National Weather 
Service early today to declare a flash flood watch 
for the southern portion of Northwest Texas.

The flooding conditions were expected as a 
result of the cold front which passed through the 
Panhandle Tuesday night and Wednesday 
pushing deeper into Texas 

As the colder weather continued to work it's 
way south, temperatures in the Pampa area 
dropped into the 40s this morning, bringing out 
the winter clothing

The drop in temperatures followed heavy rains 
Tuesday night and Wednesday which dumped 
from three and one - half to more than six inches 
of rain in the Pampa area 

The rain was general throughout the 
Panhandle with Carson County sheriff 's deputies 
reporting totals from three to six inches 
Unofficial reports from Canadian listed three 
inches of rain

W.E. Melton, who lives 14 miles south of 
Pampa in the Hopkins community, measured 
five and three - fouth inches of rain at his home 

The flash flood watch covered Brewster. Je f f  
Davis. Pecos. Presidio and Terrell Counties 

Very heavy thunderstorms were reported 
during the predawn hours across southern An­
drews and northern Ector Counties These 
thunderstorms were just a small portion of a

large area of rain and thunderstorms that 
extended early today from the Abilene and Sny­
der areas southwestward across Midland-Odessa 
and across the Pecos River into the Davis 
Mountains

Forecasters said there were no immediate 
reports of flooding, but warned persons in low 
lying areas to be alert for rising water and 
warned of the possibility of flooding of low waterl 
crossings The rain was expected to continue 
throughout most of the day. forecasters .said 

The cold front was moving across the state 
early today along a line from Texarkana to 
Brownwood to San Angelo to Del Rio Behind the 
front, showers were reported and temperatures 
'vere cooler.

Early morning temperatures ranged from the 
upper 30s in northwestern sections of the 
Panhandle to near 80 along the gulf coast 

Some early morning readings included 49 at 
Amarillo. 55 at Wichita Falls. 74 at Texarkana. 70 
at Dallas-Fort Worth.

77 at McAllen 
and Del Rio. 88 at El Paso and 52 at Lubbock 

Forecasts called for mostly cloudy skies today 
with showers and thunderstorms expected over 
most of the state. Showers if Southwest Texas 
were expected to be locally heavy. Highs were 
expected to range from the 80s in Northwest 
Texas to the 70s and 80s for the remainder gf the 
state. Highs in South Texas were expected 
however, to reach near 90

An emergency situation has arisen at Highland 
General Hospital and no one is sui'e where the 
funds will come from to remedy the situation

Within the past severaf weeks the hospital has 
had several pipes break, causing flooding of 
various floors

Guy Hazlett. hospital administrator, says the 
b reak s  are now occurring at a rate of 
approximately two per week

At the last board meeting a three phase 
reconstruction plan was presented to the board 
and the media

Phase I of the plan deals with the domestic hot 
and cold waterpiping system, while Phase II 
deals with replacing steam and condensation 
piping along with controls The estimated cost of 
Phase I is $383.184 19 Die estimated cost of 
Phase II is $538.201

The problem is - where does the money come

from'’
Following a pipe line break last week, hospital 

officials met with the county commissioners for 
a regular commissioners meeting The purpose 
was to try and discover an avenue of funds 
available to the hospital.

During a telephone interview this week, 
Hazlett said. It is really an emergency that we 
get this fixed Something needs to be done 
im m ediately"

Where will the money come from'’
"T hat's hard to say. said Hazlett. There are 

many alternatives We are looking at a long 
range p ro ject'

He added more renovation may be needed 
down the pike "This may be the lip of the 
iceberg

The commissioners are going to explore all 
alternatives and that will take time We are 
talking about one million dollars I have no idea 
w hen an answer will be given tc  the

hospital. Hazlett said
He added. Some type of af swer is needed as 

soon as possible He explained the situation is 
urgent and could result in some type of 
secondary damages

Hazlett explained pipe breaks are now 
occurring several times a week "Before we 
could work around it. but we can no longer do 
this."

The hospital seems to be making efforts to cut

— Only isolated resistance in

B oom ing housing m arket 
could face total collapse

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
booming housing market could 
collapae if the government 
squeezes credit any tighter, 
warns a top federal regulator.

In a rare breach of the nor­
mally united front presented by 
govemmeM banking and mone­
tary ageopies to the public. 
Robert H. McKinney, chairman 
of Federal Home Loan Bank 
Board, criticized the latest in­
terest increase set in motion by 
the Federal Reserve Board

“ For the moment, the bank 
board will do aH in its power to 
counterbalance today's action 
by the Fed." McKinney said in 
a statement Wednesday "I sin- 
cerely hope that still further 
tightening by the Fed will not

be necessary, as it may well be 
at the risk of a housing col­
lapse."

McKinney's agency regu­
lates savings and loans while 
the Federal Reserve Board — 
known in financial circles as 
the Fed — regulates many of 
the nation's larger banks

McKinney contends the Fed's 
actions in tighterang credit 
throughout the economy may 
divert money from savings and 
loans and will make mortgage 
money more expensive and 
harder to ge*

A bank board spokesman. 
Robert Marshall, said the 
board can bluni the impact of 
higher intereat rates on the 
housing induHtry by advancing

funds to savings and loan asso­
ciations and by reducing the 
amount of cash they have to 
keep on hand But he indicated 
no decision has been made on 
exactly what the board might 
do

The Fed controls the nation's 
money supply by the purcha.se 
and sale of guvemmeis secu­
rities to those large banks and 
thereby sets the federal funds 
rate — the interest charged by 
banks on short-term loans to 
each other When the Fed driv­
es up interest rates for banks, 
it also indirectly influences oth­
er intereat rati-s in the country.

President Carter is also pre­
paring. an anti-inflation pro­
gram.

The only valuable money that 

({ovemmeni has to spend is that money 
taxed or borrowed out of the people s 
eamiriRs When govemmeni decides to 
spend more than it has thus received, that 
extra unearned money is created out of thin 
air. through the banks and. when spent, 
takes on value only by reducing the value of 
all money savings and insurance

In other words, this unearned money is 
inflationary

Let's look at the difference between 
earned and unearned money Money is 
earned as people take part in the 
product km and exchange of goods and 
services i l l  by working. i2i by buying 
corporate ¡Rocks and b ^ s .  and i3i by 
providing money to others who put it to 
work

While the first two ways are obvious, the 
third is somewhat complicated because it 
involves depositing money in savings 
institutions (hat lend or invest H.. iThm is 
also indawlly true to life miurance. profit 
sharing and pension plans, i But in all cases 
this money earns interest while in the 
handsof otiier people

So for all practical purposes the supply of 
earned money is made up of payroll. profits 
and Merest.

Men let's hjok at the unearned money

spent by govemmeni
This is extra money. money thai does not 

represent the production of anything It is 
created by d e n tin g  govemmeni I Q.Lt^ 
in the commercial banks and receiving 
checkbook money in return. (This privilege 
is enjoyed only the Federal Govemmeni . i 
This brings into play an important 
economic law* The selling price of any 
stock of goods is about equal to the amount 
of money trying to buy it. If the money 
seekuig goods goes down, prices go down, 
and vice versq

So. when govemmeni creates and spends 
unearned money, the new total becomes 
the selling price, and the earned money 
loses purchasing power

Throughout hisotry. govemmeni have 
favored the idea of creating unearned 
money because then they do not need to 
levy additional taxes to meet their 
expenditures

As we have seen, however, the spending 
of this unearned money automatically 
reduces the value of all money and is. hi 
effect, an indirect tax

Here is another historical fact: Every 
government on record has. in one way or 
another, indulged in this practice of 
introducing unearned mqney into the 
economy and. as a remit, every currency' 
on record has lost value, either shnvly or 
swiftly

'The beA way to keep the loas gradual is 
for the voters to urge economy upon their 
government.

A better soiution is for voters to restrict 
government spending to no more than the

E c o n o m i c  a w a k e n i n g
By ANTHONY HARRIGAN

One of the principal characteristics of 
this election year is increased public 
concern over economic policy. The 
ordinary citizen is seriously discussing a 
variety of tax limitation proposals and 
curbs on spending

We have a more sophisticated electorate 
than we did a generation ago Certainly, 
this is true when so esoteric a subject as the 
capital gams tax is a topic oil popular 
discussion

It's a good thing that the American 
people are getting interested in economics, 
for their future depends on the policies 
adopted

The policies followed in recent years 
have brought us to a situation of national 
peril — to severe inflation, declining 
productivity, weakened industries, and a 
drastically lessened ability to compete 

America has had abundant capital, but 
the liberals in power in Washington have 
exported vast sums of capital in the form of

foreign aid or misapplied it through 
misUken social legislation

Dennis J .  Carney, chairman of the 
Wheeling - Pittsburgh Steel Corp.. recently 
discussed sbme of our country's mistaken 
policies in an address at Steubenville. Ohio.

Mr Camey pointed out that “United 
States loans, aids and Tinancing. through 
Am erican - supported international 
fin an cia l stitu tions, have already 
contributed $5 billion directly to the 
expansion of our (the steel industry's)
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‘ If t h e y ’ d ju s t s lo w  d o w n  e n o u g h , I’ d In vite th e m  to  re a d in g  c la s s .”

An obvious attem p t to h a lt a proposed coal s trip  m ine in M on tan a has used 
the excuse o f a "social th re a t” in an environm ental im pact sta tem en t. The 
statem en t was prepared by the M ontana Lands D ep artm ent w ith the assis­
tance o f  th e  U .S. G eological Survey agency.

We have never been aw are th a t  th is  federal agency was engaged in social 
studies, and from its  nam e we would deduce th a t the s ta te  agency was 
operating out o f  its  designated range o f activ ity .

S in ce  th e  E n v iron m en tal P rotection  Agency (E P A ) and its  activ ists  sup­
porters have had a few setback s lately , perhaps they are  en lis tin g  other 
agency people to  pull th e ir  ch estn u ts out o f the fire. Som e cou rt actions and 
dem onstrations have also been counter - productive for them .

The Sp rin g  C reek  Coal Com pany’s plans to open a s trip  m in e ju s t  five m iles 
from the W est D ecker operation which is the largest su rface  coal m ine in 
N orth A m erica. T he location is ju s t  north  o f  th e  W yom ing border. The 
proposed strip  operation envisions 243  m illion tons o f  coal to be mined over a 
25 - year period.

The two governm ental agencies opposing th e  plan with th e ir  "study” claim  
th a t th e  new m ining activ ity  w ill worsen a s ta te  o f"so cia l d isorganisation” in 
the area.

“ O p era tio n  of th e  m ine would low er th e  q u a lity  o f l ife  in an a re a  
s tre tc h in g  fro m  S h e rid a n , W yo., to B irn e y , M o n t.,’ ’ th e  s ta te m e n t sa id .

T he two agen cies also said th a t the m ine would con trib u te  to th e  trend 
tow ard breakdow n o f  social organ isation s in th e  area , as  w ell a s  th e  increase 
in  th e  incidence o f  d n m k en n ess, divorce and delinquency.

T he type o f  conclusions arrived  a t  in th is  study could be used ag a in st any 
resource progress in th e  nation . I f  such governm ental roadblocks were in 
force when th is  nation w as young, the m ovem ent w est would have been 
stopped before it ever got started .

And, the very people who ere  now using every  excuse in th e  book to stop 
indu strial progress would probably now be relegated  to slum  liv ing  in the 
E a st, i f  th ey  ever were given the chance to e x is t a t a ll.

We haven’t  noticed any m arked attem p t by any  o f  th e  environm ental 
fan atica l fringe to deprive them selves o f  any o f  th e  b en efits  o f ou r indus- 
tralized nation .

W hen we read the report o f  th is  la test a ttem p t to stop progress in develop­
ing energy fuel we had cause to wonder why th e  E P A  and it cohorts were not 
m entioned as p arties to th e  n egative im pact statem en t.

The them e is gener­
ally  based on the false assum ption th a t all th a t  tak es  place in n atu re  san s 
m an is good and ev ery th in g  related  to w hat men do is bad. E sp ecia lly , they 
deem it bad i f  th ere  u  an e lem en t o f  profit in the activ ity .

For to these  do.- gooders, profit is a n asty  word even though w ithout profit 
they would have had no m eans to pursue th e ir own present crusades.

If 
anybody ever again is sim ilarly 
inconvenienced while visiting Sitka, there 
will bean immediaterememdy.

Some of this 
plans also cover certain structural defects 
in floors, walls, ceilings and foundations, at 
extra coat.

Your houM is not Inspected before a 
contract is signed and AHS places.no limit 
on the siae or age of the house and coat of 
repairs. iRepaM on a covered house have 
cost as much as $$.800.1

In areas where it has a concentration of 
customers. AHS has its own in • house 
repairmen It also has a network of tSOO 
Ucenaed contractors in the 35 states, who 
aré authoriaed to charge up to $50 for parts 
and tabor without prior approval from 
AHS.

The basic AHS plan is f«* one year, but 
you also can get two and three - year plans 
Condominiums as well as single family 
homes are covered. The plans are 
marketed exclusively through real estate 
brokers, who do not receve a fee for selling 
the plan

Brokers. AHS claims, hav found that the 
warranty plans are an effective selling 
point and that'they enhance the chances of 
a marginally • Tinanced buyer to get a 
mortgage because the lender feels the new 
hom eow ner is protected against 
destructively high repair costs.

Thus, the key question: if you are offered 
a repair warranty by a responsible 
company in the field, shixild you rush to 
buy’

No. says David T Smith, president of 
AHS. with refreshing honesty. First, 
consider how handy you are around the 
house as well as the house's age and 
conditioi) and decide whether you really 
need a plan of this sort. Then, carefully 
investigate the company „

Read your contract with utmost caution 
to make sure it spells out precisely what 
the warranty covers, the cost of service 
calls for your area, whether they are 
deductible, if you can phone the company 
toll - free. Inquire about the company's 
repairmen. They should be Ucenwd 
contractors, not just handymen.

Ask your broker about the names of other 
hom ebuyers who have bought the 
warranties, check to see if they are 
satisfied with the services. Finally, take 
nothing for granted, no matter how great 
the lure!
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competition ” He cited the case of a recent 
U.S. Export-Import Bank loan of $74

The U.S. government is doing this at a 
time when steel facilities are being shut 
down in the American Middle West

American companies also are being 
fo rced  to m ake non - productive 
investments

The millions of dollars steel companies 
were forced to spend on pollution controls

federal government! were millions that 
weren’t available for the modernization 
and expansion of plants.

T h e r e fo r e . A m e r ic a ’ s foreign  
competitors often have more modem 
production facilities that can undercut 
American manufacturers even in the U.S 
market

Add to this situation the foreign aid for 
foreign governments, which use the aid to 
develop their industries, and a virtual 
mania in America against any sort of 
defense of national economic interests, and 
one understands the dimensions of the 
problems facing the United States

The absurd and mistaken policies 
outlined here are destroying U S  
industries and eliminating jobs held by 
Americans. They are weakening the 
strength of America and eroding its wealth. 
The electorate must come to understand 
the folly of such policies and demand new 
approaches that will help restore and 
preserve the industrial might of the United 
States.

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Liquor and beer legal 
in Abilene after ruling

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) -  The 
sale of liquor and beer was le- 
Cal in Abilene today for the 
first time since inhibition 
Days

The Texas Alcoholic Bever­
age Commission issued two 
permits for off-premise beer 
sales to Skinny Inc Wednesday 
shortly after a decision by the 
Texas Supreme Court

Another off-premise beer per­
mit. one for sale of mixed 
drinks and a wholesale liquor 
distributor's license were ap­
proved later.

Texas' highest court said 
Wednesday that an Austin dis­
trict judge had no right to in­
terfere with an Abilene local 
option election over the sale of 
liquor and beer.

Wednesday's hearing in the 
Texas'Supreme Court resulted

from a June 17 local option 
election in Abilene on legal sale 
of beer and liquor A July 10 
vote canvass showed the 

drys' won by a narrow vote 
Then an Abilene district judge 
wiped out the July 10 vote on 
grounds that ballots from vot­
ing Precinct 19 were not count­
ed and a July 20 canvass 
showed the "wets" won by a 
narrow margin

Anti-liquor forces brought the 
legal fight to Austin and obtain­
ed a court order on Aug 8 from 
District Judge Charles Math­
ews that voided the wets" vic­
tory and said the July 10 deci­
sion for the "drys " would 
stand.

Both the "w ets" amd "drys " 
filed election contest suits in 
Abilene but neither has been 
set for hearing

The Alcoholic Beverage Com­
mission asked the Supreme 
Court to tell it what to do. spe­
cifically asking that Mathews 
decision be cancelled

The mandamus is granted 
that Judge Charles Mathews is­
sue an order setting aside his 
judgement of Aug 8 ." the Su­
preme Court said Wednesday 
after hearing an hour and a 
half of argument.

Powell. 27. Ablanedo s alleged 
killer, planned to call ballistics 
experts today to testify further 
about the slugs that cut down 
the young officer 

Powell could be executed 
with a lethal injection if con­
victed of killing Ablanedo Also 
charged with capital murder 
but scheduled for a separate 
trial next month is Sheila Mei- 
nert. who was driving Powell's 
car the night of the slaying 

Ablanedo's slender widow. 
Judy, put her hand to her 
mouth and wept quietly when 
the bullet-proof vest was in­
troduced Wednesday It had 
two holes in the chest area and 
was brown with dr>" blood 

The prosecution introduced a 
section of hackberry tree trunk, 
sliced down the middle to show 
a four-inch bullet track through 
the dense wood. The tree was a 
few feel behind where Ablanedo 
was standing when hit by the 
machine gun-like fire 

Jurors also saw an American 
M-87 hand grenade, a smooth, 
olive drab, baseball-shaped 
weapon, that apparently was 
tossed at policemen during the 
shoot-out following Ablanedo's 
slaying

An AK-47. widely used by 
Communist forces in the Viet­
nam War. can fire 600 rounds

of 7.62mm ammunition — 
roughly 30 caliber — a minute 
at a muzzle velocity of 2.329 
feet per second.

A fingerprint expert. John 
Williamson, said he examined 
the AK-47 for prints.

"Did you find any prints of 
David Powell’’"  asked Assist­
ant District Attorney Phil Nel­
son

No. sir I couldn t get any 
prints off the gun." said Wil­
liamson

The weapon was found 
propped between the front seats 
of Powell's red Mustang after 
Ablanedo was killed and a man 
exchanged shots with police be­
fore dashing to the Travis High 
School grounds

Powell was found several 
hours later hiding on the 
campus

Sgt Doyne Bailey brought in 
Ablanedo's gray bullet-proof 
vest, heavily stained by the of 
ficer's blood. Two holes pierced 
the vest Doctors have testified 
Ablanedo's 10 wounds included 
two through the chest

HACKENSACK. N.J. lA Pi -  
The New Jersey Supreme Court 
upheld the criminal contempt 
conviction of The New York 
Tim es and its reporter Myron 
A Färber today for withholding 
notes in a murder case.

The high court ordered Fär­
ber to report back to jail on 
Sept 26

The case has attracted na­
tional attention, and Hs out­
come could set a precedent on 
freedom of the press.

Färber and The Times were 
expected to appeal today's rul­
ing.

The court disagreed with 
Färber's  argument that he is 
protected by the First Amend­
ment and New Jersey's shield 
law for reporters

Färber was jailed for 27 days 
after he refused to give his 
notes to the judge presiding 
over the nuirder trial of Dr 
Mario Jascalevich. who Färber 
dubbed Dr. X in a series of ar­
ticles for The Times.

The Supreme Court ordered 
Färber released while it consid­
ered his claim that the First 
Amenttoent and the state's 
shield law protect him from di­
vulging his sources or turning 
over his notes to a court.

Färber, meanwhile, was 
served Wednesday with yet an­
other subpoena for the notes he 
took while investigating a 
series of patient deaths at Riv- 
erdell Hospital in Oradell in the 
mid-1968B.

The subpoena, which seeks 
his notes on any interviews con- 
dected with three physicians at 
the hoapkal. was the third 
served on the reporter since the 
Jascalevich trial began in. Feb­
ruary.

Eugene Scheiman. Farfoer's 
attorney, said the reporter 
would not surrender the files.

About 4.5 million American 
men held shipyard jobs during 
World War II

In a review three years ago. 
the National Cancer Institute 
discovered a strikingly high 
rate of lung cancer on the F^st 
Coast Lelween Charle.ston S C .  
and northern Florida and along 
the Gulf Coast, mostly'in Loui­
siana. ,

The institute's late.st study, 
published in today's New F̂ ng- 
land Journal of Medicine, con­
cludes that at least part of the 
reason for ihLs trend is the 
shipyard work there more than 
three decades ago

"Asbestos and possibly other 
shipyard exposures during war­
time employment account for 
part of the excess mortality 
from lung cancer in certain 
coastal areas of the United 
S tates." the researchers wrote 

Asbestos, a fiber made from 
crushed rock, is used for in­
sulation in shipbuilding. It 
causes lung cancer and me­
sothelioma. a rare cancer of 
the lining of the stomach or 
lung, but the diseases usually 
take 20 to 30 years to show up 

The researchers examined 
the records of 458 men who had 
lung cancer in coastal Georgia 
and found that 95 of them had 
worked in shipyards in Savan­
nah and Brunswick during the 
war (X  553 disease-free men. 
chosen for comparison. 80 had 
been shipworkers.

Although the overall lung 
cancer risk was 16 times high­
er among the shipyard work­
ers, the rate rose dramaticalfy 
when the men also smoked. 
The risk for men who smoked 
more than two packs a day was 
a lm o st-20 times higher than 
normal. ThLs is indicative of a 
strong synergism between these 
two risk factors." the research­
ers wrote.

Lung cancer may not be the 
only worry of shipworkers The 
study noted that places with 
wartime ship.vards also have 
unusually higher rates of can­
cer of the throat and upper in­
testinal tract

Dr Joseph F  F'raumeni Jr ., 
chief of the cancer institute's 
environmental epidemiology 
branch, said the researchers 
plan to study other areas with 
defunct wartime shipyards in 
the South, as well as Rath. 
Maine, a community with a 
still active shipbuilding in­
dustry

For 10 years before coming 
to Columbus, she cared for a 
hiuch larger school building 
owned by her order in Cincin 
nati. where she had a hand in 
construction work. "We con­
verted a 90-year-old convent 
into a school, lowering ceilings 
and taking down walls '

Her day starts at 5 30 a m 
when, accompanied by an 
armed guard from the univer­
sity. she leaves the convent to 
unlock the school next door and 
adjust the three boilers to bring 
heat up to daytime tempera­
ture

She tests the water for miner­
als to determine whether the 
chloride is loo low or if sulfite 
is too high She cleans class­
rooms W'hen they are not in 
u.se On weekends when the 
building is empty she has help 
from a university student with 
such chores as cleaning the 
gymnasium floors

She couldn't be happier with 
the arrangement — doing work 
she believes in. staying on in 
the convent community that 
has become a familiar home 
and adding her salary to the 
convent funds

" I  find it very gratifying and 
satisfying." she said .softly

Of c o u r s e ,  e v e r y o n e  
thought he was loony. F o r 
one thing, new towns were 
not built by individuals, they 
were built by wealthy corpo­
rations Then too. M cK issick 
could not have chosen a 
belter location in which to 
fail W arren (.'ounty, N .(;., IS 
sm all, piHir, and situated 
near the w onoinic edge of 
U S. civilization 

Still, M cK issick was insis­
tent And torlay, 10 years 
later, his faith in his idea is 
apfiareiiUy being vindicat­
ed New York it a in ’t, but 
Soul City, pop 200, is slowly 
taking form . The streets  are  
paved, the public utility 
cables have been placed 
underground, and som e 50 
faliiilies live here In trim  
new homes

The 5.000-acre coiiuiiunity 
IS, .still largely em pty. Yet 
the swimming jmioI is  filled 
ivith area  children, the ten­
nis courts have been occu­
pied all suntm er, and as 
many as 250 people work 
here daily Mo.st jobs a re  in 
construction or ad m in istra­
tion; a hundred other work­
ers are employed in a m anu­
facturing plant.

To be sure, none of this 
development has com e in 
the abscNce of tribulation. 
M cKissick has had num er­
ous tangles in the last d ec­
ade, including one with the 
Ku Klux Klan. E a rly  on, the 
Klan was part of a W arren 
County elem ent that belit­
tled Soul C ity; la ter, new s­
papers and public officers 
were to join the skeptics.

M cKissick says now he 
understands the suspicion.

After all, he was a m ilitan t 
black, form er head of the 
Congress of R a c ia l E qu ality , 
and “ people wondered if 
Soul City was going to be a 
refuge for revolutionaries.” 
He says he spent years con­
vincing observers that the 
town would be m u lti-racial, 
quiet and neighborly.

But suspicions continued. 
M cKissick borrowed $10 m il- 
ion in federally guaranteed 
loans, and c ritics  questoned 
what he w as doing with it 
There were new spaper edi­
torials suggesting skulldug-

gery. Som e w ere saying 
IcK issick was m aking him ­

self rich. E ventually , U.S. 
Sen. Je s s e  H elm s (R -N .C .) 
demanded an inquiry

F L O Y D  M c K IS S IC K  isn 't standing on the corner 
-waving his fist anymore. The form er head of the 
congress of Kascia l Kijuality rajsed enough money 
to launch a new town. .Soul C ity 's  residents call it the 
most innovative economic development program  
ever created bv a black .Xmerican.

The inquiry took place in 
1975. And as  McKi.ssick 
believes, it was a God send. 
The Governm ent A ci’ount- 
ing Office searched .Soul 
City's books for weeks, and 
concluded they w ere clean.

In fact, the.GAO fuiuid that 
the governm ent owed Soul 
City $37. M cK issick says the 
federal acquittal turned hi.s 
project around.

Suddenly, the skepticism  
and critic ism  faded. New 
grant money began to com e 
in. S tate  and local agencies 
started to respond. Says 
M cK issick; " F o r  years  we 
had' spent money getting 
ready to build, ^ t t in g  in 
water and public utilities, 
for exam ple. Now a t  last we 
could sta rt with the bricks 
and m o rtar .”

Not that a m etropolis has 
followed. Soul City ad ver­
tises that it is located on a 
m ajor In terstate  (85), and is

within 500 m iles of 63 m a jor 
c ities, yet industry continues 
to be unim pressed. The “ A. 
Phillip Randolph Industrial 
P a rk ” here is a ll but em pty 
— and, without business, the 
town is still only a  prom ise.

Yet M cK issick insists the
p ro m i^  is stronger than 
ever. Of $10 million bor­
rowed, Soul City still has $2 
million in the bank, co llect­
ing interest. I.and here that
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665-2323

once sold for $200 an a c re  is 
now worth 50 tim es that. Of
14 new towns beiiq; built in 
A m erica, Soul City is the 
only one regularly  paying 
bond prem ium s.

As for the m aster plan, it
15 essentially  on schedule. 
The idea is to have 13,000 
houses built in 30 years. 
M cKissick says m ore than 
40,000 people will live here 
then, in hom es that now cost 
$25-$75,000. He adds there 
will be jobs for a ll, 1,500 
acres of green sp ace, and 
m ajor shopping and theater 
com plexes.

Best of a ll, M cK issick says 
there will be harm ony in 
Soul City. H arm ony with the 
environm ent, the society , 
and each  other. "T h e  whole 
idea is to im prove the 
h u m an  c o n d i t io n ,”  he 
explains, “ so if we get a 
white dude who say s he don't 
like a  black ca t, we get them  
together and tell ^ m  we 
don’t  allow that stu ff.”

There rem ain s m uch to be 
done toward these goals. 
Raising the rest of the mon­
ey, for instance. E v e r  the 
optimist, M cK issick say s the 
conununity can  be finished 
for about $75 m illion. O thers 
think th a t's  too low by half. 
M eantim e, lending institu­
tions a re  increasingly  relu c­
tant to deal with hard- 
pressed new towns.

But so what if the odds 
look risky? A Rer 10 years  of 
gam bling. Soul City is alive

and well. Residents call it 
the moat innovative eco­
nomic development pro­
gram ever created by a 
black American. And even if 
it isn’t, says Floyd McKis­
sick, ex-radical, it’s better 
than standing on comers 
waving empty fists.

Later tests on other DBCP 
workers in Arkansas and Chi­
cago and on several hundred 
farmers, pesticide applicators 
and formulators showed the 
same problem, it said.

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A rch ie  B u n k er’s ‘throne’ 
is national cultural exhibit

WASHINGTON (AP( -  For 
nearly eigid years on national 
television, Archie Bunker has 
held court from a rust-colored, 
wingback chair 

It has been his soapbox for 
tirades against Jews, f^ les and 
blacks A place to worry out 
loud about ]ob and family A 
launching pad for verbal 
strikes againso his "dingbat" 
wife, Edith

But as of today, Archie Bunk­
er can stop worrying about pro­
tecting his throne from would- 
be usurpers, notably his son-in- 
law His chair is now in the 
Smithsonian Institution as a 
cultural exhibit 

The public will be able to 
view the chair — encased in 
plastic along with the patterned 
arm chair used by Edith — in 
the "Nation of Nations" wing of 
the National Museum of His­
tory and Technology 

“They’re on the second floor 
to the left of George Washing­
ton," one guide said of the 
chairs' location relative to a 
statue of the first president 

What the 1940s chairs — d d  
when acquired for "All in the 
Fam ily " from California prop 
warehouses — are doing in the 
national museum was explained 
by S. Dillon Ripley, secretary 
of the Smithsonian 

"Museuin people have a high 
regard for objects that tell a 
story ." Ripley told some 800 
persons at the exhibit opening 
Tuesday night.

Vera : 300 ideas yearly I

NEW YORK (NEA) - A 
few blocks up the river from 
Sing Sing, in Ossining, N.Y., 
there’s another large institu­
tion.

But I miss my 
husband who died 12 years 
ago, and my parents. And 
my sister is very ill.”

And 
once, when George died, she 
says, “ I thought about not 
going on for about a  week, 
but I thought he’d think I 
was a coward if I didn’t 
continue.

LOS ANGELL5 (APi -  It 
was to have been the decade 
w hen man would become mas­
ter of the ocean depths and the 
seas would surrender their 
treasures.

As the 60s ended, there were 
visions of man-made islands 
and ocean-floor colonies: of 
mineral-rich nuggets to be 
gathered from the sea bottom: 
of fish ranches and seaweed 
farms to feed a hungry world.

As the 70s conclude, however, . 
the sea s treasures still reiiflain 
largely untouched Economics 
chipped away at the vision; 
politics created further ob- 
slacies

Did we have a Decade of 
the Deep’  Weil, yes and no." 
says Dr William Nierenberg. 
head of the Scripps Institution 
of Oceanography near San 
Diego and one of the world s 
top oceanographers. Scien­
tifically, the answer is yes. he 
says "nie difficulty has been 
that the political side is going 
badly It's become a hopeless 
mess

.Nations meeting to develop a 
Law of the Sea strategy have 
entered a no-man's land, says 
Nierenberg. an adviser to the 
U S delegation at the United

This whole Law of the Sea 
thing has been nothing short of 
a disaster They're restricting 
the ability of scientists to do re­
search on the oceans."

Resides producing energy, a 
system like OTEC could help 
stimulate mariculture. or large- 
scale ocean farming

That would entail lifting mi­
croscopic nutrients from sea 
depths nearer the sunlit sur­
face. and by recreating such 
natural upswellings OTEC 
might greatly enlarge the food 
supply for fish and the supply 
of fish for people

Caltech's Wheeler North is 
working on an artificial up- 
swelling in an experiment at 
raising kelp, seaweed used in 
products from beer to textiles

He hopes to float a quarter 
acre  kelp farm off Southern 
California and fertilize it by 
pumping water from the bot­
tom

Small scale mariculture has 
been under way for years, but 
it's mostly to produce high 
priced, fancy food — clams, oy 
sters and lobsters, for example 
That.

(NEA) - E le c tr ic  Light 
O rchestra's four-month trek 
across America is more than 
a tour; it's  a portable monu­
ment to mankind's progress, 
courtesy of rock and roll. 
Bamum , Beethoven and the 
Beatles meet the future in 
giant sports arenas, where 
fans enjoy a close encounter 
unlike any kind.

Upstaging ELO  them ­
selves on their tour is “ Big 
M ac," a 65-foot diam eter 
space ship that lifts off to 
launch each show to the' 
strains of specially penned

music by noted British com­
poser Benjam in Britten and 
receives a standing ovation 
at the end of the show.

Lights swirl and flash, 
lasers sear through the sta­
dium air, “ M ac" splits open 
like an extraterrestial clam  
and voila, ELO leader Je ff  
Lynne and company appear 
in a burst of energy like 
Kirk, Spock and the Star 
Trek crew beaming aboard.

While ELO ran through a 
tight but just a bit too easy 
display of the hits that 
endeared them to radio lis­
teners and record buyers in 
the millions, a holographic

laser screen, shots of light, 
and rid i moodily lit scenes 
from the saucer drew cheers 
from the assembled space 
travellers.

" I t  is fair to say that this is 
the largest and most adven­
turous touring rock and roll 
presentation that has ever 
hit A m erica," says “Star 
F l e e t  C o m m a n d e r  
Trum an," known profes­
sionally as Andy Truman, 
whose British production 
company created and now 
flies the saucer, while his 
British wit keeps stray pas­
sengers chuckling.

“This is a totally Briiish 
space e ffo rt," says Truman. 
" I t  is to give Cape Canav­
eral a run for their money. 
We don't believe that the 
United States should be the 
onlv ones in the space race, 
and so far we have been the 
only ones who have actually 
designed a space ship that 
can nover (courtesy of guy 
w ires)."

The saucer 
itself, a S2S,006-watt, five 
and a half ton lighting rig 
with four times the power of 
the average rock lighting 
show, costs 6300,000 for the 
basic model. But with extras 
like air conditioning, carpet­
ing and a “force field laser 
show," the cost is closer to 
f2 million.

In 1974, the couple ex­
panded their activities with 
the purchase of the show- 
boat, Whippoorwill.

They had even bigger 
plans for 1979.

But on June 17, an unex­
pected storm — officials 
called it “an act of God” — 
capsized the showboat and 
claimed 16 lives. The storm 
also caused a t least $20,000

“It had been a shoestring 
operation for nine years,” 
Bruce said. “We were just 
b ^ iu iin g  to get on top of i t  ”

The Rogers were never 
blamed for the Whippoonrill 
catastrophe. The OMt had 
been inspected, licensed and 
insured. Life-saving gear 
was on board.

When they were convinced 
nothing could have pre­
vented the tragedy — after 
the last body had been reco­
vered and memorial ser­
vices had been held for a 
member of the Whippoorwill 
crew — the Rogers decided 
“the show must go on.”

Foreign briefs
SINGAPORE (AP) -  Gov­

ernment owned Radio-Tele­
vision Singapore announced to­
day it will broadcast liquor ad­
vertisements only during late 
evening hours to avoid encour­
aging the use of alcohol by 
young viewers and listeners.

The network, which operates 
two television channels and two 
rSdio stations, also said it 
would limit commercials for 
women's underwear to the 
hours of 3 p.m to 5 p.m and 
after 10 p.m.

the Whippoorwill, capsized in a freak storm. But the courageous couple had 
the boat back in operation within weeks.

MOSCOW (AP) — Two drop­
outs from a construction col­
lege have been convicted of a 
series of robberies and two 
rape-murders and one was sen­
tenced to death, the newspaper 
Sovietskaya Litva reported.

HJOERRING. Denmark (AP) 
— A gale-force storm has top­
pled the Skarreklit. a 48-foot 
pillar of limestone that rose out 
of the sea ISO yards off the 
sandy shore of northwest Ju t­
land.

The pillar was the source of 
many legends, including one 
that a man seeking to find a 
treasure of gold hidden near 
the top was attacked by a  large 
seabird nesting in the stone and 
fell to his death.

Tuesday's storm left only a 
three-foot mound of the Skar- 
reklit’s stone jutting from the 
sea. and geol^ists said that, 
too. will soon disappear

Just four days after the 
storm, they re-opened the 
Vassar Playhouae to a  full 
house.

so many ways to be creative 
— on stage, in the studio, 
even in the kitchen and the 
garden. What we want is to 
provide a place where this 
can happen.”

To m ^ e  it happen, Bruce 
and Veda resimied their

devote all their time and 
energy to making their 
dream come true.

“It’s like a homecoming 
for us,” Bruce explains. 
Both grew up jq st a few 
miles from V assar Junction.

The pair credits Bruce’s 
father with inq>iring their 
love for the theater.

“What was my father 
lik e?”  B ruce pauses a 
moment. “ My father was — 
I can’t  explain — he was in 
va u d ev i l l e ,  he was  a 
songwriter, an agent, a 
m ailm an , an insurance 
salesman, a  newspaper edi­
tor. Well, my father was a 
very brilliant m an!” (He 
was also the stepfather of 
Ginger Rogers, who bears 
his name.

“Bruce and I attended a 
tiny school,” Veda contin­
ues. “When two people in a 
small school can play the 
piano and sing, m y  are 
asked to perform on just 
about. every program. We 
frequently did Bruce’s dpd’s 
songs, and sometimes he 
would accompany us.”

Veda’s interest in the p ^ - 
forming arts began at age 5 
when she first played the 
b a n  drum in her fam ily’s 
orchestra.

played the county fair cir­
cuit, a t lodges and diurches
— anywhere a program was
n e e d e d .  “ W e ’ d do  
anything,”  Veda laughs. 
“ Popular m usic, sacred  
songs, Bruce’s dad’s songs, 
the classics — anything.”

Both majored in music 
education at the University 
of Kansas. When Veda was a 
sophranore and Bruce a jun­
ior, their friendship ripened 
into love. They were m ar­
ried in 19S6.

Then cam e three children
— two daughters and a son. 
By that time, the couple was 
hooked on community the­
ater.

“Our kids literally grew 
up in the theater,” Veda 
recalls. “We even had a 
little bed we’d take along so 
they could sleep backstage.”

Those were hectic years. 
Bruce taught school in the 
winter and fkw  with the Air 
Force Reserve in summer. 
Veda stayed home to give 
voice lessons and wash 
“70,000 diapers a week.”

“We were too busy to do 
much dreaming then,” she 
sighs. “ But we knew we had

to get more education. So we 
sold our house and returned 
to KU for a year and a half of 
graduate work.”

Then, 12 years ago, the 
Rogers moved to Winfield, 
where they taught school 
and helped organize the 
community theater.

“We’re prime believers in 
conununity theater,” Veda 
says. “It provides a really 
good way to work off aggres- 
s i o n s ,  a n x i e t i e s  an d  
problems.”

Last year, the couple 
starred  in “ Trouble in 
Tahiti,” the theater's entry 
in the Festival of American 
Community Theaters. They 
won the Kansas competition 
and placed second in the 
regionals.

Theater has been more 
than an avocation for the 
Rogers since 1969, when they 
purchased the bam  that was 
to become . Vassar Play­
house. They also bought an 
adjoining rock house, which, 
along with several trailers, 
is now their living quarters.

The next y e a r , they 
founded the Lakeside Play­
ers, a emnpany of 25 to 30 
young people seeking theat­
rical experience. The play­
ers not only present the 
Playhouse and Whippoorwill 
shows; they sell tickets, 
write puUicity, build sets, 
prepare m eals, take care  of 
the grounds, even keep the 
Whippoorwill engine run-
ning.

ITiel! three Rogers children 
are charter members of the 
Lakeside Players. Daugh­
ters Kate and M argaret, 
both survivors of the Whip­
poorwill catastrophe, are 
performing arts m ajors in 
college. Son Chris is a high 
school senior.

“Our children enjoy the 
whole operation,” Veda 
notes happily. “Together, I 
know they could run the 
whole show. I t ’s a  good 
feeling.”

At this rate , the Rogers 
may be building a Kansas 
theatrical dynasty to rival 
Broadway’s Barrym ores of
old.

Geer said agents had been 
c o n d u c t i n g  interviews in 
Clarkston after receiving infor­
mation about a vehicle linked 
to Johnson that was registered 
to an Irene M Olson at Great 
Falls, Mont Further investiga­
tion determined the woman had 
moved to Clarkston. Wash . and 
was living with a Darrel Olson 
Agents had interviewed the 
woman in Clarkston the eve­
ning Johnson disappeared Geer 
said the present whereabouts of 
Johnson and the woman are un­
known.

Federal investigation of John­
son began in January 1877 
when a several million dollar 
grain shortage was uncovered 
at Robert Johnson Grain and 
Molasses Co about the time 
Johnson was reported as hav­
ing drowned u n ^ r mysterious 
circumstances Jan  3. 1977. He 
reportedly fell from a cabin 
cruiser in the Gulf of Mexico, 
and his body was never recov­
ered

An intensive multi-state in­
vestigation led to the filing of a 
complaint Feb 11. 1977. charg­
ing Johnson with transporation 
of stolen grain At that time. 
Johnson was listed as a federal 
fugitive. Geer said

Sometimes I thought he had 
died Then there were times I 
thought he might have been 
alive. Now udiat do we do?"

Mahler said just a couple of 
weeks ago the receiver for the 
bankruptcy case mailed him a 
check for $26.000 as partial re­
payment for the grain he lost. 
On today's market it would be 
worth almost $139.000

David was bom wnh a rare 
blood disorder that does not al­
low han to fight off disease- 
causing gernns which constantly 
surround the body

He lives m a sterile isolator 
at his home or at Texas Chil­
dren's Hospital where a team 
headed by Dr William T Shea­
rer is.workmg on a cure for 
David and others like him.

To step out of his isolator 
would mean almost certain 
death

“ David's case is unique in 
the whole world. Dr Shearer 
said "There are no medical 
precedents Unlike other chil­
dren with SCID (severe com­
bined immune deficiency i. he 
has never been sick and is the 
longest surviving patient"  

David's last name or the lo­
cation of his home has never 
been revealed at the request of 
the parents.

Dr Shearer stressed David is 
not a medical experiment 

“We have to consider now. 
what is most important to a 
child growing up." Shearer 
said. "David has not been left 
an object of medical curiosity 
with little development as a 
person He hasn't been left in 
an incubator.merely as a labo­
ratory a n m u l"

Bryno Holcambe. Davids 
nurse, says the 45-pound ydung-

ster is making the best of his 
situation

“ He seems to be content at 
this point in time, he doesn't 
ask when h rc a n  get out of the 
isolator." Holcombe said "He 
understands what is wrong with 
him in the simplest form and 
he realizes he has to stay in 
there "

Last year David took tem­
porary adventures outside his 
isolator in a space atü  de­
signed at Johnson Space Center 
sim ilar to those worn by U S. 
astronauts But he has since' 
outgrown the suit, his nurse 
said.

“ He's having as normal a 
childhood as possible under the 
circum stances." Holcombe 
said. “ But he is anxious to get 
his new suit so he can do more 
exploring." é

Df. Murdina Desmond of 
T exas Children's Hospital said 
David rtrrently is participatir^ 
in classroom assignments and 
exchanging papers while re­
maining in isolation

His first grade teacher visits 
four mornings a week to outline 
what the class is doing.

"H e is 
learning what every child 
learns, that he is not perfect in
